&0 be drilled about eight miles east-
ward from the latter town. He said
the project had to be abandoned
when the war came on because the
government stopped construction.

. Fifty-year franchises had been grant-

ed for the furnishing of such water
supply in both cities. _
“My immediate plan now 1s to
drill some wells eastward from Bar-
stow to test the amount of the sup-
ply,” said Mr. LaSalle. “Now that
the two towns, Pecos amd Barstow,
promise to grow so greatly in popu-
latin, owing to the oil development,
it will be absolutely necessary' to
know the amount of water that cen
be obtained from such wells. Under
the old coanditions there was plenty.
If I find an abundant supply at a
reasonable depth, say from 150 to
200 feet as 1 anticipate, I shall take
up the matter of supplying the two
towns with that water which anal-
yzes $9.97 pure and which can be
brought to beth Barstow and Pecos
by gravity. The source of the water
at the surface of the ground wiil be
about 200 feet higher than Pecos.

Probably the water could be con-|

ducted by gravity as much as
miles up the Pecos river, thus help-
ing to furnish pure water for boiler
use. for oil well drilling. Of course
a survey would be necessary to de-
termine that.”
