Texans should see to it
that their children have the best
school advantages possible 'to give
them that they may be equipped to
wage a warfare with the best talent
in the country. The only way to se-
cure this is to pay better wages and
secure the beot instructors.”

proximately 23,000 children without
a teacher. Probably many of the
vatancies have been filled since the
ﬂrst of October, but it is generally
true that teachers employed late in
the year are below the standard in

wealthy counties of North Texas,
where 290 teachers are needed to
fill all positions, reported 80 vacan-
cies, and of the total number of
teachers employed, 100 of them are
mere boys and girls below the age of
twenty-one.

Ninety per cent of the county sup-
erintendents say that they are finding
it difficult to get good teachers and
that the preparation of the teachers
employed is comparatively low. Of
the 7,631 teachers in the 79 counties,
2,150 have a second grade certificate,
jand 1,670 of them are mere boys uul
 girls.

The reports show that the average

Convincing evidence of the vast
consumption of liquor in the United
State for other than non-beverage
purposes despite prohibition is reveal-
ed in statistics of the Internal Rev-
enue Bureau showing withdrawals
of distilled spirits from bonded ware-
houses since January, 1920, to have
exceeded such withdrawals before the
prohibition law became effective.

to stop the leaks but plead insuffi-
cient funds and inadequate woﬂhz
staffs’ to cope with the situation as|
it now exists.

The figures on the withdrawal of
liguor show that from three to four
times as much liquor as is regired to
meet the demands of non-beverage
purposes is flowing out of the bonded
warehouses.

The startling figures on liquor with-
drawals since prohibition are:

In January, 1919, for nonbeverage
purposes, 912,676 gallons of distilled
spirits were withdrawn. For the
same month this year 2,183,750 were
withdrawn. January of 1920 was the
first month the prohibitiom amend-
ment was effective. The withdraw-
als for February, 1919 and 1920,
were 862,314 and 1,765,691 gallons;
for March, 1919 and 1920, 982,604
and 4,106,982; for April 1919 and
1920, 864,126 .and 3,647,726; for
May, 1919 and 1920, 926,178 and
4,083,384; for June 1919, 1920, 952,-
990 and 3,480,493; for July, 1919
and 1920, 1,071,660 and 4,072,029.
Commissioner Williams, on seeing
these figures, set his experts to work
to find out why the withdrawals of
spirits from warehouses amounted to
much more under dry laws than they
did under the old wet system. It was
reported to hirn that about three-
fourths of the liquer taken out was
being used for beverage purposes.
Most of the users of distilled spir-
its would rather have alcohol for if
they want to divert it to illegitimate
channels they can make three gallons
of whiskey out of one gallon of al-
cohol which costs very little more
per unit,

Becoming alarmed at the attitude
of the Revenue Bureau, druggists
have promised their assistance in
running down the crooked fellows,
They want to continue to get their
alcohol for nonbeverage products.
Leading druggists of New York and
other cities, chiefly in the East, have
come here within the last-ten days
to assure the Government agents that
they do not care to make profits by
handling intoxicating liquors but they
want to be free to use in a legitimate
way what they used for filling pre-
scriptions and manufacturing.

Most of the distilled spirits with-
drawn is for medicine which is sup-
posed to be prescribed by physicians.
It has been discoyered by the Gov-
ernment officials that much of the
liquor that has gome out of the ware-
houses has béen used as beverage.
Reliable evidence of this is found in
the fact that good whiskey is cheaper
now than it was three months after
the prohibmon mendment became et-

fective.
