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Air Transport Grows Rapidly =

Washington.—The development of
the acronautics and air transport In-
dustry during the three years' life of
the aeronautics branch of the Depart-
ment of Commerce has been “among
this country’s outstanding achleve
ments,” Secretary of Commerce La-
mont declared recently in surveying
the present state of development of
the industry,

“With the Increasing Interest belng
shown in this subject by the general
publie, there is every reason to be-
lleve that the Immediate future will
bring forth even greater accomplish-
ments,” he added.

Secretary Lamont predicted “the
foundations have been lald for a
great  transportation system over

which swift aerial carrlers will bear
thelr cargoes of mall, express and
passengers to every corner of the
globe.”
Outlook for Big 1929 Record.

A statistical estimate of the condl
tion of the Industry appended to See-
retary Lamont's statement indlicated

that if the present rapld growth In alir
transport operations continues during
the remuinder of the year, the oper
ations for 1929 will exceed the total
for the lust three years,

The report estlimated that the mile
age flown by alr transport operators
for the first half of 1929 would total
8,000,000 miles ns agalnst 10,500,000
for all of 1928, 5870459 for 1927 and
4,318,087 for 1920,

The average of miles flown dally by
alr transport operators for the frst
half of the year, estimated to be 70,
000 miles, 18 almost three times as
great as the average for all of 1028,
which was 26006, more than four
times the average of 16,083 miles for
1927 and almost seven times the aver-
age of 10,830 miles for 1026,

Thirty Thousand Miles of Airways.

The total length of the alrways net-
work, estimated now to be 80,000
miles, has jumped from a total of 16,
667 miles at the close of 1928; 9,121
miles at the close of 1927, and 8,404

mileg at the close of 1920, Ten thot
sand miles of alrways, or one-third o
the total, are lighted, as compars
with 6958 at the close of 1928; 4.4
at the close of 1927, and 2,041 at the
end of 1026,

The greatest Increases were showr
for the incomaproducing activities «
alr transport companles. It was es
timated that 40,000 passengers wer:
carried during the first six months o
1020, as against 35,000 in all of 1925
8,679 In 1927, and 5,872 In 1926 Tpta
mall earried was computed at 3,400 00
pounds, as against 4,061,210 pounds In
1028, 1,654,165 In 1927, and 810855 In

19026, Express volume was fixed at
1,200,000, as against 2,000,000 for
1028,

Such net profits as above have averaged about $758 448 annually, and for the year ended
