FLY CATECHISM
Question. Is the house fly  known 

by any other name?
Answer. Yes. It is sometimes 

called th f^ yph oid  fly , because it has 
been found to spread so much o f  ty­
phoid fever.

Q. Is the fly  the only means o f  
carrying: typhoid fever?

A. No. This disease is also dis­
tributed by water, milk, and other 
foods, i f  the grerm get into them.

Q. Does the typhoid fly  spread 
other diseases?
• A . Yes. It helps to spread chol­
era infantum, dysentery, tuberculo­
sis and many other diseases.

Q. Do many flies live over 
winter?

A. No. Only a few  survive the 
winter months.

Q. What do flies do in the 
spring?

A. They begin feeding actively 
and soon comm ence laying eggs. For 
this purpose they go out o f  the build­
ings, and seek preferably horse ma­
nure; i f  they cannot find this, they 
may lay their, eggs in any wet, rot­
ting animal !or vegetable matter. 
They find this matter by smell, even 
though we may not notice any odor.

Q. How many eggs does a fly  
lay?

A. About 120 to 150 at a laying, 
and a flv  may live to lay six times.

Q. How long does a fly  live?
A. From two to three months in 

the summer; they may live longer in 
the winter.

Q. What are the stages in the 
life o f  a fly ?

A. The stages in t’ life o f  a fly  
are: (a ) E gg— eight to ten hours in 
hot weather. (b ) ‘ M aggot— six to 
eight days o f  active feeding upon 
filth, and rapid growth, ( t )  Pupa—  
a resting stage o f  tw o 'o r  three days 
in which the maggot becomes cover­
ed with a hard case and completes 
the great • change from  a worm-like 
maggot to a w'inged insect. It then 
comes out a full-sized fly. “ Little 
flies”  {In not grow into big flies. The 
little fl 'es  we sometimes see are a 
different kind from  the typhoid fly .

Q. How old is a fly  before it be­
gins to lay eggs?

A. A fter  com ing out at a fly , it 
feeds and flies about fo r  about two 
weeks before it matures its first 
batch o f  eggs. This isVt*ry impor­
tant, because if every fly  gets caught 
during this two weeks, no eggs will 

'  be laid, and the pest will disappear.
Q. Does every neighborhood raise 

its own flies?
.\. Yes. The number o f  flies 

found in each neighborhood is an ex­
cellent index to the sanitary condi­
tions o f  that neighborhood.

Q. If- w much and how often do 
flies eat?

.\. It is ro t  unusual fo r  a fly  to 
swallow half o f  its own w e ig h t ^ f  
food at one meal, and it is a ln i^ t 
c ■•' t̂inuously feeding, if food  is abun­
dant.

Q. How does a fly  eat solid food ?
-\. The house or typhoid fly  has

-A. They feed upon filth contain­

ing disease germs, and carry the

Q. Where do disease germs come 
from?

A. F rip i the bodies o f  sick peo­
ple.

Q. Then flies should not be al­
lowed in the sick room ?

A. No, and all discharges from  
- the sick should be placed where flies 

cannot get at them.

'* filth to our food . They are danger­

ous to health only when, they have 
access to disease germs.

Q. Can a* fam ily escape the dan­
gers from  flies by screening them out 
o f  the house?

A . To a large extent; but there 
is always danger i f  we buy food  over 
which flies crawled and deposited 
specks and filth. .

Q. Do flies carry sickness and 
death to many people in Texas?

A. Yes. There were about 13,859 
cases o f  typhoid fever and about 1,- 
535 d e a t^  from  typhoid in Texas 
last year, as well as about 2,884 
deaths from  enteiitis or “ swnmer 
com plaint," and a great many other 
unnecessary deaths; and the germs 
carried by flies cause a great i>art o f 
these deaths. Flies are now known 
to be the most deadly enemy o f  man. 
They kill more people every year 
than are killed by lightning, murder­
ers, snakes, wild animals, fires and 
floods combined.

Q. Have flies always been such 
an enemy to  mankind?

A . They have always carried dis­
ease, even in Bible time& Their 
power to do harm has increased with 
the increasing number o f  people.

