Thia situatMin haa prevented Ward 
county from  going a h n d  in road con­
struction, but the recent deciaion o f  
the attorney general is taken to 
mean that if the highway eommia- 
sion desires they may construct the 
road across Ward county entirely at 
state and federal expense. Unofficial 
advices have been received from  
the commisaioB to the e ffect that 
this would be done as soon as all 
other stretches have been contracted.

Curtis Hancock, chairman of Uie 

State Highway Committee, and H. 
B. Samn»ons, business manager o f 
the Automobile Club o f Texas, un­
der the authonty of th# association, 
are now engaged in developing thw 
highway as*one o f the functions of 
the club. They are logging, map­
ping, marking and advertising this 
division from Mount Pleasant to La­
redo, having begun the work at 
Mount Pleasant in the early part of 
September, and expect to complete 
It during the month

This division o f the Bankhead cuts 
through the heart o f Titu*v. Camp, 
Smith, Henderson. Navarro. McLen­
nan, Frio, LaSalle and Webb Coun­
ties, connecting their county seaL- 
With a continuous highway. From 
.Mount Pleasant to the Dixie Overlanu i 
Highway, the new road lies upon the ' 
route o f the Jefferson Highway  ̂
which
the famou* and wonderful iron ore 
gravel which abounds in this portion 
of East Texas. It is a winding road­
way through colonades o f pine trees 
and over abounding hills and dales. 
Modem and scientifically constructed 
reenforced concrete bridges, culvert-? 
and stretches o f cement road along 
the bottoms, are in evidence al.. 
along the route It is an all-year 
read and is completed with, the ex­
ception o f a mile and a half in Up­
shur County now under construction.

From Mount Pleai«unt it is seventy- 
two miles and there is no more beauti­
ful and interesting drive for this dis­
tance to be found in the State. It 
passeyi through a rich farming sec­
tion with prosperous looking country 
homes and through a chain o f wide­
awake East Texas towns that are fast 
growing into commercial centers, 
taking on city improvements. The 
business interests are realizing the 
importance o f co-K>peration and a live 
Chamber o f Commerce is found in 
almost every town. The transforma­
tion from the sleepy East Texas o f s 
few years ago, into a virile, sct.ve 
enthusiastic section is now apparent 
on every hand.

Spirit ef EaterprtM.
A new spirit o f enterprise seems

The automobile, modem farm ma­
chinery. scientific and diver*.rted 
farming, quick transportation over 
the highways with the farm truck, 
improved school facilities, better 
sanitary and health conditions, are 
all contributing to the growth of 
Ea.st Texas. The one-crop idea f.F 
giving way and the old *low loco­
motion o f the poor mule team ha.H 
found it.s counterpart in the motor 
truck. The correspondent ob:ierved 
four hales o f cotton .standing up­
right in a trailer behind a small nv>- 

i tor truck loaded with the .seed from 
[this cotton, being transported from 
! the gin to the farm over thege roads 
at a thirty-five-mile clip. This is only 
one o f many similar scenes evident 
along the East Texas highways.

It is presumed that when the Tex- 
ai^Mexico divisiop has been correc Uy 
logged and well marked and with a 
fair degree o f  publicity, with atrip 
maps being throughout the 600 a f­
filiated organizations o f  the American 
Automobile Association, a wonderful 
influx o f touriat trade will be drawh 
along this highway. It ia well known 
that many foreign touriate come 4o 
Texae add eapeeJalljr to the high, dxi

lakes filled with the seductive black 
bass, goggle-eyed and white perch. 
Upon the surface o f thei•  ̂ lakes, in 
the proper season, the sportsman w 11 
find his hearts delight in the canvas 
back duck, the little leal and the but­
ter ball in great quantities. In the 
woods along the npnng branches and 
larger streams, in the hickor>’ nut 
trees and along the edges of the corn 
fields may be found the littU gray cat 
squirrel and the heavier red fox 
squirrel In the fields from which 
the crops have been gathered and 
whittling bob wh te with his mate and 
innumerable brood forming a covey 
may be aroused into their sudden 
whirl of flight from almost ever>' 
hillside.

The less adventurou;' travelers who 
atop at the hotels will be fea»:ed 
upon the bronze turkey, yellow-legged 
chickens, the luscious pork chops 
during hogkilling time all decorated 
with well-cooked sweet potatoes 
and garnished with a variety o f 
vegetables from neighboring garden*. 
When the advertisement o f thesF 
things has been made in foreign 
parts, the traveler who has become 
tired o f the emptiness o f the com- 
mercializstion o f the climate o f Cal - 
fornis will turn to the real things in 
life and virit East Texas along her 
great highways.— Dallas News.

The Treasury Department's scate- 

ment for September 1, 1921 hows, 
on the one hand, an increase from 
,\ugu.^t 1*̂ 1. o f almost $22,r»00,000 in 
the general stock of money in the 
United Statci', due chiefly to the 
heavy .mportations o f gold during 
August, and on the other hand, a de- 
crea-e o f $66,000,OOO in the amount 
o f money in actual circulation, due 
to large reductions in the amount of 
the outstanding Federal Reserve notes 
and Federal Reserve bank notes.

