OVER 1,000,000 PERSONS 
WITHOUT HOMES

IN GERMANYO
Berlin, Nov. 26.— More than 1,- 

000,090 dwellings, apartments or 
rooms, are needed in Germany to re­
lieve the housing shortage which has 
been steadily increasing for the last 
six months, especially in the eastern 
cities, which are crowded with Rus­
sian refugees, says an official state­
ment of the housing office.

In Prussia alone 585,000 rooms 
are in demand, an increase of 50,- 
000 in three months, and report.s 
from every large city in the republic 
declare the housing situation is 
growing serious, with the advance of 
winter. The need in sixty-two of the 
largest cities is described ns urgent.

The government had indicated its 
intention of abandoning the “ ration­
ing” ^f rooms within a short time, 
but the fact that building opertions, 
abandoned during the war, have not 
caught up with the demands has ne­
cessitated a continuance of control 
of dwelling space. Families, as well 
as individual^ are permitted to oc­
cupy only such rooma as are abso­
lutely essential.

in which golf, tonnia; baseball, music, 
the theater aad other forme o f 
amuteiffent help lighten their inevita­
ble burden of care is the experience 
of the 1,800 patients o f United Effates 
Public Health Service Hospital No. 
25, k>cated at Camp Logan, Hoiwton, 
Texas. Recreation for the disabled 
man is one o f the most vital factors 
in stoisting hie recovery, medical au­
thorities agree, and providing this 
recreation is the responsibility o f the 
Amsmeien Red Cross at this hospital. 
How the Red Cross puts this essential 
factor into the life of the disabled 
veteran in such institutions is shown 
in a statement outlining this impor­
tant phase o f Red Cross service to 
veterans o f the World War.

Before the Red Croso workers en­
tered the hospital at Camp Logan, 
there had been possible no organised 
effort to provide recreation for the 
patients! Not even an automobile to 
take them through the beautiful 
country around the hospital was 
available. Only a small proportion 
o f the patients were in such condition 
that a trip to Houston, six miles dis­
tant, waa possibls.

TO EMPLOY MANY
What promises to be a means of 

giving work to more than 6000 men 
in Texas within the next few months 
ia the recent big appropriation of the 
government for road work in Texas. 
The State Highway Commission met 
this week to consider applications for 
help from this fund.

Four and a half million dollar;* of 
the $76,400,000 recently appn ori- 
sted by Congress for the purp̂ '''<* is 
available immediately for highv/ay 
construction ;n Texas, accordin.: to 
a statemerft issued Monday from the 
United States Bureau of I’m >lic 
Roads in Ft. W’orth.

The Congressional apppipriut on, 
intended to furnish work fo- in- 
employed throughout the I .ed 
States, will provide vAurk for epi- )x- 
imately 5,000 more men in T- a.*, 
according to estimates of gi- rn- 
ment engineer*.

While $4,500,000 i* Texa;*' >hare 
of the Federal government appropri­
ation, the total amount available, for 
road building under the “ wor’ -for-  ̂
unemployed’ ’ program really will be 
in the neighborhood of $9,000 000 
This total amount will become avail­
able through the fact that the State 
must appropriate and spend as much 
as the Federal government in the 
highway building projects.

That the new appropriation, to­
gether with the $16,000,000 allotted 
Texas in the 1917 program of gov­
ernment highway construction, will 
give this State one of the beet high- 
ray systems in the country is the 

prediction of George Fuller, senior 
highway engineer for the government 
in the States of Texas, Arkansas, Ok­
lahoma and Louiaiana. Up to Octo­
ber 31 last, approximately $6,000,- 
000 of the $16,000,000 of govern­
ment funds had been expended.

FAL5E TEETH ARE HIGHER
Fase teeth and wooden legs sre 

more expensive now than formerly 
according to a Red Cross relief work­
er in one of the recent Southwestern 
Division disasters. One man who 
two years ago paid $76.00 for his 
artificial leg, found when he lost it in 
the Colorado flood laiA June that he 
would have to pay $90.00 to replace 
it. False teeth also are more thaa 
fifty percent more expensive than be­
fore the war, the same relief worker 
said, and the man in Shn Antonio 
whose glass eye was lost during the 
flood of September in that town had 
to pay thirty percent more for a new 
optic than the one he lost cost.

The Red Cross di.saster relief or­
ganization tries to replace all such 
necessary human equipment if the 
loss ha* occurred as a result of the 
disaster on which the Red Cross i.- 
working, according to Red Cross dis­
aster relief officiats, and all sorts of 
ridiculous requests are made. Many 
times women ask to have their lost 
false hair replaced, and one woman 
even went so far as to a*k to be 
provided with a “ make-up”  outfit.

One old lady asked for a Rible, 
which was given her. Jewelry, 
pictures, bric-a-brac, and certain 
type* of hair combe, eye glassee. and 
even a shaving mug and a pencil 
sharpener are on the list of request.* 
of disaster victims.
