NAVY TO DISCHARGE 5,000

Washington.—The enlisted personnel of
the navy will be reduced shortly by about
5,000 men as a result of orders authoriz-
ing the discharge of many men on their
own ‘requests, it was learned today. Com-
munding officers were instructed to give
 preference to “short timers” and those
holding ratings in which there is now
an excess of men.

The reduction is caused by shortage of
the appropriation for pay of enlisted men.
In the Atlantic Flest the reduction will
affect abort 2,200 men, and in the Pacific
Fleet about 800. The aviation personnel
will be decreased by 1200 men and the
remainder will be distributed through vari-
ous naval districts and shore stations. ”

There will remain about 99,000 men in
the service, and it may be necessary to
\opente some ships with less than 90 per
cent of full complement. A few ships may
be tied up temporarily.

Discussing the $30,000,000 of govern-
ment financing invelved in the proposed
Muscle Shoals deal, Edison points out that
a bond issue would work like this:

Government issues bonds, brokers -’ell
thes. Then the bonds would become ne-
gotiable—as giltedge as paper money,
because government is back of the bonds
and | the people’s confidence back of gow

Why not, says Edison, just issue new
money instead of bonds? Either would
be based on the Muscle Shoals improve-
ment. The paper money would be based
on the Muscle Shoals and labor on the
job. The whole transaction would involve
only $30,000,000.

But, if bonds /were issued instead of
money, interest charges would swell the
$30,000,000 to $66,000,000 by the time the
bonds were paid off and retired.

What Ford and Edison propose is met
a scheme of fiat money with nothing back
of it except a vague promise to pay.

In a roundabout way, they are adwvo-
catipg a money system based on the pro-
ducts of human energy, justead of on gold.

It'is not a new idea. A few economists
have suggested that money should be sold
in stores, the same as merchandise.

The rediscount system of the Federal
Reserve Banks practically does that. Re-
serve notes are issued, backed by loads of
When
these goods are paid for by buyers the
money issued on them is retired.

Ford and Edison would extend this sys
