The fire department was called and 
made a record run but the hydrants were 
froaen aad some <d them had to be thawed 
before they could get water and by that 
time the whole-\oainese was too far gc*oe 
for the department to do any good in the 
way of saving these buildings, however 
they did save the New Hotel and tbe 
Syndicate buiMings which would have 
spread the flamaa to still other buildings 
had they caught.

preaented ta the jury in the Herrin trial? 
What was the proaecution able to show 
and how were its attacks met? Was the 
state’s case really not proved?

Niactcvn men were killed ia that ruth' 
leas slaoshter. Somebody killed them 
What was the jury's poeitioo? These are 
qaeations that must come to mind in 
coaaiderina the eztradordinary verdict in 
Illinois.

Five men from a toul of nearly fifty 
had been indicted by a itraad jury 

were selected for trial. All of the men 
were charged with murder. One of them. 
Otis Qark, it was testified, was a leader 
of the mob.

The srkneas prodnoed by the state in 
chided beseiged workers who had escaped 
from the mob, aad citiaens of Herrin who 
saw tha murders done. Witnem after 
sntnesa identified the prisoners.

The 
defence had plenty witnesses to testify 
that each of the prisoners sras rsaaote 
from the place when the killing was done 
Not satisfied srith this, it also offered the 
theory that all the ssembers of the Herrin 
aiob were ” strangers;”  that Kentocky 
anrl Missouri licenses were on their motor 
cars; that aot one of the mob's members 
was recognised by the citiaens. It fmind 
it just as easy to famish srita ernes to 
ssuhlish this general denial as it sras to 
famish them for aKbfs for the prisoners 
on trial.

Did they invite the attack?

Ia short, the proceedlais at the trial 
simply vurtfied the hapresdoa the eoaatry 
received from the careful errsnan that 
srere priated ia the newspapers at tbe 
time.

Bat the jary was made op of mea from 
tbe Rieighborhood. Ita members had had 
imprasaive estdeace of srimt might kappea 
to those who took the anpopolar side ia 
the eoatroversy. The verdict reflected the 
tdrrorism of the Illinois region.
