the presi'iit world war. President 
Wilson's message to congress on 
April 2, 1917, set forth in his force­
ful style the reason why this nation 
should jenter into this great war. He 
summed up the whole case in the 
statement that the “right is more 
precious han peace, and we shall 
light for the things which we have 
always carried nearest our hearts.” 
I fancy that this exalted .sentiment 
from the lips o f our great president 
seems to you Confederate soldiers 
like an echo from the stirring times 
o f 1861. I f  I have read history 
ai'ighU there were some iu those 
days who counseled submission 
rather than wai', and all preferred 
peace, but not "peace at any price"; 
andt he answer rolled back from 
the Southland: “The right is more 
precious than peace, and we shall 
fight for the things which we have 
always carried nearest our hearts.”

joined forces to exlerminale the pink 
iMdl» worm, which threatens even- 
tnally to lay wast«* the cotton crops 
o f both eounlrics.

At a meeting Saturday afternoon 
of directors of the local chamber of 
commerce and representatives of the 
El Paso county farm bureau, Roland 
Harwell wa.s elected conunitteenian 
to servo with a conunittee duly 
authorized by (jk»vemop William P. 
Hobby, of Texas, to investigate the 
pink boil worm situation in the La­
guna district of Mexico.

This commission will consist of 
representatives from organizations 
in Texas affilintiHl with the slate 
chamber of commerce. State auth­
orities are advistnl that the Mexican 
government will receive the commis­
sion ofllcially and aid them in evor>’ 
possible way.

This' move on the part of the gov- J 
ernor o f Texas, acting in conjunction [ 
with the Toxa.s chamber of com-1 
morce, is due in great measure to 
letters from.Senator R. M. Dudley of 
this district, ia which he says:

“When 1 with E. W. F^yser of the 
First National Bank of this city and 
M. G. Porras, Mexican banker of this 
city, was ’ in Torreon we visitiHl a| 
humber of their prominent cotton; 
growers, going into the Holds and in- [ 
specting the hundreds of bolls, many ' 
showring pink boll worm effects from 
the outside, and those not showing 
effects on the outside revealing the 
worm when cut open.

“The ranchmen and farmers them- 
.solves say that 95 per cent of the 
l>olls are infected. I llnd that in­
stead o f 150,000 or 160,000 bales of 
cotton, they are going to harvest only | 
about 50,000 or 60.000 this year. They

The slate chamber of commerce 
rectigiiizes local interests when it

pearance of the piuk boll worm in 
that scclioii froju .Mexico, 1 am wi'it- 
ing to suggest that the business in- 
teress ofvEl Paso confer with their 
cotton growers and consider sending 
a representative with our commilloe 
to the Lagune distric."

While keenly cognizan of the jeop­
ardy of the cotton interests in this 
valley, local business men are hi- 
clined to look at the proposition as 
affecting the whole of the United 
States. The nation U as much affeo- 
ted as the El Paso valley section, 
they declare. Counties in East Tex- 
sa are being quarantined against ttie 
growing of colUm because of the ap­
pearance of the pink boll worm over 
there.

Opinion here, based on informa­
tion received from prominent au­
thorities in Mexico, seems to justify 
the hope tht even so small co-opera­
tion on the part of Texas or the fed­
eral government as furnishing 
enough cotton at a reasonable price 
to keep the spindles and mills of 
Mexico running at a normal clip 
would result in the forming in .Mex­
ico of at least three cotton zones, 
where cotton would uot be grown 
until such time as the pink boll 
worm menace should be well in 
hand.

lA>cal int**rests fully realize that if 
the problem is U» be successfully 
coped with, .Mexican interests must 
be taken care of and American inter­
ests protected.—El Paso Times.
