WEDNESDAY— Breakfast: Orange, 
oatmeal and cream. Dinner: Porter­
house steak. Supper: Steamed brown 
bread.

THURSDAY— Breakfast: Muffins.
Dinner: Broiled ham, creamed cab­
bage. Supper: Cottage cheese.

FRIDAY— Breakfast: Poached eggs 
on toast. Dinner: Escalloped fish, 
cabbage salad. Supper: Fried oysters.

SATU RDAY— Breakfast: Bacon,
toast, doughnuts. Dinner: Hamburger 
steak, fried onions. Supper: Baked 
beans, tomato sauce.

Chocolate Nougat Cake.
Cream one-fourth of a cupful of but­

ter, add gradually one and one-half 
cupfuls of sugar, one beaten egg, 
when well mixe«l add two-thirds of a 
cupful of milk, and two cupfuls of 
flour sifted with three teaspoonfuls of 
baking p«nvder; add one-half teaspoon­
ful of vanilla. Filling: To two squares 
of melte<l chocolate add one-third of a 
cupful of powdered sugar and one- 
third of a cupful of milk; cook until 
smooth. Cool slightly and add to the 
cake mixture. Bake In layers and use 
tilling between layers and on top.

Onion Sandwiches.
Chop one small, mild onion, mix 

with pepper, salt and a teaspoonful 
of lemon Juice with a teasiKUHiful of 
oil. U.se ns tilling for buttered bread 
snitdwiches.

Roast Veal.
Season a fillet of veal with salt and 

I>epper and put In a pan with a 
chopped carrot, onion, a bay leaf, three 
cloves and a tablesj>o«inful of butter. 
Bake one hour in a roaster, hasting 
every five minutes. Remove the meat 
to a platter, add a little water, sim­
mer five minutes and iK)ur the gravy 
over the meat.

FOOD FOR THE FAMILY

A tasty pie which may be made in 
■ short time and is most satisfactory 

if one enjoys ba­
nanas, is prei>ared 
as follows:

Banana Pie. — 
Mix one-third of a 
cupful of sugar, 
three tahlespooo- 
fuls of flour, one- 
eighth of a tea­

spoonful of salt and the yolks of two 
eggs, slightly beaten. Pour on one cup­
ful of scalded milk and cook In a double 
boiler fifteen minutes. Cool and add 
one-fourth of a cupful of thin cream, 
three-fourths of a tablespoonful of 
lemon Juice and a large banana, cut 
Into slices. Turn Into a pastry shell 
previously baked, cover with a me­
ringue, using the whites of two eggs, 
two tablespconfuls of powdere<l sugar 
and a flavoring of lemon extract.

Cold Slaw.— (_'ut a small, hunl head 
of cabbage Into halves and shred very 
thin. Soak In cold water until crisp 
and then drain, drv* and add ttie fol­
lowing dressing: Mix one-half tea- 
si»oonful of salt, one-half tablesiMK»n- 
ful of luustatd, one and one-fourth ta- 
hIes|K>onful8 of sugar, one egg, slight­
ly beaten, two and one-half table- 
s|MH>nfuIs of melted butter, three- 
fourths of a cupful of cream and one- 
fourth cupful of vinegar. Cook over 
boiling water, stirring constantly until 
the mixture thickens; strain and p<*ur 
over the cabbage.

Diced Tongue ek Casserole.—Brown 
two tablesp<K»nfule of butter in a 
saucepan, add two tablespo«infuIs of 
flour, and when blendeil add one pint 
of st<wk; cook until smooth. IMit two 
cupfuls of diced tongue In a casserole 
and pour the sauce around It. Sea­
son with salt and add two tablespofin- 
fuls of minced greon i)eppers, two and 
one-half dozen minced olives, and a 
tahlespoonfiil of kitchen bouquet. 
Cover tightly and place In a moderate 
oven for thirty minutes. Serve from 
the casserole.

Stuffed Peppers.—Parl>oIl i*epper.s 
after cutting off the tops and removing 
the see«l8 and pnlp, Fill with sea­
soned bread crumbs, melted butter, a 
few chopped nuts. Fill the peppers 
and bake until tender.

