Beyond 
these there possibly will spring op 
new centers, each with Its own Main 
street, the converging point of resi­
dential villages peopled by auto and 
tramcar commuters. But these new 
streets will not be replicas of the old. 
The hitching posts and racks will be 
absent The corner blacksmith shop 
will be nowhere visible. Even the 
rivalries which once existed among 
neighboring communities to deteiv 
mine which should be greatest will be 
for|;otten.

Co-operation Is First
Step in Advancement

Interests of a community and the 
public utilities serving it are identi­
cal, according to Philip L. Thompson, 
president of the Association of Na­
tional Advertisers.

He told of manufacturers searching 
for a factory site. "When they find 
a city where for political or other con­
siderations the utilities are not being 
allowed franchises and rates sufficient 
to enable them to earn a fair return, 
they turn away, because they ir e  look­
ing for locations where there Is com­
munity harmony, where the people 
have learned that their interest Is a 
mutual one with their utilities.

“ When labor and employers of 
labor," Mr. Thompson continued, “ and 
she iiiMrctuuias aad CIm ehOMibevs o f 
•ssHMeew aad the Rotary and Kl- 
wanls clubs and the public utilities 
and the city or county officials and 
granges learn the value o f sitting down 
around the table on a give-and-take 
basis, then there la no power on earth 
strong enough to hold back the de­
velopment of that community.**

Its causes 
are well known, also Its habits and 
effects, but the property owners seem 
willing to run chances of having their 
buildings undermined by this disease, 
and then pay the cost for demolition 
and rebuilding. Dry rot can be pre­
vented If proper precautions are taken 
to destroy the fragl.

The losses suffered by property own­
ers from this disease are unbelievable, 
and more unbelievable is the fact that 
no effort Is being made to prevent 
these tremendous losses. Recently in 
England, the Royal Institute of British 
Architecture has appealed to the Brit­
ish Science school for discussion on 
this subject, which they feel Is of na­
tional Importance. It would seem that 
not only architects, but property own­
ers as well should combine and take 
Immediate steps to preserve the build­
ings of the nation.

GOOD THINGS TO EAT

A nice bib of cake to serve with s 
cup of tea on an afternoon is:

Date Bars.—Take one 
cupful each of nuts and 
sugar, two well-beaten 
eggs, one cupful of flour, 
with two level table­
spoonfuls of It removed. 
Add one-half teaspoonful 
of baking powder, one 
cupful of washed, stoned 
and quartered dates, and 
one-half teaspoonful of 
cinnamon. Mix all to­

gether and bake In square tins. Dust 
the tins well with flour after greasing 
and spread the mixture evenly over 
the tins. Bake In a slow oven twen­
ty-five minutes.

Chicken a la Reins.—Cream two 
tablespoonfuls of butter, add the yolks 
of three hard-boiled eggs, rubbed to 
a paste. Soak one-fourth of a cupful 
of cracker crumbs in one-fourth of a 
cupful of milk and add the egg mix­
ture. Pour on gradually one cupful 
of chicken stock. Then add one cup­
ful of finely minced chicken. Season 
with salt, paprika and celery salt 
Serve on toast.

Pepper Soup.—Take six or eight 
large red peppers, remove the seeds 
and the veins and cook the peppers 
until tender. Put through a sieve 
and add a cupful of boiled rice, sea­
son with salt and tabasco sauce. Beat 
one egg with half a cupful of cream, 
add It to a quart of milk, heated hot, 
combine mixtures and serve poured 
over toasted squares of bread; serve 
immediately.

Braised Liver.—Wash two pounds 
of fresh liver and flour well, season­
ing with salt and pepper and a little 
lemon Juice. Lay in a casserole; add 
two sliced onions and six carrots 
shredded lengthwise, a bayleaf, a 
sprinkling of parsley and a pint of 
boiling water. Place thin slices of 
bacon over a ll; cover tightly and 
bake one boor and a half; then re­
move the cover, baste and brown ten 
minutes. Serve with tomatoes or 
chili sauce.

Chicken Jelly Salad.—Soften one- 
half teaspoonful of gelatin in four 
tablespoonfuls of cold water, add to 
one cupful of boiling chicken broth, 
stir well until dissolved, adding salt, 
pepper, onion Juice and celery salt to 
season. Chill until cold, then add part 
of this to a cupful of finely chopped 
cooked chicken in layers with the 
broth as it hardens, adding cooked 
egg, cooked carrots or beets cut into 
small shapes to decorate. Let each 
layer become firm before adding an­
other. Serve nnmolded with mayon­
naise dressing.

