I 
built mine in a series of three tanks 
of concrete, and ran the outlet Into 
the field far below the house. In 
town one day I picked up, for a dol­
lar, a discarded hundred-gallon tank 
which had been a heater. I got this 
to the roof of our rear porch, and 
connected pipes down from It to the 
sink, the lavatory, and the bath. Then 
I connected it with the well and In­
stalled a hand force pump.

“It required more than 300 strokes 
of the pump’s piston to fill the tank 
night and morning, and I got plenty 
of exercise. We pumped by hand for 
a year, then I bought a little electric 
pump as soon as the lighting com­
pany extended through our district 
and supplied us with light.”

Placing Shrubbery
In massing shrubbery near the 

house it should be set about two and 
one-half feet from the foundation in 
order to assure plenty of room for 
roots and foliage.

It 
Is not well to plant trees In rows on 
lawns. Often they, as well as shrub­
bery, are desirable for hiding defects, 
for framing vistas and for the shade 
they furnish.

Tuna Fish With Mush­
rooms.—Take two cup­
fuls of tuna fish, one 
cupful of thin cream, 
one teaspoon ful of but­
ter, one-half teaspoonful 

of salt, a few dashes of cayenne, a 
grating of nutmeg, two cupfuls of 
muslirooms cut into dice and cooked 
in butter five minutes, one cupful of 
white sauce and a tablespoonful of 
minced parsley. Add the mushrooms 
to the tuna, the cream and the sea­
sonings. stir in the butter and sim­
mer 15 minutes. Serve on buttered 
toast and pour the hot, well-seasoned 
white sauce with the parsley added, 
over all.

Queen of Bread Pudding.—During 
the summer when bread moulds 
quickly, various puddings and an 
gratin dishes may be made occasion­
ally. Take one pint of milk, one pint 
of bread crumbs, the yolks of two 
eggs, one cupful of sugar, a table­
spoonful of melted butter, the rind and 
Juice of lialf a lemon. Beat the whites 
of the eggs very stiff, add two table- 
spoonfuls of powdered sugar. Cover 
the pudding after mixing with a layer 
of sugar and lemon Juice and rind, 
then cover with the meringue and 
bake until brown. Serve with cream 
or a hard sauce.

Cottage Cheese With Lettuce.—
Heap creamed cottage clieese on fresh 
crisp lettuce, top with a spoonful of 
good Itoiled dressing and garnish with 
a cube of Jelly or a bit of preserve. 
Sprinkle with chopped nuts if desired.

Beet Lima Beans.—Take two cup­
fuls of fresh limn beans, add one niê  
dlum-slzed green pepper, one onion 
and one carrot, chopjiefl. Cook in 
bolllnc w.Tter until tender, then salt, 
reserving when draining one-half of 
the liquor. Melt two tahlespoonfuls 
of butter, add two tablespoonfuls of 
flour, pepper and salt to taste, then 
add one-half cupful of the liquor nd 
the same amount of milk ; cook until 
smooth, pour over the vegetables and 
seHe hot.

Good W ay to Avoid Expen* 
tive Repair Bills.

Due to the fact that motorists use 
their cars for longer trips In the sum­
mer time than In any other period of 
the year, oil dealers sound a warning 
that careful attention to lubrication 
requirements Is essential If costly re­
pair bills are to be avoided. Just be­
cause the car runs all right some mo­
torists feel that It does not need at­
tention.
'' Draining and Refilling.

If they could but see what Is going 
on inside their gear cases when the i 
transmission and dlflferentlal are not j 
properly cared for, say the oil men, i 

they would so#n realize that periodic ' 
draining and refilling of these vital ' 
spots Is mighty Important. The only 
warning given Is when the car howls, | 
but when a car hov’ls It Is too late for 
lubrication, the damage has been done.

