HOPE TO GET SCENIC
MOUNTAIN ROAD SURVEY

That the governor's veto of an ap­
propriation of $7,500 for a scenic road 
survey through the Davis mountains 
will not prevent the survey is the 
opinion of Senator Tom Love express­
ed in a letter to W. S. Miller. Rather, 
he said, the veto helps in that the gov 
emor pointed out that the state high­
way commiaaiort had authority to make 
such^urvcys without a special law or 
appropriation.

Senator Love said that he had re­
ceived from the commission personal 
expressions of good will tow'ard the 
proposed scenic survey, and believed 
that it would go through.

Moreover, the state highway com­
mission, and Senator Love, are to be 
in the Davis Mountains Saturday and 
Sunday and longer. It is possible the 
party will be at Balmorhea Saturday 
night and here Sunday and Sunday 
night.

Tuesday of this week eight or ten 
members of the Balmorhea Chamber 
of Commerce came to Fort Davis and 
met with the local Chamber to “ get 
togfether”  on the road proposition. 
They said that they wanted a road 
down Limpia canyon that will be pass­
able in rainy weather, and wanted 
the Davis Chamber’s co-operation in 
the venture, promising to lend their 
influence with the highway commis­
sion in boosting the scenic road thru 
the mountains. It was heartily agreed 
that Davis wants a good Limpia Can­
yon road as well as Balmorhea want 
a scenic mountain road.

The highway commissioner will be 
at Alpine, it is understood, for the 
rodeo, then will go to cloudcroft, and 
probably later return here.

There is a great deal of optimism, 
due to Senator Love’s lettters and 
from other causes, that the scenic road 
survey will be made. It had been the 
impression that full sections of land 
must be donated along the highway, 
according to the bill that was passed, 
but a reading of the bill indicated that 
only “ suitable tract’’ are necessary, 
something adequate for camping pur­
poses, and park places. This might 
mean only a comparatively few acres 
would have to be donated.

BOCXTLEGGER IS 
SHOT KILLED  

IN BOOZE FIGHT

Gaily Bogel Is Slashed 
Twice By El Paso Boot­
legger On July 29th.

The El Paso Times of June 
30th gives the folio- ing account 
of the cutting of Officer G. N. 
Bogel, formerly of Marfa and 
the killing of Juan Aguilar in a 
gun and knife battle:

Juan Aguilar, 28, living on South 
Eucalyptus avenue, was killed at 9 
o’clock last night after a desperate 
fight with Border Patrolmen G. N. 
Bogel and Frank A. Finnegan.

Aguilar, armed with a long knife, 
cut Patrolman Bogel on the left hand, 
slashed through his shirt just over the 
heart and made a number of attempts 
to stab both officers before he was 
dropped with four bullets, the offi­
cers said.

The patrolmen arrested Aguilar and 
Antonio Villegos at the foot of *San 
Marcial street. It is charged that the 
men were carrying two sacKs, each

I read a piece in the New Era the 
other day about what the editor of a 
country newspaper must do if he 
would be successful. It was as true 
as gospel, that piece, but it didn’t say 
anything about the fellers who send 
ii\ stuff from the towns where they 
don’t have any newspaper.

Now, this isn’t meant to dwell on 
the hard lot of the village Correspon­
dent, but rather it is to sympathize 
with the editor. The editor has to be 
particular about what goes into his 
paper, but the correspondent often 
thinks that the editor ought to print 
anything and everything he sends in. 
I f  his items are not printed he gets 
sore and quits sending them in, then 
the town gets sore because the paper 
don’t print an>*thing about them. Thus 
the blame is put on the poor editor, 
instead of the correspondent where it 
belongs.

The correspondent, in trying to get 
news in his town has a lot to contend 
with. I f  he goes around trying to get

Don’t confuse “ personals’* with ‘‘per­
sonalities.”  Look the words up in your 
dictionary and be on the safe side. 
Thus: “J. J. Jones, of the Jones Hard­
ware Co., made a trip to New York 
this month to buy for his firm,” is a 
personal news item. But “J. J. Jones 
went to New York this month to buy 
goods for his firm. We think he went 
just to have a good time at the firm’s 
expense,”  is a personality that should 
always be avoided, as it may get you 
and your paper in trouble with Mr. 
Jones, especially if he is of the touchy 
disposition. Sometimes there are op­
portunities to brighten up your col­
umn with a little quip at some friend’s 
expense, but you should be very care­
ful about it, even though you may 
know your friend very well indeed. 
Your editor must always be on the 

j lookout to avoid libel suits, and he will 
hate you very cheerfully if you per­
sist in bringing personalities into your 
copy. He ha.sn’t the time to go over 
your copy carefully every time, and 
will often, if he knows it is “ right,” 
l>ass it to the Linotype man without 
reading it at all. So avoid writing 
things that will cause a reader of­
fense.

Bogel, drawing his gun, fired 
until the magazine was empty, but 
apparently did not hit the fleeing 
man.

Aguilar ran into a yard, but his 
flight was stopped by a high fence. 
Meanwhile, Patrolman Finnegan, who 
had been with th other prisoner, ran 
up, cornered Aguilar in the yard, and 
called on him to surrender.

Instead of surrendering, Augilar, 
according to the patrolman, rushed, 
knife in hand, at Finnegan. Finnegan 
tried to stop him with blows from the 
butt of his pistol, but Augilar was not 
to be subdued.

Bogel had by that time reloaded 
his pistol and arrived on the scene. > 
The patrolmen say that again they | 
called on Augilar to surrender. In- j 
stead, he rushed forward.

Both pistols rang out. Augilar drop 
ped to the ground with four wounds,' 
one in the right leg, one in each arm, 
and one in the breast. He was alive, 
but died a few minutes later.

Aguilar was not married. Border 
patrolmen say he has been arrested 
before on charges of liquor smuggling.

See what kind of news is printed, 
and how it is written, especially per­
sonals and briefs, for much of the 
village correspondent’s work will be 
along these lines. This local news is 
of interest to your town- It is what 
they want to read. Study the paper’s 
editorials, and learn how he handles 
the bigger things in his town. Then  ̂
when that big thing happens in your i 
town, you can write almut it in a ■ 
way that will please both the editor 
and your townsmen. Get the point?

I know of a young man years ago 
vvho undertook to supply the news of 
his town to a big daily in a nearby 
city. His first effort was something 
like thins:
“ Walt Brown and Sally Mason got 
hitched the other day,”  and his othc-r 
items were about the same. Of course, 
his work went for naught. I f  he had 
written “The nuptial of Miss Sally 
Maoon and Mr. Walter T. Brown were 
celebrated May 3rd at the home o f . 
the bride, the Rev. F. O. Richmond 
officiating,” then his stuff would have  ̂
ben printed. This same correspondent 
took in a dog fight and described it 
with infiniate detail, but when the 
town marshall caught a noted robber, | 
he failed to even mention it! Need-. 
less to say, he failed utterly in his at­
tempt to put his town before news­
paper readers.

So there are two things the cor­
respondent muset do to earn the 
ihanks of his editor and the appre­
ciation of his townspeople:
He must know what news it.
He muset know how to write it up I 
in readible shape.

Knowing what real news is, is more 
of a gift than a study. But it can be 
learned by studying the newspapers.
But if you can’t put it in the .shape 
the editor want it in, you had better 
give up, for he has not the time to re 
write it, unless it is of such impor­
tance as to warrant special notice. But
