Thanksgiving Dinner.

The, Thanksgiving Day din-
ner, with its traditions of tur-
key, cranberry sauce, and innum
erable supporting dishes, was
less of a problem for several
thousand American housewives
this year than it was last, says
R. D. Funkhouser, vice-president
of Frigidaire Corporation.

“When the menu for the first
Thanksgiving Day dinner was,
being planned, there was a plen-
titude of supplies at hand.

meal. Everyone knows that a
genuine Thanksgiving dmner'
cannot be eaten at one sitting,”
Mr. Funkhouser cointinued, “and |
it is the housewife’s problem to
keep these leftovers until they!
can be consumed since the cost|
of such leftover from a Thanks-
giving dinner frequently are |
more than the cost of a whole
week of ordinary meals. The
modern Frigidaire will preserve
the leftovers.

POULTRY NOTES

(By F. W. Kazmeier,)

Feeding a Warm Moist Mash.

To hurry the pullets along,
give them a warm moist mash
feeding about the middle of the
afternoon. Use the mash you
are feeding as a dry mash, and
moisten it to a crumbly consist-
ency with water or milk. Milk
is preferable. Give all they will
éat up clean in fifteen minutes,
but no more. Do not feed this
moist mash in the forenoon. Be
sure to see to it that a good egg
producing mash, dry is kept be-
fore them in hoppers or troughs,
all the time. This is very im-
portant. These hoppers must
never be allowed to go dry. A
plenty of hoppers also must be
provided, so that they will not
have to crowd to get all the egg
mash they want. The more egg
mash your flock consumes the
more eggs they will soon be lay-
ing. To serimp on feed will sure-
ly decrease the egg production.

Milk to Make Hens Lay

Milk is a wonderful feed for
laying hens. It may be given in
any form, sweet, sour, clabber or
as buttermilk. It should be
given in addition to water as a
drink, and may also be used to
moisten mash to be given in the
that
on most farms we have not
enough milk for use on the table
much less to feed the hens. One
solution to this, is to keep more
cows. To show you how much
many commercial poultrymen
think of milk, you may be inter-
ested to know, that many are
buying commercial milk, such as
dried buttermilk and semi-solid
buttermilk. We are using semi-
solid buttermilk which we buy in
houston,costing us about 4 cents
per pound laid down in Bryan.
We mix this with 7 parts water
and give it as a drink to our baby
chicks and we feed it pure, just
as it comes from the barrel. at
the rate of 2 pounds for each 100
hens. Milk in addition to being

affix a metal tag bearing such num-
ber to cvery bale they turn out show-
ing the net weight of the lint cotton'
when the bale leaves the gin and such|
other information as the Secretary
may determine. In addition the Sec-
retary would be authorized to pres-
cribe the materials, including bagging
and ties, used for covering cotton go-
ing into interstate commerce and the
standard weight and dimension of the
bale which is intended to mean all
cotton baled and ship~<d

Such standardization, Senator Rans-
dell says, will not only work for great-
er accuracy in computing the size of
the growing crop, the amount of avail-
able supply and the annual consump-
tion of American cotton, but will a-
bolish the “cotton tare” evil.

“This is the greatest blight that has
ever hung over this or any other agri-
cultural commodity,” said Senator
Ransdell, “and has been responsible
for the loss oftens of millions of dol-
lars to the cotton growers every year.”

Variance In Tare.

“A square bale of cotton is covered
with jute weighing about fourteen
pounds and bound by nine steel ties,
with a total wecight for bagging and
ties from twenty-one to twenty-six
pounds. In the trade this weight is
known as ‘tare.” The term has a vary-
ing meaning in pounds, It means one
weight when shipped to Southern
mills, something else when shipped to
England or elsewhere, and is meas-
ured another way when it is exported.
Irregularities in the system which.
sporadic efforts in past years have
sought to abolish have cost the pro-
ducers about $12.50 per bale.”

Under Senator Ransdell’s plan the
metal tag attached by the ginner will
show the exact weight of cotton in the
bale, and that would govern through-
out the transaction under the Sec-

The low-grade cotton used in this
way can not compete with jute save
by imposing a tariff which will equal-
ize the increased costs of the Ameri-
can production and manufacture, and
this is what the second measure seeks
to do.

“If we get that sort of measure en-
act\ed," said Senator Ransdell, “it
would furnish a market for about 2,-
000,000 bales of low-grade cotton. Of
this amount 300,000 bales would go in
cotton covering, and the remainder in
sacks and containers being manufac-
tured exclusively out of jute. All grain
sugar, fertilizer, much cement, is ship- |
ped in jute bags and furniture is wrap- '
ped with jute when it is packed. In|
every case cotton containers or sacks
would be better.”

Cotton Recommended.

A year ago, when the cotton pro-f
ducer was suffering from a low mar-
ket due to the large cotton crop vari-
ous suggestions were offered along the |
line of substituting cotton for jute, as
outlined by Senator Ransdell. As the
result of the Mayfield-Connally amend
ment to the agricultural appropria-
tion bill the Department of Agricul-
ture made a study to find new uses
for cotton. More than 75,000 tons of
jute and more than 900,000,000 yards
of jute cloth are imported here annu-
ally from India.

“It would make a large dent in the
cotton surplus to replace even half of
the imports with American cotton,”
