The plans for this meeting and the 
results which It is hu|>ed will l>e the 
outcome of same were conceived by 
the Commercial Club and discussed 
at the meeting on last Tuesday night.

That Hale county must plant mure 
wheat was the sentiment of those 
most concerned In the matter of pro­
moting the prosperity of this section. 
Wheat means money, and money 
means development, nnd that now is 
the opportune time for this county 
to demonstrate Its possibilities as a 
wheat-growing section Is appreciated 
by all who have given a thought to 
the subject. The time is propitious 
in every respect. The season Is fa­
vorable; the recent rains nnd snows 
have put sufficient moisture In the 
ground to #ncoiirage the wheat-grow­
er in the belief that this will be a 
bounteous crop year.

It Is a conservative statement that 
there has been at least five times as 
much wheat already planted In Hale 
county as ever before In one season, 
with possibly one exception, and 
several farmers have not added to 
their acreage solely on account of not 
being able to secure seed wheat.

The Commercial Club of this place 
has about overcome this difficulty. 
If there* Is In the wheat-growing 
states of this country any first-class 
seed wheat for spring planting that 
can be bought there will be on hand 
In Plalnvlew a sufficient supply for 
Hale county farmers, and It will be

SPRING WHEAT TO BE PURCHASED FOR PLANTING
Will Be Sold at a Low Price to Those Who Will at Once Prepare for 

Planting— Commercial Club Back of Movement
sold as near the i)rlce paid for same 
as is possible. Only a small luargin 
for expense of handling will be added 
to original cost.

If It Is to be found, the seed wheat 
will be here, and every farmer in 
Hale county who will plant spring 
wheat or Increase his acreage already 
planted is urged to meet with the 
Commercial Club next .Mondaj’ and 
talk over the matter.

That the (piestion of wheat planting 
is considered g good proposition by 
the banks of this city was shown by 
their ready willingness to assist the 
movement in every way consistent 
with the rules of business conserva­
tism. A committee from the C.om- 
mercial Club visited the banks on 
Wednesday to ascertain what con­
cessions of credit would he made to 
farmers who might not have the cash 
to pay for seed wheat.

J. H. Slaton, cashier of the First 
National Bank, said: “The Idea Is a 
good one, and we will take care of all 
our customers who may want to plant 
wheat.”

“ Suppose an account was already 
overdrawn and a man had about 
reached the limit; could he get the

money to buy seed wheat?” was asked 
the banker.

“ Very few of our farmers' accounts 
ever get In that condition," replied the 
cashier with a smile and a Jesting 
reference to another class of custom­
ers who do not farm with their hands. 
“ But I will say," he added, “ that any 
customer of ours who is a good man 
need have no hesitancy In applying 
for money to buy seed wheat."

Bresldent Donohoo and Cashier 
Hughes, of the Citizens National 
Bank, both expressed themselves very 
favorable to the idea and said that 
they would take care of their custom­
ers, as it was good business, and that 
is what the bank is here for.

When two such institutions as the 
Plalnvlew banks offer to “ take care" 
of any individual it Is certainly up to 
that party to put his plow In the 
ground and keep it there; in this in­
stance, at least, long enough to pre­
pare such acreage as will insure that 
ere the summer sun slides to winter 
solstice the ripening fields of Hale, 
the blue ribbon county, will reflect 
a sheen like the colors of a golden 
sea.

Here's where the Commercial Club

comes in. Perhaps in some quaj^ters 
there may have existed an Impression 
that this organization directed its 
efforts solely to the benefit of Plain- 
view, but this is incorrect. While the 
membership and means are almost 
wholly of this city, the work of the 
club takes in the development of the 
entire county. That Plainview's and 
Hale county's interests are mutual is 
so patent a fact as to need not be 
said.

The question of Increasing the vol­
ume of money In the county by means 
of increased wheat acreage has been 
decided as the matter of supreme Im­
portance at present.

