In Texas the question again has 
been raised as to  w hether th a t sta te  
ahall o r shall not be divided Into two 
or more commonwealths. Senator 
Hudspeth, representing  the extensive 
El Paso d istric t, has recently  rew ard­
ed a num ber of argum ents In favor of 
division, from which the country at 
large may conclude tha t the mere 
mention of the subject of division does 
not now, as form ally, create immediate 
ill feeling.

Senator H udspeth 's argum ents are  
so plausible to  thoee who do not take 
the pride of the native-born Texane 
in the mere m atter of m agnitude tha t 
it seems quite probable th a t the Lone 
S tar sta te  will yet come in for the 
proceea of division, as did the original 
while ago.

It is certain  tha t no s ta te  in the 
I'nion and th a t none of the sm all na­
tions of Europe le composed of e le­
ments. clim atic conditions, custom s 
snd native charac teristics so greatly  
diversfled aa is the case in Texas Ths 
Southw est is a ca ttle  country, nnd is 
one of the seats of Irrigation  In Am er­
ica. .N’orth -eaat Texas la waxen-soiled, 
has cotton ns its chief product, snd is 
in need of d rain ing  more than  Irrlga- 
ti<m.

But more Im portant s till la th s  fact 
th a t W estern Texas belongs to  the 
W est in America, while Southern 
Texas—at least Southeastern  Texas— 
belongs to the South In America.

I t rem ains oAIy with th s  people of 
the sta te  in question w hether the sta te  
shall be divided or not, ns there  would 
be Blight chance of objection from 
other quarte rs .

And In view of the m arket gu lf be­
tween sectloae of the  etate, the day of 
dtvisloa would seem eooaer o r  la te r 
to  be ineritab le .—8 t  Louie Timee.

These were at 
Gilman. III., seventy five miles from 
t'h icago  at ll;Ai) a. m. and at Mount 
Pulaski. III., 182 miles from Chicago 
at 3:20 p. m. The first stop was for 
w ater, oil and gasoline. The second 
for the sam e and because his pump 
had broken and the engine ber-anm 
hot.

Brookln in his long sail, broke the 
American long distance continued 
flight reco rd 'an d  thereby won the ten 
thousand dollar prise offered by the 
Chicago R ecord-H erald which con­
ducted the attem pt.

In both places where Brookins 
alighted  crow ds gathered to  sta re  at 
him. People rushed headlong to  see 
what an aeroplane looked like at 
sho rt range.

As Brookln swept out of the field a t 
.Mount Pulaski one of the small rub­
ber tired  wheels on which the aero­
plane ro lls In making headway be­
fore a rising  struck  a hammock and 
was wrenched off. Brookins, not 
knowing of the accident, rose to a 
height of 2.tMH) fast and heading for 
Springfield, sw irled away from sight, 
leaving the Illinois aeroplane special 
tra in  far behind.
