18 guage, galvanized, 9%inch casing |
was constructed and Jdropped down
inside the drive casing. Both the m-l
and 14-inch casings were then re-
moved, leaving only the perforated
casing, which still remains. .
“The first strata was found in 14
feet of porous, water-bearing rock.
Then the drill plugged through 45 feet
of dry, red clay and sand, striking a
second strata In fine, waler-bearing
sand at 79 feet. They bored 42 feet
in this sand .and struck hard sand-
stone, two feet thick.

A continuous test was made from
10 o'clock on Thursday morning to
8 o'clock on Friday morning, when
fuel gave out. Started again at 6
a. m., Friday, and ran till 6 p. m,’
when the flow was entirely clear of
sand. The water Is excellent, soft
and of even temperature, better, il
possible, than that ylelded by the first
strata.

The pump is a 9-inch centrifugal,
guaranteed by the mapufacturers to
yield 1,600 gallons a minute mnntng!

ing the water 52 feet. The last 12‘
hours this pump was speeded to 570
revolutions, lifting water only 39 feet,
and was unable to lower the water
jevel, which shows that 1,700 gallons
is a conservative estimate for the well
at present, and it is continuously
growing stronger.

RULING AMUSED ENGLAN D,

The court of England “rang with
inextinguishable laughter' at the re-
versal of the Ferd Warner ‘bribery
case because the word “the” was left
out of the indictment, Dean John D.
Lawson, of the law school of the Uni-
versity of Missouri told the American
Political Science Assoclation, at the
Southern Hotel.

Judge Lawson was commissioned by
the American Institute of Criminal
Law to study the differences between
English and American legal proced-
ure. The institute is working toward
the elimination of technicalities from
the procedure here. Judge Lawson
spent much time in London, and sat
daily with the judges of the Old
Bailey.

“One of the first things they asked
me,” he said, “wap the name of the
state in which the supreme court had
reversed a case because ‘the’ was left
out of the indictment.

“l had to confess -that it was my
own state. They Ilaughed heartily,
and seemed to think the thing a great
Joke. ‘How,' they asked, ‘could such
a reversal be justified?

1 explained that our constitution
provides certain methods of proced-
ure, and that one of them is that a
eriminal indictment must specify that

the offense was ‘against the peace and
dignity of THE state.’

“‘l suppose,’ one of them remarked,
‘that if your constitution provided
that the court must have a tin roof,
the case would be reversed if it were
tried in a court with a slate roof.’
And he laughed more heartily than
ever., One of the judges observed that
he would have hanged the man who
copied that indictment.

“England Is seventy-five years
ahead of us in criminal and civil pro-
cedure. It has been that long since
the English courts abolished the old
technicalities which sprang up in the
days when belief in witcheraft was
Just dying out.”

Judge Lawson told of this incident
in discussing a paper read by Edward
J. MecDermott, of Louisville, vice pres-
ident of the Kentucky Bar Associa-
tion, on the delays, due to technical-
ities, in civil and criminal cases. He
said it was time for the United States
to wake up, as Germany and England
had done. Comparing the progress of
invention with legal backwardness, he
sald that the court today move as
slowly as did the travelers in ox carts
and canal boats of olden times.—St.
Louis Post-Dispatch.

Northeast of town, Frank Beard
has built a splendid residence on his
farm. It is modern, tasty, roomy and
well-built, and cost upwards of
$1,500.00 to complete. Will Beard, of
the same community, had previously
built a substantial home.

Northwest, Dan Cooley built a resi-
dence, and there are other evidences
of improvement in that locality.

Among others, the following have
built additions to their homes: Frank

Mickey, D. C. Criswell and W. A
Curb.
T. B. Jones is now building a

blacksmith shop, on Main Street.
Mr. Jones has been formerly associ-
ated with J. W. McDaniel in the
blacksmith business, but is of the
opinion that the business has grown
to such proportions that there is now
room for two shops.

R. V. Young, local manager of our
lumber yard, says business is satis-
factory, and he anticipates much
more improvement in the spring.
Certainly, considering the season of
the year, building operations have ex-
ceeded the most sanguine expecta-
tions.

D. M. Jay has bought, from Wm.
Britt, a block of ground in the east
part of town, and we are told that the
purchaser will build a handsome resi-
dence, and move to Petersburg.

