“ Replying to your request with ref­
erence to the culture of watermelona, 
will say 1 have known since my first 
yaar on the Plaina that we could raise 
tbe finest melons on earth, but not 
until this year was there any effort 
made to grow watermelona for markeL

"Last apring a few of my neighbors 
and myself organized ouraelves Into 
what we called "The Abernathy Melon 
Growera’ Asaociation," each member 
of the zzHociation agreeing to plant 
a few acres of melons, aa an experi­
ment. We knew, or thought we knew, 
bow to plant the seed and cultivate the 
crop, but all admitted we knew noth­
ing about turning melons into money; 
In other words, of how to get melons 
on the market, but we could learn.

BEST BOIL FOR FRUIT TREEN.

k . Ness, horticulturist of the Texas 
Experiment Station at the A. A M. Col­
lege Station, Texas, says 

“The best soil for fruit trees and 
vegetables Is a ao-^lled loam. Loams, 
however, may be of two kinds, the 
principle Ingftdlent present In each 
kind being vegetable matter such as 
jrnduantly accumulates along creek 
bottoms and where the vegetable mat- 
*«r  Is washed In or Is due to crops 

i'owa «■  the land decaying. A sandy 
im a  JUk tor tbo other Ingredients fine 

A elsjr loam Is where clay Is 
miU with this vacttoble suit-

ter. The soils especially suited to 
vegetables and fruits are those in 
which the vegetable material and 
sand are well mixed. Boll of this kind 
has the advantage of being easily 
worked, and thus retains molstùre to 
the greatest extent .especially when 
underlaid by moderately porous clay, 
which readily allows the surplus water 
to pass down and freely gives Its own 
moisture to the top strata of loam. 
When such loamy soil is as much as 
two feet or more deep. It Is excellent 
soil for fruit and vegetables. It can 
also be easily enriched by plowing 
under cowpeas and by stable manure, 
and retains fertilizers well when the 
subsoil Is neither too porous nor to# 
compact. Another advantage In such 
soils Is that the chemical components 
of it are varied; hence the land Is 
adapted to a much wider range of 
plants than the black waxy, and many 
other types of soil that are really 
richer, but much less suited to a wider 
range of plants. This kind of soli Is 
generally the class that produces the 
earliest vegetables In Texas, and, al­
though not as rich as the black waxy, 
very large crops can be obtained by 
applying a comparatively small 
amount of fertiliser.

THE HOE AND THE DOUGH.

The man with the hoe has been rec­
ognised by every age and nation as a 
fundamental source of prosperity, and, 
while our literature abounds with en- 
conluma In his praise, the half has 
never been toM.

AT, WORK ON SEPTIC TANMS.

The city has had men at work the 
past two weeks making some im­
provements on their septic tanks. 
Quite a great deal of complaint has 
been made In the past by residents in 
the east part of town on account of a 
stench that the tanks have been 
throwing off. Additional pits and fil­
ter beds are being dug, and It Is 
thought that this will remedy the mat­
ter.

The City Council has tendered the

With the first of the month, an auto­
mobile factory started In Wichita 
Falla. The capacity la claimed to be 
ten cars day. This factory will use 
what Is known as the “ unit control," 
something new In motor car manufac­
ture. Instead of side levers, spark 
levers and other control parts, a light 
wheel is substituted. This whel is in­
side and above the steering wheel and, 
when revolved in proper places con­
trols spark, throttle, gears and clutch. 
The manufacturers claim many ad­
vantages In this control over the 
methods so long In use.

The plant is fitted up for a big busi­
ness, occupying a house 600x100 feet, 
with glass rooL and an office in con­
nection 100x100 feet, two stories high. 
We are glad to chronicle the estab­
lishment of this industry in this good 
old State.

For the best combined yield of corn 
and cotton on ten acres of each, first 
prize $2,600; second $1,600; third 
$760; fourth $600; fifth $260; and ten 
prizes of $100 each for the ten next 
best results. For the best combined 
yields from two acres of corn and 
two acres of cotton, first prize $1,000; 
second $760; third $600; fourth $260; 
and ten prizes of $10 each for the next 
ten best results. All of these prizes 
will be paid In gold.

The average yield of the fifty lead­
ing contestants is 40 37-100 bushels of 
corn and 16-12 bales of cotton per 
acre. Some of the contestants have 
secured a yield of over 100 bushels of 
corn and of more than two bales of 
cotton pur acre.

RULING WILL AFFECT RAILROADS

Washington, D. C., Oct. 30.—-Com­
plete control of the railroads of the 
country by the Interstate Ck>mmerce 
Ck>mmlssion and elimination of state 
commissions from such control was 
foreshadowed today by the Supreme 
Court opinion In the case of the Gov­
ernment vs. the Southern Railway 
Company, holding that all equipment 
on railroad highways of interstate 
commerce must comply with the Fed­
eral safejy-appliance act.

..XEUUTIVE UOHHITTEE MEETS,

BIG YIELDS ARE SHOWN',

Dallas, Texas, Oct. 30.—The Texas 
Industrial Congress will hold Its third 
annual convention in Dallas on De­
cember 20. The big feature of the 
meting wilt be an exhibit of samples 
of the corn and cotton raised by the 
men, women, boys and girls who have 
competed for the $10,000 In prizes of­
fered for the best yields of these 
crops.

