“The recent epidemic of cerebro,
spinal meningitis, aggravated as it
doubtless was by unsanitary condi-
tions, should prove an excellent argu-
ment for the importance of sanitation
and for the importance of a general
clean-up of the State. The cleansing
of just one day wil not serve for the
entire year, but it wil point the way
to the time when Texas will constant-
ly observe all the rules of sanitation,
The date is placed in the early spring
in order that the diseases of warmer
months may be guarded against.

“The clean-up day for 1911 proved
s great success. Many of the cities
and towns observed not only the day
named, but, entering into the real
spirit of the movement, devoted two
weeks to the laudable work of remov-
fng and destroying the accumulation
of the winter's months, preparatory to
the coming of warmer weather. The
suggestion is made, Why not make
1912 a cledn-up year for Texas?

The Daughters of the Republic of
Texas are considering the taking of
active steps to compel the Governor to
let them have a say-so in the restora-
tion of the Alamo. They claim that
the Legislature authorized them to re-
store the Alamo, with the Governor's
approval of plans, but that the Gov-
ernor is taking the bits in his teeth!
and doing the restoring act without

consulting their wishes, The citizens
of San Antonio, especially the busi-
ness men who have interests about

Alamo Plaza, want the Governor to
make a pretty place of it. They would
like to have the old chapel preserved,
and the balance of the area given over
to pretty parkings. They can not see
wherein there should be maintained
an unsightly reproduction of walls
and mud houses, as the original
showed was the condition when the
battle took place. The Governor, he
is going ahead and restoring accord-
ing to the original, and the joke is on
the Daughters and the citizens. They
fail to realize that the Governor is do-
ing all this for the very reason that
the Daughters themselves could not
agree, and for the further reason that
the citizens of San Antonio have no
voice in the matter, further than
would be accorded any equal number
of citizens in the remotest corner of
the State. Because the Alamo is a
State heritage, and because those to
whose care the restoration was en-
trusted could not do anything with the
job, the Governor is acting as a re-
ceiver for the property, and he is re-
storing it as the servant of all Texas.

Washington, D. C., March 4.-—
Girls and boys of fourteen and fif-
teen years of age, children of strik-
ing mill workers at Lawrence, Mass,,
testitied today before the House Rules
Committee, which is considering a
resolution to investigate conditions,
following attempts to send the chil-
dren from the strike-ridden country.

The children told of working long
hours for low wages who had paid
the American Woolen Company five
cents a week for drinking water,
which they described as “canal
water.”

Some of them told of seeing women
beaten by police, of children being
knocked down, and hurtled into
wagons “like bundles of rags,” a week
ago Saturday.

Cammella Taoli told how her scalp
was torn off by the machinery in one
of the mills. The company paid her
hospital bifl for seven months, she
said. Others of the children also tes-
tified. \

J. T. Sneed, father of John Beal

Sneed, tried recently at Fort Worth

for the killing of Col. A. G, Boyce,

was shot and killed today by R. O.
Hillard, one of his tenants,
Hillard shot Sneed twice in the

back; then turned the pistol on him
self and fired, dying instantly,

Hillard had lost his mind, as was
shown by a note which was found
on his person after the tragedy. The
note was addressed to his wife, and
read:

“To Ruby: | am losing my mind,
J. T. Sneed caused it. | am going to
take my revenge and go to the asy-
lum. | love you as dear as a hus-
band ever did. R. O. HILLARD."”

The tragedy occurred at 9:30
o'clock. Capt. Sneed was shot as he
was walking out of the post office,
where he had gone to get his mail.

Hillard was a former tenant on the
Sneed plantation near Rosebud. He
and Sneed had come to town from the
farm this morning, riding together in
the same wagon. At that time Hil-
lard had shown no signs of the plot
which he had formed to take the old
man's life,

After reaching town the two sep-
arated, and Sneed went to the post
office for his mail. Hillard followed
and stood outside the door. As Sneed
reappeared and started to leave the
building, Hillard opened fire with a
firty-five calibre revolver., Two of
the shots struck Sneed in the back.
He staggered forward a few feet and,
with a groan, sank to the sidewalk.
After Sneed fell, Hillard fired two
more shots into the prostrate body,
land then turned the pistol on himself,
One shot through the heart ended his’
life.

The tragedy caused a tremendous
sensation in Georgetown, and busi-
ness was suspended for hours. Ru-
mors were thick after the shooting,
the report having spread, not onmly
through the city, but in other parts
of the State, that Captain Sneed had
been slain by a member of the Boyce
family. The killing had no connec-
tion with the Boyce-Sneed affair,
and leaves the burden of those trou-
bles upon the sons of the two fami-
lies.

Captain Sneed was a striking and
important figure in the trial of his
son at Fort Worth, and aided in
every way im the defense. He was
one of the wealthiest men in this
section of the State, and was a
pioneer resident of Georgetown. ~He
owned large farm lands in Milam,
Williamson, Falls, Robertson and Mec-
ILennan Counties, and large ranch
holdings in Potter County, where for
some time he has been engaged in the
cattle business. ' :

Captain Sneed’'s father was one of
the early-day Methodist ministers of
this section, and founded the First

Methodist Church at Waco.
The me'borl of the family sur-
viving are John Beal Sneed, J. T.

