TEXAS INDUSTRIAL NOTES,

The Railroad Commission regently
approved bonds to the amount of
$220,000 for the Houston & Brazos
Valley Railroad. These bonds are to
be used to complete a railroad from
Valasco to Anchor,

Grading work has begun on the
Hillsboro-Dallas interurban, at Hills-
boro.

The Peerless Fire Insurance Com-
pany has been organized at Waco, with
a capital stock of $500,000,

The stockholders of the Gunter
Hotel, at San Antonio, have increased
the capital stock from $375,000 to
$500,000, for the purpone of improving
the hotel.

The American Iron and Steel Com-
pany, of Jefferson, has been granted
a charter; capitol stock, $300,000.

The Beeville citizens have raised a
bonus of $40,000 to insure the San
Antonio, Rockport & Mexican Rail-
way building through that city.

The $75,000 road bonds issued at
Lewisville have been sold, and the
contract let, and work will begin soon
on the roads.

It is an old saying among the Ger-
man farmers of the ['nited States,
“Build a barn, and the barn will build
a house; but a house will never build
a barn.” This country has a goodly
number of barns, but many more are
needed. Many farmers will say they
are not able to build a barn, but it
can be shown that they are better
able to build than to do without a
barn. Wheat and oats are very prom-
ising crops, and the yields will be
good. Now, with no storage room, the
average farmer is compelled to mar-
ket his grain direct from the thresher,
and hire teams to do the hauling.!
While this is the case the farmer has
to unload at whatever he is offered
for his grain. With a barn giving am-
ple storage room, he could store the
grain, market it at odd times, himself,
and have an opportunity to make his
own prices occasionally, and at all
times sure of the rise in price when
it occurs, If a man has 3,000 or 4,000
bushels of grain, a few cents' rise in
the price will go far toward the build-
ing of a barn. Then, at no great ex-
pense, one can shed to the barn and
make housing room for his agricul-
tural impléments, saving on them an
annual deterioration of 10 to 20 per
cent that usually occurs through ex-
posure to 'the weather,

ing to have a motor car for love or
money, and are now buying with both
sides of the dollar, it means that
flashy methods must go. | know of
no better indication of the progress
being made along this line than that
of the nature of Catalogue Applicants.
The time was when the manufacturer
received nine-tenths of his inquiries
from school boys, grocery clerks and
bell-hops, who simply wanted to know
what an automobile was and liked to
look at the pictures. Now, as the in-
dustry has settled down to a firm
basis, and the fly-by-night manufac-
turers have been squeezed out of busi-
ness, nearly every one has learned to
know @ car coming down the street by
the shape of the radiator, which usu-
ally is peculiar to itself. The fanciful
stage has passed, and people are pur-
chasing with more conservatism than
ever bg¢fore, A man buys a car now
the same as he would a furnace for
his home, and the salesman who uses
all the superlatives in his vocabulary
in describing his wares usually courts
disgust and loses the sale, while, on
the other hand, the man who is mod-
estly dressed and makes reasonable
claims and Is willing to admit there
are some things on some cars that
are a little better, perhaps, than on
his owp particular one, is going to
win out.

But a pﬂrnm-‘,
nent pasture, consisting of a few
acres of grass, is almost a necessity
to take care of the hogs when the
crops are not ready for them.

A good plan is to have a long, nar-
row field of good fertility and plant a |
succession of crops such as rye and
vetch in the fall; oats in the spring;
then soy beans, cowpeas, peanuts and
rape, fence the crops off with porta-
ble fence, such as woven wire or any
hog-prof fence. When one field is
grazed out, move the fence.

Following the oats, rye and vetch,
'a summer legume may be planted,|
such as soy beans or cowpeas. This|
will supply the animals with rich
grazing food late in the summer, and
help in building up the soil

After the hogs are grazed through
the summer, they should be in splen-
did condition for feeding out. They
may then be fed corn liberally for a
short time and finished properly for
market.—Farm and Ranch.
