Te the State Constitution Creating
the Office of Prison Commissloner
and Making the Term of Office of
the Board of Prison Commissioners
Six Years,

(H. J. R. No. 22.)
HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION
A Joint Resolution proposing to amend
Article XVI of the State Constitu-
tion by adding thereto Section 08,
creating the office of Prison Com
missioners,-and making the term of
office of the members of the Board
of Prison Commissioners six years,
and making an appropriation.
Be it resolved by the Leglslature of
the State of Texas:
SECTION 1. That Article XVI of
the Constitution of the State of Texas
be amended by adding thereto a new
section which shall be known as Sec-
tion 58 and shall read as follows:

PROPER CANNING METHODS,

For the benefit of the girls and "a-
dies who did not get to visit thu can-
ning demonstration, Mrs. Jackson
asks us to publish the following:

Peaches.—Select nice, ripe
pare, and fill your jars full; if extra
large fruit, cut in quarters; if medium,
cut in half. For fancy eating, make

water, using only enough to dissolve
all the sugar. Powr syrup in jars to
1-8-inch of top; put on caps lightly,
turn only as tight as can be done with
your thumb and little finger. Place
your jars in a canner or boiler; fill
with water to within 1 inch of bottom
of cap, bring to boil and let boil 15
minutes if quarts, and 20 minutes if
half gallons. For ordinary peaches
use water instead of syrup to fill cans.

Okra,—Select only nice, tender
okra; boil until tender; fill jars with
okra; pour in water to 1-8-inch of
top; put in a teaspoonful of salt te
quart jar. Put on caps as above; put
in boiler and boil 36 minutes if quarts,
45 minutes if half gallons,

Cornfield Peas.—Fill cans same a®
okra, and boll 45 minutes, if in quart
Jars,

Beans.—Use only tender, stringléss
varieties; cook 15 or 20 minutes; fill
cans same as for okra; boil 1 hour if
quarts, 1 1-2 hour if half gallons. Seal
tight, set back and next day put in
boiler, loose caps, bring to a boll and
boil one hour. Screw caps tight and
set away in a cool, dark place,

Corn.—Corn Is very hard to keep,
and should never be canned in half-
gallon jars. We can them that way
and keep them, but it requires so
much boiling that | do not recommend
their use at all. The smaller the can
the easler It is to sterilize. Use only
tender corn; hard corn will not keep,
Fill cans full of corn, put teaspoonful
of salt to quart jar, fill with water,
put in boiler and boil 6 hours, or boil
3 hwuis flist day, 1 hour second day,
and | hour third day. Seal tight; set
In cool, dark place, where it will not
have to be moved often. If you like
corn and tomatoes, fill half full of
corn, then fill up with tomatoes or to-
mato julce and boil one hour and ten
minutes. The acld in the tomatoes
helps to preserve the corn.

Beets.Boll until they will peel

easily: cut up and pack in cans and
boil 1 hour in quart jars, 11-2 half
hour in half-gallons
Sweet Potatoes,—Cook until tender;
eut up in small squares, pack closely,
pour light syrup made of sugar and
cold water over them, and boll 1 hour
and 15 minutes, in quart jars,
..A want te lmpress upon all the xirls,
and ladies as well, that the important
feature in canning any product |s
bringing it to the boiling point and
keeping It there long enough to de-
stroy the spore, or germ, that causes
it to decay, and then seal in such man-
ner that other germs or spores can not
enter the jar. Use your large jars for
fruits, berries, tomatoes, ete,, and your
small ones for corn, peas, beans, etc,
It looks like economy to use large
jars in which to can our products, but
the difference in time of cooking and
fuel used more than offsets this, and
the loss of a few large jars by spoil-
ing brings us out on the wrong side
of the ledger

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION.

An Act proposing an amendment to
Article 16 of the Constitution of the
State of Texas, by adding a new sec-
tion thereto, to be entitled “Section
30a"; providing that the members
of the Board of Regents of the State
University, and the boards of trus-
tees or managers of educational,
eleeosynary and penal institutions
of the State and such other boards
as have been, or may hereafter be
established by law, may be elected
or appointed for term of six (6)
vears, one-third of the members of
said boards to be elected or ap-
pointed every two (2) years in the
manner provided by law, fixing the
time for holding the election, and
making the appropriation therefor.

SEC. 3. The Governor of this State
is hereby directed to issue the neces-
sary proclamation for said election,
and have the same published, as re-
quired by the law of this State.

SEC. 4. The sum of five thousand
dollars ($5,000.00), or so much thereof
as may be necessary, is hereby appro-
priated out of any funds in'the State
Treasury, not otherwise appropriated,
to defray the expenses of said procla-
mation, publication, and election.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT

To the Constitution Authorizing Citles
of More Than 5000 Inhabitants to
Adopt Their Charters by Vote of the
People.

(H. J. R. No. 10
HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION.
House Joint Resolution proposing an
amendment to Section 5, of Article

II, of the Constitution of the State

of Texas, providing for ecities of

more than five thousand (5000) in-
habitants to adopt their charters by

a vote of the people.

