AUTO KILLS
FIFTY A WEEK

Figures Compiled by Police Chief In
Natlon’s Crusade for Stricter
Laws,

NEW YORK STATE FIRST

More Than Ferty Persons Injured by
Reckless Driving Every Twen-
ty-Four Hours.

Fifty to seventy-five persons are be-
ing killed in the United States every
week, and forty to fifty are being in-
jured every twenty-four hours, by
automobile mishaps, largely due to
reckless driving, according to reports
compiled by Chief of Police Dunn of
Omaha, Nebraska, says an Omaha dis-
patch in the Dallas News. Chief Dunn
is compiling these figures for use of
the National Assoclation of Police
Chiefs In the fight of that organiza-
tion to prevent motor car accidents.
Chief Dunn has just made public the
report of automobile accidents for the
five weeks ending January 23, and the
statistics show that in that period 203
persons met death in these mishaps,
while 1,230 were injured. The num-
ber of accidents was 1,275,

In this report are included only
automobile accidents which occurred
in those cities and towns which main-
tain police organizations. Acording to
Chief Dunn, there are almost as many
accidents in the country and in vil-
lages as there are in the cities and
larger towns

Nalivn- Y ide Crusade Started.

The National Assoclation of Police
Chiefs is preparing a Nation-wide cru-
sade agalnst reckless automobiling,
and to Chief Dunn has been delegated
the gathering of statistics. At the
coming annual convention of the

Cut Flowers, Pot Plants and
Garden Cuttings.

The Plainview Floral Company has
completed an addition 10 x 100 feet to
its green house, and will still further
enlarge, Mr. Jeffries says, if it is nec-
essary to do so in order to take care
of the wants of the people. Mr. Jef-
fries will build a board fence on the
south side of the green house, form-
ing an inclosure in which he expects
to grow all kinds of garden vegetables
which are bedded.

Mr. Jeffries has arranged with Her-
mann Bluehr for twenty-eight Ilots
west and north of the green house,
These lots will be inclosed and put
in shrubbery. Four of the lots Mr.
Jeffries will put in Jamarac, which
will be sold for wind rows. Tamarac
makes a growth of eight to ten feet
in a year, and in three years becomes
a tree twenty feet high, or more. It
furpishes a splendid wind break.

With large facilities, Mr. Jeffries
proposes to keep everything that
Plainview people may want in his line,
He will grow roses, geraniums and
chrysanthemums for the rose garden;
also all sorts of bedded plants for the
garden; and cut flowers and pot
plants.

Partlal t0 South Plains Sinece Eating

“It is up to the people of Plainview,”
Judge D. E. Decker said to a Herald
representative this morning. “I am
sure that if you make good on the
proposition of $100,000 and right-of-
way you can get the Q. A. & P”
Judge Decker said that Mr. Lazarus,
President of the road, will be on the
South Plains in ten days or two
weeks, and that Plainview should
have something definite to say to him,
Judge Decker said that Mr. Lazarus
had not favored coming to Plainview
until the shallow water development
began. But the possibilities for ton-
nage here are such that the officials
of the Q. A. & P. are willing to build
out of the direct line in order to in-
crease traffic,

Judge Decker called attention to the
fact that the railroad woull have to
build some eighteen miles out of line
in order to reach Plainview, This
would not only be an increased cost
in construction, but would entail in-
creased cost of operation for alll time.
And the $100,000, plus right-of-way,
he thought was only a.small part of
the ~¥nense the 7, A & P. would go to
in order to operate through Plainview,
“We are willing to build our depot
on North Pacific Street, on South
Pacific Street or we will put in $20,-
000 with $20,000 from the Santa Fe
and build a union depot at the foot
of East Main Street,” Judge Decker
said. “We expect to expand, and
should bé 3,000 feet by 300 feet wide

Texas Immigration Bureau Wil Pro.
tect Prospective Settlers from
“Sharks.”

