Forever Hush Slander.
Colonel Theodore Roosevelt won his
lbel sult against George A. Newelt,
who charged the Colonel with drunk-
enness, and, having waived damages
after the defendant had uttéred his
retraction, the jury awarded damages
of six cents, as provided for such
cases by the laws of Michigan. Each
party will hﬁ to pay his own ex-

plaintift, which they did without leav-
ing thelr seats.

I have been unable to find in any
section of the ecountry any individual
who Is willing to state he has person-
ally seen Roosevelt drink to excess.
| am foreed to the conclusion that |
was mistaken,” sald Mr. Newett, in &
written statement which he read when
called to the stand by bis attorneys,
after plaintift had rested. Colonel
Roosevelt was grinning broadly when
this statement was read. The state-
ment admitted a search of the Nation
had been made to investigate stories
of persons who were alleged to have
kpowledge that Roosevelt drank to
excess, but in every case the stories
were found to be merely hearsay.

After Mr. Roosevelt's attorneys had
asked permission for their client to
speak, the Colonel said he waived the
matter of damages. “1 wished once
and for all time during my lifetime to
deal with those slanders so never
again will It be possible for any man
in good faith to repeat them,” sald
Roosevelt.

Judge Flannigan turned to the jury
and sald, in part: “Certainly the
plaintiff has convinced the court, not
only that he never was drunk, but
that he I8 now and always has been
a temperate and abstenious man. In-
jury to plaintiff, had he not walved
his right to damages, would be sus-
tained by a verdict in any sum up to
the amount claimed in his declaration,
which Is $10,000."

He declared that
new Insurance companies were com-
ing In to take the place of those that
had suspended and that new domestic
companies were being organized.

Begin with the Iow, “uu'h the Milker
and Guard Places Where Cream
Is Kept,

Bad flavors in butter come from two
sources: They may be absorbed from
odors or they may be caused by the
presence of bacteria, *

Odors may get into the milk in the
barn, coming from the cow, the milk-
er, the utensils, or from the food or
dust., The second source is in the
milkhouse, from the separator or con-
taining vessels, says the St Louis
Post-Dispatch.

If the separating is done in the
barn, so much the worse for the
cream; if done in the kitchen, food
flavors are absorbed. The churn is
the third source of bad flavor. When
not properly cared for it soon grows
musty. A churn that is not well
cleanéd before and after using affects
the taste of butter.

Danger In Buttermilk.

Butter churned too soft cannot be
properly washed, and so contains a
great deal of buttermilk, Buttermilk
contains, besides water, the solids
casein, albumen and milk sugar. Milk
sugar is used as a food by the fer-
ments which are secreted By the or-
ganisms These ferments destroy
casin and albumen in the buttermilk
contained in the butter, and 8o cause
raneid or putrid butter

Fermentation begun in cream does
not cease In butter. It may go far
enough to break up the bulter fats,
causing ill-fMlavored butter.

Odors get Tato the butter, or they
may get into the milk or cream, and
then be imparted to the butter. The
greatest source of bad favor is from
cream that has not been properly
cared for. Milk, cream or buttef ab-
sorb odors If kept in a fruit or vege-
table cellar, or in a musty, ill-venti-
lated room, Even musty wells or ill-
ventilated caves impart peculiar fla-

vors. One of the most common dis-
agreeable flavors is known as

“weedy.” The cause is laid to feed,
‘lut in most cases it is due to rapidly
:Krnuhm grganisms which get into the
cream from umluun surroundings,

! Clean, Cleaner, Cleanest,

To prevent bad flavors, great care |
must be used in milking, In handling
the milk and cream, and in making
| the butter. Everything used must be
kept in a sanitary condition.

Milk in & clean, well-ventilated
| barn, using care not to raise

The milker should wear a clean apron
or a palr of overalls. Utensils, includ-
ing the separator, must be washed and
scalded after each milking. Use milk
utensils with no open seams,

The milk must be removed from the
barn Immediately after milking.
Cream will keep best If kept in a
clean, well-ventilated room, prefer-
ably a separate milk house. Warm
and cold cream should not be mixed.

Churn at least every two days,
Scald the churn before and after
churning. When the butter comes it
should be fipm, and the grains of the
size of very small peas. Wash the
butter twice, using the same amount
of water as there was buttermilk,

Keep the butter in a cool, well-ven-
tilated place. If the churn is kept In
the same kind of place it will stay
clean and sweet, Clean the churn
occasionally with fresh, slaked lime

THINNING FRUIT BENEFITS
QUALITY AND QUANTITY.

Plek Off Defective Apples, Peaches
and Pears to Ghve Others
Room,

Thinning fruit is nearly as essen-
tial as spraying it, says an orchardist,
writing in the Post-Dispatch,
Some varieties will “b®ar them-
selves to death” in a short time if not
cared for. Others, espocially some
apples, bear only every other year.
This is caused by too heavy a ecrodp
one season, and therefore the Ltree
cannot develop vigorous fruit buds for
the next ygar. By thinning the fruit
the strength of the tree is retained
and bears annually for many years,
Those fruits which commonly over-
bear are apples, peaches and plums.
The fruit that is left after the thin-
ning process becomes much larger and
nicer than it would otherwise. The
distance between the fruit on the
tree should be about two or three
times the diameter of the mature
fruit. This allows them plenty of
room to grow, and they are not close
enough to bruise one another when
a heavy wind blows them about.
Remove all weak, diseased and
wormy fruit first, regardless of posi-
tion. Thinning should be- dpne by
hand. It may appear to be a waste to
remove one-half or two-thirds of the
crop, but the results at harvest time
will amply repay. Sometimes a lght
crop needs ne thinning,. unless it
should be on a few branches where
the frvit hangs in heavy clusters.
Thinning is one of the most paying
operations in the orchard, /Aif done ju-
diciously. One reason that more peo-
ple do not go it is because they do
