CATTLE BRING GOOD
PRICES AT KANSAS CITY.

Run for Week Is 7,000 More Thaa
Same Week Last
Year,

Kansas City Stock Yards, June 16—
Approximately 28000 head of cattle
were received here the past week,
which is about 7,000 head more thaa
were received here same week last
vear. Trade in all good killing grades
has been highly satisfactory and con~
tinued spirited all last week. Prices
today are advanced ten cents since
last week's close, a string of native
fed steers selling today at $8.70,

Prime yearlings are greatly in de-
mand and sold as high as $8.85 the
past week. Steers averaging over
1,300 pounds are seling up to $8.70.
Comparatively few of the very plaia
steers are selling below the $7.00
mark, and these are mostly tail-ends.
Cows sell largely at $6.25 to $7.80,
some up to $7.75, heifers up to $8.76
today, and bulls $6.26» to $7.00. There
is still a good demand for stock cat-
tle, but local offerings are small
Shipments to the country from here
last week were 5,120 head, as com-
pared with 5563 head same week last
Year.

Stock steers sell largely at $7.26 to
$7.756, and stock heifers and cows
$5.00 to $6.50. The usual big summer
run of quarantine cattle is now om
in full blast, 2,600 cattle and calves
arriving here today.

Receipts of hogs aggregated 57,500
head last week, as compared with §9,-
000 same week last year. Prices ad-
vanced 30 cents last week over pre-
vious week. Trading throughout the
week was generally active and de-
mand for hogs was good. Receipts
here today 10,000, and prices are five
cents lower, top $8.80, bulk $8.60 to
$8.70. Packers started to trade in &
bearish mood, and they made their
purchases today at $8.72% and under.

About 40,000 sheep arrived here last
week, and final prices were 10 to 60
cents higher than final values of the
previous week. Sheep men anticipate
moderate receipts during the week,
an active market and perhaps a prob-
able advance in prices. Recelpts
overran the estimate today, 9,000 ar-
riving here. Market is ten to twenty-
five cents lower today. ;

But after these two
kind gentlemen had shown all honor
to Plainview's representatives, they
said: ‘You people have the coming
city of the West.

AMERICAN FLAG 136 YEARS OLD,

Standard Adopted by Continental
Congress Has Changed Only
Through Added Stars.

The one hundred and thirty-sixth
anniversary of Flag Day was cele-
brated all over the United States Sat-
urday, for it was on June 14, 1777,
that the Continental Congress, assem-
bled at Philadelphia, adopted the
American flag essentially as it is to-
day.

Incidentally, there is an unusual in-
terest in the original flag in this year
of 1913, for it had thirteen red and
white stripes, just as it does now, and
thirteen white stars on blue ground
to represent the thirteen States then
comprising the Union,

It speaks strongly for the patriotism
of the American women than the de-
signer of the Stars and Stripes was
not a man, but Mrs. Ross, a loyal and
enthusiastic lady of Philadelphia. Up
to the time of the official adoption of
this emblem, the American troops had
been fighting under a variety of
standards, but on August 6, 1777, the
new banner was raised at Fort Stan-
wix, and within a short time it was in
use by all of the patriot armies.

The first change made was in Jan-
uary, 1794, when two stars were added
for Vermont and Kentucky. It was
not changed again until 1518, when
stars were added for Tennessee, Ohlo,
Louisiana, Indiana and Mississippi
and the provision made that a new
star should be placed on the flag for
every State admitted to the Union.

Since that time State after State has
been added, until there are now forty-
elght stars, making inded “a constel-
lation,” as one of the members of the
Continental Congress termed the orig-
inal little group of thirteen.

USE ALL YOUR CELERY.
If you give twenty-five cents for a
bundle of celery, cut eut the choice
white stalks and place them on the
| table, throwing the rest of it, the
:grm*n stalks and leaves, into the gar

| bage pail, are you not in reality pay-
ing twice twenty-five cents for the
celery?

Take the choice centers for the ta-
ble, and 1 willingly grant that they
add greatly to its refined appearance,
and every one would rather eat those
tender and delicate looking pieces
than the coarse, greenish stalks; but
there other uses to which the
stalks may be put that are just as
delicious and just as nourishing

Cut off the leaves and put them in
a pan of water and wash them
thoroughly. Dry them and place them
in a ecool oven until thoroughly dry,

Rub them through the hands until
powdered, and then place in a jar and
put aside until flavoring for soup is
required.

Select the whiter parts of the stalks,
cut them into quite small pieces, take
the piece of a head of cabbage that
was left from the dish of slaw, shred
it fine and mix with the celery., Al-
together you probably may have a
pint. Chop fine one small onion, or
half a large one, if you have a piece
left from seasoning, a teaspoonful of
salt, half a sweet pepper and half a
green one, chopped, a teaspoonful of
celery seed, some mustard seed and
over all throw a cupful of vinegar,
placing all in a jar for a few days to
ripen. Use as a relish.

Boil the green stalks and from them
make cream of celery soup. This is
easily made, delicious and nourishing.
