While Kaffir ur uillu bare  tlieir 
g reatest value In regions where other 
corn is uticertain or out of the ques­
tion, even in the rain-belt either crop 
gives Insurance against failure in 
other crops in seasons of delayed or 
limited rainfall.

As a dry-w eather-resistan t, Kaffir 
Is prem ier In sections where rainfall 
Is light. Its peculiarity of suspending 
growth for perhaps a month on ac­
count of dry w eather that would in­
ju re  other plants beyond recovery, 
and then, when the rains come, con­
tinuing to grow alm ost as if there had 
been no Interruption, makes it of un­
usual im portance in regions and sea­
sons of scant m oisture. When condi­
tions are especially favorable yields 
will be ex tra  heavy, and, besides, it 
affords a wholesome change in the 
dietary of the live stock.

The most extensive cultivation of 
Kaffir, and mllo, its next kin, should 
everywhere be enroursged. W here 
Indian corn cannot he g ro an  reliably, 
Kaffir is an excellent substitute, and 
pound for |H>uiid the values of the 
grains of the two In the feeding ration 
are, according to experience, not wide­
ly apart. Of course, where It Is a l­
ready a chief grain crop, Ita Iraport- 
un<-e need not be urged

Oralii sorghum s were only In tro­
duced In the I’liited States 3U-odd 
years ago The liilriMiurtlon of Kaffir 
In th is country was brought about 
thrm igh the efforts of the t'n ited  
S tates Ikepartnienl of A griculture at 
a coat Bald not to exceed and
now the value of the crop in Kansas 
alone. In 1911, was more than fourteen 
uiilhon didlars. Although Kaffir was 
Introduced In the early nineties, it Is 
only Id the last seven years ur so that 
mllo, ur “mllo nialxe," has begun to 
approxim ate Its rightful position In 
popular esteem Mllo Is s  plant p a r­
ticularly adapted to regions of high 
altitudes, short sessotis and com para­
tively low rainfall Heing sm all. Its 
w ater requirem ents are nut heavy; 
early  m aturity  gives It the benefit 
of the seastiii of must rulnfsll, records 
showing that the months of greatest 
pre<’lpllatlon are  April, May, June and 
July, and Its yields of grain, approxi­
mating In value, p»iund for p«>und, 
that of Indian corn, are of large Im­
portance.

L arger Eaod Values.
At the Kansas A gricultural t'o llege 

when B field of Indian coru jrleldtHl 
but 10 bushels per acre, the Kaffir 
In an adjoining field gave upwarils of 
37 bushela of threahed grain per acre 
On the college farm , which Is upland, 
the average yield of grain per acre 
Was of Kaffir cxirn 4*1 bushels and of 
Indian corn 34.7. bushels. In one of 
these year tD*94l the crop of both was 
a tidal failure. In one year the yield 
of Kaffir was 9<* bushels and of corn 
74 bushels per acre. In a year when 
Kaffir yieldeil 71 bushels the yield of 
mllo wss .%7 bushels. Home say niilu 
requires a longer season than Kaffir, 
and In two years out of three on the 
college farm the crop of the former 
was cut off by frost, yet other authorl- 
Ues, equally competent to apeak, make 
statem ents directly the opposite of 
this. Investigations Indicate that in 
the plains cviuntry mllo will average 
twice as much grain  per acre as corn, 
In a series of years; that It will yield, 
aay, 16 bushela where corn would t>e 
a  failure, and In favorable seasons 
produce m ure grain, wttb a greater 
feeding value. It Is eatimaletl by sci­
en tists  tha t 100 pounds of mllo (seed! 
Is equivalent to 90 pounds of shhiled 
corn In rations for live slock.

There are  th ree varieties of mllo, 
the Standard, Dwarf and White, and 
for grain the Dwarf la preferred, for It 
has advantages not possessed by the 
ta lle r strains. It not only requires 
less w ater, but ran  be harvested with 
a grain header, and the best authori­
ties agree tha t it will “uutylcid the 
standard  nitloe even In favorable sea* 
sons.”

