Several years ago Mr. Clark bought
four séctions of land § miles east of
town. It cost him $7.560 an acre.

Bryan Cancels Lecture Engagements
for Conference with Ambas-
sador Wilson.

The Administration will make no
move regarding the Mexican situation
and no announcement of its policy to-
ward the Huerta government until af-
ter President Wilson and Secretary
Bryan have a conference with Ambas-
sador Wilson, now en route from
Mexico, according to Associated Press
reports from Washington. Upon his
report concerning conditions and the
advice of the Ambassador will depend
whether he returns to Mexico. No
answer will be given to any European
power until the administration has an
opportunity to learn the true condi-
tions in the Southern Republic.

Officials admit the embarrassment
and difficulty of obtaining trust-

‘| worthy information about changeful

Mexican politics, but believe recent
demonstrations in Mexico City against
Americans were fomented by a small
group of Mexicans trying to force
recognition of the Huerta government.
It has been suggested that some Euro-
pean diplomats in Mexico were misled
to believe the ch co were
the result:of fallure of thé United
States to recognize the Huerta regime.

Secretary Bryan will meet Ambas-
sedor Wilson immediately upon his ar-
rival, cancelling lecture engagements,
if necessary. The President hopes,
after a talk with the Ambassador, to
formulate a definite policy, but con-
stant changes may produce new com-
plications.

It is possible the United States may
await the return of stable conditions,
as the State Department reports indi-
cate that the Carranza rebellion is
growing rapidly,” and Constitutional-
ists control a large portion of Mexico.

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COMPULSORY CARE OF TEETH.

This Is a New Plan Which Works
Well in Detroit.

The extent of the lack of care of the
teeth is shown by data gathered when
Detroit established dental examins=
tions for school children, says the
Kansas City Star. Only 10 per cenmt
of the children used tooth brushes last
September when the first examination
was made, according to Dr, Goél". )
Burke, chairman of the oral hygiene
committee of Detroit.

The City Council appropriated $8,
000 for dental examinations of all
grade and parochial school childrea.
The examinations are made by coms
petent dentists. A chart showing the
defects of each child's mouth and
teeth is given the parents. Most of
them enlist a dentist's aild at once.
The use of tooth brush and dental
floss, the two articles necessary for
clean teeth, according to Doctor
Burke, are taught in the schools, Al
ready there has been a decided im-
provement in the condition of teeth
among Detroit children.

Six dental clinics are also main-
tained in the city. Five of these are
in public school buildings, and are
opened only on Saturday. One, in the
board of heaith building, is kept opes
the entire week. The clinics reach all
the children and are a decided advan-
tage over clinics for the poor alone.
Bix dentists give all their time to this
work. Each child’s teeth are exame
ined once a year. It costs the city
three cents a child for the examina«
tions.

Doctor Burke, who aided the Detroit
school superintendents in establishing
the examinations, says Kansas City is
very negligent in caring for its chil«
dren’s teeth. Few cities, however,
have dental examinations for school
children.

THE SILO A BOON.

Next to Good Co-operative Credit Sys.
tem Comes the Silo.

Under the caption “The Silo a Boon
to the Farmer,” the Texas Bankers’
Journal for May gives the following
interesting data on the silo:

“Next to a good co-operative credit
system and interurban rapid transit,
the silo comes as a boon to the farm-
er. Of all the problems in the life of
the yeoman, that of how to husband
his crops is of the greatest impor-
tance. Until of recent years he had
po granary, and his harvest was only
shielded by the dome of the universe.
Now the silo had come, and in it his
garnered treasures are being stored.

average of 130 tons per silo.

Sliney Declares.

’ F. F. Sliney, director in charge of
l!he poultry department of the State
| Fair of Texas for the coming exposi-
tion, on Saturday, October 18, to Sun-

day, November 2, has made arrange-

ment for a general overhauling of the
poultry building, which assures hy-
gienic and sanitary conveniences.
Interest taken by fanciers in Indian
Runner ducks has necessitated the
adding of this class to the catalogue.
With the improvements now under
way completed, Mr. Sliney says the
State Fair of Texas will have the best-
equipped show building in America.

