The South enjoys the dis-
tinetion of being comparatively im-
mune,

The centers of the North in which
wealth has conecentrated lie in New
England, the North Atlantic States,
and the Middle West.

SANTA FE ENGINEER
RECOMMENDS IMPROVEMENTS,

But Raliroad Company Will Not Act
Untll City Ralses Grade
at Depot.

N. R. Cullings, engineer for the
Santa Fe, advises Mayor Dorsett that
he has recommended that his company
grade up the grounds on this side of
the depot and fill in the mud hole just
as soon as the town raises the grade
of Pacific Street adjacent to the sta-
tion 7 inches. He also wants a cement
gutter to carry off the water,

Mayor Dorsett says that this grad-
ing will be done just as soon as the
town can get to it. All teams are at
work at places which the Mayor thinks
are just as important as that, and he
is not willing to change until the work
now in hand is completed.

When Mr., Cullings was here last
week he promised that the company
would keep down the jungle of weeds
which has grown this summer along
the railroad’'s right-of-way adjoining
Lake Plainview. He also thought that
one electrie light ought to be placed

at the depot; he was not favorable to
‘a light at the railroad crossing to
lLalu- Plainview.

The railroad company, he says, will
‘not park its property along the lake
front. The Santa Fe seems to think
that Plainview and the Texas Land
and Development Company are doing
enough to beautify the town; it doesn't
seem to matter that the road is taking
considerable interest in parking its
property in other towns; at present
the company says it will not park its
property in Plainview,

WEDNESDAY'S HAIL
CRUSHES WINDOWS

Seth Ward College, Plainview Floral
Company and Masonic Temple
Lose Heavlly,

KILLS MANY CHICKENS

Storm Area Is Less Than a Mie ia

Width; No Damage Dope by *
Bun-Away Teams;

It is a safe venture that more win-
dow glass was sold in Plainview Wed-
nesday afternoon than has been any
other day. The trouble was a result
of the hail storm which struck town
just after one o’clock that day. The
hail serms to have covered an area of
nearly a mile in width., It came from
the southwest and passed on in about
fifteen minutes. .

Hale Center suffered considerably,
and reports indicate that the storm
continued for fifteen or twenty miles
northeast. Some residents of Plain-
view say that some of the hailstones
were as large as hen eggs. The more
conservative vouch for the statement
that many of the ice balls were a$
large as guinea eggs.

Hail this size must have formed
nearly 5,000 feet above earth, accord-
ing to the United States Weather Bu-
reau. Hail falling 5,000 feet would
have a velocity of nearly 600 feet @
second when it struck the ground.

Four hundred windows were brokea
at the Plainview Green House; Seth
Ward College lost about 200 glasses;
practically every window on the south
and west of the City Hall, Grant and
Blueher’'s new building and the Ma-
sonic Temple was broken. Forty-8dd
were broken at the Santa Fe depot.
Every window on the south side of the
passenger train was smashed. The
Herald suffered a hundred-dollas
loss in windows, roofing and stock.

When the storm began a drove of
ducks on Lake Plainview rose into the
air. Ten or a dozen of them dro”d'
back into the water from effects of
the hail. Mrs. J. H. Buntin says that
she lost about 40 chickens, and a nums«
ber of pigeons were killed at J, C.
Wolverton's place, northeast of town,
Mr. Wolverton said yesterday.

Practically every team attached-to
a delivery wagon ran away. It is sald
that seven came out of the alley into
North Pacific Street at one time. No
one was hurt in the runaways. Hal
Lattimore, driver for the Plainview
Laundry, stood in the storm to hold
his horse. Two stitches were required
to close up a gash cut in his head by
the hail. B. F. Johnson was also se-
verely bruised. »

Considerable rain followed the hail,

Old residents of Plainview say that
nine vears ago a hail storm like the
one Wednesday visited this country.
These two occurrences are the nearest
to tornadoes this part of the Plains has
ever had.

BY COLORADO STRIKE.

