He was aeemingly as well as usual 
until Tuesday afterm ton, when, while 
In court, he was seized with pain In 
the region of the appendix, and waa 
carried to 8t. Anthony's Hospital. He 
continued to  grow worse, and died at 
1:30 o'clock Thursday morning.

Attending physicians were p repar­
ing at the lime to  put him on the 
operating table.

His family was advised of his con­
dition, and Mra. Dalton and his 
daughter, .Miss Pattie, left In a car 
Wednesday night about 1 o'clock, 
reaching Amarillo four hours after 
Judge Dalton died.

According to a d v l« ^  from Aiiatin, 
the Game, Fish and Oyster Departm ent 
has In preaa a pam phlet giving the 
fish and oyster laws, the game regula­
tions, and Band and shell lawa and 
the Federal act regulating  the hun t­
ing of m igratory and insectlvorniis 
birds. Several thousand copies will be 
printed and will be ready for free dla- 
trlbutton  in about ten days. Copies 
will be supplied to all Deputy W ar­
dens, also to Sheriffs and county peace 
ofifcers, throughout the State, so that 
they may co-operate with the enforce­
ment of the game laws.

The ahootlng season opens Novem­
ber 1 on quails, doves and deer, and 
closes on February  1 for the birds 
and on January  I for deer. The Fed­
e ra l law protecting ducks, goese and 
bran t and shore birds oiums November 
1 and closee February  1, which pre­
vents shooting during the month of 
October.

Dr. C arrick  found a place Just e«Bt 
of tbe Court House which ought to bd 
drained; there  are  o ther sim ilar 
places—one on West CallfornlB Atra- 
uue, one or two on North PBcibe 
s tree t, and some In the residence pof- N 
tions of town. .Mayor D orsett sayS 
tha t they are  being drained just BB 
r. pidly as tbe work can be done. .*

The inspector waa pleaaed with our 
septic tanka for sew er disposal. l^B  
residence section, be thinks, looks bet­
te r  than the business districts. TblB 
shows, according to Dr. Carrick. thBt 
the women are  better housekeepera 
than the men. Down town he fouBd 
some alleys which ought to be in bet­
te r san itary  condition. There are 
some places where flies may breed.

"A fly may carry  500,000 germs oB 
each foot," Ur. C arrick aald. “He bad 
six feet—th a t m eans 3,000.000 gsrflUl 
whenever he steps Into your butter OB 
your bread. EJvery one of thOBB 
germ s may produce typhoid or other 
disease. B etter get rid of tbe fly.”

Dr. Carrick says it would be a busi­
ness Investm ent to get rid of untight* 
ly wooden buildiuga.

The Sunflower farm ers are  
finding out som ething about how valu­
able the p lant is.

Advices from Cottonwood Falls 
s ta te  tha t the largest shipm ent of a l­
falfa seed ever sent out from th a t 
community waa made by a Lawrence. 
Kansas, seed house when they loaded 
five cars of seed. Two other cars 
wer loaded a t  near-by stations. More 
than  $20.000 was paid out by the com­
pany to  farm ers for th is purchase.

T hat, however, was only one of sev­
eral large shipm ents of seed to  be 
made from Cottonwood Falls by largs 
seed com panies in the  last few weeks. 
There is yet a  very large am ount of 
seed in the hands of the grow ers who 
are  holding out for higher prices. 
From  |t.5 0  to $fi.60 a bushel has been 
the prevailing price here th is  fall, 
which Is said to  be about $2 below 
the price of form er years.

It is estim ated th a t no less than 
$100,000 worth of a lfa lfa  ssed has been 
raised by farm ers In the vicinity of

Cottonwood Falls, and that the value 
of both seed and bay crops will bring 
more revenue to farm ers of Kansas 
this year thau that of all o ther crops 
combined.

Prelim inary Inform a­
tion and sta tis tics show tha t the 
am ount Is now a t least |ri98,(K>0,000, as 
compared with $279,000,000 In 1909 and 
$417.000.000 In 1911.

Over $1.'i0,000,000 is in the shape of 
branch factories and w arehouses of 
United States m anufacturers, while 
nearly $1 $<,000,000 have been Invested 
by the United S tates In Canadian 
Oovernment, municipal and Industrial 
bonds since 1905. United States life 
aiid fire insurance companies have 
$67,000,000 invested In the Dominion, 
while over $130,000,000 Is Invested In 
n rltish  Columbia m ills, tim ber and 
mines. Investm ents In the prairie 
provinces a re  in lands, m ines, packing 
plants, factories and warehouses.

.ROVIEN ON Of KAN LINERS NOIV.

Film j(hovrs Mnj Re ln«lHlled Is Ship» 
LeailNg (be Port of New York.

