"W ith excellent crops snd good 
prices, the se ttle rs  on our projects are  
roandlng out the year In a very cheer* 
fnl frame of mind," said Mr. Newell. 
"B ankers and m erchants report more 
real money In circulation than In p re­
vious years, old debts are  being can­
celled and credit 1s more readily ob­
tained Paradoxical as It may seem, 
th e  proeperlty of 1>I3 has been ac­
companied by a general lowering In 
land prices. Must land valnes In the 
Irrigated West were unduly advsneed 
daring  the past fire  yearn, until they 
Bad reerhed a point where the West 
no lunger continued to a ttrac t the peo­
ple of m oderate means

"P u tu re  development uf the ag ri­

cu ltural lands of the arid West Is to 
be accoiiipllshed by more Intelligent 
effort to  secure se ttle rs  who will cu lti­
vate the soil ra ther than speculate on 
the advance In land prices.

"There Is a better appreciation to ­
day of the real difficulties Incident to 
subduing a desert farm and also of 
the fact tha t the West still offers op­
portunities to men of moderate means 
as well as to men without ready money 
but of average Intelligence and fru ­
gality who a re  willing to work hard 
Actual failures on the Government 
projects are relatively few In number, 
and at the presen t time It would ap­
pear that a fairly perm anent class of 
settle rs are  now established on the 
farms. There Is a marked change 
also In the a ttitude of the public to­
ward Government artlvltlea In reclam ­
ation. In form er years unfavorable 
com parisons were draw n concerning 
the coal of Pederal work, but In the 
light of financial difficulties which 
have been encountered by private en­
terp rises and of the failure of many 
uf these to furnish  a dependable water 
supply, the wisdom of the Govern­
m ent's larger outlay Is uo lunger 
questioned

"The confidence In the future of 
these Irrigated lands la based upon the 
excellent crop re tu rns for tkIS. The

average value per acre of products 
grown on the new Government farm s 
Is alm ost exactly the same as the 
average for the prialucts grown on 
Irrigated lands under older systems. 
There is everyw here In the West u r­
gent request for more rapid exten­
sion of Federal activity, and several of 
the W estern States have made special 
appropriations for co-operation with 
the Reclamation Service."

power.*' The abdominal organs are 
properly supported and work with 
least difficulty, th e  digestion and nu­
trition  a re  good. If the body ia 
drooped or buckles in the middle, the 
whole body suffers, and many times 
disease conditions s ta r t  In this way

la  such drooped position the chest is 
flattened, to  that the lungs cannot 
work rightly  and become weak, the 
abdomen is telescoped and the stom ­
ach, bowels and o ther organa are  
crowded together and work badly, so 
that indigestion and constipation re­
sult. Health, or the best possible ef­
ficiency, the full horsepow er of the
