VOTE IS 203 TO 54

President Wilson and Secrotary

WASHINGTON, D. C,, Feb, 3—Par-
ty lines were wiped out to-day when
a vote was taken on the matter of the
exclusion of Asiatics, All over the
House patriotism was placed above
partisanship. The vote was 203 to 54
against making any declaration of an
Asiatic exclusion policy.

This matter has been pushed by
Far-Western States, and was aimed
particularly at Japan. It was brought
by an amendment of Congressman
Hayes to the Burnett immigration bill.

The House also defeated a substitute
anti-Japanese amendment offered by
Congressman Raker. The vote was
182 to 4.

This will leave the Asiatic problem
free from legislative entanglements
while President Wilson and Secretary
Bryan are handlipg it diplomatically.

WASHINGTON, D. C,, Feb., 3.—The
farmer with the high school educa-
tion makes nearly double the profit
of the one with merely a common
school education and the ones who
start earliest are the ones who inake
the most, acoerding to the investiga-
tors of the Department of Agriculture.
The Department’s office of Farm Man
agement has been donducting a series
of investigations in the corn belt that
have proven out many details that
should be of much satisfaction to the

Iturists. These results have re-
been published in a new bulle-
tin,

Umder the average conditions, ac-
cordimg to the bulletin, the farm is no
place for the weak or for those who
are unable to direct work. The man
who intends to spend his life working
in the country should begin early for
sucosms is not gained in a moment
but by many years of hard and persis-
tent work. It is true that some farm-
ers have made small fortunes in a
real profit of the land. Those who
done so usually neede a life time in
which to work. Through skill in man-
agement and by hard labor a comfort-
able living and reasonable profits
may be expected. Those persons who
are turning to the farm with the ex-
pectations of reaping alrge incomes
wre doomed to severe disappointment,

Poorest Incomes

Those who are making the poorest
incomes were twenty eight years of
age when they started farming and
were past 30 when they become own-
Ors.

‘There were only eight men, four
owners and four tenants, who never
had a school training. Of the owners
and tenants 77 per cent attended @
common district school. About 18
per cent attended a high school, and
one of every 35 went to college or
some institution of similar grade.

On the whole the attendants has re-
ceived more education than the own-
ers, 23 per cent of them having more
than a district-school education, while
ouly 20 per cent of the dwners had
such training.

Those men having the best training
made the largest incomes, although
they were materially helped in doing
this by much larger farms and greater
capital. .

The volume of
business is limited by the area in
crops and the capital invested. The
small farm furnishes a home as well
as much of the produce consumed by
the family, If it were not for these
factors the men on the small area
would hardly be able to live.

Wages are a reward for labor, and
if a farm does not provide work the
pay must be correspondingly small.
The family-size farm which in the corn
belt should be above 100 acres, is un-
questionably a more efficient unit
than an area of 40 acres or less. Crops
can be grown cheaper, labpr will be
better paid, and the farmer and his
family will enjoy more of the benefits
of modern civilization.

Quality of the Farm Business,

The farmer may have sufifcient area |
and grow the right kind of crops, and
yet not be successful, owing to the
poor quality of his entire business.
