Until late this afternoon Judge Kinder was occupied in prepar­
ing the charge for the jury. Be offered the attorneys of both sides 
the opportunity to propose any incorporations to it.

The argument was commenced at a little after four o ’clock, 
when court was taken up after a recess of four hours. Judge Kinder 
announced that he proposed to limit the time of the lawyers repre­
senting the State and the defense in presenting their arguments. It 
IS expected that the speech-making will be continued for into the 
night and will be renewed again in the morning.

Late this afternoon it was authoritotively reported that the case 
would go into the hands of the jury not later than to-morrow noon. 
The Jury’s verdict may be announced a few minutes after the twelve 
men retire, but it is expected that many hours will bo required to 
thrash out all of tho arguments presented. Some persons are of the 
opinion that it will be several da3rs before the Jury announces the 
verdict.

The testimony given by several witnossee in a renewal of the 
lu te 's  rebuttal in the Muncy trial today tended to prove that 
M n. Bertie Muncy was not a faithful wife and that eise had not hsea 
mistreated by her husband.

Farther testimony evidenced kind and affectionate treatment 
from Jim Muncey toward his wife and children. Neighbors, some of 
whom had been intimately asaociated with Jim, declared that they 
had never seen him do anything that waa wrong and that they bad 
never known of him mlxtreating his family in any way.

J. M. Hamilton swore that be had livi-d near Jim’s house for 
tour years. He declared that he had never observed any mistreat­
ment of Mrs. Bertie Muncey or her children bv Jim.

Ida Muncy, wife of Jesse Muncy, was called to the stand by 
the ftate but was recalled before she was interrogated.

Jesse Muncy testined that his brother’s treatment toward his 
wife was kind and that bs had never heard him swear during 
tbs last twelve years.

Whsn asked, Jesse Muncy said that he did not know where A. 
B. Muncy was and that the last time he saw him was in Plainview 
ahesri five weeks ago.

The witneai also told of having talked with MePeak In a barber 
shep nt Floydada reoently. He declared that MePeak told him that 
be beri not beard anythtaig bad about Jim and that he was one of 
the Itosi men he had ever known.

W . H. Mason compared letter No. 8 with the letter which Mrs. 
Bihtr said was the Jim Muncy letter. He explained that he could 
not identify the handwriting. Practically the same testimony was 
glv«M b j  W . B. Miurtin and W . A. Todd.

Dr. OarroU of Lockney, was again put upon the stand. He told 
of the medical treatment he had given Mrs. Bertie Muncy. He said 
that he had visited the defendant on the morning of Ute tragedy 
after she had been taken to the hotel. He said: "She was not hyster­
ical any of the time 1 called on her that day. While I  treated her 
before the homicide, X do not know what condition she was in th# 
time of the killing,”  he concluded.

Dr. O. 8. Murphy, a noted surgeon of Amarillo, who said that 
be had sp^alixed in woman’s diseases for the past fifteen years, 
declared at the night seuion that'from evidence he had heard during 
the day Mr. Muncy had been suffering from Igrstoro-epUepsy. He 
said the disease is one in which patients sometimes lose oonscious- 
nest or semi-conciouness. He added that the disease was always due 
to disorder of the female organs.

Further, that " A  patient suffering from the disease could move 
About without at all times knowing what she was doing or what was 
tairifig  place about her.”

The physician outlined the causes of the disease. He explained 
that he was surprised to see the patient in as good oondition as she 
seemed to be after all that she said she had gone through with, and 
that it was bis wonder that she was not now in an asylum.

Basing his conclusion upon fàcts enumerated in the hypothetical 
qnestion put to him by Attorney'Martin, and from the tMtlmony of 
the defendant, the doctor said that at the time of the homicide, ” I  
don’t think she was oommions of W r  sniroundings at all.”

Mrs. Muncey Identified two letters 

which she said she had received. On# 
of them said in part: “ You are worsa 
mistreated than any person I know. 
You have my profound sympathy, 
let me be your friend."

Mrs. Muncey continued; “ A numbee 
of times A, B. Muncey tried to put hi# 
hands upon me. I ordered him oft 
the place three times."

