has an appetite for them.

But, a t It works out In actual experi­
ence, It it one of the finest means of 
wrecking one’a finances and of aour- 
ing the experimenter on the whole 
chicken busineas, to be conceived of. 
The best advice we could give to 
dreamers of this kind Is to keep the 
money. To keep more than one breed 
of chickens, unless it la to be one's 
main occupation, is like engaging In 
more than ona busineas at one time. 
And ordinarily It ends up about the 
aame way. ^

It is beat under any circumstances 
for the small poultryman to raise but 
one bread of chickens. Choose the one 
that beat suits your fancy, and devote 
your time and attention to that one ax- 
cluaivaly. If ona wtahea to kaep moro 
kinds. It is better to add geeae. ducks, 
pigeons or turkeys than other breeds 
of chickens.

In experiments endertakea by the 
Detiarlinont of Agriculture, a single 
thorough apray application at the right 
time aa reduced the number of In­
sects thjit Injury to the crop and the 
Tinea for the reraalder of the season 
by those escaping the spray was very 
slight

The leaf hopper's record for de­
struction haa been great, and It haa

occupied an increasingly prominent 
place in the rogue's gallery of grape 
peats ince it waa first noticed in 1826. 
Since that time it has caused damage 
in New York, Illinois, Michigan, Cali­
fornia, Ohio, New Mexico, Colorado, 
North Carolina and Minnesota. De­
structive local outbreaks have also oc- 
cured In other states.

The grape ieaf-bopper injures the 
Vine by attacking the foliage. It is a 
sucking Insect and injures tbe plant 
by extracting its Juices from the un­
derside of the leaf. The result of its 
punctures and of the removal of tbe 
juices Is first made evident by yellow 
and white patches on tbe upper sur­
face of tbe leaf which falls from the 
low and white patches on the upper 
surface of tbe lefa which later turns 
brown. Finally tbe leaf falls from the 
vine prematurely. As an ultimate re­
sult the sise of the grape crop Is gen­
erally reduced and the quality ren­
dered Inferior by a reduction of ita 
contents of sugar. During very dry 
seasons the fruit on heavily infested 
vines is badly spoted by the Insects.

The adult Insect Is about 1-8 of an 
Inch long. It Is apale yellowtsb col­
or. Tbe eggs are sometimes deposit­
ed singly oyer' tbe sufaces of the leaf 
near the riba and veins, but usually 
In ths spaces between them. Investi­
gators of the department have noticed 
that the adults during the spring feed 
OB the following plants:

Becb, Maple, Wild Cherry, Wild 
Apple, Hawtbone, Dodwood, Wild 
plum. Hornbeam, Hackberry, Honey­
suckle, Wild Grape Virginia Creeper, 
Raspberry, Thimbleberry, Blackberry, 
Strawberry. Ooldenrod, Nettles, Wild 
Columbine and a great variety of 
weeds and grasses 

Observations, however, have not 
shown that ths Insect repoduces on the 
foliage of any other growing thing 
besides the grape. The summer of 
1811 was unusually hot and tbe result 
was that the Insect were more numer- 
oes and more wideepreaed than aer 
before. In 1912, altbough the sum­
mer waa cool, the Injury wrought ful­
ly aa great aa that of the pdevloua 
|-ear The Injury austained by the 
vlnajard Industry In the East and the 
West amounted ta an enormous sum.

generally found In a country printing 
ofifee that publishes a weekly paper, 
the plant to be used for the laboratory 
work of tbe school, and also created 
th* position of Instructor In tbe me­
chanics of printing. This waa done 
tu meet the demand from those pre­
paring tbemselvea especlaly fur coun­
try Journalism, for the study of tbe 
"back office" of a newspaper.

Texan I* He Uonllaied.
"It Is not the purpbse,’ said Chair­

man Mayes, "to Interfere In any way 
with the editing or printing of tbe 
Daily Texan. In fact, the purpose of 
the school of Journalism will beat be 
met, I am Inclined to think, by a per­
manent continuation of tbe Texan aa 
an independent publlralluo of tbe Btu- 
denta' Asoclatlon Of course, the stu­
dents In Journalism will contribute 
much of the ropy to the Texan, but 
the editorial direction will continue 
Independent, as It bM heretofore been. 
The ecbool also hope* to be able to 
give iU students frequent asslgnmenu 
on th* dally papers of Austin as they 
prepar* themselves fur such work.

the Alamo first given to the volun­
teer army and the people of Texas fol­
lowing that historic blotxl eecriflce 
that Sunday dawn, .March 6, 1836?
Today there are several hundred war 

correspondenU In Vera Crux and Mex­
ico City. They have the use of the 
wlrselesa, cable telegraph and tele­
phone. in the days of the Alamo the 
people of Texas had none of these not 
even a war correspondent In San An- 
tonlm*»

Fire days after the Alamo fell two 
Mexicfbis brought the first Intelligence 
of it tu Qonxales. General Houston 
commgBder-ln-cblef of the army, Just 
that ¿ay arrived at Gonsales, placed 
the two Mexicans underarreat and np- 
on the pretense that they were spies, 
but in reality to avoid a panic. Later 
Houston dispatched three men to go 
near aaough to San Antonio to ascer­
tain the facts and return in three 
dayg. ’

About twenty miles beyound Oonxa- 
iea tkgt ba«t Mrs. Dfcklnson and her 
Infant* daughter and 8am, tbe negro 
serraM  of the brave Travis ho com­
manded In the Alamo. Mra. Dickin­
son was the wife of Ueut. Dickinson 
wbo did terrible execution among San­
ta Anna's men with a gun stationed in 
the upper window of the Alamo church. 
She and her companions were about 
the only surviving witnesses of the 
fight from the inside. They confirm­
ed statements of the Mexicans. The 
meesengers hurried back to Gonzales 
and gave tbe people of Texas tbe 
first authentic news of the fall of the 
Alamo.