Q. But people^have Hved in spite 
o f  flies?

A. Yes, but a great many have 
died. More than 7,500 Texas babies 
under five years o f  age die every 
year. Many o f  these deaths are due 
to flies carrying disease germs to 
babies* food .

Q. W hy not apply disinfectants 
to manure piles and other fly-breed­
ing materials?

A. Thus far, disinfectants have 
not been found to be very effective. 
Furthermore, they are very expens­
ive and difficult to apply. 'Rem oving 
the manure is many times cheaper. 
Trying to disinfect filth and still 
leave it around is like sprinkling on 
perfum e when you need a bath.

Q. How is it possible to 
more protection against flies than we 
already have?

A. In five w ays: (a ) By screen­
ing eveiV door and window in the 
house, (b ) By killing all the flies 
that have been hiding in buildings 
through the winter, as fast as they 
come out. (c )  By cleaning up all ma­
nure and filth in which flies may 
breed, (d ) By keeping traps set in 
covetD~ o f  garbage cans and on 
porches wherft the flies are thickest, 
to catch them before they can enter 
our homes, (e )  By placing saucers o f 
fly  poison around barns and stables, 
or where there are many flies. The 
best and cheapest fly  poison is made 
by adding two tablespoonsful o f  fo r ­
malin to admixture o f  half-pint o f 
milk and a half-pint o f  water. Drop 
pieces o f  bread in the saucers for  
landing places fo r  flies. Flies will 
not drink this poison if  they can find 
any Other liquid to drink.

deal o f  mud, sand and debris was 
thrown out, and there was a strong 
odor o f  gas, but not much oil.

Another • shot was dec’ded on, 
which left C ’sco, Tex., in ti.me to ar­
rive next morning— Saturday. This 
shot was set o f f  in the between
the depth o f  976 and 1024 feet. 
Considerable oil came put o f  the 
well with the water but the hole im­
mediately becom e filled with rock, 
dirt and other debris.

The cleaning process is going on 
and will continue until the result o f 
the shooting can be ascertained. 
This will require perhaps a week. 
From ’inside sources comes inform a­
tion that it is very doubtful if  the 
well will yield enough oil to pay fo r  
pumping, and in that event drilling 
will be resumed.

There is no cause fo r  discourage­
ment over the result o f  the shooting. 
The contract between the drilling 
company and the Roswell Oil and Gas 
company, requires it is understood, 
that every oil sand encountered in 
drilling shall be tested out and the 
shooting last week was simply a ' 
compliance with the terms o f the 

j contract.
I A  depth o f  only 1105 feet which 
the well has reached is not great 
enough to be cons’ dcred a deep test 
or fo r  the fulfillment o f  extravagant 

j expeetation.s. Even the socalled Red- 
I field sand ie not reached at* this 
depth.

If our information is cotrect the 
drilling will be resumed, if  it has not  ̂
already been, pnd continue until th" 
deeper strata o f  sand are found and 
tested. The contract under which 
the drilling is being done calls fo r  a 

! depth o f  not les than 2.500 feet.
The situation is not looked unon 

unfavorably by anyone who under­
stands all the conditions.

L A T E R :— Since the above was 
wTitten, baling o f  the well has con- 

jt-nned and the prcspect.s have ma- 
iterially improved. The baler is 
bringing up consMerable oil, and the
amonn^ is incrcas'-;g. j

The men in charge o f  operations 
begin to fe<'l almost certain that they 
have a well,; and that they will not 
be obliged to go ar'^ deeper. It will 

[require a considerable more time to 
get the well thoroughly cleaned.

When nearly ready to quit work 
fo r  the night on Tuesday a big cast­
ing on the Dayton well machinery 
was broken through some mishap or 
other and the whole drilling ap­
paratus put out o f  commi.ssion. A 
wire was immediately sent fo r  a new 
casting, but a week or more will be 
required in transporation and as . 
much or more time w’ ill be required 
to adjust it after it arrives. It will 
probably bo three weeks before drill­
ing is resumed.

Up to the time o f  this breakdown, 
the drill was working steadily. The 
depth was near 3.900 feet. The