Figurey for the general stock of 
money on September 1st, stood at 
18,010,842,240, as compared with 
$7,988,387,187 on .August 1st, and 
with $7,997,080,820. on September 
1st. 192,0. The amount of gold coin, 
including bullion in the Treasury 
compriivd $3,377,417,980 of the 
general stuck o f money on Septem­
ber 1st, as against $3,288,608,408 
on .AugU.'it 1st, and $2,688,7 44,140 
on September 1st, 1920.

U-atistics o f the amount of money 
in actual circulation on September 
1st, 1921, yliows a total of $5,679,- 
143,204 a.4 compared with $5,735,- 
778,567 on August 1, and with $6.- 
212,030,977 on September 1st, 1920. 
O f the September 1921 figure, $2,- 
527.499,111 represents the amount 
o f Federal Reserve notes jn  actual 
circulation, which is $71,821,014 
less than the figures fon the previous- 
month and $672,575,384 less than 
the amount o f Reserve notes in 
circulation on September 1920. Al­
so the amount of the Federal Re­
serve bank notes in circulation on 
September 1st, was $119,172,892 aa 
compared with $133,573,000 on 
August 1st, and $218,763,000 on 
September 1st, 1920.

It is quite evident from the above 
figures that the proces o f contract­
ing the circulation through the re­

tirement o f Federal Reserve notes is I more than offsetting the expansion.

CONDITIONS MUCH BETTER
Denton county farmers are buy­

ing conservatively, paying cash for  
what they get, taking up all or part 
o f  their eccounts and saving eome- 
thlag to make a crop with next year, 
so say a number o f bunneae men 
who heve looked into the situetion. 
This is lergely the result o f the high 
price being pefd for cotton this fall, 
and is quite a contrast to what it 
appeared last summer that fall condi­
tions would be. At that time it 
was known the cotton crop-would be 
mighty short, snd most o f the peo­
ple expected only about 10 cents to 
12 cents a pound for  the staple. 
With the yield much better in sev­
eral parts o f the county than was 
expected and the price neary double, 
the cotton crop is bringing in almost 
twite ea much money as had been 
counted on. Then, too, the grocery 
men say, more farmers then ever be­
fore e re .‘ ‘ living at home.”  their^pur- 
c he see o f  food  i n  much lees than 
usuaL many o f  tnem saving to buy 
only such articles as cannot be rais­
ed at home. On top o f  this is a jrood 
feed crop, and there will be quite a 
lot o f peanuts, sweet potatoes, etc. 
for sale this fell. Conditions will 
rot be “ flush”  by any means but 
if farmers are enabled to pay at 
least a part o f what they owe and 
save something to go on, this coun­
ty will be in much better shape than 
a majority had even hoped for. Not 
merely whistling to keep up courage, 
we believe conditions could be a lot 
worse.— Denton Record-Chronicle.

JAPAN’S DEVELOPMENT.
As a nation which has developed 

from tribal relationship* to a position 
as one o f the great powers withm a 
per.od of seventy years, Japan offers 
a remarkable and eloquent example 
o f  the constructive power o f human 
energy as applied inteiUgent.y, ac­
cording to Cnarles S. Osborn, Jr., 
writing m the Freeno Morning Re- 
puoiican. This evolution o f Japan is 
one o f the great romances of empire 
building that takes its place in history 
along with the greatest governments 
o f the world, says Mr. Oi»bom.

But he sey j tnat Japan is over-rat­
ed as a nation containing the neces­
sary elements o f greatness, her in- 
duetnel activity being limited to a 
small section o f the country and a 
comparatively small number o f peo­
ple. Likewise it is confined as to 
articles produced. Home industries, 
however, have been developed to a 
degree unknown in the greet com ­
mercial nations o f  tfic world, although 
Japan is still far short o f its require­
ments.

It is admitted by Japanese leaders 
that the question o f paramount im­
portance to their country is the in- 
<^ase o f its industrial production 
and to find new markets, which brings 
op the question o f  raw resources. 
The foundamental elements that go 
to make op industry sufficient in its 
greatness to compete with the rest o f 
the world are laeking in Japan, ac­
cording to Mr. Osborn. Especially 
does the country feel her source o i 
weakness in steel, for  o f  iron she has 
little and that a very poor quality. 
Japanese coal is also scarce and the 
quality o f  low grade, none o f it being 
suitable even for steam purposes. 
Japan is lacking also in the right 
kind o f  timber and metals used in 
modem industry.

Japan has attained her command­
ing position by reason o f tremendous 
man power, which has enabled her to 
maintain a strong army and a power­
ful navy. These are not sujcient to

Some time ago Ed Ramsey .saved 
one o f  the large companies thousands 
>f dollars by advising an official of 
the company that a well which the 
latter believed was an oil well wa.s 
really “ salted.”  It happened that Ed 
and the official were in the vicinity 
of the well at the tume time. The 
iffic’al inqui’-ed o f Ramsey the pos­
sibilities o f the well.

“ Where are you going Mr Ram- 
••ey?”  asked the official.

“ I'm going to catch the next jitney 
Sack to town,”  said Ramsey.

This is how he gained the informa­

The driller re­
plied that there was about 300 feet o f 
oil and about 30 feet o f water, but 
that it was not salt water.

Well Couldn’ t Fool Him.
Rkmscy said no more, but noted