ScientisU Favor Use of Cal­
cium Arsenate in Form of 

Powder by Dusting.

Due to the fact that there Is an ef­
fort on the part of hankers and vari­
ous business Interests to obtain con­
certed application by cotton farmers 
of methods of boll weevil control rec­
ommended by state and government 
experts, manufacturers of calcium 
arsenate have anticipated an increased 
demand fur the product, accordiugsto 
the experts, and from all Indications 
there will be a supply this .vear of 75,- 
000,000 pounds. However. In order to 
obtain the lowest prices, farmers are 
urg*d to place their orders for the poi­
son as soon as possible.

Wider use and increased consump­
tion of the poison also has caused the 
cost o f the poison to drop. It Is said, 
and the farmers ran purchase It with 
the assurance that a larger profit this 
year can be had by using It than In 
previous years.

While roost farmers who have used the 
dusting method of weevil control have 
reported a high degree of success and 
profit, there are a few who failed to 
notice a substantial Increase In yield. 
In the latter cases experts declare that 
this Is due, for the most part, to the 
fact that the fanners did not make u[»- 
pllcatluns either In the right manner, 
at the proper time or at right Inter­
vals. Their advice to farmers Is ex- 
prease<l In their slogan, "Do It right or 
not at all.”

Control of the boil weevil by poison­
ing In the pre-square stage will re<luce 
the infestation, hut It Is necessary 
In many lnst.*inces to continue poison­
ing when the cotton Is In the fruiting 
stage. Calcium arsenate should he aft- 
piled at this time, the experts say. only 
in dust form, as It has been found that 
much more satisfactory results are ob­
tained than by the use of any mix­
tures or liquid poisons yet testetl.

Dusting shonid begin when 10 per 
cent of the squares in the field show 
weevil puncture, and at least three ap­
plications of from five to seven pounds 
per acre at Intervals of foiir or five 
days. I f  a heavy rain follows an ap­
plication It should be repeated at 
once.

Experts and scientists of the United 
States Department of Agriculture have 
the following to say on the subject of 
poisoning:

“Use only pure calcium arsenate In 
the form of a dry powder, and apjily 
this only In dust form. Bolson when 
the air Is calm and the plants are 
moist. In Hiost sections this means 
making only night applications. Keep 
your cotton thoroughly dusted until 
the weevils are under control. This 
usually means about three applica­
tions at the rate of one every four 
days. Then stop poisoning until the 
weevils again become abundant.

“I f  the weevils become abundant 
early enough to Injure young bolls, 
make one or two more applications 
late In the season. I f  there Is a heavy 
rain within 24 hours after dusting re­
peat this application immediately.

"Do not expect to eradicate the 
weevils. Poisoning merely controls 
them sufficiently to permit a full crop 
of cotton and you can always fln 1 
weevils In the successfully poisoned 
fields. ' *

“ Use only dusting machinery espe­
cially constructed for cott«>n dusting.”

Farmers must not let prevail the 
opinion that poisoning alone will make 
a cotton crop under boll weevil condi­
tions, according to the experts, who go 
on to say that, “although the success 
of poisoning the weevil under oertoln 
conditions has been proved beyond a 
doubt, there is danger that fanners 
may depend too much upon It and 
neglect the culriirat practices which 
are absolutely essential In any system 
of boll weevil control. The basis of 
this control Is still the cultural prac­
tices rei ommendcd by tUe experts.

“ Poisoning Is snpplementar>' and de­
pends for its success upon the other 
necessary steps. Unless the planter 
gives due attention to the seed, prepa­
ration, time of planting and other re<-- 
ommendatlons made. It will he useless 
for him to depend up̂ m polsoiPng to 
make a crop. Tim crop itself must ac­
tually he made hy other expedients; 
poisoning Is merely device to prote<’t 
It when It Is made.”

Poisoning the boll weevil by the 
methods as described In the foregoing 
article and paragrai»hs has been tested 
and applied, not only hy the scientists 
but hy practical and successful farm­
ers, for eight years, and there 1s every 
reason to believe that a cotton farmer 
who applies the cultural methods as 
recommended, together with the cal­
cium arsenate method of polsonitig, 
will have an Increased yield and profit 
at the end of the season.