Try this prune pie: Bake a pastry 
shell and fill with stewed prunes, 
sprinkle with nuts, cover with whipped 
cream and serve.

Food for Any Season.

There Is no more delicate or appe­
tizing meat dish than tongues, well 

cooked and sea­
soned.

Beef Tongue en 
Casserole.— Take 
a tongue which 
has been slightly 
corned, remove all 
the rough por­
tions, rub with 
flour to which has 

been added a dash of allspice and a 
pinch of ginger. Fry a few slices of 
salt pork, then add a sliced onion and 
the tongue. Tie the tongue into shape 
and flour lightly on all sides. Prepare 
a cupful of gravy made from the broth 
of the trimmings, add the Juice of a 
lemon, three tablespoonfuls of shred­
ded almonds, and half a cupful of 
seeded raisins. Pot the tongue into 
a round casserole, poor over the gravy 
and. bake half an hour in a moderate 
oven. Untie the tongue, serve on 
a hot platter with the gravy poured 
around IL

Raisin Sandwiches.—Put through 
the meat chopper alternately a few 
raisins which have been steamed un­
til plump and a few walnut meats or 
pecan meats until a cupful of each is 
used. Add a dash of salt and blend 
with enough whipped cream to make 
a mixture to spread.

Cream Prune Pie.—Put a cupful of 
stewed prunes through a sieve, add a 
cupful of milk, one teaspoonful of 
cornstarch, a third of a cupful of 
sugar, the yolks of two eggs well 
beaten, a pinch of salt; mix well and 
pour into a pastry-lined plate. Cover 
with a meringue and bake all togeth­
er; If the crust has been previously 
baked, cook the filling first then add 
meringue and bake.

Round Steak Birds.—Cut strips of 
round steak, flatteo by pounding until 
thin. Place on each strip a slice of 
bacon, a slice of pickle and a slice of 
onion. Roll op and tie with a 
string. 'Dust with salt and pepper 
and brown In a little hot ta t Sim­
mer until tender, never' allowing the , 
meat to bolL Serve with the gravy 
poured around tl|e rolls, after remow 
tag the strings.

Daring the winter season sometimes 
the housekeeper’s vlgllanre In tlie care 
of food supplies becomes relaxed. She 
places the same reliance on Jack 
F*roat that was formerly accorded to 
the Iceman, and does not always do a 
fair share of the work necessary to 
keep foods In good condition.

Successful care of food In the home 
depends very largely on whether there 
Is a good storeroom, suitable contain­
ers, and an Icebox or some other means 
of keeping foods cool, the United 
States Department of Agriculture 
points out. Merely keeping perishable 
foods cool, however, does not eliminate 
the need for frequent Inspection and 
picking over, discarding wilted leaves 
on vegetables and salad materials, for 
example, selecting for first use those 
pieces of fruit most likely to become 
over-ripe, and otherwise exercising the 
same care that one would In summer 
or any other season, to provide sani­
tary conditions where food Is stored.

Bet Box Outdoors.
When It seems no longer necessary 

to buy Ice. foods can be kept cool In 
various other ways. I f  the refrigerator 
la used as a winter cold box without 
Ice, It should be set out of doors, prefer­
ably on a screened porch, and ven­
tilated by propping open one of the 
doors at all times. It should be 
cleaned and cared for regularly, as 
usual. *In freezing weather food can­
not be kept out of doors, however, and 
some unhented, protected place must 
be found for IL

I f  the cellar must be used as the 
chief storage place for food In cold 
weather, a dumb-waiter on which sup­

plies can be lowered and raised soon 
pays for itself In time and strength 
saved. Since the bottwm of the cellar 
Is the coolest part, foods often keep 
best If set on the floor, provided It Is 
clean and dry. I f the floor is damp and 
earthy, a layer of clean bricks may be 
arranged under the food. I f  there Is 
a furnace In the main part of the cel­
lar, It Is generally too warm and dry 
for the winter storage of fruits and 
vegetables, but a storeroom can often­
times be partitioned off and so ven­
tilated that the temperature Is kept 
constantly cool.