Robert Worthington, president of a 
big company. In discu.ssing this matter, 
said: “ It took quite a period of time 
to Impress motorists with the neces­
sity of drainlirg and refilling the crank­
case at regular intervals. One of the 
examples used was to point out that 
four quarts of dirty oil plus one quart 
of fresh, clean oil always results in 
five quarts of dirty oil. This was an 
easy way to Illustrate the Importance 
o f a complete change of oil.

No Pressure Gauge.
“The matter of transmission, differ­

ential and chassis lubrication, while 
Just as Important, Is not as easy to 
Illustrate, due to the fact that there 
Is no pressure gauge at these points. 
The mere fact that many car manufac­
turers are building in lubrication sys­
tems for the chas.sls that can be oper­
ated by the simple pressure on a 
plunger should awaken motorists to 
the point where all lubrication require­
ments would be properly observed.”

remember their tag numbers. Service 
stations report that they are prevent­
ed frequently from responding Imme­
diately to distress culls beoau.se car 
owners are unable to give the num­
bers when they summon the repair 
man. Repair men say they often go 
to the scene of the trouble, but are un­
able to identify the car they have 
been called to rescue because they 
have been given the wrong number or 
the owner does not know the number 
at all. Knowing the tag numbers also 
is a protection against theft.

All traffic signs, including those 

used for the control of traffic at In­

A. S. Tompkins held that the legisla­
ture did not order licenses for the toy 
cars of children.

IMPACTS OF TRUCK TIRES ARE TESTED

Trucks Have Proved Their Value in Transporting Freight.

Deductions drawn from data ob­
tained In a series of tests of motor 
truck tire Impacts on road surfaces, 
extending over two years and car­
ried out in co-opcratton with the ISo- 
clety of Automotive Engineers, are 
given In a paper prenare<l eecently by 
J A. Buchaii.Hn, of the United States 
bureau of public roads.

These conclusior-s. as set forth In 
Mr. Buchanan’s paper, are that the 
Impact reactions, or force of the blow. 
Increase as the w’eight supported hy 
the tire is increa.sed, but that the ratio 
of the reaction to the weight becomes 
less as the weight is increased; that 
the narrower the tread rubber of 
solid tiros is. tlie less la the Impaet 
reacthm. and that inci easing tlie 
height of the tread rubber has a 
marked effect in reducing ti»e impact 
reaction fn both single and dual tire 
mounting; that dual tires cause great­
er impact forces than single tires of 
cswrespondir.g load capacity; that 
breaks in continuity *f the tread sur­
face cause heavy retieated mail Im­
pacts, and that dual tires should be 
mounted with the tread design .stag­
gered.

V e rtic a l Reactions Meaeured.
In the tests the vertical reactions 

from road ohstriutions were measured 
by a specially constructed Instrument 
called an accelerometer mounted on 
fi.e truck and designed to measure 
the force and speed of upward thraaU

and at the same time to measure the 
proportional deflection of the truck 
spring adjacent to tlie wheel.

The results show that pnoiimattc 
tires may make a rough road seem 
reasonnlily smooth and solid tires In 
poor condition may make a smuotli 
road seem unreasonably rough. A few 
tests Indicated tliat no great differ­
ence in effect was produced hy vary­
ing the unsprung weiglit, tiiat is, the 
weight of wlieel, tire and axle bidnw 
the vehicle spring supporting the 
frame and its load.

Eliminats Much Roughness.
From a cu.'hioning viewpoint, the 

I combination of a low pressure balloon 
tire or an underinflated higli-pressure 
pneumatic tire, u relatively heavy un­
sprung weight, and a comparatively 
flexible t'-urk spring, iiiiglit eliminate 
all but tlie severest poa<I nuighnexses.

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Common Cold Is 
in for Big Batde

Joint Action of Many 
Sciences Proposed to W ar 

on Disease.
N«w York.—Medical men and fnnda- 

nmital scientlats are asked to co-oi>- 
arate in a determined effort to con­
quer the common cold, which is said 
to be the most persistent and harmful 
anemy of mankind, causing more 
deaths and greater economic waste 
Shan any other disease.