Seed wheat is scarce. The price is 
high. Some farmers would plant more 
wheat If money could be had for seed.

Mr. Cobb, the local elevator man, 
left Thursday to buy the wheat.

The Santa Fe railroad is assisting 
In the matter and has granted conces­
sions of value.

The Plalnvlew hanks are favorable 
and have plenty of money.

A meeting of farmers Is to be held 
Monday morning at 10:30 o'clock at 
the Commercial Club rooms, In the 
Wrfyiand building, to ascertain how

much seed wheat will be needed. 
President Dowden, Secretary Graham 
and a committee from the club will 
meet with the farmers. The banks 
will have representatives present.

I f  you want to buy wheat, be there 
and put in your estimate. If you 
want to plant wheat and have credit, 
be there—you can get the money.

And now conies a proposition tliat 
is liberal to an unusual degree and Is 
one of the features of the work the 
Commercial Club is doing to assist 
in the development of this section: 
Any Hale county farmer of known 
standing or newcomer who can fur­
nish reference as to reliability and 
fair dealing can arrange to get seed 
wheat wiiether they have an estab­
lished credit or not. The Commercial 
Club will arrange to “ grub stake " the 
wheat planter on a very liberal basis 
and take the financial end of the 
chances that wheat is a winner In 
Hale county this year.

What else do you want? Be at the 
farmers' meeting on Monday and say 
how' much you will plant. This Is 
desired so that a supply may be pur­
chased according to the demands.

Other matters, such as smudging 
and spraying orchards, will be dis­
cussed at the meeting.

If you find it impossible to attend 
the meeting, write the "Secretary 
Commercial Club, Plalnvlew','' how 
much seed wheat you want and how 
you want It. This Is Important, as 
instructions will be wired Mr. Cobb 
as to how much to buy.

Mr. Gross, of Wisconsin, has re­
cently purchased a half section from 
Otus Reeves. The land Is located 
seven miles north of Plalnvlew, and 
will be Improved immediately by Its 
new owner.

Herald is authorized to an­
nounce in this issue L. C. Penry for 
re-election to the office of District 
Attorney. .Mr. Penry is now serving 

' his first elective term in the office, 
having accepted the appointment in 
the spring of 1907, after the resigna­
tion of two others who declined ̂ to 
continue in office. At the time of his 
appointment and for some time sub­
sequent the office was on the fee 
basis and the emoluments of same 
were not of any considerable magni­
tude or attractive interest, and since 
the office was, by act of the last legis­
lature, placed on a salary‘ basis and 
the inducements are such as to make 
the position more attractive from a 
financial point of view the friends of 
the present Incumbent are of the 
opinion that having filled the office 
under less favorable conditions in a 
capable and efficient manner he 
should be entitled to receive such ad­
ditional benefits as are now offered. 
Rather of a modest disposition, or 
perhaps his personality might better 
be described as reticent in praise of 
his own achievements, but it is of 
public knowledge that his record as 
District Attorney is one of which any 
official might well be proud. As a 
lawyer, he has, perhaps, as large an 
experience in the different lines of 
practice before state and federal 
courts as any attorney of the South 
Plains. He moved to Plainview in 
1906 from Waco, where he practiced 
his profession with a pleasurable de­
gree of success for 13 years. .Mr. 
Penry is known as a just, fair and 
able prosecutor, and the record of 
convictions secured since coming to 
the office is highly favorable to him 
as District Attorney. All the prose­
cutions he has secured, save one. have 
been single-handed and without as­
sistance. and the records show that 
only one has been reversed on appeal. 
Personally he is a clean, high- 
minded, honorable gentleman, with a 
scrupulous regard for the integrity 
of his character. Notwithstanding 
that his position on the prohibition 
question was fixed long ago, even be­
fore the memorable state fight of 
1887, when he took a strong public

Washington, Jan. 7.— What Is mate­
rially regarded as an exceptionally 
good state paper appeared in the 
house of representatives this after­
noon In President Taft’s message on 
amending the Interstate commerce act 
and the anti-trust law. The message 
elicited a more uniform commenda­
tion among Democrats and Republic­
ans than has fallen to the lot of many 
a presidential communication to con­
gress In recent years. It deals with 
a vast and complex subject that af­
fords a wide field for divergence of 
opinion, which Is reflected In the 
comments heard to-day. The mes­
sage. in a tolerant. Judicial spirit, re­
views each proposition presented, 
frankly recounting the points for and 
against the proposed changes.