A. J. Botts has built a neat barn
and erected a windmill He has
moved his store building to the lot
immediately south of the old location.
Mr. Botts, though an old-timer on the
Plains, is comparatively a new-comer
to Petersburg. He shows a progres-
sive spirit, and we want more citizens
of his kind.

Messrs. Reagan and son and Earl
Massey, son-in-law of the former, all
of Floyd county, are moving to
Petersburg, and will enter the mer-
cantile business here.

Our cotton gin turned out more
cotton this year than ever before.
However, unless some unseen cir-
cumstance prevents, it will turn out
four times as much during the next
season. In this connection, our citi-
zens hope for a large acreage around
Plainview and other parts of Hale
county, as well as Floyd county, next
season. Let the acreage be large
enough to attract many cotton buyers
next year, and thereby build up a
reputation in that line. The comple-
tion of the Santa Fe cut-off will give
us cheaper freight rates, increasing
the profits. Increased seed produc-
tion will give us, not only an addi-
tional money-crop, but will add ma-
terially to feed stuffs and eventually
give us oil mills and better markets.
King cotton is a money-crop—it puts
money in every pocket,

There is really no good reason why
this country should not prosper.
With a little care on the part of our
farmers and farmers' wives, such as
is exhibited occasionally, prosperity
would be general. As an instance:

Mrs. E. B. Shankle sold for the
yvear 1910 poultry, eggs and butter to
the extent of $230.00. This is no
mean sum, and we have not heard any
complaint of over-work on the
Shankle farm. Think of this. Nearly
$20.00 per month for the entire year
from by-products of the farm! In
addition to this, Mr. Shankle has
made a regular crop, sold nearly
$500.00 worth of wheat, besides feed-
stuffs, colts, calves and hogs.

Mrs. J. K. Goodner has sold almost
as much produce as has Mrs. Shankle,
and this has in no way interfered with
the farming operations of Mr. Good-
ner,

Let the good work go on! Evident-
ly, this is diversification—even pros-
perity itself. A W C

The Fort Sumner Republican puts
out some very good stories of events
that are supposed to have happened
at that burg. The following are a
couple of samples:

“Tuesday afternoon, when the wind
was at its highest, several persons
who were standing on the leaside of
the Enterprise saloon saw something
‘olling over the prairie, like a tumble-
weed, and hit the side of the building
with a thud. The Wormack kid in-
vestigated, and found a jack rabbit
gasping for its last breath. In some
unaccountable way it had evidently
got out into the clear, and when the
wind struck it there was not any-
thing for it to do but to run and
tumble until it reached an obstruc-
tion.”

“A Santa Fe employe killed more
ducks in about a minute, with a club,
than any local nimrod in a day's hunt
with a scatter gun. It is hardly
probable that such a killing ever
happened before, or will ever occur
again. The Santa Fe standpipe, near
the depot, is sixty feet high and twen-
ty-five feet in diameter. It is nearly
always kept full of water, and, par-
ticularly, in the evening the pumper
leaves it brim full, for the use of
locomotives that pass in the night.
For the past several weeks it has
been known to a few persons who
stay in the vicinity of the depot that
a flock of ducks spent the night in
the tank, arriving about dark and
leaving at daybreak. No particular
attention was paid to the circum-
stance until some of the employes
began to complain that the water from
the Sumner tank tasted like a duck
pen smells. It was up to the pumper
to do something, so, armed with a ten-
foot pole, he went up the ladder to
the top of the pipe. The water had
been lowered several feet during the
night by passing locomotives, and
when the pumper peered over into the
tank it appeared to be full of ducks.
The birds all wanted to get out, and,
to do so, had to fly straight up. The
pumper was mad at the pesky things
for fouling the water, and swung the
club with all the vigor he could com-
mand. When the atmosphere cleared,
he attached a piece of baling wire to
the pole, and fished out twenty-six
of the nicest ducks ever seen.”

MIDLAND GETS RAILROAD,

Midland, Texas, Jan., 9.-—Midland
has contracted with Morris J. Healey,
president of the Rock Island, Farwell,
Tucumecari & Gulf Railroad, now
building out of Texico, for the con-
struction of a railroad from Midland
north to connect with the line at Far-
well. The contract provides that
work shall begin at Midland within
60 days.