The prizes are divided as follows:

OFPU.SE UNIFUKM DIVURIE LAW,

New York. Oct. 28.—“ Until the en­
franchisement of women, we call upon 
all women to oppose the Idea of a uni­
form divorce law.”  reads a section of 
the platform adopted by the Woman's 
Suffrage party of New York at Its 
third annual convention here. The 
clause adds that such legislation at 
this time Is opposed because such 
a law Inflicted “ would be made by 
men only, and would, therefore, neces­
sarily discriminate against women."

The Executive Committee of the 
Commercial Secretaries' and Business 
Men's Association met at the rooms 
of the Chamber of Commerce in Dallas 
on October 16th. No stronger assem­
bly of business men ever came to­
gether in Texas for the discussion of 
the upbuilding of the commonwealth. 
Heads of the most important business 
and industrial enterprises of the State 
were present at the meeting and dis­
cussed with the enthusiasm that is 
usually manifested only in private 
business the questions that would lead 
to the development of Texas.

The following committee was ap­
pointed to select the members of the 
Welfare Commission, which was 
launched at the annual meeting of the 
association, October 6th: R. C. Duff, 
Houston, chairman; CaiRaIn B. B. 
Paddock. Fort Worth; E .8. Hughes.

Abilene; O. B. Dunlap, Waxahachie; 
S. A. Lindsey, Tyler; W. H. Feather- 
stone, HenrIetU; F. 8. Hastings, 
Stamford; J. Hlrsch, Corpus Christ!; 
and B. B. Cain, Dallas.

Although a cordial invitation to 
move to Dallas was extended by the 
Chamber of Commerce of that city, it 
was decided to continue the headquar­
ters In Fort Worth. J. A. Arnold' (yas 
unanimously elected Secretary-Man­
ager for the coming year, with an In­
crease of $500 per annum in salary.

The report of the Secretary-Man­
ager showed that the association had 
expended last year $32,000, and plans 
were Outlined for an expenditure of 
$52,000 this year, with a general 
broadening of the work along, all lines. 
Twenty-eight thousand dollars of the 
outlined expenditure was pledged, as 
follows: Fort Wurth, $6,000; Dallas, 
$4,000; Houston, $4,000; Beaumont, 
$1,260; and Corpus CbristI, $600; the 
remainder by smaller towns repre­
sented.

1 don’t believe any of you would. Dr. Waylaad is 
by no means a wealthy man. There are many others 
ill Plainview who have more of this world’s koimIs 
than he. He is by no means a perfeet man. and i1»h‘s 
not claim to lie. He has faults, like you and I, but 
he ha.s no more faults than some of us who eritieise 
him. Even his erities are Imund to admit that he 
has done more for Plainview than any other man 
who ever lived here. He pays more city ta.\es than 
any other individual, for what property he has is in 
Plainview. lb* jfave more than any man for the 
railroad. He has eoulribute«! liberally toward every 
publie eiiterpris*“. You can't siart a thiiijf for the 
public gotnl that he iloes not (five to. He built the 
first larife buildini; in Plainview. to jiive the town 
a boost and start o ff thinifs. He has ifiven thous­
ands of ilollars outside of Plainview. Even travelini; 
affents for edueational or benevolent institutions 
strai^llt from the depot to his offi«'c, and are rarely 
ever turned away without a eoiitnhutioii. His 
closest friends have he);)icd him to ipiit ^iviiii; so 
much and yet he is censured by some as beinn nar­
row, a money lover, covetous, insincere and totally 
unworthy of the confitleiiee of the people. I have 
diffen*d from him about many thiiiKs conceriiiiiK the 
College. I have eritieis**il him for nmlertakiiiK to do 
tiMi much. I have told him that he never stopped to 
eoiuit the cost, and was too much of a plunger, hut 
1 have never ac*eused him of being insincere or in 
any way trying to make profit out of the College

It la abaolutaly intoxicating to 
be automoblling over these fertile 
prairies and see alfalfa farms as fine 
as any in the world, and see fruits of 
all kjpds growing in abundance, 
rivers of pure water Just under ^ e  
ground, and to be told that such land 
can be purchased half the cost of 
poorer lands In other sections of the 
state. It is Just like putting a nice 
turkey dinner, with seasoned dress­
ing, before a convalescent fever pa­
tient—he is liable to kill himself If be 
is not cautioned.

Urced la one of the perils of the 
Plains. Another peril of the Plains Is 
higli-priced money. We have any 
number of men on the Plalna taking 
advantage of their neighbor’s inia- 
take In over-reaching himself, and 
shaving his notes at unreasonable 
figures. The Plains Is a paradise to­
day for the money lender and the 
note shaver, and until we get relief 
from auch oppression we can never 
develop the Plains Into a great 
country auch as It deserves to be.

In the majority of cases the money 
lender and the note shaver Is a good 
man, and la not ao much to blame for 
high-priced money as ourselves. We 
creatMl the conditions that made pos­
sible high interest.

Another serious drawback to the 
Plains is a lack of scientific farming. 
Wherever you find a man who knows 
how to farm, you find a happy and 
IirosperouB family. .Most of us spread 
out to much. I know many men w<yio 
try to farm a half-section alone. Now, 
this is a fault of a new country, and 
esiieclally of a stock country. Kör 
^ears and years our people never tried 
to raise anything but u feed crop, and 
tniB could be done with but little 
work.