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The following editorial, which ap-
peared in The Fort Worth Record of
February 6, offers food for reflection
by the people of Texas:

“A few days ago a citizen of De}
Rio and his little boy were killed by a
railroad train while they stood on &
bridge looking at the water rushing
over a dam below. They had been
walking for pleasure and stopped on
the bridge, which is not far from a
curve, The noise of the 1ushing
waters prevented them from hearing
the train, and the curve prevented the
locomotive engineer from seeing them
until it was too late.

“The incident recalls a statement
by Hon. Brown F. Lee, of San Angelo,
recently published in the Texas
press, Mr. Lee cites figures showing
that 130 out of 279 persons killed by
Texas railroad trains last year were
ers were killed in the United States,
being 76 per cent of all killed in the
operation of railroad trains during a
10-year period. As he suggests, some-
thing ought to be done to stop the
trespassing upon railroads. Human
life is too valuable to be sacrificed by
carelessness. Besides, there is an
element of rank injutice in requiring
a rallway company to pay damages
for injuries to persons who have no
right to be upon its tracks.

“The law wisely provides for the
protection of railway employes and
passengers by requiring elaborate and
multiplied safety devices. It does so
for the conservation of human life
und for the preservation of the happi-
ness of relatives and friends. It
should, also, devise some method for
at least minimizing deaths vd in-
juries to trespassers,

“A railroad track should not be used
as a footpath or a promenade.

“Railroad corporations manage to
keep livestock off their right of way
by fences and stock guards, but these
do not deter human trespassers who
move at will upon any rallroad track
that lies in the direction of their jour-
ney

Washington, March 1.-—President
Taft has again demonstrated his re-
markable ability for appointing jud-
ges who are notorious for their de-
cisions against the people and in fa-
vor of the vested interests,

Hardly' had the president retursed
from New York, where he branded
the advocates of a judicial recall as
“nuerotics,” when he named for the
vacant place on the supreme court
bench one of the very type of judges
who have created the demand for the
recall. As a result of this appoint-
ment, Mahlon Pitney, of New Jerséy,
who has time and again written judi-
cial decisions in favor of property
right and against human rights, will
sit in the place once occupied by John
M. Harlan, the best friend the com-
mon people ever had in the supreme
court,

Judge Pitney has had an Interest-
ing career, and he also had an inter-
esting father. His father was a judge
before him, and as an Indication of
the kind of judge he was, it will be re-
called that in one case, where a little
girl was crushed while playing about
some bullding material that had been
unlawfully left in the street, he ruled
that the girl's legal status was exact-
ly the same as a thief would have
beén had he been jured in a similar
manner.

AMONGTHEFARMERS

E. L Miller came here f{rom
Clarkesville, Illinois, just north of
East St. Louis, where is said to be the
richest and among the highest-priced
farming lands in the United States.
This is what he says after trying Hale
County: “I notice the tendency here
is to farm large territory. [ believe
this is a mistake. If a fman will be
content to farm a reasonable amount
of ground, and diversify, he will find
it more profitable, If you have a
number of different crops, with a rea-
sonable amount of rain, you can't help
making good. As to my experience,
I made between 1200 and $1.300 on
one quarter-section on maize, kaffir,
millet and hogs. My poultry and eggs
buys all my groceries and flour, and
I have quite a reserve’on hand be-
sides. There is no question but that
this is a great stock country. It is a
good hog, cattle and mule country-—
in fact, a good all-round stock coun-
try.

“There is no reason why land here
will not be worth as much as Illinois
land. The development of irrigation
will make it reach $200.00 an acre
quicker than Illinois did. As for me,
I like it better than Illinois. 1 came
here on account of throat and lung
trouble, and am almost entirely over
it here.”

G. W. Bartlett is farming
miles northeast of Plainview,
came here six years ago, and has been
doing geweral farming. “I have made
tolerably fair crops in the six years
in wheat, oats, kaffir, maize and corn,
During the two dry years | made it
pay my way. | hnve‘rllned. during the
best years, 35 to 40 bushels of corn
to the acre.

ANOTHER FIRE AT LUBBOCK,

Radford Wholesale Grocery Heaviest
Loser—#40,000 Stock Destroyed.

Once more the fire fiend has gotten '
in its work In Lubbock. Once more
heavy loses fall upon Lubbock busi-
ness men. This time it was in the
wholesale district of the city, the J. M. :
Radford Grocery Company, wholesale |
dealers, being the heaviest losers,

At about eight o'clock fire was dis-
covered in the feed room of the Seitz
Coal and Grain Company's depart-
ment, which was part of the building
occupied by the Radford Grocery Com-
pany. Mr. Seitz had not left his store,
but had stepped outside the building,
and when he re-entered, a few seconds
later, the entire building was full of
amoke. He at once gave the alarm,
and a large crowd was soon collected,
but the flames had gained too much
headway to save anything In the
bullding, and the attention of the peo-
ple was directed to saving other bulld-|
ings and a large amount of cotton that
was in the yard opposite the building,
but south from the burning house. '
This was saved only by the wind be-
ing almost directly in the northeast,
which moved the course of the sparks,
ete.,, to the right far enough to pre-
vent much danger to the cotton bales.

A heavy wind was blowing, but a
heavy mist was falling, which aided
greatly in keeping nearby buildings
from burning.