Be It resolved by the Legislature of
the State of Texas:

SECTION 1. That Section 5 of "Ar-
ticle 11 of the Constitution of the
State of Texas be amended so as to
hereafter read as follows:

Section 5. Cities having more than
five thousand (5000) inhabitants may,
by a majority vote of the qualified
voters of said city, at an election held
for that purpose, adopt or amend their
charters, subject to such limitations

as may be prescribed by the Legisla-|

ture, and providing that no charter or
any ordinance passed under said
charter shall contain any provisions
inconsistent with the Constitution of
the State, or of the general laws en-
acted by the Legislature of this State;
sald eity may levy, assess and collect
such taxes as may be authorized by
law or by their charters; but no tax
for any purpose shall ever be lawful
for any one year, which shall exceed
twa and one-half per cent. of the tax-
able property of such city, and no
debt shall ever be created by any city,
unless at the same time provision be
made to assess and collect annually a
sufficient sum to pay the interest
thereon and creating a sinking fund
of at least two per cent thereon; and

provided further trnt no city charter
shall be altered, amended or repealed
oftener than every two years.

SEC. 2. The Governor of this State
is hereby directed to issue the neces-
sary proclamation, submitting this
amendment to the qualified voters of
Texas at the next general election
held in this State, or in case any pre-
vious election shall be held in this
State for other purposes, then this
proposed amendment shall be sub-
mitted to the qualified voters of the
State. At such election, those favor-
ing the amendment shall have written
or printed on their ballots the words:
“For amendment to Section 5, Article
IT, of the Constitution, authorizing
cities of more than five thousand in-
habitants to adopt their charters by a
vote of the people;” those opposing’
said amendment shall have written of
printed on their ballots the words:
“Against amendment to Section 5, Ar-
ticle 1I, of the Constitution, authoriz-
ing cities of more than five thousand
inhabitants to adopt their charters by
a vote of the people.” The sum of
five thousand dollars, or so much as
is necessary. is hereby appropriated
out of the Treasury of the State of
Texas out of moneys not otherwise ap-
propriated to pay the expenses of the
publication of this amendment and the
proclamation for the election.

SAVE THE BABIES,

The Department of Health of the
Commonwealth of Peunnsylvania has
issued the following rules to be ob-
served in the care and management of
infants during the summer:

Breast Feeding.

Every mother should endeavor to
nurse her baby. Breast milk is the
natural food of the new-born baby.
There is no other food that can com-
pare with it. A breast-fed baby has
a much greatest chance of living than
a bottle-fed baby,

Immediately after birth do not give
any kind of artificial food to the baby,
while waiting for the breast milk to
come, Put the baby to the breast
every four hours, and give nothing
else but water that has been bolled.
The baby needs nothing else, and will
not starve, After the milk comes into
the breast nurse the baby every two
hours during the day and two or three
times at night,

Don't nurse the baby whenever he
cries; a moderate amount of crying
helps to develop the lungs. Babies
who are nursed irregularly, or when-
ever they cry, are likely to get indi-
gestion, and then cry the harder from
pain. Nurse regularly, and the baby
will soon learn to expec( its nursing
only at the proper intervals. Give the
baby a little bolled water several
times a day.

After the baby Is two months old
lengthen the time between feedings to
two and one-half or three hours, with
only one or two feedings at night,

Do not wean the baby as long as he
is gaining, and never do so except by
advice of your doctor. Do not follow
the advice of friends or neighbors
about weaning. If the baby remains
well, but after a time stops gaining in
weight, do not think that your milk
is of no value, but consult your doc-
tor about adding one or two bottles
to help you out,

Bottle Feeding.

If it becomes necessary to feed the
baby either entirely or only In part
upon the bottle, remember that the
greatest cleanliness s necessary in all
details of the feeding. As soon as a
bottle is finished, It should be
thoroughly washed with cold water,
then cleansed with hot water and

borax (1 teaspoonful to a pint of
water) and put aside for further
cleansing, before being used again

If you have only a few bottles, and It
becomes necessary to use the same
bottle for the next feeding, boll it for
a few minutes before putting fresh
food into it. Never let the baby nurse
from the remains of a botde which he
has not finished at once. Take It away
from the ¢rib, pour out the milk and
{cleanse at once Stale milk curds
| sticking to the inside of a bottle after
|a few hours become polsonous, and
fmay contaminate fresh milk coming
lln contact with them It Is better to
have as Juany bottles as the number
of the baby's dally feedings, so that all
the bottles can be bolled together be-
]furo' the food is prepared in the morn-
ing

The simpler the nipple the safer for
the baby. Do not use complicated nip-
ples, and under no circumstances buy

a bottle with a long rubber tube at-
tached to the nipple. It can not be
!

kept clean, and will certainly cause

tlmvw'l trouble. After the bottle is fin-
|ished the nipple should be removed at
once, turned inside out over the finger
and scrubbed with cold water and a
brush kept only for this purpose. Afl-
ter use, always boll the brush.

The cleansed nipple should be kept
in fresh borax water (1 teaspoonful of
borax to a pint of water) in a covered
glass Rinse the nipple in bolling
water before using It

Do not put the nipple into your own
mouth to find out whether the milk Is
warm enough. Let a few drops of the
milk fall on your wrist; If it feels too
hot to your wrist it is too hot for the
baby’s mouth,

No general instructions can be given
about the preparation of a milk mix-
ture for your baby. Each baby needs
a combination suited to his digestion,
The mixture upon which some other
baby is thriving may be too strong or
too weak for your baby. Let the doc-
tor tell you how to mix the food. If
it is necessary to use cream-in the
mixture, do not buy cream-—it is like-
ly to be stale—but get it by pouring
off half a pint from the top of a quart
bottle of milk, after cleansing the lip
of the bottle.

During the summer the baby's food
ghould be brought to a scald after it
is prepared. It should then be poured
into the clean bottles, corked with
baked clean cotton wool and kept next
the ice until needed. Do not heat a
bottle when you go to bed and keep
it in bed until nursing time, because
you do not want to go to the ice box
for it and heat it when the baby needs
ft. This is a certain way to make the
baby sick.