J. J. Stein, of the Texas Immigration

Bureau, with headquarters at Dallas,
has been soliciting membership in the
Bureau among local real estate men
this week. This is a State-wide bu-
reau of information, which proposes
to protect investors from unscrupu-
lous real estate men. It is enlisting
the suport of the best real estate men
everywhere. “And this class of men
are doing more to develop Texas than
anybody else,” Mr. Stein said.
“There were 1,000,000 acres of land
sold in Texas last year by men who
had no title to it,” Mr. Stein said.
“It is our purpose to prevent such
practices. We issue a monthly maga-
zine for distribution all over the coun-
try. The Texas Immigration Bureau
is a stock company, and all members
are stock holders, Whenever any-
body becomes interested in any part
of Texas and asks for information we
refer him to a person whom we know
is reliable in that section.”

The organization already covers
one-third of Texas, and is backed by
Governor Colquitt, according to Mr,
Stein. Otus Reeves Realty Company,
H. E. Skaggs and Walter Jeffus have
made application for membership,
and Mr. Stein says other Plainview
men are looking into the matter with
a view of taking membership.

LAYING TRANSAATLANTIC CABLES

At Present There Are Sixteen Between
the Two Continents,
g N N e -

The history of the submarine cable
iIs a striking Instance of success
achieved In the face of enormous odds,
How important is the Iindustry of to-
day Is evidenced when it is stated
that the varlous cable companies
maintain a fleet of more than forty
telegraph ships, whost duty it is to
lay new lines or repair the 257,000
miles of cable already at the bottom
of the sea.

All the cables now In existence
have, with a few insignificant excep-
tions, come from three large cable
factories on the banks of the Thames,
England.

A submarine cable consists of three
parfi—the conductor, or central cop-
per wire, through which the electric
current passes; the insulator, or gutta
percha covering, designed to prevent
the escape of electricity, and the
sheathing, or outer steel wires, added
to give the cable sufficient strength
to be proof against the strain of lay-
ing and taking up

The conductor, which usually con-
gists of six fine copper wires stranded
around a central one, has three cover-
ings of gutta percha, alternated with
a sticky compound to make them ad-
here perfectly together, The smallest
airhole or pin prick causes a fault
in the cabld, which the current rapidly
develops until signaling becomes im-
possible,

Today there are no fewer than six-
teen cables between Europe and North
America.

It was on August 16, 1858, after re-
peated heroic attempts and disheart-
ening fallures, that the first message
passed through the cable, namely:
“Kurope and’ America are unitéd by
telegraph. Glory to God in the high-
est; on earth peace, good will toward
men.”

In the following October, however,
the line gave out, after transmitting
732 messages during a period of three
months, - Appropriately enough, the

last word was “forward.” ~ The cable
collapsed because too powerful induc-

~

tion colls had been used, or, in other
words, high pressure steam had been
got up in a low pressure boiler.

It was not until eight years later
that the second cable was laid by that
remarkable vessel, the Great Eastern.

Special ships are now requisitioned
for the work of laying and repairing
cables, the largest vessel in the fleet
today being the Silvertown, Its three
tanks wherein the cables are stored

are thirty feet in depth and average
thirty feet in diameter., Their cubical
contents are one-third greater than

those of the Great Eastern. Owing to
A large beam, the bridge being fifty-
five feet Lroad. It could lay a cable
across the Atlantic in twelve days.

The cost of cable making and laying
varies from $1.000 to $1.500 a mile.
The last long submarine wire laid was
that from Vanecouver across the Pa-

cific Ocean to Australia. Some parts
of this wire lie nearly five miles be-
low the surface of the ocean. To re-
pair such a eable, should it get dam-
aged, is a troublesome business. Now-
adays the engineer can tell exactly
where the fault lies, and then a grap-
nel is lowered to fish for the damaged
part. It may be found at once, or it
may mean a weary search of weeks, or
even months. Once well and truly
laid, a cable may be expected to last
for forty years, provided the condi-
tions are favorable. Before now they
have been damaged by sharks and
swordfish, while in tropical waters it
has bLeen found necessary to protect
the lines from the attack of the teredo
or boring worm, b

When the first cable was laid it
would only transmit two words a
minute. Now 100 words can be trans-
mitted in the same space of time. A
little while ago, when wireless teleg-
raphy came to the front, many peo-
ple thought that submarine cables
were doomed. Seeing that more than
100,000 miles of cable have ben laid
since thé Marconi Company was first
established, there would appear to be
no sign of cables being replaced by
wireless. telegraphy.—Chicago Exam-
iner.