Mllo is planted th ree to four weeks 
la te r than  Indian corn, and best re­
su lts are had from dropping single 
seeds at in tervals of 7 or 8 inches, 
in rows feet apart. P lanter plates 
suitable for K affir are  not adapted 
to mllo, for the reason that the seeds 
of the la tte r are  larger and more near­
ly spherical. If proper plates are not 
available ready-made, blank ones can 
be drilled to suit. The fact tha t the 
Dwarf mllo can be harvested with the 
header is greatly  In Its favor. By s 
s tric t system of seed selection little 
trouble need be expected from the 
pendant, or “gooseneck." a character­
istic which has been pretty  well bred 
out of the mllo where It Is grown ex­
tensively. As the  seed ripens later 
than  the sta lk s the leaves become dry 
and b rittle  and break off, lessening 
Its forage, which, however. Is quite 
valuable.

Sell Skoald Be Warm.
The clim atic lim ita for Indian corn 

and Kaffir a re  not m aterially differ­
ent, although the la tte r requires a 
■lightly w arm er atm osphere for its 
best development, Kftffir, however

perm its much the widest latitude as 
to soils. Nourishing its routs as  it 
does chiefly from the surface soil, and 
Its rank-growing character make It 
better adapted than must other plants 
to uplands and soils of Uniited fertil- 
ity. It is ra ther a weak germ inutor. 
Us first shouts are very delicate and 
tender, as the seeds are sm all and do 
not contain much stored food fur plant 
growth; hence. It should not be 
planted until the soil is well warmed. 
Properly, and as a general rule, this 
should follow corn planting. Listing, 
hu t not so deep as for corn, is com­
mon In the regions of scant rainfall, 
which helps to resist dryness, enables 
better rout-bold, requires less work, 
and the plants are mure easily cu lti­
vated The slow, weak growth of the 
plant at first, however, makes d rill- 
iiig desirable wherever practicable, as 
it needs all the warmth obtainable, 
and Che drilled surface gives this to a 
g reater degree than Is had on Che land 
left in ridges and hollows by the 
lister. Drillliig in rows from 30 to 36 
Inches apart, with seeds 4 to 8 Inches 
apart in the row, requires from 10 to 
13 |M>unds per acre. An ordinary 
grain drill Is made suitable by stop­
ping all the holes except those which 
will give rows the proper distance 
apart and setting  it to sow the desired 
quantity. Planting with the lister, as 
is done in the d rier territo ry , dues not 
require so much seed, 6 to 7 pounds 
being sufficient. In rows 3 to 3>4 feet 
apart.

It should be carefully cultivated, 
but after the plants reach any con­
siderable sixe the workings should be 
sliallow. In order nut to disturb  ur In­
ju re  the routs near the surface 
Fruiter preparation of the seed bed, 
which Implies fall plowing wherever 
exitedient, and thorough cultivation, 
count for as much with this crop as 
with any other.

left there until used The grain of 
Kaffir stored in bulk is liable to heat.

As shown by the recent bulletin is­
sued from the census bureau of the 
Ignited States, the tendency toward 
more Intensive fariuliig throughout 
Texas is m arked, and the increinte in 
farm values has bt^n astonishing.

From  1900 to 1910 the total farm 
lands of the S tate decreased from 135 
million acres to  112 mlllluu, but this 
decrease was in reality  of great bene­
fit to the State. It resulted largely 
from tbe fart th a t many great trac ts  
in the w estern part of the Stale, which 
had been used fur graxing purp«Mtes 
and classe«! as farm s by the census 
bureau, were Imught up by siteculators 
and put on the m arket in sm all ac re ­
age lots.

This decrease was mure than offset 
by the increase of iuipruv*>d land, 
which r«Nte from 19 millluii acres in 
1900 tp 27 niilliuii In 1910.

I>uring the same d«H-ade the number 
of faruts liirreastHl fr«>m 360,000 to 
417,000, and the average s ite  of farms 
decreased frinii 357 acres to 2<i9 acres. 
This shows a m arked tendency to 
ward sm aller and tietter equippeil 
fi.rnis. In 1900 the average farm of 
357 acres was valued at 12.700. while 
In 1910 the average farm of 3<i9 a«-r->s 
was valued at |.'>,300.—Houston t'h ron- 
lele.