Mr, Sliney says: “The premiums
offered are richer than those of any
fair in America, and every variety of
tame fowl appears in the classifica-
tion list. Pen prizes are $7.560 for
first and $4 for second. Single birds
of every variety will compete for a
first prize of $2 and a second of $1.
Special prizes are $20 for first and
$12.50 for second for the best pens of
white birds, black birds, buff birds
and parti-colored birds respectively.

“Prizes of $10 for first and $5 for
second are offered for the best and
largest display by any exhibitors, and
for the largest and best display of any
pne variety, In awarding the special
prizes each single entry is to count
one point, pens count two points, first
premium four points and second pre-
miums three points,

Chickens are to be entered under
their various classes—American, Asi-
atic, Mediterranean, Polish, Hamburg,
French, English, Games and Bantams.
The American varieties are the most
numerous, including Plymouth Rocks,
Wyandottes, Rhode Island Reds and
Javas. In the Asiatic classes we have
the Brahmas, Cochins and Largshans,
and in the Mediterranean the Leg-
horns, Minorcas, Campines and Black
Spanish. The English class is re-
stricted to Silver Gray, Buff and Black
and White Orpingtons.”

I never have trouble with canned
peaches, and there is only one thing
on which I lay particular stress—that
is to thoroughly sterilize. Scald out
the jars with boiling water and have
he fruit at or near the boiling point
vhen the can is sealed; then there
will be no trouble with spolled fruit,

Peaches are usually easily kept In
almost any temperature, and may be
moved without fear of consequences,
When good clean cans are used, which
are scalded immediately before filling
and have the lids screwed on good
rubber rings, the fruit will keep.

1 have never found any advantage
to be derived from placing the fruit
in the jars cold and heating in a
boiler of water, so 1 heat the fruit in
an enameled vessel till it begins to
boil, then pour into the jars at once,
using a screw top fruit funnel, which
costs a few cents. It is really not
necessary that fruit come to a boil be-
fore canning. It being sterilized at
200 degrees. Yet it is difficult to tell
the correct temperature without a
thermometer. It should be allowed to
boil but very little,

APPROPRIATED $13,000
FOR COUNTY'S MOTHERS

Peansylvanians Are Getting Read)
for New Penslon Law; Governor
Must Name Trustees,

Commissioners of Allegheny Coun-
ty, Pennsylvania, have appropriated
$13.000 for the payment of pensions
to mothers who have children depend-
ent upon them. Before the money is
avallable, however, Governor Tener,
under the law enacted by the Legis-
lature, must name a board of trus-
tees, by whose direction the money, to-
gother with Allegheny County’s pro-
portion of the $100,000 appropriated
by the State, will be expended.

Only the mothers of children de-
pendent because of the death or deser-
tion of thelr fathers are eligible to
pensions. The appropriation is in the
pature of an experiment, and is to
cover one Year.

IS FIRST SENATOR
BY DIRECT VOTE.

Bucon, of Georgla, Is Unopposed In
Rice Under New Amendment
to Constitution.

ﬂ

Augustus O. Bacon was re-elected
Tuesday to the United States Senate
as & member from (Georgia by the di-
rect votes of his constituents. This
counts as the first election held under
the recently ratified Seventeenth
Amendment to the United States Con-
stitution, providing that voters of the
several states shall cast direct bal-
lots in senatorial elections. Senator
Bacon was unopposed.

Reports from various parts of the

State indicate that the vote was light,
many of the country precinets not
opening polling places, as the result
was a foregone conclusion. It will be
several days before the total vote cast
will be known.

SENATE IS SORRY
FOR SECRETARY BRYAN.