Bridgeport, Texas, Oct. 9.—The coal
mines at this place are benefiting by
the Colorado coal miners’ strike, and
several orders have been booked for
immediate shipment to former cus-
tomers of the Colorado produgers.
The infrequency of labor troubles in
the Texas coal mines has contributed
toward the development of this indus-
try and has popularized the Texas
mines with both local and out-of-state
consumers.

FIVE MILLION DOLLARS
IN ROAD BONDS YOTED.

Fort Worth, Texas, Oct. 9.——Accord-
ing to the monthly highway report of
the Texas Commercial Secretaries
and Business Men's Association, bonds
aggregating in value $5,000,000 have
been issued for highway improvement
pince January 1st, this year, to date.
Blections which will probably be held
before the close of the present year
have been petitioned for, and the total
amount involved is $3,500,000. It is
prodable that by the close of the year
peven and one-half million dollars will
have been appropriated for highway

maintenance and improvement in
Texas.

During the month of September nine
road bond elections were held in

Texas, and all but two were favorable.
The amount of bonds issued during
the month was $555,000, The elec-
tions that secured the necessary two-
thirds majority vote were: Calhoun,

5,000; Irion, $20,000; Galveston,
$250,000; Maverick, $25,000; Nueces,
$165,000; Trinity, $100,000; Waller,
$15,000, A $250,000 issue was defeated

in Montgomery County, and the voters
of Matagorda County vetoed an issue
for $25.,000,

Waxahachie, Texas, Oct. 8.-—The
Waco end of the Dallas-Waxahachie-

KANSAS CITY MARKET HIGHER
WHEN SHIPMENTS DECLINE.

Recelpts Are 9000 Short of Last
Week: Hogs Move
Freely.

Kansas City Stock Yards, Oct. 6.—
Sellers had nothing to complain of in
the cattle market here last week, all
classes showing an advance of 10 to
256 cents. Receipts fell off nine thous-
and head from previous week, and, as
there was no reduction in the demand
from any source, advances were
natural,

Some apprehension was felt for to-
day's market, account of the opening
of the free trade era in cattle and
meats, but the 28,000 cattle received
to-day are moving at steady to strong
prices,

Cattle waiting on the Mexican bor-
der for free entry will cut no figure
in market quotations, but there was
said to be a lot of Canadian cattle,
both fat and stock grades, held in
Toronto last week, thal was expected
to appear at Buffalo to-day, which
might eut down Easte.n demand.

Another adverse feature at markets
East In the last week has been the
small Kosher demand, on acecunt of
a series of Jewish holidays now in
celebration. These circumstances have
produced a minimum effect on the
market here, partly because Kansas
City packers do not depend nearly so
much on the Eastern outlet for beef
ag Chicago and other Eastern packers,
and also because the phenomenal de-
mand for stock cattle and feeders
here absorb enough of the total cattle
receipts to leave only a moderate num-
ber for killers.

PI1G CLUBS FOR BOYS AND GIRLS.

Training In Growing and Fattening
Hogs Is the Purpose,

Training the boys and girls on the
farms in the fine art of growing and
fattening hogs is one of Uncle Sam’s
latest applications of the club idea.
This work is being carried on by Brad-
ford Knapp's farmers’ co-operative de-
partment, through the bureau of ani-
mal industry.

It has been in progress only about
two years, but during that time re-
markable results have been achieved
by the young members of these clubs,
particularly in the South. In louisi-
ana last year there were ninety-seven
hogs at the State Fair, and the grand
champion Duroc sow in this lot was
raised by one of the boy members of
a pig club. At one county fair in
that state last year all the prizes for
hogs were taken by club members.

This year the bureau has started the
club work in Alabama, ten counties
entering and offering prizes in addi-
tion to those regularly given by the
state and county fairs. In a short
while the bureau will have issued bul-
letins dealing with the progress of
this work and, according to the ex-
perts, will have some striking exam-
ples of what can be done by the
youngsters on the farm when their
efforts are properly directed and en-
couraged.—Country Gentleman.