If Blnns which a re  now under way 
are perfected, moving picture sliowa 
will be given on all the big iM-ean lin­
ers leaving the ;>ort of New A’ork. 
Freil niock. the motor car man. In as­
sociation with Maurice Strauss, the 
lawyer, and several others, has sub­
mitted H proposition to the officinls 
of the several big ateiiinship lines to 
Install "movie” exhibitions on a per­
centage basis. Those behind the 
scheme believe the pictures would fill 
a long felt want, and the steam ship 
nfficlHla are willing to concede that 
film shows would do much toward 
breaking up the monotony of the ocean 
trip.

The proposition, ns mapped out now, 
would call for two shows In the stee r­
age each afternoon nt an admission 
fee of ten ren ts, one In the second 
cliias steerage section at fifteen cents, 
and one at night in the main saloon at 
a quarter. The films would be changed 
each day and only up-to-date pictures 
would be used. With each ship leav­
ing .New York would go a picture ma­
chine operator, a ticket taker and a 
pianist who could sing. The show 
would be varied by the playing and 
singing of the musician. A feature 
film would be the piece de resistance 
of each exhibition.

The operator would take with him 
Ihirty-six reels. These would furnish 
shows enough for the trip  over, and 
the sam e reels could he used on the 
retu rn  voyage, s in c e 'th e re  would be 
a new lot of passengers.

There Is one drawback to the plan, 
and that is the fact th a t the holder of 
each firs t class ticket has the right 
to go Into the main saloon whenever 
he chooses. If an arrangem ent could 
be made whereby the firat class pas­
sengers could be kept out, unless they 
bought tickets, during the film showrs, 
the plan would be alm ost w ithout for­
midable obstacles.—New Yock Tele­
graph.

aald Mr. Coburn. "In  the yeara of 
norm al ra infall aeed la xrown quite 
xenerally In a roium ercial way in the 
weatern crountlea. In the eaat, too 
much m olature Interferea with Ita ma- 
tu rlnx  In good condition. A dry aea- 
aon like that of 1913 favora It In the 
eaatern  rountiea, and conaequeiitly 
aeed waa m atured In all perla of the 
State, aa waa the caae alao In 1901 
and 1911, which were alm llar yeara.

A Third Left to Heed.
“Kepllea to  the Inqiilriea from the 

S tate Hoard of A griculture, aumniar- 
Iced, Indicate tha t a little  more than 
a third of the State'a alfalfa acreaxe, 
or 352,681 acrea, waa allowed to ripen 
aeed thia year, a fter xivlng one to 
three cuttinxa of hay. Thia waa much 
more than  uaual, and aoine of the 
countlea aet the Increase of seed 
grown aa high aa 200 and 300 per cent.

"The alfalfa cut for aeed yielded 
1,540,IKI0 buahels, valued at 8 million 
dollara. This is an average yield an 
acre of 4.30 bushels, valued at 15.36 a 
bushel."— Kansas City Star.

We live in a country tha t Is dedi­
cated to the proposition tha t all men 
—and all women—are  created equal. 
That is a  priceless privilege, but It has 
Its disadvantages. Among them  Is the 
fact that even when we a re  not really 
equal to someone else, we try  to ap­
pear so, and the fu rther from equality 
we are, the harder we struggle. In 
nothing Is the struggle more manifest 
than in the m atter of dress. With men 
tha t Is not of much Imimrtance, but 
with women It Is more serious.

In o ther tim es and other countries 
everyone had a station  in life, and 
dressed to fit It. The courtier's  wife 
had her garb, the m erchant's hers, 
the country m atron had hers, and the 
peasant girl was known as such by 
her costume, often more piquant and 
charm ing than the groat lady's, but 
quite unlike It.

Here In America the wife of the mil­
lionaire and the wife of the clerk , the 
shop girl and the maid servant all 
wear the same type of hat. sk irt, cloak 
and shoes—and the maid would very 
much like to bo taken for the woman 
of millions. I t is an expensive cus­
tom, and It daily augm ents the cost of 
living for the  distracted  husband and 
father.

It is also an inappropriate custom. 
Women who ride everyw here in motor 
cars can wear very d ifferent garb 
from women who m ust walk the mud­
dy streets. Women who have maids 
to care for th e ir garm ents and to ad­
ju s t them  can wear very different 
gowns from women who m ust look af­
ter th e ir own wardrobe, and have to 
dress them selves la a hurry.

Moreover, the custom  sometimes 
leads to  a  ridiculous incongruity be-

tween a woman's appearance a t home 
and abroad. A woman who looks like 
a sla ttern  in her kitchen may look like 
a princess in the street. And one who 
spends money lavidhiy for gowns to 
wear In her neighbor's parlor is likely 
to think that is a reason why she can­
not afford to look neat and tidy a t the 
family breakfast table.

There Is no o ther remedy for this 
than the wisdom tha t time brings. 
.Meanwhile let us all, men and women 
and l>oy8 and girls, remember that 
8|M*ech and m anners, which cost noth­
ing. go Infinitely fu rther than costli­
ness of d ress tow ard proving our 
equality with the best—especially 
when dress only serves to emphasixe 
the Inequality of speech and manners. 
—Youth's Companion.