“Dnce whet, Jim was a way lAm)iart 
Thornton came outside the house and 
«.lied  for Frank Moore. This was 
about midnight I was all alone xrlth 
nobody but the children. Elbert and 
Myrtle. I told him that Prank Moors 
was not there and that I had not aaon 
him for several days.

“ He went away but came bock a lit­
tle later. One of the doors we could 
not lock, so 1 propped the bock of •  
chair against this door. He tried to 
get In at this door but walked away 
when I told him again that Frook
Moore WM Qqt there.

"After Jim got home things became 
worse. Every time be went to towa 
he heard something which he came 
home and told me.

" I  urged him to immediately Investl- 
bete the reports about me and tried to 
help him do it.

NEVEK HUNG OUT SIGNALS.
“ In all my life I never hung out S 

signal for any man. My washing de­
pended on my health, and lots of 
times I would wash three days In sue- 
cession. I never had a clothes Una. 
and the only place I could hong ále 
clothes was on the garden fence on the 
east side of the bouse.

“ I never told Elbert to kill Jim, and 
if he got a pistol I did aet know IL 
1 was afmid to stay at the hoase, be­
muse I was beJag threatened by Jim 
and watched all the time. The reaten 
I did not leave the home was beeante 
Jim had told me many time» if I  tried 
to leave he would kill me or any ene 
who tried to help me get away.**

The following letter was identified 
by Mrs. Muncey as having been writ­
ten In Jim’s handwriting. It was read 
before the Jury:

*'I know Frank Moore did come in 
my home and meet my womaa on dif­
ferent timds. Now, you tell this on 
Bertie and I will leave her. You know 
she Is to blame for it, and when I 
leave borne will yon try her for me, 
and I will see that you do not suffer 
for it. Now, do all you can aad lot 
me hear from yon. From J. M. M.“ 

“Jim got mad whenever any of the 
handa ever tried to help me. YYhen 
Frank Moore waa worirtng ooee Jltn 
told him to quit, and said that he urns 
doing my work.

"Our family and the Peters family 
were what you might call ‘familiar.’ 
The chickens were kept tn our yard 
and were tended by Horace.

®A LETTER FROM HORACE 
PETERS.”

“A  letter which Horace wrote me 
which was delivered by Elbert asked 
me if I would make a date for him 
wtih my sister. I sent the answer 
through Myrtle. Another letter which 
was sent to the Peters was one Sun­
day, when Jim said ‘Let’s ask the 
Peters folks down to dinner today.* 
So I said, ‘all right,’ and wrote 
Invitation, and soon got a note back 
saying that they would come.

Iiouse bill approved by the conven 
tiun are these: It provides for
Votif)" bonds for building ware- 
houses, a state warehouse comniis- 
sion to supervise the ojieration of 
tiie warehouse system; the saiiipliug 
bf cotton at gins and guarantiHdng 
the quality as repre)e’uted by sam­
ple ; warehouse receipts on cotton 
will be guaranteed by the state, and 
hiany other provisions which fácil- 
Wntc the handling of this commod­
ity. The propo>ed measure, when 
rnacted into law, will enalile the 
farmers to secure cheap money on 
lotton placed in warehouses and pro­
vides for economic and systematic 
Biarketing of cotton.

'I’lie anbject o f legislation neede.l 
by the farmers ahsorhe<l niost o f the 
kttention o f the convention, and the 
trend o f discussion was that the next 
legislature «ihould flcvote itself d ili­
gently to the solution o f farm prol> 
lema. The convention, by unani­
mous vote, adopte«! the views of 
I ’eler Radford, which have been 
given wide pnblirltv in the press, on 
the legislative needs o f the state.