Texas Bids For B if
Water Power Projed

Austin, T ex .-A  >2.000.000 federal 
water power project for Southwest 
Texas became a possibility Tuesday 
with the announcement by A. H. Dun­
lap of the Texas board of water engi­
neers of two proposed reservoir sites 
for this big undertaking on the Pecos 
river. 17 miles from the New Mexico 
boundary. The government had plan­
ned a large reservoir in New Mexico 
to be known as te Red Bluff reser­
voir, but It was discovered the pro­
ject would force the removal of about 
20 miles of track of the Sant* Fe rail­
road. Other obstaeiles also arose.

The Texas board of water engineers 
through Mr. Dunlap thereupon located 
two possible sites on the Texas side 
of the line. These sites, according to 
Mr. Dunlap, will suit the purposes of 
the government much better than the 
New Mexico locations. The proposed 
reservoir would supply water for the 
farmers’ Independent project at Cedar- 
vllle, the Portersvllle project, the Bar- 
slow project, the Big Valley and 
Grand F^lls projects and the Imperial 
and Zimmerman projects, all in Crane, 
Ward. Pecos and Reeves counties.

Valley Now Has
Fruit Express Tram

Harlingen, Tex.—The first dally ex­
press train service to ever leave the 
Rio Grande valley was inaugurated 
ou last Thursday when a solid train­
load of express cars carrying beans 
and mixed vegetables left the valley 
for .North and Eastern jHiints. In spite 
of the fact that there has been over 
9000 cars of truck shipped out of the 
valley by local freight, there has been 
an average of from three to 12 cars 
of express to leave the valley each 
morning and afternoon speeding for 
Eastern points.

DAMAGE OF $273,197.31 IS
DONE BY FIRES IN MONTH

Austin. Tex.—The greatest number 
of fire losses in Texas during the 
month of .March were caused by oil 
stoves or lamps, according to State 
Fire .Marshal G. W. Tilley. Ten such 
fires acused a damage of $8,950.

Other causes of fires were: Spon­
taneous combustion, three; automo­
bile, three; spark on the roof, four; 
gas. five; defective flue, seven; de­
fective lighting device, two; trash, 
four; defective heating device, six; 
children and matches, three; machin­
ery. one; incendiary, one; overheated 
stove, one; hot aslies. one; accidental, 
one; adjoining property, three; cigars 
and cigarettes, two; unknown origin, 
eighteen.

The total is 75 fires, causing a dam­
age of $27;t.l97.31.

Getting seed corn ready to [dunt la 

too important to be left until the last 
minute. After the seed ears are finally 
selected the irregular kernels on the 
butts and tips of the ears should he 
ahelled off and discarded. Hand shell­
ing Is best.

Sometimes an ear will look all right 
before shelling hut will have a large 
number of kernels with damaged tips 
Each ear, therefore, shonid be shelled 
separately and the kernels Inspected 
before mixing with the general supply.

maturing in 4U years, with a 10-year 
option, has been approved by the at­
torney general’s department.

Express shipments of squash and 
beans have been moving from the 
Aransas Pass section for ten days or 
two weeks. It Is now expected that 
tba first car of tomatoes will move 
about May 10.

Thirty-seven bridges and 27 culverts 
are being rebuilt in Harris County as 
a result of the $750,000 bond issue of 
December 18. according to figures Is­
sued in commissioners court at Hous­
ton.

The attorney general has approved 
the following bonds; $750,000 Harris 
County road and bridge bonds, seri­
als, 5s; Houston County Koad Dis­
trict No. 3. $130,000, serials, St^s.

The Bellville-Kenny and Brcnbam 
road is undergoing some extensive im­
provements in the way of grading.

Twenty-six carloads of gravel have 
been placed upon the streets in the 
business section of Kilgore to date. 
Plana initiated by business men con­
template the placing of a dozen more 
cars before the Job is finished.