In a cold, dry climate food may be 
successfully kept In an air-shaft ex­
tending from the cellar or the lower 
floor of the house to the roof, and 
equipped with a door opening Into the 
kitchen or pantry and wire or per­
forated shelves V)f convenient helglit. 
Ruth ends of this shaft should be 
screened. It will be usable for the 
greater part of the year.

Best Cold Box.
One of the best cold boxes for stor­

ing food In winter Is the type pro­
jecting out of a kitchen window or built 
In the side of the house, with a door 
opening Into the kitchen. Such a cold 
box should be closed entirely when 
food Is In It. except for screened open­
ings allowing a current of air to pass 
through It at all times. These open­
ings should be placed so that dust will 
not blow upon foods In the cold box.

All foods and food materials that 
are to be used without washing, such 
as butter, cheese, or sugar, should be 
wrapped or kept In covered receptacles, 
whether stored In the refrigerator or In 
the pantry, cellar or any other place.

Chicken and Vegetablee 
Form Delicioue Blend,

(rr«pmr«d br th« United Stntaa Department 
of Agriculture.,

When some of the older birds are be­
ing culled from tlie poultry flock, plan 
to treat the family to fowl en casserole 
with vegetables. The chances are that 
the oldest rooster will not be recog­
nized In this combination. The long, 
slow, moist cooking In the covered dish 
makes even drumsticks tender, while 
the flavors of chicken and vegetables 
form a delicious blend. This is also 
the kind of “ dinner in one dish” that Is 
easy for the homemaker to prepare 
long In advance of the meal hour.

The United States Department of 
Agriculture gives the following direc­
tions for preparing fowl en cas.serole 
with vegetables:

S stalks cslsry 
1 green pepper

t-pound fowl 
I carrots 
1 onion

Cut the fowl Into convenient pieces 
for serving. Slice or chop the vege­
tables into very small pieces. This 
can be done quickly on a tin vegetable 
sllcer. Dust the pieces of chicken 
with flour and brown them delicately 
In a small quantity of fat. As the 
chicken Is removed from the frying 
pan, place It In the casserole. Then 
pour the chopped vegetables Into the 
frying i»an and let them absorb all the 
browneil fat from the chicken, before 
placing them In the casserole. Add 
enough hot water to keep the mixture 
from sticking to the dish, place the 
cover In position, and cook for three 
to four hours, or until the fowl is ten­
der. Just before serving, remove the 
pieces of fowl, add a cupful of milk 
which has been blended with one and 
one-half tablesyifKinfuls of flour, and 
cook for ten minutes. Pour this sauce 
over the chicken or replace the chick­
en in It and serve from the casserole. 
Flaky boiled rice, baked or plain 
boiled potatoes are a goo<l background 
to serve with this tasty chicken dish.

Bologna-Style Sautage
is Ecuily Made at Home

It hardly pays to make up a quan­
tity of bologna-style sausage smaller 
than 25 pounds, but when considerable 
beef Is on hand, this product can well 
be made for the sake of variety. The 
United States Department of Agricul­
ture tells how to make It:

In making bologna, for each 20 
pounds of beef, 5 pounds of fresh pork 
may be added (one-half beef and half 

, pork makes a richer product). Grind 
I the meat coarse, then add the sea- 
: sonlng and grind through the flne 
j plate. The sausage will keep long If 
i the beef and salt are ground together 
and allowed to cure for 24 to 48 hours.

! F'or seasoning 25 pounds of meat, 
pound of salt, and 2>̂  ounces of pep­
per are usually satisfactory. Garlic or 
coriander may be added If • desired. 
From three to four pounds of water 
may be added  ̂to the above mentioned 
quantity of meat. Mix with the hands 
until the water Is entirely absorbed 
by the meat and the whole mass be­
comes quite sticky. When thoroughly 
mixed, stuff It Into soaked beef cas­
ings «>r “ rounds” and smoke the 
bologna from two to three hours at a 
temperature of ft-om fiO degrees to 70 
degrees Fahrenheit or until the cas­
ings are a rich inahogHny bn>\vn. After 
smoking, cook the bologna In water 
about 165 degrees Fahrenheit, until 
It floats: 45 minutes to one hour la 
usually sufficient. After cooking pliinge 
the bologna Into cold water to chill 
and then hang to drip and dr.v. The 
sausage should be kept In a dry place 
for Immediate use. or It may he 
canned by packing In can.s. covering 
to within one-hnif Inch of top wRh 
the liquid In which the bologna was 
cooked. It should then he heated to 
a temperature of 2.'»tj degrees Fahren­
heit for 45 minutes, or a 15 pounds 
steam pressiire.