The Joint attack was sugKeste<l by 
^Yancis P. Garvan, presldeift of the 
Chemical Foundation, in a recent ad­
dress before the American Drug Man- 
uiacturers’ association, in which he 
urged that body to bring together 
physician, pharmacologist, chemist, 
bacteriologist and pathologist for the 
purpose of making a co-ortlinated 
study of the common cold and formu­
lating a cure for it. The Drug Mauu- 
fticturers’ association has appointed a 
committee to co-operate with the 
Chemical Foundation in instituting 
a e  work of research planned.

As in the days of war, scientists in 
•11 fields will be asked to pool their 
knowledge and resources in an exhaus­
tive investigation of the evil to be 
fbogbt Each will contribute his 
•hare in close co-ordination with the 
Others. In this way all the aspects 
o f the disease will be covered and 
what is now a scourge may yield to 
the common attack of experts and 
cease to be a blight on human health 
•nd happiness.

Colleges Will Help.
The 7.000 hospitals and the 400 uni- 

Torsitles in this country will be asked 
to become partners iu the undertak­
ing. They will become Pasteur insti­
tutes to study the nature of the cold 
and to use the facilities of their lab­
oratories in such a way as to make 
each supplement the work of the oth­
ers. Hospital and laboratory work of 
this kind will be supiMtrted from a 
common fund to be created for that 
purpose.

There will be no difficulty in raising 
the fund. Mr. Garvin thinks. The 
main task, according to him, is to lead 
the public to see the stupendous 
wa.ste In physical energy and economic 
productiveness which the common 
cold causes, and induce organizatl«>ns 
already exi.sting and amply eipiipped 
to merge themselves in a collective 
endeavor.

In 5Ir. Garvin's opinion the re­
sources of the whole domain of funda­
mental sciences are needed to aclileve 
victory. As ail sciences overlap, the 
task of conquering disease is no long­
er that of the physician alone, but of 
the chemist, the physiologist, the 
pharmacologist and the bacteriologist 
•8 well. The common cold is a dis­
ease that demands the co-operatlon of 
all these scientists. It challenges, 
likewise, the employer, the business 
man and the parent.

Other Ills Have Yielded.
The pooling of the resource.s of all 

the sciences Involved, Mr. Garvin be­
lieves, can be dependefl on to accom­
plish against colds what similar co­
operation has accompilshe<l against 
other diseases. Scarlet fever, smallpox, 
tuberculosis, hookworm, yellow fever, 
diphtheria, typhoid fever and diabetes 
have thu.s been subdued. Intelligent j 
interest on the part of the public In ! 
any struggle of this sort for human j 
well-being is a requisite of success. j

The wliole human race is weakened I 
by the common cold. The exi»ectant ■ 
mother is affected by it and transmits 1 
Its influence to the child, llecause the 
common cold Is regar^led as an un- I 
avoidable disease, people are inclined | 
to pay little attention to it, th<»ugh ; 
the need to fight it is as urgent as if \ 
It were a disease with a terrifying : 
name.

More than half of the exi»enditure 
of the hospitals of the country goes 
toward combating the effects of tlie 
common cold. From fiO to 80 per cent 
o f the physician’s practice deals with 
aliments attributable to the same 
cause. The lion’s share of the nation’s 
$500,000,000 drug blO Is spent for cold 
remedies. Of this amount three-fifths 
is paid for patent medicines alone, 
most of which are sold us cold al- 
levlatlves.

There are said to be 4.5,0(K) drug 
Items on the market, most of them 
•opposed remedies against the com­
mon cold or Its effects. Tldrty years

ago there were 2,700 Items on the drug 
list, ail told. The fact that there are 
80 many “remedies” against the cold 
would seem to indicate that sonM of 
them are not remedies at all.