Bcfects .ire Pointed OuL
The fact that the president fails to 

recommend a valuation of the rail­
roads of the country and that the leg­
islation which he indicates would fur­
nish no increased facilities to enable 
the Interstate Commerce Commission 
to kep pace with the railroads on act­
ing on the constant changes In rates 
and classifications are pointed out as 
important defects In the program. 
The disposition, however. Is to await 
the draft ’of the Wlckersham bill be­
fore entering It Into detailed discus­
sion of the proposed changes in the 
law. which are merely outlined In the 
message.

In a general way the president's 
interstate commerce recommenda­
tions are along the lines of the speech 
be made In Des .Moines. He advises 
congress that Attorney General Wlck­
ersham has prepared a bill embody­
ing his recommendations for this leg­
islation. and a bill has been prepared 
providing for the federal Incorpora­
tion of Industrial corporations. These 
bills are placed at the dls|H>sal of the 
proper comittees of congress.

Most Important of the recommenda­
tions of the president for additional 
Interstate commerce legislation ars 
these:

That the "Cnited States Court of 
Commerce.” comitosed of five Judges, 
be established, to have original Juris­
diction over interstate commerce leg­
islation.

Along with such incorporation would 
go a large measure of federal control 
and practical 'immunity from prose­
cution.

Of not less moment that his recom­
mendation that a law for national 
incorimration be passed is the presi­
dent’s Interpretation of the Sherman 
anti-trust law. He goes in detail 
over the working of this law and the 
iinterpretation placed on It by the 
court.

He announces the doctrine that the 
Sherman law Is not violated only 
“ where the combination or conspiracy 
or contract is inevitably and directly 
a substantial rc'Stralnt of competition 
and so a restraint of trade.” In other 
words, the president holds that mere 
combination and mere incidental 
elimination of competition without 
substantial restraint of trade do not 
come within the inhibition of the j 
Sherman act.

This indicates in large measure' 

that the department of Justice will not 
bring prosecutions under the Sher­
man law under this administration 
merely because of combination, un­
less there is strong evidence of re-  ̂
straint of trade and effort to monopo-1 
lize. !

Here is a thouKht that we put be­
fore our readers for their considera­
tion:

Texas i| the greatest live stock 
state in the union, counting numbers 
and not quality. We have more cat­
tle than any other state, more mules 
than any other two states, more 
horses than any other state except 
Illinois, we are fourth in hogs and 
tenth in sheep. At the values placed 
upon our domestic farm animals by 
the r .  S. government on the first of 
January, 1909, they represented a 
wealth in our farmers' hands of $312.- 
857.000.

This is a big sum of money, but it 
falls far short of what it would be if 
our farm animals were as good as 
they should be.

Ohio is a fairly advanced state In

live stock making. If our cattle, hogs 
and sheep were as well bred as such 
animals are in Ohio they would be 
worth $87.864,000 more than they now 
are.