Mr. Healey agrees to build a road,
with 60-pound steel rails, from Mid-
land to Farwell, or to some point on
the Santa Fe between Farwell and
Amarillo, and to have it in operation
within two and one-half years from
the date of the contract. He also en-
ters into a bond in the sum of $100,-
000 to faithfully perform his agree-
ments,

He also agrees that the general of-
fices of the road shall be located in
Midland; that Midland shall be di-
vision headquarters, and that the
roundhouse and machine lhODl will
be located here,

Midland has agreed to turn over to
Mr. Healey a $100,000 bonus, $15,000
in cash, and the balance of the $100,-
000 in notes and other collateral, to be
paid as agreed upon.

The $15,000 has already been raised
in cash, and is now ready, in trust, to
be paid over to Mr. Healey at the
proper time.

An engineer of the Rock Island road
is expected here the latter part of
this week, to commence the surveys.
The route will probably be through
Andrews, county seat of Andrews
County, to Seminole, county seat of
Gaines County, and from there north
to Farwell on the most feasible and
practicable route, to be determined by
actual survey.

It is the intention of Mr. Healey
that this road be continued south,
through San Antonio, to the gulf, thus
giving Midland a north and south
outlet.

AGRICULTURE 1IN 1910,

Texas has had a good year in agri
culture. There may have been some
sections which suffered from either
the absence or a surplus of moisture,
but, taken as a whole, the State has
fared reasonably well. One of the
penalties of greatness in area lies in
the fallure of nature to evenly dis-
tribute prosperity, but,
entire State has been blessed with a
bountiful supply of rain, let us take
an Innntory of our 1910 crops.

We have ginhed 586973 bales of
eotton more than we had this time
last year. We have 222,000 head of
livestock more than we had at this
time last year
production in corn of 59,030,000 bush-
els: oats, 12825000 bushels; wheat,
12.730000 bushels; and our fruit and
vegetable products show a corre-
sponding increase

Another poticeable feature In favor
of the Texas farmer is that the price
of products is far above the average
throughout the United States. The
average price of corn n the United
States was 48.%c, In Texas 63c; the
average price of oats 34.3¢, In Texas,
47¢: the average price of wheat 88 4c,
fn Texas 98¢ per bushel

Then, the increase in yleld per acre
{8 very gratifying., Our corn erop
jumped from 15.0 bushels per acre to
206 bushels; our oats from 187
bushels to 35.0 bushels per acre; our
wheat from 9.1 bushels to 15.0 bushels
per acre. Our cotton shows an in«
crease of 24 pounds per acre, and
other products in proportion.

The total increase in the value of
farm products of 1910 over 1909 will
approximate $100000,000. Our cotton
production will show an Increase in
value of $50,000,000; our corn, $32.-
000,000; wheat, $12,000,000; and live-
stock, frult ete. will show a corre-
sponding increase.

According to statistics campiled by
the Texas Commercial Secretaries’
Association which include fruit, vege-
tables and all products consumied on
the farm, our agricultyral products
last vear had a market value of $560,-
000,000, and the increase of $100,000,-
000 this year makes our farm prod-
uets nearly $750,000,000. By proper
cultivation and a reasonable crop, the
land now under cultivation should
bring us a billion-dollar crop in 1911,
and we have four-fifths of our area
in reserve for settlers.

TOUCHING TEXAS.

The Commerelal Seeretaries Produce
Proof of Her Greatness.

During 1910 eighteen hundred car
loads of fresh tomatoes were mar-
keted in Texas, most of them being
shipped to points in the North and
East. The tomatoes put $1,400,000
into the pockets of the farmers who
produced them, with practically no
extra cost for cultivation, as in most
cases they were planted with other
winter crops, thereby requiring very
little extra work.

One dark spot in this bright agri-
cultural picture, however, is the fact
that these tomatoes were shipped to
the canning factories of Maryland
and other New England states, only
to be shipped back again for con-
sumption by Texans, who have to pay
the freight both ways. With a pro-
duction of ever a million car loads of
tomatoes alone, not to mention thou-
sands of cars of other truck, annually,
and with cheap fuel in abundance,
and all other requisites for the build-
ing of factories, the shipping of our
products to other states to be canned
is 1ot in keeping with the spirit of
progress which is manifested in other
lines of Texas industry.