SMALL SWEET POTATO
FIELD PAYS FOR FARM.

Oklahoma Farmer Makes More Than
$250 an Aere on Ground De.
voted to Yams,

R. L. Rollins, of Beebe, Oklahoma,
has pgid for a farm of 200 acres dur-
ing the last ten years wholly by rais-
ing sweet potatoes on a small part
of the farm, says an Ada, Oklahoma,
dispatch. Mr. Rolling’ favorite vari-
eties are the Dooley, the Bradley and
the pumpkin yam. Last year Rollins
planted four and onc-half acres to
sweet potatoes, and gathered 1,075
bushels. He lost 20 bushels, supplied
his table during the winter and re-
ceieved $1,100 for the remainder. Last
season Rollins harvested 1,800 bushels
from nine acres, and says he expects
to get $200 for his crop.

Rollins has built a special cellar for
keeping his potatoes through the win-
ter. The walls and floors are of con-

crete, and from 4 to 6 inches thick.

This Isn't just a pedagagical cam-
paign which the superintendent is
managing.

because he knows children, their
troubles and their successes. He de-
clares more school children become

anaemiec and nervous from late hours
than from any other cause. The fault
is with the parents who keep late
hours themselves and are not partic-

This is the schedule of sleep which
Shawhan thinks is right:
Children in the
grades, ten hours,
High school youths, eight and
one-half to nine hours.

In high school the worst hours are
kept, he declares. There are too
many socvial events which keep the
students out until 11 o'clock, in his
opinion. The next day they are har-
ried to their wits’ end to keep the
teacher from discovering that they
have not studied their lessons.

Whenever Superintendent Shawhan
has opportunity to address a ngmber
of parents or teachers, he urges them
to arrange all evening entertainments
to begin at 7:30, so that children may
be in bed not later than 10 o'clock.

High school students should do at
least half of their studying during the
daytime, he believes, and not be up
later than 10 o'clock on an average.—
Ohio State Journal.

GEORGE WASHINGTON
IN SIMPLE SENTENCES.

He'd have been 181 years old this
month, having been born February 22,
1732, How many persons, if asked
offhand the place of his birth, could
answer correctly, “Near Bridges,
Westmoreland County, Virginia"?

Augustine Washington was his fath-
er, and his mother was Augustine's
second wife, Mary Ball, known as “the
belle of Epping Forest.”

He was the oldest of five children.

His father had a farm of 1,000 acres,
80 that chopped cherry tree wasn't
such a heavy loss after all,

At the age of 13 he was the strength
marvel of the neighborhood, being
abundantly able to outwrestle, out-
run, outleap, outpitch ‘quoits and out-
toss iron bars any boy of his age in
Virginia, to say nothing of his hatchet
accomplishments. \

His residence on the Potomac was
named in honor of Admiral Vernon,
who commanded the expedition
against Carthagena, and who offered
him a place as midshipman.

His desire was to go to sea, but his
mother persuaded him to stick to dry
land and win honors, which he started
to do when, at 19, he was gppointed
District Attorney General in the mat-
ter of the rival claims of the French
and the English to the OQhio Valley.

He was just 21 years old when Gov-
ernor Dinwiddie sent him on a peril-
ous journey to Ohio to find out the
strength of the French, which he ac-
complished handily.