“Great Commoner” Says That He Can.
not Live on $1,000 a Month;
Must Lecture,

President Wilson was asked to in-
form the United States Senate what,
in his opinion, the Government should
pay William Jennings Bryan, Secre-
tary of State, to enable him to stay on
the Job in Washington, instead of
traveling around the country deliver-
ing leotures,

Senator Bristow, in a resolution of-
fered in the Senate, called upon the

President for this information. The
Democrats, of course, objected and
the resolution went over, not to be

heard of again. But Senator Bristow
succeeded in placing before the Sen-
ate and the country some pertinent
facts, according to the Kansas City
Star.

The request grew out of Mr. Brnn (]
statement that he could not live on
his salary of $12,000 a year, and that
he must go out and lecture to earn
his living. The Senate seems to want
the “Great Commoner” “on the job”
all the time.

Concerning Other Premliers.

The Bristow resolution, which was
read when nearly every Senator was
in his seat and to well-filled galleries,
recited these facts:

From 1789 to 1799 the salary of the

Secretary of State was $3,600 a year,
during which period the ofifce was oc
cupled by Thomas Jefferson and Ed-
mund Randolph. From 1799 to 1819
the salary was $6,000, when such emi-
nent statesmen as John Marshall,

James Madison, James Monroe and
John Quincy Adams held the office.
From 1819 to 1853 the salary was $6,-
000 during which period the office was
occupied by Henry Clay, Martin Van-
Buten, Danlel Webster, John C. Cal-
houn and James Buchanan. From
1863 to 1911 the salary was $8,000,
when Willlam H. Seward, James G.
Blaine, Thomas F. Bayard, Walter Q.
Gresham, Richard Olney, John Sher-
man, John Hay and Elihu Root held
the post.

During this long period of time no
one of these eminent statesmen was
compelled to neglect .the duties of the
office because of the meagerness of
the salary. In 1911 the salary of the
Secertary of State was increased from
$8,000 to $12,000 a year,

He's His Own Chauffeur.

Mr., Bryan is rated as worth be-
tween $300,000 and % million dollars.
He has a place in Florida, another in
Nebraska, and he owns property in
Texas. His expenses in Washing-
ton include $4,000 a year for the Logan
home, as compared with Secertary
P. C. Knox’s $7,000 a year home; the
cost of three servants and entertain-
ing; saddle horse, $30 a month, and
the upkeep of a $3,000 motor car. In
Washington the Secretary of State
has to pay practically nothing for
livery, Inasmuch as he can use the
State Department carriages and serv-

Jants. As for the motor car, Bryan

drives it himself.

GREEN FEED IS MOST
VALUABLE TO LIVE STOCK.

Superintendent of A. & M. Extension
Division Polnts Out Value of Pas-
ture and Solling Crops.

The cheapest beef, pork or mutton
that has ever been produced was
grown on pasture. Fresh pasture
grasses are almost a balanced ration
in themselves. They have, however,
a value in feeding beyond the amount
of feed nutriments which they con-
tain. This is because they are juicy
or succulent, ‘causing it to have a
stimulating and at the same time a
cooling effect on the digestive sys-
tem, If sufficlent pasture is not
avallable, a small amount of green
grass fed regularly acts as an appe-
tizer and keeps the animals’' bowels in
good order, says C. M. Evans, Super-
intendent of Extension Work, A. & M.
College of Texas,

There is always some native grass
pasture available in Texas during the
summer., In most parts of the State
a better pasture can be secured by
setting out Bermuda grass. Where
pasture is not plentiful it is advisable
to plant some kind of soiling crop. By
soiling crop we mean some crop that
can be cut while green and fed to the
stock in the feeding pen or barn.

One of the best soiling crops for
Texas is sorghum, A small patch of
sorghum planted near the feeding pen
can be cut green as needed and will
be found a great help during the dry
part of the summer. Other.good soil-
ing crops are oats, barley, cowpeas,
peanuts, corn, Johnson grass, kaffir
corn, and milo maize. Such weeds
as lamb's quarter, careless weeds,

purslage, blood weeds, and crab grass
can often be used to good advantage
as a soiling crop.