THE FOBTUNEH OF TAFFETA.

White HhfariwaJsta af TU s M aterial
Are a  Hauurt Fad for W inter H lrls.

There has come a rise In the for­
tunes of taffeta, says the K ansas City 
Star.

The kerping of sw eet potatoes In 
Storsce is one of the most Im portant 
problem s the Krower has to deal with. 
T here are  a few thlnKS tha t should be 
kopt In mind when handllnx the crop 
sod  when storing ;

1. n ig  the potatoes carefully and 
dry thoroughly in the sun.

I. Sort out the sound ones and han­
dle them carefully. A bruised potato 
doos not keep well.

S. Keep the potatoes from getting 
chilled.

4. Place the potatoes where they 
will be dry and warm. A tem perature 
of from ftO to 65 degrees has been 
found to be about right fur keeping 
•w eet potatoes.

Ntorlag 1« Balks.
Make a c ircu lar bed about six feet 

Is diam eter, In some sheltered loca- 
Uoa. by throw ing up the dirt from the 
■Idas. Put on top of this a few Inches 
of Straw nr hay. Krect a ventilator or 
flue in the center of the bed The 
Tentllator should be six inches in di­
am eter and num erous holes should 
be bored In the sides. It should reach 
above the completed bank. On a dry, 
warm day put the potatoes around the 
floe and cover with hay or straw  or 
sim ilar m aterial to a depth of three or 
four Inches. On top of this Is put two 
or three Inches of earth , and this 
am ount should be Increased as the 
w eather grows colder.

The potatoes should not be covered 
toe deep with earth  at first, as the po­
tatoes go through a sweat and rot Is 
Hkely to s ta rt If covered too deeply. 
The heap ought to be examined In a 
week or ten days after putting up. and 
If too much m oisture Is present, un­
cover the pile and let dry as they 
a taad  for a few hours and then rover 
afalB.

TO UNKNOWN DEAD OF 177A

A Tablet la a PeaBsylvaaia Ckareh 
Used as Hsspital by Washiaffts^

L ltlti. Penn., Oct. 6.—A bronxe me­
m orial tab let bearing s  medallion of 
the “Spirit of 1776" and suitsb iy  In­
scribed, erect4»d on the wall of the 
Moravian Chapel, was unveiled yss- 
terdsy , to  m ark  the fact th a t In the 
Revolutionary War General W ashing­
ton requisitioned the building for a 
boapltal, where 250 sick and wounded 
American soldiers were placed. Of 
these 120 died, and 110 are buried In 
the adjoining cem etery, unknown 
dead. The chapel was built in 1761.

A htsterical sermon was preached 
by the pastor, the Rev. B. 8. Hagen, 
and an address was made by H. F rank  
Erselm an, a member of the Lancaoter 
County H istorical Society.

"A bog un every farm " Is the slogan 
of the Grayson County Hog Associa­
tion, rexi-nlly formed under the lead­
ersh ip  of the Sherm an Chamber of 
Commerce The aaMM-lallon Includes 
all the li-sdiiig hog breeders and ra is­
ers of Grayson County, says a Sher­
man dispatch.

The u ltlm ats aim of the asaoclation 
is the raising in Grayson County of 
all the p4>rk consumed in the county, 
which, according to a careful esti­
mate, wlll mean an actual saving to 
the county In dollars and cents of up­
ward of |75n,0O0 a year, this being 
the amount that Is now sent out of the 
county annually with which to buy 
pork and pork products. So far as Is 
known, th is  aasoeiatlon Is the only 
county orgniilxatinn of Its kind in 
Texas.

The CbamlMT of Commerce has been 
engaged for several months in an agi­
tation of the ptaisibillties of Bclentiflc 
pork pruducilou, and several tours of 
the county have been conductctl under 
the auspices of this organtzatlon, in 
which some of the tniail ebiitieiit hog 
specialists of the Htate have been 
preased Into service. The organlza- 
tluii of the county aasoclutlun Is tbe 
culm ination of the extensive cam ­
paigning which has been going on du r ­
ing the past several months.

A large number of farm ers re ­
sponded to  the call for the organlxa- 
tiun ni<‘eting, and perm anent officers 
were elected. It was decided to hold 
a “hog banquet” for the members and 
their wives at an early date, and a 
special cum m iltee was appointed to 
perfect arrangem ents. It was decided 
to lay plans for an annual county hog 
show, and another committee was 
named to t.xke charge. A committee 
on constitution and by-laws was 
elected, and these three curomittees 
were instructed to bring In recom- 
mendationa a t the next meeting of the 
aasoeiatlon.

It is planned to hold the county 
hog show In oonjunctlon with the show 
conducted by the County Poultry As­
sociation, and it is not unlikely that 
the final outcome will be the  organisa­
tion of a  Grayson County F air Asso- 
ctatton.