Radf«»rd declares marketing and 
helping the tenant farmers to be ths 
paramount iwues in the present 
tampaign. \ strong appeal is made 
for a svstem of oo-siperative laws 
that » ill give the business of farm- 
inp the i-ame legal facilities that 
ere now acconted commeixe ami in- 
du’itn ; the anti-tru-it lawe are cora- 
lia nded and amendments strength- 
euiiig them are reque.sted; the 
lmy*r»\em*>nt of railroads and in- 
erea-« of mileage is asked for;

CONDEMNED AND DESTROYED

Canned Goods Seized and Pot Out of Existance 
Under the Provisions of the Beneficial 

Food and Drug Act
WASHINOTON, 1). C.. Keb. 6.—Nt»r- 

ly 800 cases of canned rcmmIs were des­
troyed recently at AuKueta and Bav- 
aanah, Qa., courts having declared the 
products unfit for human consumption.

At Savannah, Ua., 100 cases of toma­
to pulp, shipped to 1). 1C. Foote ft Co., 
Baltimore, Md., on October 11, lOlU, 
and 800 cases of tomato stock shipped 
October 9, 1913, by Qreeubaum Bros. 
Co., Inc., Seaford, Del., were destroy­
ed on the grounds that the products 
were filthy, decomposed, and unfit for

food. Six cases of butter, shipped 
about December 3, 1913, by V, Lopes ft 
Co., New York, were also destroyed 
at the same time, at Savannah, on the 
charge that the product contained ex­
cessive quantities of water.

At Augusta, Ga., a short time prior 
to tbu destruction of the above articles 
480 rases of canned peas, shipped by 
S. H. Levin’s Sons, Pbiladeiphia, Pa., 
were destroyed, after condemnation on 
the ground that they were filthy and 
decomposed.

In A  Nutshell %

THE CNFRIEMILY NEKIHROK
Luke ii:l-3.

I

1 By Rev. Henry Hughes.

Prayer is conversation with Ood. 
It  is easier to talk with our heavenly 
tether than with a friend. One reason 
to, he Is more to us than a friend. He 
•aderstands us without our words. 
Ood and man can get nearer to each 
ether than it is possible for man and 
■um. When Jesus prayed and his 
disciples stood about listening they 
wanted to pray and they wanted to 
pray about as he did: "Lord teach us 
to pray as John also taught his disci­
ples to pray." One of the prayers 
which John taught his disciples was: 

"Ood make me worthy of thy king­
dom and to rejoice In It.”

"Ood show me the Baptism of thy 
pon.”

As our example In prayer we can 
sever measure our Indebtedness to 
Jesus. He taught the disciples how 
to pray and he gave us a divine model 
to guide us in prayers. They learned 
ths life of prayer by seing the Tx>rd 
both in communion with the fathers 
•nd in his holy life. Others learned 
from them, we among them. The ex­
ample of him who lifted bis eyes to 
Heaven has permeated the world of 
heavenly conversations even as his 
prayer is parent of our petitions.

The request of the disciples for In- 
•tnictlon in the art of prayer furnish- 
pd them with the "Lord’s Prayer.’ 

"Our father that art in heaven. 
Hallowed be thy name;
Thy kingdom come;
Thy will be done, as In heaven, also 
upon the earth.
Our bread 'for the approaching day, 

give os today.

And forgive us our debts as we also
have forgiven our debtors:

And lead us not into temptation but
rescue us from the Evil One.
St., Luke's version is briefer than 

that in St. Matthew. In contrast to the 
many repetitions of the heathens and 
the long prayers of the Pbaripees it 
is very brief, yet very comprehensive. 
With all its profound depths of mean­
ing It Is siuiple enough for a child.

Every part of the Christian church 
accepts the Lord’s prayer. It would 
answer for the Universal creed upon 
which all Cbrlateudom must unite. 
Being intensely spiritual It concerns 
itself with God’s glory, his kingdom 
and his will. A'et it does not fail to 
descend among the lower wants of 
man, his daily food.

The utterances of our father strikes 
the keynote of his preachings. He 
drilled the disciples on the subject of 
divine fatherhood. The God whom we 
addressed is our father, no cold force; 
this idea transforms the whole uni­
verse from matters to love. Since 
there is a father there must be chil­
dren and when one of hia little ones 
cries, Abba, Father, the ear of God 
is open.