By a record vote of 22 to 1 Mata­
gorda County voted to accept the gift 
of the State of the remission of all 
State taxes for a period of 25 years; 
the proposition comprises the two 
counties of Wharton and Matagorda.

All foreign and domestic corpora­
tions doing business in Texas that 
have failed to pay their franchise tax 
by -May 1 will be subject to a penalty 
of 25 per cent of the amount of the 
tax. Secretary of State Staples an­
nounced this week.

Warning has been issued by Deputy 
Game Warden Hudler of ttegle Lake 
that the plover is a protected bird and 
that persons killing it are liable to 
prosecution. It is generally thought 
that the plover is not protected by 
law. swreording to Mr. Hudler

.Marketing 1620 bushels of potatoes 
from eight measured acres, J. B. 
Coulter, a farmer in the El Jardin 
community, near Brownsville, has 
broken all former records for early 
potato production. The eight acres ot 
potatoes will net him over $45u0.

Abolishment of seals on automobiles 
in Texas and use only of the number 
plates has been decided upon by the 
state highway department. It was 
found that in many of the larger cities 
of the state seals were stolen off cars 
and used by persons committing the 
theft on other cars to avoid registra­
tion of automobiles.

Deeds to various oil properties in 
several Texas counties, held by Dr. 
Frederick A. Cook, under sentence to 
serve fourteen years in the peniten­
tiary and to pay a fiue of $10,000 for 
alleged use of the mails to defraud, 
and his wife, Mrs. Marie F. Cook, 
w'ere ordered canceled by Judge Ben 
M. Terrell in sixty-seventh district 
court.

Reparations covering the 25 per cent 
increase in freight rates on 352 cars 
of petroleum and products between 
Chaison and Beaumont and 551 cars 
between Port Neches and Port Arthur, 
between March 1 and September 1 
1930, was granted the Texarkana and 
Fort Smith and Texas and New Or­
leans railroads by the railroad com­
mission Saturday.

During the month of March the pay 
roll for the payment of salaries and 
traveling expenses of the officials and 
attaches of the various departments 
of the state government aggregated 
$154,045, of which amount $25,022 was 
paid in traveling expenses of these de­
partments, according to figures Just 
compiled by the comptroller's depart; 
meat.

Of all the railroads in Texas only 
about 40 are subject to the intangible 
assets tax law. Last year the intang 
Ible as.sets of these lines was increased 
$2,250,000, making a total of $75,250/ 
000 for that year. A tentative com 
pilation of these assets has been made 
by the State tax commissioner, John G. 
Willacy.

There are no indications at the 
present time of an early deficit in 
the state treasury and a deficiency 
may be deferred until the latter part 
of July or the early portion of Au­
gust, according to state treasury of­
ficials. Tax collections aro coming 
in at a fairly good rate, at present 
there being upward of $2,000,000 !n 
the treasury to the credit of general 
revenue.

A protest against increase in the cost 
of bonds for paving and maintenance 
has been filed with Insurance Com 
missioner John M. Scott by represen 
tatives of paving concerns. The rate 
on paving and five-year maintenance 
bonds was raised from $7.50 to $2C 
per $1,000, effective .March 1, Com 
missioner Scott was informed.

Legality of contracts made by the 
lU te highway department with cer­
tain counties for the maintenance of 
state designated highways, is under 
investigation by the attorney gen­
eral's department, but an opinion 
may not be expected for some time 
because of the difficulty of the ques­
tion.

JusephuM Daniels, former secretary 
of the navy, a uewspai>er man, is now 
In Washington writing a b«a>k. Brand 
WhltltK'k lias written several l»ooks. 
one of which, a political story, at­
tracted the attention, the admiration 
and the praise of Grover Cleveland. 
It pntbaltly will not l>e that tlie next 
nominee of the Democratic party will 
l»e a newspa|>er iiiuii. l»ut tliere is a 
chance, nevertheless.