First apply ben­
zine an Inch or more round the hole 
and scrape until clean. Then apply 
the rubber with a brush, as quickly 
u  poulblA so that It will not harden.

Food Value of Corn Equal 
to That of Other Cereals

Corn Is one of the most important 
cereal n»ods In the United States. It 
Is in more general use In the southern 
than In the northern states. Its food 
value is very similar to that of other 
cereals. When used In a diet that also 
sui)plles dairy products, flesh fimds. 
and vegetables or fruits, the choice be­
tween the various cereals depends 
more on personal preference and 
price than on the nourishment sup­
plied. I f  com Is abundant and cheap, 
or If wheat, rice, or other cereals are 
scarce and dear, com may be safely 
substituted for them.

Home Towns of 
Famous Cheese

Must Go to Baeddcer for 
Guide to Places Made Fa­

mous by Product.
Waahlngton.1—The memorial tab­

let which has been erected to Mme. 
Marie Harel, creator of camembert 
cheese, on her Brittany cottage in 
Camembert, Prance, recalls that the 
United States Department of Agricul­
ture was surprised to find a large in­
crease In the imports of camembert 
cheese from France Immediately after 
the World war. Investigation showed 
that the A. E. F., like the old Crusad­
ers returning from Palestine with a 
new-found love for the spices and 
silks of the East, came back from 
France with a relish for camembert.

**Bullj beef* was drab fare to the 
American doughboy. He craved a 
substitute for the pies and all the 
rest that mother made. So he sought 
out French farmhouses where be 
begged or bought food that knew not 
tins. Usually his search was reward­
ed with cheese. What could banish 
camp rations monotony easier than 
H)lcy-odored and spicy-flavored cam­
embert? With a bit of camembert 
wrapped In tln-foU there must be pur­
chased In many American delicates­
sens today memories of friendly folk 
in deep-roofed Norman cottages.

Made by a MolA
“What Mme Harel discovered In 

Camembert, thirty miles sooth of the 
resort Deauville, was the way to con­
trol a certain mold,” says a bulletin 
of the National Geographic society 
from its Washington (D. C.) head­
quarters, on the well-known foreign 
and domestic cheeses. “The camem­
bert culture can now be secured from 
concerns who make It a business to 
grow It. Camembert and allied va­
rieties like Brie are cured widely 
throughout northern France. Ameri­
can production now shares the United 
States market

“ So slender Is the path U>e world 
makes to the historic homes of fa­
mous cheeses that one often must go 
to Baedeker for the sign posts. K.'am- 
embert is on few maps; Cheddar, 
which supplies the technical title for 
American or ‘rat trap* cheese. Is 15 
miles southeast, of Bristol, England^ 
Stilton Is 66 miles directly north of 
L«ondon; Gorgonzola Is in Italy, close 
to Milan; Parma, one of the largest of 
the cheese towns. Is the city In sooth 
Lombardy that gives Its name to Par- . 
mesan; Swiss cheese Is more properly ; 
Emmental, for the valley of Emmen i

perfect conditions to favor the Roque­
fort mold and discourage growth of 
other molds.

“America’s contributions to the 
cheese industry have been chiefly 
scientific production, large scale out­
put and improved styles of marketing.

“Philadelphia cream cheese and 
some other cream cheeses are new in 
that fresh curd Is use<l, but the tex­
ture links them to the Neufchatel 
group.

*‘W’l8consln In one year produces 
more than twice as much cheese as 
Switzerland.

"Loaf cheese, wrapped In tln-foU, 
Is strictly a Yankee Invention and a

good one because a Mice la the Mae 
of a piece of bread and because dry­
ing cannot exact great lossea In mon­
ey and quality.

“Not many months ago a man who 
is a big figure In American politics 
and Industry arrived in Washington. 
Employees In this man*s Washington 
office stood ready to do his bidding. 
His first question on this trip made 
their beads whirl.

“ ‘How can one pot holes In Swiss 
cheese?’ he asked.