An Enemy of Health.
According to figures available, the 

ravages of the common cold are far 
beyond anything imagined by those 
who suffer from ttie disease without 
paying much attention to It. It com­
pels every man, woman and child to 
abstain from work for several days 
every year—some estimates run as 
high ns seven days. It paves the 
way for other dlsea.ses. It lmi»erlls 
and cau.ses the postponement of sur­
gical operations.

During the Influenza epidemic all 
such operations, except in emergency, 
were delayed two weeks in all the 
hospitals In the city. This was due to 
the fear of post-operative pneumonia, 
which deveIo{)s after an operation and 
spreads through a ward rapidly. Nine­
ty per cent of child mortality is due 
to colds.

The waste cnuse<l by common colds 
in the basically Important Industries 
Is enormous. Besides suffering direct 
lo.ss In productivity, these Industries 
are obliged to maintain exinuislve 
medical departments, employ large 
staffs of health workers and engage 
safety directors to attend to cases 
that are the outgrowth of colds. They 
could afford to i>ay large sums to 
eliminate or reduce the U>ss thus en­
tailed.

Considerable work has been done 
toward ascertaining the nature of the 
dl.sease. The bacteriologists have 
sjient years In laborious investigation. 
The me<Ilcal profession made an ex­
haustive study of respiratory diseases 
during the war. The United States 
public health service, numerous 
health committees and local health de­
partments ns well as Insuranc’e c«>m- 
panles have contributed to the purely 
statl.stical pre.sentatlon of the problem.

Cause Still a Mystery.
In spite of all attempts to deter­

mine the specific cause of the com­
mon cold, the cau.se remains unknown. 
.\ cold, ns tlie doctors explain it, is 
a catarrhal intlammation of the lining 
of the nose, mouth ami throat. It Is 
held by some to be due to Infection 
with some peculiar germ whlcli as yet 
has not been found, .^ome think that 
this micro-organism is so small that 
It cannot be detected even by the

Eskimos 
are not subject to coughs and colds, 
even when exposed to dampness and 
drafts. They often fall ill, however, 
after vlslUng a ship.

( olds are most common In the tem­
perate zone. In this country few per­
sons are immune from them. Not 
more than fifteen out of every hun- 
drtMl are lucky enough to escuf>e with 
only one cold a year. The ailment is 
most frequent in early childlumd and 
least frequent after middle life.

According to Dr. A. It. Dochez of 
the 1‘resbyterlan hospital, who Is do­
ing special research In the field, the 
cold, in Itself, ig of comparatively lit­
tle Importance. Its chl**f harm lies 
in the fact that it pre<Iisposes the pa­
tient to more serious diseases, such as 
niea.sles, typhoid fever, scarlet fever 
and lobar pneumonia.

How Chemists Can Help.
(liemistry, Doctor I)(K‘hez said, can 

Contribute to the fight against the 
common cold by inventing some anti­
septic to be used locally t»» sliorten 
the life of the bacteria or stop the de­
velopment of the Induced disease.

The aid which chemistry is in u po­
sition to lend the physician grows in 
scope altnost dally, in many Instances 
It has made the very progress of medi­
cine possible. Ether, discovered in 
the Thirteenth century, began to be 
utilized as an anesthetic live cen­
turies later. Magnesium sulphate, used 
for relieving lt»ckjaw, burns, strych­
nine p«(i.sonlng, etc., was recognized 
by medicine only after two centuries. 
The medicinal proi)ertles of amyl 
nitrite became known to the physician 
‘J.'t years after its discovery by the 
chemist.

Thu.s,’ humanity has continued to 
sTiff*>r uniie<‘es8arily because physi­
cian, cliemist and pharmacologist 
were not brought together to work 
out a problem none of them could 
solve separately.

The complex ailments of the body 
cannot now l>e treated by one class 
of scientists alone, other groups mu.st 
take a hand in the work, the labors 
of all to Ik* co-onlinated and unified.

It will be the duty of the new b<Kly 
sponsored by Mr. Garvin to create the 
conditions necessary for co-operative 
re.search Into the nature and the cure 
of the common cohl and other ail­
ments.