According to F. .M. Prlvett, a suc­
cessful broom-corn grower of eight 
years’ experience, of this phtqe, the 
Japanese fields are now being called 
on to furnish broom-corn which 
American, and especially Texas, 
farms should be providing In quanti­
ties of the greatest abundance at 
home. In view of what .Mr,. Prlvett 
has accomplished in the raising ui 
this product, and what, by such dem­
onstration, he knows can be accom­
plished oil the rich soils of Texas, he 
thinks Texas farmers are placing 
great limiiutiuns on their farm output 
In not resorting to this and like crops, 
which can be grown without hin­
drance to cotton as the main crop, 
and which return a revenue to the 
raiser proportionally greater than 
dues cotton. He furthermore sees a 
bad economical situation in the ne­
cessity of Texan and all other house­
holds contributing a tax to Japan, 
sending good American gold to for­
eign shores, when by a little fore­
thought and action generally applied 
such money could be anchored at its 
source and made available to Ameri­
can farmers.

Broom-corn, said .Mr. Prlvett. is a 
ninety-day crop; that is, the crop can 
be harvested ninety days from plant­
ing, providing average siiiuuier 
weather prevails. It will grow on 
most of the soils on which cotton will
do well, and is both a drouth-resister $
and a plant that will flourish luxuri­
antly under conditiins of excessive 
wet weather. It will yield in about 
the same of seed pounds as cotton; 
thst is. land that will make from I.ihmi 
to I.2t8) pounds of seed cotton will 
produce a like number of pounds of 
broom-corn per acre. Thinner land 
that brings only 50V to 6tNt pounds of 
seed cotton will do likewise In pounds 
for broom-corn. Mr. Prlvett esti­
mates the average yield |>er acre at 
SOU to l.(HK) pounds, and puts small 
faith ill the ton-per»acre rumors he 
bus heard. He cites one woman in 
Oklahoma who this season made 
eighteen tuns (rum thirty-five acres, 
for which she received $2IV per ton. 
but thinks both price and yield are 
abnormal. Owing to a sort of general 
failure in the country, broom-corn is 
selling at $2VU to $3(H> per ton. the 
highest average it has reached since 
1872, when $3oo to $.500 was obtaineil 
as a result of short crops that year. 
The average year price will be about 
$100 a ton. From a luitch measuring 
slightly larger than an acre of black 
land .Mr. Prlvett, one season, har­
vested about I,.5«I0 |K)unds and re­
ceived a price proportioned to $100 
per ton for it. This year his yield 
was cut very short, nut by drouth, but 
by the almurmally disastrous winds 
of early spring. .Mr. Prlvett tliinks 
the tight black lands of North Texas 
are extremely wel adapted to grow­
ing broom-corn, perhaps mure so than 
tlio louse, l(mmy soils, but claims the 
product can be well ami profitably 

I raised on both soils. He would ad- 
I vise, however, that beglnuers try only 
I small patches at first, so that famil- 
i larity with the knowledge ueces.sary 
I to niisiiig and handliuK may be 
gained. Alioiit the time of harvesting 

Ithe weatlier becomes a vital factor, 
and the crop of a novice would stand 
endangered If no former ex|>erience 
was had In growing the crop.

Preparations for planting should 
begin simiiltaneoiisly with tliat of all 
other crops—in the fall. I’low the 
land deep and let it resume firmness 
and re-establish capillary movement 
before spring. In the spring, about 
cotton-planting time, drop the seed 
with a planter in drills which have 
been run in the flat land th/ee or 
three and one-lialf feet apart. The 
quality of the land should govern the 
thickness of the stand in the drill. 
The poorer the land the thinner the 
stand should be. From forty to fifty 
stalks to the rod should be left grow­
ing in land that will make .500 or 600 
pounds of seed cotton per acre, and 
eighty-five stalks to the rod In land 
that will make 1,000 to 1,200 pounds 
of seed cotton. A tooth harrow, drawn 
crosswise the rows after the corn is 
up, will thin overthIck corn to a 
stand. A side harrow should be used 
among the first cultivations, and after 
this shallow plowings should be given

It Is ad­
vised never to use a hoe in the crop 
if {Mkasible, as the least injury to the 
base of a corn stalk will precipitate 
H deforme.1 head Harvesting takes i 
place In July or August. There lH>iiig ! 
two kinds of corn, two different 
methods are used in gathering the 
tops. The species known as the 