That Texas potatoes command a
higher price than those of any other
state in the Union is disclosed by the
latest Government report, which

gives the average price per bushel
of Texas grown potatoes as $1.10,
while the average In other states is
70.7 cents. While Texas stands at
the head of the list in the quality of
potatoes raised, we do not compare
so favorably in the matter of produc-
tion, there being thirty-eight other
states that beat us in annual produc-
tion. The report shows that at the
present time there are only 60,000
acres devoted to the growing of this
product in Texas, while Michigan, a
state of only one-fifth the size of
Texas, shows 335,000 acres of pota-
toes to be harvested this year.

The fact that Texas grown potatoes
are the highest in quality and the
least in quantity is a strong plea for
the ralsing of this article in Texas.
We need to diversify, intensify and
bralnify our farm lands.

AS a rule the
farmers have been getting but a
small per cent of the nutrition in the
stalks; in fact’ some have thought so
little of them that they have plowed
them under, after cutting off the
Kaffir heads. In spite of the tremen-
dous loss growing out of a failure to
utilize much, of the nutrition in
kaffir stalks, the crop has paid the
farmers, and has helped to make
them prosperous.

But the tremendous waste in the
stalks and blades meant a good deal
to Sherman, who was feeding thou-
sands of head of live stock annually,
and was growing hundreds of acres
of kaffir corn annually.

To make a long story short, Sher-
man invented a mill which grinds up
kaffir seed, stalk, blades and all into
a meal, a meal which the stock relish,
and which puts into them all the nu-
trition in seed, stalk and blade, The
by-product which Sherman had seen
littering the feed yard and going to
waste was being converted into meat.

The kaffir corn is made into a meal
similar in every way to alfalfa meal,
although not so valuable as alfalfa
meal as a feed. It has been estimated
by agricultural chemists that the
value of the corn stalks, leaves and
husks, on a basis of the amount of
nutrition therein contained, was
equal to one-third of the entire value
of the crop ralsed, or one-half as
much as the corn. In the use of the
crop the grain is utilized. But or-
dinarily on farms in the Mississippi
Valley the roughage In some cases is
allowed entirely to go to waste, and
in others only saved in part. The
loss, when taken in the agregate, is
enormous.

How the Meal Is Fed.

The meal is fed to hogs in a feed
box made in imitation of a self-feeder,
A V-shaped box with a door covering
at the top and a 3-inch opening at the
bottom permits the meal to fall into
a feed trough two and one-half feet

wide by sixteen fet long, with 4-inch

side pleces. The entire feed box rests
upon the ground and permits the hog
to eat at any time, and prevents the
blowing away of the meal. It was
originally expected that this feeder
would be a self-feeder, but the hogs
should be fed twice a day when it is
used, because it is found in practice
that the hog will work down more
feed than he will consume if the cus-
tom of filling the feeder only two or
three times a week is followed.

Hogs have been fed this mea\ the
entire winter, and were given practi-
cally nothing else. However, it is
better, probably, to fed alfalfa or
some other feeds part of the time.
It may be said that there are no hogs
on the Sherman ranch that are close-
ly confined. If they have not the run
of large pastures they have at least
the run of lots of several acres in
extent. But this is not a system that
was adopted for this metnod of feed-
ing, but is the system used in the
treatment of hogs on this ranch for
years. The system is one of segrega-
tion and scattering, rather than one
of concentration and bunching.

“As to the results of this feeding, it
can be said, for the two years that it
has been practiced, that the sows have
never farrowed better. However, a
week or two before the period of far-
rowing it has been the custom to
begin feeding corn to the sows. After
farrowing this feed is no longer re-
lied upon as a principal feed. Ground
kaffir corn seed, mixed with about an
equal amount of ground corn, with
some alfalfa hay, is the usual ration
fed to the sow and pigs. If the
ground kaffir corn seed is not availa-
ble it is necessary to use shorts with,
however, a less mixture of corn. The
experience on the ranch has been that
ground kafir corn seed is quite the
equal of shorts as a milk producer
and a proper feed for the growing
pigs. The ground Kkaffir cornstalk,
seed and all, is not, as the analysis
that has been made plainly shows, a
sufficiently strong feed for the little,
growing pig. The pigs should reach
a weight of from fifty to eighty
pounds before this feed can be used
as the principai raition for mainte-
nance.—Kansas City Star.