The Indians said he bore a charmed
life, after he got four bullets through
his ¢dat and had two horses shot from
under him in a movement led by Gen-
eral Braddock against Fort Duquesne

He had his periods of discontent like
the rest of us, as is shown in a letter
he wrote his brother soon after the
Braddock carpaign: “l1 was employed
to go on a journey in the winter which
I believe few or none would have un-
dertaken—and what did 1 get by it?
My expenses borne. | was then ap-
pointed, with trifling pay, to conduct

a handful of men to the Ohio. What
did 1 get for that? Why, after paying
myself the considerable expense in

equipping and providing necessities
for the company, |1 went out, was
soundly beaten and had my commis-
sion taken from me, or, in other words,
my command reduced under the pre-
tense of an order from home. | then
went out and volunteered under Gen-
eral Braddock, and lost all my horses
and many other things. | have been
on the losing side ever since | entered
the service, two years since.”

He met the Widow Martha Curtis
at the home of a Mr. Chamberlayne,
and fell in love with her at first sight.

His wife has been described as
“rather below the middle-size, but ex-
tremely well shaped, with an agree-
able countenance, dark hazel eyes and
those frank, engaging manners 8o
captivating in American women."” '

He was married to Mrs, Curtis Janu-
ary 6, 1759, and for seventeen years
they lived the simple, life on their
Mount Vernen estate.

He was very successful as a raiser
of wheat and tobacco, and, in addition,
carried on brick yards and fisheries
interests.

There weren't any children

He called his wife “Patsy,” as
shown in a letter written her when
he was given command of the Conti-
nental Army, thus: “You may believe
me, my dear Patsy, when | assure
you in the most solemn manner that,
80 far from seeking this appointment,
I have used every, endeavor to avold
it, not only from any unwillingness
to part from you and the family, but
from a consciousness of its being a
trust too great for my capacity, and
that I should enjoy more real hoppi-
ness in one month with you at home
than I have the most distant prospects
of finding abroad if my stay were to be
seven times seven years.”

As commander in chief of the army,
he drew $500 a month.

His army, when he first took
charge, was 14,000 men, 9,000 of them
from Massachusetts,

Once every year during the war
Mrs. Washington visited him at his
headquarters, and after each such trip

he wrote punctually, thanking every
person who had contributed to his
lady's comfort on the tedious journey
from Mount Vernon.

After oné of his disastrous cam-
paigns the ladies of Philadelphia de-
clined to notice his wife, and admin-
istered instead the snub direct, which
was in interesting contrast to their
reception of her when she entered
Philadelphia as the wife of the Presi-
dent.

He®wrote Governor Clinton at the
close of the war: “The scene is at
last closed, and I feel myself eased of
a load of public care. I hope to spend
the remainder of my days in cultivat-
ing the affections of good men and in
the practice of the domestic virtues.”
Of dixty-nine electoral votes cast for
the first President he got sixty-nine.
He was 57 years old when he en-
tered upon the office of Presiden’

At his inauguration he wore a full
suit of fine cloth made by his own
servants, and the dresses of his wife
were also woven on the plantation.

AMERICA LEADS WORLD
IN IRRIGATED FARMING,

Latest to Irrigate Its Arid Lands, the
United States Now Teaches
Best Methods.

Washington, D. C., Feb 22 -Al-
though virtually the last country to
adopt the policy of irrigation on its
arid lands, thc Upnited States today
is sail to be teuching the world the
methods of reclaiming unproductive
soil. In a statement today by the In-
terior Department, Secretary Fisher
comments on this feature of the irri-
gation work undertaken by the Gov-
ernment,

“It.is curious to note,” sald the sec-
retary, “that from the very countries
in which irrigation has been practiced
successfully for a hundred agd even
a thousand years, experts are coming
to the United States, the last of all
countries to take up Iirrigation, In
order to study the system which has
been developed by American ingenu-
ity, and to learn the fundamentals of
the economics in such work, the
standards for which have been adopted
by our own Government."

The investigators, the secretary
added, have come not only from the

Médlterrﬂ:enn countries, but from
South Africa, Australia, India and
South America.

TO ASK STATE FOR AlLD.

Farm Life Commission Wil Appeal
to Legislature for Agricultural
Demonstration Work.

The Texas Legislature will be asked
to assist more materally in the agri-
cultural demonstration work which
has been begun by the Federal Gov-
ernment, according to decision of the
Texas Farm Life Commission at a
meeting in Fort Worth Saturday.