For green pasture in the winter it
is necessary to sow early in the fall
either rye, wheat, oats, barley, speltz,
or any mixture of these. Barley prob-
ably makes the heaviest yield of pas-
ture, while stock seem to like oats the
best. Where there is plenty of fall
and winter rains, burr clover can be
added to any of these to a good ad-
vantage. Fall sown oats are likely
to freeze out in North or Northwest
Texas. Any of these crops will do
for a soiling crop in early spring, be-
fore the other soiling crops are ready.

For winter solling crops, with value
in the order named, may be mentioned
turnips, stock beets or mangel wurt-
zels, and rape. In South Texas cab-
bage can oftentimes be used for a win-
ter soiling crop to a good advantage,

Soiling crops and green pasture can
be substituted with silage when it is
advisable. A separate Instruction
sheet will be issued on silos and
silage.

TO WARN SHIPS OF STORMS.

New Scheme Will Keep Boats Aware
of Weather Conditions.

Wireless storm warnings and gen-
eral weather forecasts for ships at
sea covering conditions one hundred
miles off shore all along the Atlantic
Coast is the latest innovation of the
Agricultural and Navy Departments,
says a Washington dispatch. The plan
was inaugurated Tuesday, and every
night, a few minutes after 10 o’cloek,
bulletins will be sent broadcast from
the great naval wireless stations at

.

Radio, Va., and Key West, Fla.

The messages will
hundreds of miles at sea, telling of
conditions existing along the coast
from Sydney, N. S, to Bermuda and
Pensacola, forecasting the weather for
forty-eight hours and giving special
warnings of severe storms.

'ho-lncl Boards Best for Concrete
Forms — Green Lumber Clear of
Knots Preferred.

{Nationa! Crop Improvement Bervice. )

Good lumber is necessary for good
concrete work. Lumber free from
knots should be used, but green lum-
ber is preferable to kiln dry, as kiln
dry lumber will warp when wet by
the concrete. Two-inch boards should
be used. Well surfaced lumber,
matched, tongued and grooved, and
free from knots is the best kind to
get. The cement dealer frequently
*handles lumber, and where necessary
10 buy lumber, it is much more eco-
nomical to get good material; which
can be used over and over agaim
for the forms for the concrete work.
Before erecting the forms, paint the
lumber with oil or soft soap. Never
use keroserle oil for this purpose un-
der any circumstances, but use lin-
seed, black, or cylinder oit. This
will prevent the cement from sticking
to the forms and will give a much
smoother finish and a better job.

Jertility is equal tc 46%4 cents more.

According to this estimate every
bushel of wheat costs $1.05, and the
former loses money on every bushel
he sells for less than that price. A
change in his method, however, and
the i‘troducuon of proper diversifica-
tion and soil building will allow him
to grow wheat at a profit at regular
prices.

TRACTOR FOR DEEP PLOWING

»

By Raymond Olney
Power Farming Expert, LaPorte, Ind

[National Crop lmprovement Service)

Why is it that farmers do not plow
deeper?  Best practice considers it
essential for increased yields. 1t proe
vides a larger motsture reservoir by
loosening up greater portions of the
soil.  This allows the water to enter
the ground more ecasily and to a
greater extent  The increased water
storage insures the crops against
drouth. But deep plowing tukes pow-
er. A farmer can plow as deep as he
likes if he has the necessary power.
The plowing season is short and the
work hard. Extra horses are required,
even more extra horses are needed
than ordinarily. It is not profitable to
keep more horses merely to furnish
this increased power, which is needed
for only a short time During the
rest of the year they are idle and it
costs money to keep them. Unlike
horses, it costs nothing to maintain »
tractor when doing nothing. When
stops work, expense stops. Less pow-
er capacity is required, where a trac-
tor is used, since by providing two
crews, 4 tractor can be worked day
and night, thus doing the work of
twice the number of horses equaling
it in power. A fifteen horsepower
tractor will do the work of thirny
horses, and it will also have the en-
durance of forty-five. When through
work it requires no attention.