What is the foremost desire. Thj 
Kingdom come .. .. on earth. Unlesf 
the heavenly kingdom is firmly estab­
lished in the hearts of men and the} 
become earnest seekers for it we look 
in vain for the reformation of the so­
cial order. The highest blesing which 
Christianity seeks is a new earth. Ask 
for a clean heart and all leaser things 
will come.

The petition for food reminds ut 
that we should ask for the physical 
which appears In a world by itself, 
but every table set before us callt 
foe. gratitude of God’s dally care. W« 
are not to ask for tomorrow’s bread, 
trust God for the future and not the 
bread laid up In store. Possibly no 
other request in the prayer teaches 
so plainly that we should pray every 
day.

As to our sins they shall be blotted 
out according to the spirit of forgive 
ness which dwells in our hearts. Whai 
we hold against another will be held 
against ua. The unforgiving spiril 
keeps persons apart which is contrary 
to the laws of Brotherhood, Ipve and 
one fanilly In God. Peace with oui 
neighbor enters Into our acceptance 
with God, our gift stands on the altar 
until we have reconciled, with th« 
brother who has also sought against 
us.

"O, man, forgive thy mortal foe.
Nor ever strike him blow for blow, 

For all the souls on earth that live.
To be forgiven must forgive.

Forgive him seventy times and seven
For ail the blessed souls in Heaven 

Are both forglvcrs and forgiven.”
—Tennyson.

."Bring us not Into terni>tation.” No 
doubt but (Jod guidt'B our feet many 
times Into paths of least temptation; 
every time we overcome the tempter 
ou rstreiigth is Incrcaaed and by our 
power to overcome wo can measure 
our power to resist. The request is 
a prayer that we may not bo tempted 
' above that we are able," that wp 
ever come out victorious.

The subject of our lesson is the un­
friendly neighbor but the study of 
it Is not Information about unfriendly 
neighbors. Jesus draws a lesson on 
the unfriendly neighbor and Jesus 
teaches the importance of earnestness 
in prayer. However, Ood is not like 
the selfish neighber. What does a 
neighbor do when a request for bread 
comes in the middle of the night when 
he is tucked In warm with the chil­
dren? For the sake of quietness to 
get rid of the knocking at the door, he 
rises and gives as many loaves as bis 
neighbor asks for. A selfish motive 
serves In this case to supply the wan^ 
of him that is without bread for the 
neighbor came to him unexpectedly. 
With God there are no selfish motives. 
He slumbers not. He is more anxious 
to give than we are to receive. He 
gives many things to the unjust who 
deny Him. "How much more will 
the Heavenly Father give to His chU 1 
such things as are needful. If a man 
being evil will put himself out of the 
way to serve, how much more the Ood 
of love will give Hit gifta to His 
children. Look at the world today. It 
Is full of blessings, most of them be­
yond the hopes of the most credninus 
who lived a few centuries ago. We 
ask for trifle« for today, and tomor­
row God prepare« the soil for harvest 
to the generation« yet unborn.

If we are to pray as we ought we 
need to prepare our heart«. Coat out 
all bitterness. I.iOok onto the Lord and 
let Hia apirit fill you and you will be 
in communion with Ood before yon 
know it. Read a psalm over and over 
again and if you sing, atng an old song 
over and over and then pray.

Prayer Is not all asking for things, 
although Ood never tires of giving. 
It 1« not all thanksgiving. It la visit- 
lug with Ood. Friend with friend, son

with father, enjoying each other’s 
company. "In his law doth he medi­
tate day and night.” Out prayer goes 
beyond meditation in the word of God. 
It is the mind with Ood. Man thinks 
and speaks and the mind of his Heav­
enly father is a reality to him. He 
listens to the mind of (tod. Opens his 
ears to the voice divine. God is not a 
physician to go to only when we are 
in distress. He is a friend to go to 
when we wish to share our Joys. In 
fact, there ought not to be any going 
to him, but an everdwclling with Him 
and He with us. "Lo, I am with you,” 
is the promise of Jesus. IJfe should 
be one prayer from the cradle to the 
Heavens. "Son thou art ever with me 
and all that I have is thine.’”