One gray-liuired veteran of tlie oews- 
pai»er profession in Washington said 
tlie otlier day tiiut if one of the cruft 
were to be nominated uiid jierhaps 
elei-ted president of the United Slates, 
he hojtei! it would tie one wlio liad 
served ills time us an all-round report­
er. Tlie liest etlitorlul writers and the 
best ” liigliltrow i-orrespoii'lents,” this 
veteran said, were tliose wlio had 
serviil apprentlcesliips as night jioilce 
re|K*rters or us all-round nqHjrters of 
street, court and fire liapjieninga.

When Whitlock Wat Reporter.
The suggestion of Brand Whltl<»ck’s 

name in Wusliliigtuu. of course, brings 
to mind his remarkable career as min­
ister to Belgium, but it also brings to 
some of tlie newspaper workers here 
memories of Wiiitluck's career us a re- 
[lorter in llie city of Clilcugo a goo<l 
many years ago. He was one of a 
group of general news-gutlierers In the 
big western city wlien things were 
done dltTercntly tlian they are today.

There was more individuality in tiie 
game Uien tliuu is possible under mod­
em conditions. Tilings were nut cut 
and dried. There were no conferences 
of re|Mirters of different newsi»ai>ers to 
make It sure that no one of tiieiu was 
to be scoo]>ed by anotlier of liieiu. 
Every man was on liis own tiien and 
if he pulled off a scoop lie felt liim- 
self greater than ” ile  that tuketh a 
city.”

When one looks liuck and memory 
lielps ills eyesigiiL he tries to visualize 
what would have liuppened to a gath­
ering in tlie old Whitectiu|iel club In 
Chicago if some rei>urter with sootli- 
saylng qualities well developed sud­
denly should have utinouuced tliat a 
certain man present one day was to 
be prominently named as a presi­
dential candidate. Tliose were liglit* 
hearte<l gatherings in the old days, 
and the chances are that even If the 
prophetic qualities of the forecasting 
rei»orter hud been recognized, tliere 
would have lieen no murkeil evidence 
that the reportoriul mind was stag­
gered in the least.

Soma of His Old Comrades.
There are one or two Wasiiington 

corresiKindeiits wlio look buck some­
what longingly at the doings of the 
old days. The one or two were fei- 
low-reiKirters with Brand Wliltlock in 
Chicago. Today they are wondering if 
by any chance they ever will be among 
those present wiien tlielr former com­
rade of the street and the otllce shall 
hold a conference us president of the 
Uhited States with the a.ssembleii 
corps of Wasiiington correspondents. 
Stranger things liave liuppened.

Some of tliose oid-iime reporters are 
dead, most of tiiem are dead in fact, 
out some are iiiucli alive. I’.ranJ Whit­
lock is a possilile numinee fur the 
presidency. Finley IVter Ininne (Mr. 
Dooley) is in New York, famous and 
rather gray. William K. Lewis, iirotli- 
er of Alfred Henry I.ewis, is the edi­
tor of the New York Telegrupli, also 
rather gray, a grandfutlier, but still 
in the game. George Bi lihilt is on the 
Chicago .News and prolialily is the 
dean of tlie Chicago newspaper pro­
fession. Tliere are one or twi» others, 
one other certainly, wlio is In Wash­
ington and ills niinit- is held iiKMlestly 
in reserve.

One of the associates of Whitlock, 
Dunne, and the rest of tliem in tlie 
newspaper game in Chicjigo in the 
old days was .lohn E. Wilkie, now’ a 
ranking street railroad official in Clil- 
lago, and for twelve years the chief 
of the UnltPil States sei’ret .service. 
Wilkie came to Wasiiington aliou* tlie 
time that Frank A. Vjinderllp came 
here and tliey both hailed from tlie 
Chicago newspaper fleitl.

Broltahly Bran<l Wliltlock will not 
be tlie next president of tlie I'nlteil 
States for prniaildy lie will not l>e 
anminuted, but nevertliele.ss all tilings 
are jKisslIile anti if such a happening 
diould come iiliout tliere is at iea.st 
one man in tills city, wiio will l<K»k 
;ipon the presitletif of tlie I'nltetl 
States witli a view to determining tlic

aext-time president. It won't hurt a 
lit proiialily if tlie old-time qualities 
•(till tiersist.