“His employees soon found this was 
no Joking matter. This famous man. 
It appears, when he can forget af­
fairs of the United States, the world 
and Its business, is absorbed in his 
big farm- A problem had arisen In 
the dairy. The Swiss cheese bad no 
holes. Since the presence or absence 
of holes affect the flavor, this was 
Important. He bad come to Wash­
ington In search of holes. Next day 
a four-page report on holes for Swiss 
cheese was on his desk. It said In 
part that bacteria known as Swiss 
cultures were the excavators, or 
more properly, the bellows. Gas gen-' 
erated by the bacteria expands the 
rubbery, raw cheese as yeast does 
bread. Further, that the organisms 
can be had from the Department of 
Agriculture and certain state univer­
sities.

“The Department of Agriculture 
not only knows Swiss cheese, but 
also makes It in their experimental 
dairy.”

Building Planes for Flight to North Pole

9,495 Aliens Depor̂ ŝd
by Authorities in 1925

W ashlngton.— Secretary of Labor 
James J. Davis, reports that the' Im­
migration service during the fiscal 
year 19*2.5 arrested and deported a 
total of 9,495 aliens, the largest num­
ber in the history of the service. He 
makes the following comment on the 
situation:

“With the tide of immigration sud­
denly and materially stemmed by the 
adoption of restrictive Immigration 
measures, leaving millions of aliens 
who were unable to gain admission 
through lawful channels, it is quite 
natural that their eyes should turn to 
other channels which afforded a means 
of gaining entry.

“Stimulated by conditions existing 
In their own countries and encouraged 
by unscrupulous persona, who sought 
to reap financial reward from their 
undertakings, they were easily Influ­
enced to adopt the “back door,” which 
to' them presented a ready, albeit an 
expensive, means of effecting entry 
to the land of their ambitions.

“Of a total of 9,495 deportations 
under warrant for the fiscal year, the 
largest number In the history of the 
Immigration service, 1,169, were upon 
the ground of entry without inspec­
tion. Deportations to Canada num­
bered 1,921 «nd to Mexico. 1,828. The 
remainder, minus a small percentage 
of South Americans, Asiatics, and 
Africans, were deported to European 
countries."

CARILLON OF BELLS M AY
BECOME POPULAR IN U. S.

« -
Instrument Used In Low Countries of 

Europe for Centuries to Pro­
mote Love of Music.

New Tork.—The carillon with clav­
ier as an Instrument In civic musical 
education has been pealing from sing­
ing towers In continental low coun­
tries for hundreds of years, but It has 
only lately become better known out­
side the boundaries of Its origin.

Belgium and Holland accepted the 
bells as a means of cultivating and 
teaching a love for folk-songs and the 
great melodies of their fatherland. 
The carillon has shared Its compan 
lonship In all the stirring events In 
the history of these countries, usually 
at the public charge. In not a few 
o f the towars the carillon has been 
played ftor one hundred yeara or more 
on the same oay and at the same hour.

While the United SUtes has but 
o f the balla In oparatioo.

declares William Gorham Rice, who 
has devoted a great part of his life 
to the chronicling of rurillons, it nev­
ertheless can bou.st of the largest In 
the world. He says no rarillou built 
since the earliest Hemony In 1645 
compares in size with the one In­
stalled In the Park Avenue Baptist 
church here by John D. Rockefeller, 
Jr., In memory of his mother.

Rice describes the carillon as a 
characteristic democratic municipal 
music In a book published by Dodd. 
Mead A Co. August Heckscher, New 
Tork philanthropist, has offered to 
present one of the Instruments to the 
city as a World war memorial. If the 
city will erect a tower In the middle 
of Central park In which to house It.

The carillon bad Its origin in a me­
chanical arrangement of aets of small 
bells in connection with the clocks 
which In the Fiftaenth century came 
to be an sasentlal part of the munic­

ipal towers of the low countries. It 
was not long before the mechanism 
was arranged to play a little tune.

The first modern carillon on the 
Ainerican continent was installed at 
the Metropolitan church, Toronto. 
Rice says, and the first In the United 
States was In the Church of Our Lad.v 
of (lood Hope, at Gloucester, Mass. 
Others are at Andover and Cohasset, 
Mass.; Rlrmlngham, Ala.; Cranbrook 
and Detroit. Mich.; Morristown, Plain- 
field and Princeton, N. J.; St. Paul, 
Minn.; Notre Dame, Ind., and Phil­
adelphia. There are 184 of the In­
struments In existence.