' Standard grows ten to twelve feet 
I high and the method of gathering the 
I topa of this is rnlled tabling. A man | 
I walks luickward t>etween the rows 
¡and lireaks the corn down across the 
: rows in front of him. the stalks* meet- 
I lug from the parallel rows and form­
ing a table. A knife is then used to 
cut the tops from the laiot or last 
leaf, care Ikeing taken to so cut the 
top that five inches of stem will be 
left. The heads are piled on allernale 
tables, so that a team can be driven 
down the unused rows to haul away 
the product. This Is carefully laid In 
the wagon, so that no time will be 
lost in handling. The second variety, 
the itwarf, is handled differently. 
This grows to altout th » belghth of a 
man's head, and when the corn Is 
ripe for gathering the heads are 
jerked sidewise from the boot, one 
hand being placed againat the boot to

steady the stalk. This crop Is gath­
ered when the seeds are in the milk, 
or prolMbly the dough, when the top. 
Ikeliig crisp, conies readily out when 
Jerketl.

Of the two kinds of corn, it is ad­
vised to plant the Dwarf, since It Is 
less exiK*nsJve to gather and handle 
and leaa trouble. It ia maid alao that 
the straw of this Is of belter slid finer 
filler. The crop, after being gathered, 
inuat l>e given prompt treatment. 
From one-half to u day's curing In the 
sun should be given, Itut no longer. 
Iiecause any longer would bleach the 
straw and cause it to lose Its fresh, 
green upiiearance. and consequently 
H loss in price. .Not a drop of rain or 
dew should Im> allowed to reach the 
straw after it la pulled; luoubi and 
ruination would follow The heads 
are then hanliMl to tlie threslier and 
ttireshed of their seeds. The machine. 
If necesaury çan l»e Imilt of the cylin­
der of an ordinary thresiier, with 
proper supiMirts, and o|ierated by any 
kind of imwer. After threshing, the 
corn ia laiil away, preferably on 
shelves two or three Inches deep and 
plenty of space intervening betweeti 
the shelves for the very neressary

Cites His Own n t j  to the Puhlle 
Spirit DIsplaijed and the Reuefit of 

United Enerarles Exerted Here.

It is a noticeable fact that having 
once lived in Plainview and having 
caught the spirit of energetic work 
for the public good, having become 
acclimated, as it were with the im­
pulse of development and town up­
building, that the benefit is not so 
easily lost or the effect of-the asso­
ciation forgotten though the party 
may have renioxed to another field 
where the public spirit of the com­
munity is less active and not so 
easily aroused.

The following complimentary arti­
cle on the methods and activities of 
Plainview is taken from a recent is­
sue of the Victoria Fact, and must 
have been inspired, if not written, by 
E. G. Parish, who it wilt be remem­
bered moved from Plainview to Vic­
toria to take the position of secretary 
of the Commercial Club. White here 
Mr. Parish edited «The Herald and Is 
a versatile - writer of ability—a live, 
progressive, capable man of Ideas— 
and if the citizens of Victoria want 
their town on the map they will do 
well to get in line with Mr. Parish 
and help him push.

Of Plainview he says:
“ V’ ictoria prides herself on her 

wealth, but when It comes to making 
a show down it looks as if we are w 
sorry lot of "bluffers." We ought to 
send about half of our population out 
to some of the West Texas towns to 
get a few pointers on how to get 
public-spirited. For the size of the 
town and the wealth of the people, 
there is no town in Texas with as 
little public pride as Victoria. In a 
recent issue of The Hale County 
Herald, published at Plainview, 80

sissippi, and to draw on him for the 
price. The spirit of revival soon 
.spread to the churches. The Presby­
terians built a handsome cement 
building, costing possibly |8,000, then 
the Christians pulled themselves to­
gether and started a $20,000 edifice. 
.Mr. Uonohoo's fighting blod was up 
and he called his Methodist brethren 
together, and a little while later plans 
were accepted for a |:10,000 Methodist 
church. The Baptist folks had their 
weather eyes open, and Ur. J. H. Way- 
land. one of the best men to be found