CARTER MERCANTILE COMPANY
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TO QUIT COMPETITION,

Postmaster General Hitchcock has
announced that after next January
the Government will discontinue the
printing of stamped envelopes, and
recommends that the same be done
by the local newspapers in every
town where there is a newspaper, and
by special permits for the towns
nearest the newspaper, where a town
has no paper of its own. No large
town will be allowed to have a mo-
nopoly on the printing of the en-
velopes, to the detriment of the small-
er newspapers.

A uniform scale of printing will be
prepared by the post office depart-
ment, and insisted upon, or the news-
paper will not be sold stamped en-
velopes for printing. The scale of
printing will be such that a reason-
able profit can be made by the office
printing them.

The department will also soon
make a ruling that no first-class mail
will be allowed transmission through
the mails until it has a return card
written or printed thereon. The
above means that the envelope-print-
ing business will take on a big boom
soon, which is sure to continue.

The order relating to the printing
of envelopes is a correction for an
ovil of long standing, and against
which the newspapers throughout the
country have fought many years, for
the reason that the price charged for
the envelopes was far less than the
stock could be purchased by printers,
and the rate charged was such that
pno profit could have been made by the
Government. Hundreds of millions of
stamped envelopes, printed by the
Government, are used annually
throughout the country, and the con-
templated change will be greeted
with pleasure by every printer and
publisher, who has felt the loss of
this class of business.—Tulla Stand-
ard.

OUR UNCOUNTED MILLION,

Ft. Worth, Texas, December 15th.—
The Texas Commercial Secretaries’
Association has given out the follow-
ing statement concerning the 1910
Federal census which gives Texas a
population of 3,896,642, a gain of 847,
832 over the last census:

“There are at least a million peo-
ple in Texas who have not been coun-
ted in the 1910 Census Report. The
natural increase in population is
greater than that shown by the Fed-
eral Census Report and we all know
that the immigration agent during the
past ten years has permanently lo-
cated not less than 69,000 people per
annum in Texas and according to the
most conservative estimate this makes
our population not less than 4,500,
000.

These figures can be verified by the
scholastic census taken by the State
Department of Education in 1910 for
the purpose of gpportioning the school
fund of the state, This census is ta-
ken by enumerators familiar with
their work and can be verified by the
roll call of the school teachers and
checks are issued by the State Treas-
urer based on the enumerators figures
and our scholastic census is therefore
as nearly correct as it is possible to
take a census. The scholastic census
for 1910 was 988,267 and multiplying
this figure by five we have a total
population 4,841,335, The authority
for using five as a reliable multiplier
of the scholastic population to ascer-
tain the total population is obtained
by making a comparison of the State
scholastic and Federal census in
counties having the largest population
and where the commercial clubs as-
sisted the enumerators and checked
up their work, while the enumerators
of the rural districts did not have this
assistance. The following list gives
& comparison of the states scholastic
and federal census report in the coun-
ties having a population of 100,000 or
over.

It is customary to multiply the
scholastic population by six in order
to arrive at the total population.
However all estimates must give way
to actual count where the count is
correctly taken by mathematical rules
developed by correct computation and
proven by actual application can al-
ways be depended upon to locate er-
ros or omissions in the actual enum-
eration and there are in Texas omis-
slons or errors of at least a million
people in our census reports.

FORTY TEXAS CITIES GROW.

-~

Washington, D. C, Dec. 31.—The
Census Bureau today announced the
population of all Texas cities which
have more than 5,000 inhabitants,
Ten years ago there were twenty-five
such cities. This year there are
forty. Twenty years ago Texas had
but eighteen cities with more than
5,000 inhabitants.

The fifteen cities which this year
went into the 5,000-and-over class
are Abilene, Amarillo, Brownwood,
Corpus Christi, Ennis, Houston
Helights, Longview, Orange, Port
Arthur, San Angelo, Sulphur Springs,
Taylor, Waxahachie, Weatherford and
Wichita Falls.

The aggregate population of the
forty cities of 5,000 or more inhabit-
ants Is 765,181, The aggregate popu-
lation of the same cities in 1900 was
451,239, a total gain of 314,042, in-
habitants, or 69 per cent. The most
remarkable increases of population
are those of Port Arthur, which
jumped from 900 to 7,663; Houston
Heights, which jumped from 800 to
6,984; Amarillo, from 1,442 to 9,957,
and then Fort Worth, Abilene, El
Paso, Dallas and San Antonio.

GRANTS LIGHT FRANCHISE.