THE FUNCTION OF THE SPEC-
ULATOR.

By J. R. Pickell,

(Natiens! Crop Imprevement Bervics )

Public opinion has failed thus far in
the study of grain marketing to com-
prehend the principle that it is the
function of the speculator to take »
reasonable chance. At Washington,
when the anti-option bills were being
considered in committee, Represen-
tatives and Senators with uniformity
of thought propounded this question:
“If the speculator takes the hedge of
the grain dealer or miller, thus pro-
tecting grain purchases or sales, and
flour purchases or sales, who protects
the speculator?”

The speculator asks for no protec-
tion. It's his business, based upon
his experience, his training, his knowl-
edge of supply and demand and the
capital at his command, to take the
chance the marketing of grain affords
1f the speculator was absolutely pro-
tected in his trading as the grain
dealer or the miller, then there would
be no speculation, for it is not specu-
lation to hedge grain or flour. It's
insurance,

The producer takes his chance when
he plants the grain. 1f he was abso-
Iately certain that a specified amount
of grain could be produced per acre,
aud that it could be sold at a fixed
sum per bushel, then there would be
no speculation in production, but the
laws of nature which make produc-
tion uncertain, make the grain busi-
ness, by its very nature, a speculative
proposition.

Speculation, as it is commonly un-
derstood, in the grain business, re-
moves the business just as far as pos-
sible from the realm of uncertainty
ind reduces fluctuations in grain
prices to the minimum. The specu-
lator seeks no protection. Desires
no protection. Could get no protec-
tion, and still be a speculator. Specu-
lation is the natural desire of a nor-
mal man who is not afraid to take o
teasonable chance.

Outlook for Corn Crop In Middle West
Brings Out Country
Buyers,

Kansas City Stock Yards, July 14.—
Cattle receipts were better distributed
through last week than wusual, and
déalers say it benefited prices, They
would like to see cattle come in that
way every week. Grass cattle, which
have been selling at 76 cents to $1.50
higher than a year ago, declined 15
to 256 cents last week, while fed cat-

TO AVYOID HACKNEYED

BREAKFASTS,

Try Cooking Cereal In MIk or Com.
bining Cereal and
Frults.

Breakfast is always a difficult meal,
and even more 80 in summer than in
winter, says the Dallas News, for
housewives cannot well fall back on
the hackneyed sausages and cakes or
bacon and eggs, which so often form
the staples eight months in the year,
It is an accepted fact that breakfast
{8 usually a hurried meal and that the
appetite s fickle; but, after all,
breakfast often has much to do with
making or marring the day, and poor-
ly cooked cereal, weak coffee and eggs
too soft or too hard are not conductive
to either good temper or good health,

Ordinarily there is too much same-
ness about all meals, and especially so
about breakfasts,
but who wants oatmeal every day
when there are literally dozens of
other cereals on the market to afford
variety? Where confensed nutriment
is desired, try cooking the cereal—
oatmeal or any of the wheat prepara-
tions—in milk instead of water, the
News suggests, preparing it in a dou-
ble boiler or in the ﬂre}eu cooker,
80 as to avold the necessity for stir-
ring, which breaks up the grains.

Occlisionally combine the fruit and
cereal coﬁrlel. cooking dates or figs
with the cereal, serving it either hot
or making it the day before it is
needed, and pouring it into cups or
small molds to become cold. Some of
the more delicate cereals prepared in
this way with milk and fruit, then
theroughly chilled - and served with
cream, are by no means to be de-
spised as luncheon dishes or even

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'as dessert at the family dinner table.

Oatmeal I8 too heavy a food for con-
tinuous use as a breakfast dish in
summer, and its place may well be
taken by some of the cereal prepara-
tions, cereals or by well-cooked rice,
the latter cooked either in water or
milk and served hot or cold, according
to taste. Brown sugar or scraped
maple sugar makes a pleasant change
from white sugar when served with
the cereal, though, strictly speaking,
sugar and cereals should not be
served together.