Early Adjournment Unlikely.
Again it seems to l>e timely 

to call attention to tlie extreme op 
tlmism of President Cmdlilge on tlie 
■ubjcct of an early adjournment of

congress. Within a day or two tbw* 
have been conferencea between the 
chief exiHUtlve and leaders of the two 
houses, and after the conferencea the 
smile of confidence la said to have 
been noted on the presidential visage.

Tlie old-tiinera here are not to the 
mo<Kl of optimism with the President. 
They say there will be an early ad­
journment of course If the work can 
lie done, but they seem to think that 
in tills case the “I f ’ is not going to 
have it and that the work will not be 
done. Certain It U that If congresa 
does not adjourn prior to the fl.-st na­
tional convention there will not be 
many congressmen In town to carry 
on t he work.

As the country ought to know 
througli constant repetition of the 
statement, early adjournment or late 
adjournment depends upon the senate. 
It seems entirely probable that the 
senate will dlspoae of the bonus bill 
before tlie revenue act la debateiL

The revenue act-will occupy the time 
of the senate for weeks. In the form 
In w hirli It has come from the senate 
finance committee it does not suit the 
Demoeriifs nor the so-called radical 
Repuldiciins. It contains also many 
features wiilch were not to be seen 
in it ns It passed the house of repre- 
mmfatlves.

Long Immigration Debate Likely.
Tlie situation concerning immigra­

tion legislation has been set forth in 
many letters and di.spatches going 
out of Washington. Tlie senate will 
talk immigration probably longer tlian 
it will talk bonus. If the senators who 
stand in opposition to a marked 
stri'ngtliening of ihe present restric­
tive laws shall desire to talk to pa­
tience’s limit on the matter, the 
clianees are there will be no new liill 
enacted Into law. Congress in this 
case will lie mmpelled to extend the 
existing law for another year. This 
will mean lliat the same niimt>er of 
Immignints will lie admitted between 
July 1. l'.)*24. and July 1. 192,b. that 
have been admitted during the ns<*al 
year now passing.

Representatives of California are 
most vitally interested In the exolti- 
slon of tlie .Tapanese. Seemingly they 
are afraid that the present “gentle­
man's agreement” between this coun­
try and Japan will not prove to l»e 
lasting and that unless an actual intil- 
liltion act is put into the new immigra­
tion mejisiire there will lie a Japanese 
Influx Into the country.

Farm Relief a Problem.
Tlie administration, and congress 

with it, is worrleil over tlie question 
of fann relief. It Is understood that 
President Coolldge is opjiosed to the 
.M<’Nary-IIangen Idll because, as he 
seems to think. It is a price-fixing 
measure. There is some cliance. how­
ever. that amendments which may be 
adnpteil can bring this bill into a form 
to he HCceptaide to the adminlstratiou.

President C'ooildge still seems to he 
relying for farm relief on the Agricul- 
turnl Credits coniomtlon, which, with 
a capital of $10.01 >0.01)0 subscribed by 
nongovernmental interests, may. In 
connection with the War Finance cor­
poration. lie alile. It Is tliought, to 
relieve the situation in the wheat- 
growing regions.

Within a week It is probable that all 
the appropriation hills will have been 
reported out of tlie committees. This 
Is only a first step, however, and spe­
cially so as far as the senate is con- 
cernetl. The hou.se makes short work 
of appropriation bills. I f  certain 
senators do not like certain provisions 
In Ihe bills there is hound to he an 
almost endless flow of talk. It is 
thought that in the senate the army 
and navy hills will he provocative of 
so much discus.slon that night sessions 
will be Inevitable.

Tliere are In the senate some men 
who seemingly think that we ought 
to lie able to get along without an 
army and a navy. These senators 
represent that thought in some of the 
communities which insisted there 
should he no preparation for war when 
It virtually was certain fliat this coun­
try would be conipelied to enter Into 
the recent conflict.