s

the entire west section of Texas,in
donated twenty-five acres and $10,000 
in ctAh for a Baptist college. Just in­
side the city limits. The Baptist 
brethren raised $85,000 in cash, and 
when this structure is finished it will 
be something that every man, woman 
and child, not only of Plainview, but 
of the Plains, will be proud of. The 
Baptists are laying low on the church 
question until they get their college 
finished, and then they promise to 
build the handsomest church edifice 
on the Plains. In adidtion to these 
mentioned buildings, numerous ce­
ment business block have gone up. 
At one time in the past year there 
were more than 100 buildings in 
course of construction, and still it 
was not a boom. In Hale county mure 
than 100,000 acres of land are under 
the plow-. Four years ago there were 
5.000 acres. The people of the county 
did not like to see the city people do­
ing all* of the improvement, so they

voted $75,000 worth of bonds for a 
new court house, and this, too, will 
be of reinforced concrete. Having two 
splendid publi(;^achuol8 did not satis­
fy these people. They wanted a high 
school, and so $30,000 in bonds were 
voted, and by the middle of next 
month this new building will be ready 
for the boys and girls of this truly 
wonderful town..

“ When these people want anything 
they go after it in earnest. The last 
legislature passed a bill calling for 
a normal school in the western part 
of the state. Eighteen of these hus­
tling towns wanted that school. The 
highest bidder getting in on the al­
lotted time was t'anyon City, whose 
bid was $100,000 and forty acres of 
land for the site. Plainview had 
Joined hands with her neighbor, Tulla, 
but later broke off, and Just as the 
sealed bills had all been opened gut 
in an offer of $150,000 and site. This 
offer came too late and could nut be 
considered.

"What is the moral of this? If the 
people of Victoria expect to see their 
town amount tp anything and have 
any influence outside of this county 
they will have to wake up and forget 
the little spiteful bickerings of the 
past and pull together. Have your 
clubs and your soi'lals and be Just as 
narrow as you want to be within rea­
sonable limits, but when it comes to 
anything for the common uplift of 
the town, stand for Victoria and Vic­
toria will stand by you."

They im­
mediately brought her home, watch­

ing and nursing the frail little form 
with tender care, but a few minutes 
after reaching Plainview last .Monday 
the little one went to Join the young 
mother, who died about a year ago.

The Bouth-lruund train, on which 
the little sufferer was being brought 
home, was unavoidably detained for 
three hours at Canyon. While wait­
ing the grandmother pleaded with the 
conductor to come on. so that the 
child might reach home alive, but, 
though he sympathized with the

suspense, he had to wait for another 
train. The grandmother then knelt in 
the aisle and prayed that her darling 
might be spared to reach home alive, 
and it was doubtless in answer to 
the devoted grandmother's prayers 
that the father saw his child alive.

Kind friends and neighimrs Imme­
diately hurried to the home, but no 
earthly help could avail; the pure 
little spirit wended its way Heaven­
ward.

The remains were laid to rest in the 
Plainview cemetery on Monday after- 
non at two o'clock; Rev. J. H. Abney 
officiating.

Donohoo, president of the Citizens 
’̂ ftti9Bal, pulled his brows down, gave 

a little thought to the situation, and 
gave contract to the Globe Construc­
tion Co., of Cincinnati, for a $100,000 
reinforced cement bank and hotel 
building, 80x140 feet, three stories 
high, with basement under half of the 
building. To give an idea as to the 
character of this building. Ben Se­
bastian, a barber who made a fortune 
in lot and land speculation in that 
section, entered into a rental contract 
for ten years for this basement at 
$18,000, to be used for a barber shop 
and bath rooms. He gave orders to