COST OF LIVING
WAS NEVER CHEAPER.

A Lone Woman, Trying to Livc Eco-
nomieally, Gives Some Inter-
esting Observations,

“I am a lone woman, trying to live
as economically as possible, and yet
live well. 1 ‘eat to live,’ and wish to
do my share of the world’s work and
also get all of the innocent pleasures
out of life that are possible, which can
not be attained without a healthy,
well-nourished body. 1 have experi-
mented considerably with different
kinds of food, and have found that
whole wheat well boiled—six hours at
least—1i8 one of the best and most
palatable dishes. 1 usually have it for
both morning and evening meals,
about three-quarters of a cupful
Eaten with a little cream it is deli-
cious and nutritious. Five cents’
worth is more than enough to supply
two meals a day Tor a week, even for
a laboring man. Boiled corn makes a
good change, and is even cheaper than
wheat,

How to Prepare Meat.

“As to meat, I find that I get the
best results for the least outlay from
round steak cooked as follows: I put
it through the meat chopper, form into
little cakes, and flour them well. It
keeps in the juice. Having rendered
out some suet, have it sizzling hot, lay
in the cakes, and cover tight. When
nicely brown, turn. When the meat is
a gray color all through, it is done.
Season with salt and pepper and but-
ter. This is appetizing and nutritious.

“Here is another way to use round
steak, which Is palatable and eco-
nomical, the amount, of course, to be
governed by the size of the family:
Have the steak cut about two inches
thick, and with the edge of a plate
pound all the flour into it that will go
on both sides. Put it in a pan and
cover with sliced raw potatoes and
onions. Pour in enough boiling water
to come well up to the top of the meat,
cover and cook in the oven until the
meat is tender.

“l use neither tea nor coffee, but
drink lots of buttermilk and water, 1

Oatmeal is good,

get everything that 1 think is really
necessary to keep my body in a
healthy condition.

Dress Well on Small Means,

“As to the cost of dress, it seems to
me that there never was a time within
my recollection when one could dress
as well on little means, and 1 am, alas!
nearing the limit of three score and
ten. It seems to me to be the greatest
trouble now to know what not to buy.
There are so many bargains always
on every hand that one is apt to be
tempted to buy things she does not
need. If people only would pay less
attention to what ‘they say,’ use com-
mon sense, good judgment and good
taste, people of today ought to be able
to dress well on moderate means.

“With good patterns within the
reach of all, any women, with time at
her disposal, with a little patience,
ought to be able to fashion all sorts
of dainty and up-to-date garments, 1
never learned dressmaking, have no
special gift in that line, unless it be
patience, and yet with good patterns
I make all of my own garments,
dresses included.”

POULTRY BEGINNINGS.

In the summer of 1911 I sold all
of my chickens, as I lived in a place
where I could not keep many chick-
ens. I just had the one rooster left.

In October 1 bought three young
hens, giving 25 cents apiece, 76 cents
for the three., In November they be-
gan to lay. I had eggs to use when
Christmas came., I sold three dozen
at 35 cents a dozen, making $1.05.

Two of these hens went to setting
the latter part of January, 1912. In
February 1 took off 24 chicks. 1 set
the eggs 1 got from these three hens;

scraps and sour milk. In April, the
latter part of the month, I sold these
24 chickens at 35 cents apiece, or
$8.40. The other hens went to laying.
I set one hen in August; only got
four chickens, Sold these four chick-
ens the last of November for 356 cents
apiece, or $1.40. Sold the two hens
for 76 cents,

Have one hen and the rooster left,
worth what I gave for the three hens.
Now, you will see that 1 made $11.50
on my T75-cent investment. These
were the common mixed chickens, but
large. Who can beat {t?—Mrs. Ollie
Jeffer, in Farm and Ranch.