SOIDIER BONUS B U  
P A S S E D  SENATE

Measure Gets Big Majority— 
Shepherd and Mayfield 

Vote for BilL
Washington.—The senate, following 

In the footsteps of the house, passed 
the soldiers’ bonus Insurance bill 
Wednesday by a majority sufficient 
to carry It over a presidential veto. 
The vote was 67 to 17.

On the final vote on the bill nine 
democrats and eight republicans op­
posed It, while thirty-three republi­
cans, thirty-two democrats and two 
farmer-labor senators supported IL 
Senators Sheppard and Mayfield of 
Texas both voted for It.

Those voting as opposed were: Re­
publicans— Ball, Borah, Edge. Ernst, 
Fernald, Pepper, Smoot and Wads­
worth.

Democrats — Bayard, Bruce, Dial, 
Edwards, Glass, King, Shields, 
Swanson and Underwood.

Six senators who voted against the 
bill voted in favor of the cash option 
feature. They were Borah, repubU 
can, and Dial. Glass, King, Swanson 
and Underwood, demccrats.

There is no difference between the 
senate and bouse on the main fea­
tures of the bill. Each has approved 
the major provisions, which are:

Cash payment to veterans whose 
adjusted compensation would not ex­
ceed $50.

Twenty year endowment Insurance 
policies based on adjusted service pay 
at the rate of $1 a day for domestic 
and $1.25 a day for overseas service.

Provl.sion is made in the insurance 
feature under which the veteran, after 
a period of two years from the date 
of the issue of his certificate, couid 
obtain loans from banks up to 90 
per cent of the current cash value of 
the certificate.

The more important amendments 
written into tLe house bill by the 
senate were:

That cash payments be made avail­
able immediately instead of after nine 

i months from the enactment of the 
measure.

That the insurance certlflcatea 
would issue after July 1, 1925, instead 
of after January 1. 1925.

That veterans should be relieved of 
paying compound interest to the 
trea.sury upon redemption of certifi­
cates which bad been allowed to lapse 
as securities for bank loans.

Placing entire control of the ad-
I ministration of the act under the di­
rection of the veterans’ oureau in­
stead of under the secretary of war 
and secretary of the navy.

Eliminating employes of the public 
health ser%'ice from tha benefits of 
the bill.

Muking the legislation applicable 
to female yeomen of the navy, female 
marines, the Philippine Scouts and 
the Porto Rico regiment of infantry.

STATE WINS LEGAL
FIGHT OF 11 YEARS

.Austin,Tex.—More than 57,000 acres 
of Capitol Syndicate land in Hartley 
and Dallam counties finally came into 
possession of the state Saturday after 
eleven years’ litigation. By an or­
der approving a final decree of parti­
tion Issued by the Travis county dis­
trict court Saturday these thousands 
of acres, of an estimated w’orth of at 
lease $500,000, are returned to the 
state from the 3.000,000-acre tract paid 
for construction of the present state 
capitol in the '80s.

The report of a commission com­
posed of Captain R. S. Dod of Alpine, 
William Balfour of Vega and Frank 
M. Tatum of Dalhart was accepted by 
Attorney General Keeling for the 
state. The litigation was started in 
1913 under Attorney General B. F. 
Looney and continued through the ad­
ministrations of Attorney Generals 
Cureton and Keeling. The state con­
tended the original survey had been 
erroneous, giving the builders of the 
capitol many more acres than they 
were entitled to.

teen heroes recognized by the Carne­
gie hero fund commission in awards 
made public Friday lost their lives in 
the performance of deeds of valor. 
The commission honored the heroes 
by awarding one silver and sixteen 
bronze medals. Dependents were 
granted pensions aggregating $1,380 
annually, while $3,200 was given for 
educational purposes and $9,000 for 
other worthy purposes.

Coolidge Addresses Newspaper Men.
New York.—The promise of efforts 

to bring about another world confer 
ence to attempt further limitation of 
armaments wfc.s given by President 
Coolidge in an address Tuesday at the 
annual luncheou of the Associated 
Press. Such efforts, the president de­
clared, must be predicated upon the 
firm establishment of a definite set­
tlement of German reparations. With 
this effected, America would be in a 
position to Uke tbs lead in promoting 
an intsrnational conference.
