Biahup Jamsa H. McCoy, ot BlrmlaK» 
ham, Alabama, took tala text from ttts 
twelfth chapter of Matthew at tbs 
Methodist Church Sunday. Hs 
preached In tha interest of Soutbsn 
Methodist University

"How much then la a m^n bettor 
than a sheep f  "The answer to that 
question will be aa wide as tha raatta 
of human thought and human Intor- 
eat," the Bishop aald. " It  embraoas 
the ideals of Ufa. It wil depend apoa 
man's point of view and his standards 
of valuatloB."

Biahop McCoy rsfarred to tha Phaii- 
•eea, aticklsra tor ritual, who fouad 
fault with Jeaua for healing ths crip­
ple on the Sabbath. Christ appliea that 
great lesson that nalther the tnmply 
nor the Sabbath la above man, bat 
for man's good.

“ You art not living In a time whga 
the ritualist haa Its band upon llih, 
but temptation la to put material la- 
teresu above moral and spiritual wel­
fare. As to ‘How much bster a maa la 
than a sheep’ depende upon whers y<W 
live and what you are living tor.

Uhareh far Dlvlaa Hnahatd
"It  is the province of ths chareh aC 

Ood to combat tha standard of 
merciallsm and to prsach a 
that la In terms of divine manhood.

“ I think tha great danger of thS 
South and West to-day is the marvsl* 
oua rebirth of those eectiona matorl- 
ally. I rejoloe In our outlook (aad 
prosperity which no man can meaanrs 
la so close that wa can almost touch 
It). I am glad that wa are becoming 
able to measure arms with the world 
commercially, but I tremble for It."

Bishop Mc(^y referred to the loss 
of Vanderbilt Univeralty through s 
decision of the Supreme Court. Bo 
told how the education commiaaton, 
appointed at General Conference, had 
deteriuiued to build a gieat .Methodist 
university at Dallas and one in a cen­
ter east of the Mlasiseippl River.

“Tboae institutions of learning arc 
going to make the Ideals of Southern» 
Methodism. They will bold under 
their control the character of civilisa­
tion of this grant country. Nobody Is 
making history as gloriously aa those 
who take atepa to mould the inatlta- 
tlona which shape the Intellectual life 
of the commonwealth during the gen­
erations to come.

Uherrh Waeld BeOd Uharaetor.
"Thomaa Jefferson took more pride 

in the Univeralty of Virginia than be 
did in bis part at the forming of the 
Declaration of Independence.''

The Bishop Mid Mr. Jefferson's idea 
was "freedom in religion." He con­
demned Mverely the modern "Carae- 
giezed idea” of "freedom from reli­
gion.” “Camegle haa undertaken to 
drive a wedge betwen the church aad 
her schools.''

“The standard of the church la not 
one of narrow ■ectarianiam," Biahop 
McCoy said. " It  la the building of 
Christian character."

Rev. J. D. Young then took charge 
of the aervlcea, and told of plans to 
establiah a theological school at the 
Southern Methodlat University. It Ie 
proposed that this school shall have an 
endowment of 8250,000, independent of 
the general endowment of the Uni­
veralty.

At the Sunday School hoUr Bishop 
McCoy and Mr. Y’oung presented the 
plan for raising an endowment of 880/* 
000 for a chair of Sunday School Work. 
Eighteen clasaes agreed to pay 810 a 
>ear for 5 years on this endowment 
Mr. Young said that the moat any 
other Sunday School had subacribed 
in thia conference la ten 860 notes.

A total of 81,861 waa pledged at Sun­
day School and Church. Biahop Mo- 
Coy and Rev. Mr. Young went to Ama­
rillo on tf ) Santa Fe train.

Farmers' Bulletin No. DilT, of the 
Department of Agriculture, discusses 
under the title of “The Road Drag and 
How It Is I'sed,” the best methods of 
maintaining earth roads in good con­
dition by this simple device. In this 
bulletin, which has just been pub­
lished, the eDpartmeiit points out that 
of more than 2.000,000 miles of public 
roads in the I'nited States only about 
200,000 miles have been given a hard 
surface, tl is true, of course, that 
a large part of the remaining mileage 
ronuista of roads that ahe entirely un­
improved, and that on roads of this 
class the drag is proctically useless. 
Ther Is a much larger mileage, how­
ever, that has ben partially improved, 
and It is on roads of this character— 
roads that have been crowned or 
drained, but have not a hard surface 
—that the use of the drag Is advo­
cated

In Its simplest form, the road drag 
eonsists of an ordinary log split In half 
and the two halves connected like the 
uprights of a ladder by means of 
cross sticks or rungs set In The log 
should be about 7 or N einhres in di­
ameter and from d to H feet In length 
It is better to have It of well-sea­
soned. hard, tough wood. The two 
semi-cylIndrical halve of the log form 
the runners of the drag, and are usu­
ally spared from 30 to 36 inches apart. 
The front runner is always placed with 
the split surface of the wood facing 
forward. Mu the rear runner some­
times has Its rounded face In front. 
This Is done In orde rto Increase tha 
smearing action of the drag as It 
passes over the surface of the road.

The two runners are not placed di-

of the front runner, or one end of the 
chain can pass through a hole ut the 
discharge end of the front runner and 
the other end be looped over ahe rung 
at the cutting end of the runner. It 
is important that the hitching link 
should be so designtnl that its position 
can be changed readily, tl Is also 
desirable to provide a metal cutting 
edge for the front runner. This can 
be made from a strip of Iron or steel, 
and old wagon tires have freiiueiitly 
proved satisfactory.

The cost of such a drag varies from 
12,00 to $10.00 or $12.00. This practi­
cally iiisignincant outlay will secure 
ail implement that will be of great 
service to the community for at I t^ t  
three or four years. The fact cannot 
be overlooked, however, that skill in 
the use of the drag la indlspcmaable.

The angle that the runners make 
with the center line of the road, the 
skew angle, as it might be called. Is an 
Important factor. For example. If the 
dragging la done to Increase the crown 
of the road, the drag should be suf­
ficiently skewed to discharge all ma­
terial as rapidly aa It Is collected on 
the runners. On the other hand, the 
coudtioiis may be such that It la de­
sirable to carry along this material 
In order to deposit It where there are 
depressions In the rosd’s surface. An 
Inteligent operator will aoon learn 
many ways of coiitrllling the action of 
the drag. The length of the hitching 
chair, the dlsiMiattlon of the oi»erator’s 
weight, the time when the dragging 
is done—all thes exert a marked in­
fluence upon the results.

As to the time tor dragging, a safe 
rule to fallow la to drag the road 
when the material »nmipoalng the sur­
face contains sufficient moisture to 
compact readily, but nM sufficiently 
wet far traffic to produce mud

Since the weather plays ao Imjiortant 
a part in the matter. It Is not usually 
possible to arrange contluous emplay- 
ment for teams on the road. It la. 
therefore, desirable, whenevsr possi­
ble. to have the dragging done by fnir- 
sona interested In the road, who will 
do it In the Intedvals *»f other occu- 
pationa

WA8H1NUTON. D. C.. July 1.—The 
road drag ia the aliupleat and leaat 
expenaive uoiitrlvance yet devised fur 
maliitaining earth roads, according to 
the experts in the U. 8. Department 
of Agriculture who are co-operating 
with 8tate and county authorities in 
work for better roads

Properiy used, the drag gives the 
needed crown to the road, smoothes 
out ruts and other irregularities, 
spreads out puddles of water, thereby 
accelerating the drying of the road, 
and makes the surface more or less 
im pervious to water by smearing over 
the so-colled pores in the earthy ma­
terial. The cost of operation depends 
terlal. The cost of operation depends, 
of course, upon local conditions and 
the thoroughness with which the work 
Is done. It is safe to say, hoaever, 
that it is les sexpensive than any other 
efifclent system of upkeep.

Farmers' Bulletin No. 597, of the 
Department of Agriculture, discusses 
under the title of “The Road Drag and 
How It Is I’sed." the best methods of 
maintaining earth roads in good con­
dition by this simple device. In this 
bulletin, which has Just been pub­
lished, the eDpartment points out that 
of more than 3,000.000 miles of public 
roads In the I'nited States only about 
300,000 miles have been given a hard 
surface, tl is true, of course, that 
a large part of the remaining mileage 
consists of roads that she entirely un­
improved, and that on roads of this 
class the drag is proctically useless. 
Ther is a much larger mileage, how­
ever, that has ben partially Improved, 
and It is on roads of this character— 
roads that have been crowned or 
drained, but have not a hard surface 
—that the use of the drag is advo­
cated.

In Its simplest form, the road drag 
consists of an ordinary log split in half 
and the two halves cHinnected like the 
uprights of a ladder by means of 
cross sticks or rungs set in. The log 
should be about 7 or 8 elnhces iu di­
ameter and from 6 to 8 feet in length. 
It is better to have It of well-sea­
soned, hard, tough wood. The two 
aemi-cyllndrlcal halve of the log form 
the runners of the drag, and are usu­
ally spaced from 3U to 36 inches apart. 
The front runner Is always placed with 
the spilt surface of the wood facing 
forward, btu the rear runner some­
times has Its rounded face In front 
This Is done in orde rto Increase tbs 
smearing action of the drag as it 
passes over the surface of the road.

The two runners are not placed dl- 
Tetcly behind each other, but are “off- 
sett.”  as It Is called, from 12 to 16 
Inches. This Is done because the drag: 
is drawn over the road at an angle | 
Sufficient to make the runners free'

I
themselves of the moterlal which they 
scrape. The amount of this angle or 
skew depends, of course, upon the' 
condition of the road By offsetting

the ninnerà, it la poslble to make 
their ends follow approximately the 
same line on the road, which they 
would not do If they were set direct­
ly behind each other and the drag 
drawn at an angle with the road.

In order to provide ataindlng room 
for the man, it is usual ^o nail two 
boards down upon the rungs iiurallel 
to the runners. Standing upon these, 
a skillful driver will bear bis weight 
iu such a way as to aid materially In 
the successful operation of the drug.

The drag Is drawn by a chain, which 
should be about 8 feet long. This can 
be fastened by eye-bolts to each end 
of the front runner, or one end of the 
chain can pass through a hole at the 
discharge end of the front runner and 
the other end be looped over ahe rung 
at the cutting end of the runner. It 
is important that the hitching link 
should be so designed that its position 
can be changed readily, tl Is also 
desirable to provide a metal cutting 
edge for the front runner. This can 
be made from a strip of iron or steel, 
and old wagon tires have frequently 
proved satisfactory.

The cost of such a drag varies from 
12.00 to $10.00 or $12.00. This practi­
cally insignificant outlay will secure 
an implement that will be of great 
service to the community fur at lt>aat 
three or four years. The fact cannot 
be overlooked, however, that skill in 
the use of the drag is Indispensable.

The angle that the runners make 
with the center line of the road, the 
skew angle, as It might be called. Is an 
important factor. For example. If the 
dragging Is done to increase the crown 
of the road, the drag should be suf­
ficiently skewed to discharge all ma­
terial as rapidly as It is collected on 
the runners. On the other hand, the 
coudtions may be such that it is de­
sirable to carry along this material 
in order to deposit It where there are 
depressions in the road's surface. An 
intellgent operator will soon lenrn 
many ways of contrilllng the action of 
the drag. The length of the hitching 
chair, the disposition of the operator's 
weight, the time when the dragging 
is done—all thee exert a marked in­
fluence upon the results.

As to the time for dragging, a safe 
rule to fallow la to drag the road 
when the material composing the sur­
face contains sufficient moisture to 
compact reailily, but not sufficiently 
wet far traffic to produce mud

Since the weather plays so Important 
a part in the matter, it is not usually 
possible to arrange contiuous emplay- 
ment for teams on the road. It is, 
therefore, desirable, whenever possl- 
Me. to have the dragging done by per­
sons Interested in the road, who will 
do It in the Intedvals trf other occu­
pations.

Buyers of cattle from the dressed 
beef houses say that a temporary beef 
famine threatens Kansas City and vic­
inity ita duration depending on the will 
of the ranch owners in the great graz­
ing sections of the west and south­
west.

The slaughter of cattle iu Kansas 
City has been below normal for some 
time past, but reached an acute stage 
this week when fewer than eleven 
thousand head o| cattle have gone to 
the six big dressed beef concerns In 
four days, or no more than enough 
to supply the state of Missouri a full 
beef ration of two days. This week's 
slaughter wil be less than half that 
of the correeponding week a year ago.
Slaughter Far Less Than Capaciti
The capacity of Kansas City elaiigh- 

ter houses Is eighteen thousand dally 
and the plants have been leas than 
one-aeventh of this number In the Inst 
four days.

In four days this week the five 
Western markt>ta received only 82.000 
cattle, compared with 133,Ut)0 rattle 
a year ago, a decrease of 33 per cent. 
In the first five and one-half months| 
this year the same markets recelvi>d' 
300.i>00 fewer cattle than in the same 
period of 1913, a decrease of 13 per 
cent. This shortage of meat has tieeii 
liirreaaed further by the unusually 
light weight of cattle this year due 
to the Bi-arclty of feed.

Killers say prices nior caitle hsve 
been kept within bounds owing to the 
unusually small use of beef. They aay 
the consumption of mutton ha.« in­
creased. while p»»rk and beef have de­
creased, thus keeping the price« of cat­
tle and hogs lower han expected and 
price« of sheep higher

They can do it more 
cheaply than buying ready-mixed iHim- 
merclal disinfetdants, ami they are 
quite as effective. The cresfil solution 
is one of the best of these. It ia rec- 
onintendi'd by (Kiiiltry experiment ata- 
tiona SB well as by the National De- 
parluient of Agriculture, at Waahliig- 
ton. It Is an excellent geniilcide aa 
well as iiiaecticlde.

Cresol may be ohtiiiiied through 
druggists, and in buying it atiould be 
specified as “ eumnierclal ervaoL"

This may be placed directly with 
water and used as a apra.v, but as tt Is 
not very soluble it Is better to make 
use of what la known aa "cuiniwund 
solution of creaol." which, In turn. Is 
dilulisl by water The Ooverninent'a

MBFP I P THK rULTIVATIOR.

It is probable that there are mure 
corn crops ruined each year by the 
ruatom of "laying by” too early than 
by any other errors of cultivation. A 
corn crop should nevwr be "laid by” 
until It ls made, and It is never made 
until the grain la well hardened It la 
loo often ibe custom to give the corn 
iU last working about tbe time It 
shows a dlaitosltlon to tassel. Under 
condltloua mf normal moisture after 
this tlau.-, tbs plant usually makes a 
fair yield, despite the lack of con­
tinued cultivation, but when the 
weather remains dry after this time 
the yield Is materialy reduced Fre­
quently ooe more cultlvstlon after 
this period wlll double the yield

With the aesaun that haa prevailed 
over tbi- greater part of Teaaa this 
year, lat«- cultivation wlll be found 
partlotMarly beneficial The constant 
raina (list prevailed In the earlier 
stages r f  the plant's growth are more 
than apt to be followM by dry 
weather.

•Inre there was an' abundnace of 
npilsturekwhlle the corn was forming 
Its roots, these roots are largely near 
the aurfacM, and so In times of dry 
• eather will not be able to supply 
the plant with moisture To combat 
with this anticipatsd dry weather, 
deeper rooting and a deeper much 
must he established. It should be 
done ,1* early aa imsalble. *o aa to 
cause the least Injury to the plant. 
In dee|MM)lng the mulch there la neo- 
e*arli> going to tai root Injury, and 
rare should be taken to make the 
I'onsequent shock to the plant as slight 
aa possible Tberfore, following the 
rains It would he well tn deepen the 
mulch only on one side of the row 
After (he lapse of s week this proc­
ess can bs repeated on the other side, 
thus giving time for the repair of the 
riHit damage

After <Hic« eatabllehing the deeper 
mulch and forcing deeper rooting, tbia 
condition abould be maintained by fre­
quent cultivation until the com it at

Issst well mto tlie roMtlng ear stage.
What haa ben said of corn Is equal­

ly applicable to all other cultivated 
crops, but the necessity of re-eetab- 
lisblog this deeper mulch ia not quite 
so pressing as with oorn. Don't at­
tempt to make your crop with a given 
number o f workings. Work it when­
ever and as long as condltlona war­
rant, and only "lay It by" when it is 
made.—Crop Bulletin No. 7, Texas In­

' regulutions KovernliiK th« Interstate 
movement of live stock became effec 
tive to-day. These chanKos are de- 
Mlttued by the Department of Arrleul- 
ture to facllltlate the movement of 
live stock from quaraiitined areas or 
from public stock yards. The new 
roKulatlons, which are known as B. A. 
1. (Bureau of Animal Industry) Order 
210, superseding B. A. 1. Order 142, 
deal with the shipment of cattle (rui& 
tlck-Infected areas, with the move­
ment of cattle from public atockyards 
and with the dipping of cattle and 
aheep for acablas.

Hereafter cattle that have been 
dipped once under Btate or Federal 
aupervislon may be shipped from an 
area quarantined for ticks to a market 
center where there are proper dip­
ping facilities and the Department of 
Agriculture maintains an Inspector. 
After a second dipping there under hla 
aupervlalon the cattle may be sold for 
any purpose. Hitherto It has been 
aecessary in times of drought for cat­
tle owneik In quarantined areas to 
slaughter their stock or sell It for 
slaughter Jor whatever It would bring. 
The resulting loes will. It la hoped, be 
done away with under the new regula­
tion.

The provision permitting, under 
certain strict orrulltloos, the trans­
portation of hogs from public stock 
yards Into Interstate con feree  has 
ben amde possible by the discovery 
by Government scientists of a serum 
hk-h renders swlae Immune to hog 
cholera Hitherto all stockyards have 
been consldsred aa lafeeted with this 
dtsesse ivsw, however. It la consid- 
toms of sufferlag from ^ y  form ofdls 
mtd safe to permit the shipment of 
hogs which have been treated with the 
serum sad which show no symptoms 
of eafferiag from any form of dls- 
oi.se As a result of this It Is eipecled 
that thousands of light-weight bogs 
will be sent from the etorhyards to 
ths nmstry for leedlng sad fattening, 
and that the country's total pruduc- 
tktn of pork will bo greatly Increased 
thereby

A  decade ago Tom Johnson was agitating 3c street car fares in 
Cleveland, Ohio. The efy wrent up for “ political rest.”  “ Tom John­
son will kill the town, ile ’ll scare capital away. Eastern financiers 
won’t invest in a 3e town,’’ business said.

Tom Johnson kept right on until he got low Tares. Cleveland 
has almost doubled in leu years. Cincinnati had “ political quiet,”  
and Ciociunati has practically stood still.
»  They told the same storj' in Kansas when the Sunflower State 
was struggling for prohibition. But Kansas went ahead, and, without 
saloons, her crime record is so low that it is almost unbelievable. 
Court costs are immeasurably lower than those states where the 
“ regulated”  saloon is tolerated. And Kansas spends more money 
on schools, homes, good roads— her citisens’ bank deposits are higher 
than those of any other state in the American Union.

Yet they tell us that Texas needs political quiet. “ Capital won’t 
come in so long as this agitation continues,”  the w'hisky ring says. 
“ It will throw men out of work,”  the saloon league pleads. “ Give us 
constructive legislation.”

These men are apparently oblivious of the fact that the open 
saloon stirs up more hell, taxes the people heavier and interferes more 
seriously with busines than any other one agency.

Some questions will not down. There was a time when only our 
preachers cried out against whisky. Railroads issued an nltimatum 
to their employees; bankers and big manufactun'rs followed suit. 
'The age demands efficiency. W’hisky destroys efficiency.

There will be no “ rest” in Texas until the Commonwealth is rid 
of saloons. The voter who writes his ticket “ dry” this year is con- 
ser\’ing the material and moral welfare of himself, his home, his 
country.

Get rid of the saloon— we will then be more nearly ready for 
universal and continued prosperity.

STREAlfi fu ll  of TBOIT. To-Day’s Markets

Plans to completely restock ail trout 
Stfsams and lakes throughout the Na- 
tk>aaJ forests of Colorado, Wyoming 
and South DaXota, within a period of 
Bine years, are well under way, aa the 
result of the approval by the Federal 
Bureau of Fisheries of a plan of opera­
tion prepared by the forest service.

The Bureau of Fisheiiee has prom- 
laed to furniah the neoesaary flab fry 
for distribution to the various forests, 
the shipments of fry to be directed 
to railroad statione nearest the waters 
to be stocked, so that as many streams 
as possible may be supplied from a 
central point T’he planting of ail fry 
will be performed by forest officers, 
who wll keep a rloee cherk on the re­
sults of the work.

According to the estimates of the 
forest officers, approximately 20 mil­
lion trout fry of the brook, rainbow 
and black-spotted varieties will be 
needed to meet the requirements of 
all the waters adaptable to the produc­
tion of trout. Of this great number, 
the Bureau of Fisheries is prepared to 
supply something over (our and ahalf 
million this year and a gradually de­
creasing number each successive year | 
for s total of nine years, at the end 
of which time it Is expected that the 
complete reetocklng wil have been ac­
complished. The estimates are said 
to cover 273 streams and lakes in the 
three states.

The reetocklng of all National for­
est Streams in all sUtss where such 
forests are sitaated, Inclnding those 
now being acqsirsd Ifi the White 
Moantains and the sswthem Appalach- 
Inne, will be glesn atiuwtion as rapid­
ly ss supplies of Ash fry besóme avail- 
nble for planting purposes The for- 
•st service Is admirably organised to 
carry on work of this kind, and does 
•0 with practically no Interference 
regular activities, since the Ash roust 
be handled with the utmost haste, and 
frequently during the late evening or 
early morning hours. The production 
of the existing Federal and State 
fish hatcheries is hardly adequate to 
meet all demands, however, and there­
fore the work has to be done in in- 
■tallments.

On« of the must Important comiuit 
t « « «  upulntetl by the Oouncii on Health 
and Public Instruction of the American 
Medical Aaaoclatlon U that on co-oper 
atlon with the National Kducutlon A" 
Buclatlon. This coiunilttee, appointed 
two year. aKo, ha» been worklnK with 
a »iiullur committee appointed by the 
National Kducatioii Aaeociation on the 
»ubject of achool hygiene. The flret 
year of the committee’» existence wa» 
devoted largely to a »urvey of the 
field and a consideration of what ac 
tlvities ehould be first undertaken 
After careful discussion, the commit­
tee decidtMl that the rural school was 
more in need of attention and assist­
ance than the city school. Then the 
question arose as to the amount of 
available information concerning rural 
schools and school bouses. Surpris­
ing as It may seem, it was found that 
little was known of the actual condi­
tions of rural schools in the differmt 
States. A preliminary survey was ac­
cordingly undertaken with a view to 
remedying the defect. Through the 
United States Bureau of ICducatlon, 
TYofessor Dresslar, of Nashville, Tenn., 
made a careful study of a large num­
ber of country school districts In the 
South Special surveys In Connecti­
cut, Vermont and New York, as well as 
general investigations which gathered 
statistics from every State In the 
Union, and special studies of rural 
conditions in Idaho, Masachusetts, 
Pennsylvania, New Jersey and Vir 
ginla. resulted in the accumulation of 
a large mass of information which is 
DOW being digested and drawn up in 
the form of a report. Professor Dress- 
lar's work will be made public through 
a special report Issued by the United 
States Bureau of EMucation. While 
the work of the committee la only be­
gun. enough has been learned to show 
that the sanitary condition of rural 
schools is not by any means so satis­
factory as was generally supposed. In 
the New York Times, .Msrch X. ap­
peared a lengthy article based on a 
statement by Dr. T D. Wood, of Co­
lumbia University, chsirman of the 
education committee.

After describing the organliftlon of 
the committee and the work which It 
has undertaken. Dr. Wood said;

"We grew up with the notion that 
the school children In the country 
were bound to be much healthier than 
the children of the cities. Our parents 
always credited the little red school 
house for their excellent constitutions. 
Of late years, however, there hss been 
a good deal of suspicion cast on that 
same little red school house. We have 
begun In this day of sanitation and 
medical inspection to have our doubts 
about those unqualified benefits.” 

l>r. Wood then gave a few specific 
instances In proof of the general prop­
osition that the country school child 
1. from IS per cent to 20 per cent mure 
defective than the city child. In Penn­
sylvania, a study of 1,831 rural school 
districts was made and the health cf 
the children In these districts was con­
trasted with the health of the school 
children In Harrisburg. Pittsburgh 
and Altoona The percentage of defec­
tive children In Altoona was «9 per 
rent. In IMttshurK 72.2 per cent, while 
in the rural districts studied the ag­
gregate of defective children amounted 
to 7r. per cent. This means that three- 
fourths of the 294.427 country school 
children In Pesinsylvanla are In need 
of special care and treatment, while 
even In New York City only 72 per

cent of the children are at all defeC' 
live.

The investigation of specific defects 
gives the suiiie results. For Instance, 
a comparison cf the school children 
of Orange Uouiity, Virginia, with those 
of New York City, shows that with all 
of the surroundings and disadvantages 
of city life, the number of .New York 
school children with lung trouble 
amounts to only a fraction of 1 per 
cent, while 3.7 per cent of all the 
school children In Orange County, Vir­
ginia, suffer from some affection of 
the lungs. When the nutrition of rural 
schcxil children was cxingidered. It pthb 
supposed thit here, of tuurse, the 
country child would fur surpass the 
child in the city, yet the average of 
inalnutritiuu among the school chil­
dren lu the districts investigated Is 
31.2 per cent. The same startling re 
suit is found when the figures lor 
mental defectives are compared. Bla 
tistics from twenty-five cities and 
from rural distrlots in Pennsylvania, 
Massachusetts, New Jersey, Idaho and 
Virginia were compared, showing that 
the average of mental defects among 
city children was 0.2 per cent, while 
the average among rural school chil­
dren was 0.8 per .cent. Heart dlstxise 
is twice as prevalent among country 
children as among city school chil­
dren. ' City school children have only 
0.13 per cent of curvature of the spine, 
while rural school children have 3.6 
per cent. Kar troubles are five tliu*’» 
and eye troubles are four times as fre 
quent among country children. Ade­
noids are found in city school rhlldp'it 
In 8.5 per cent, but In the conntry the 
per rentage is 21.6. The rhildreu In 
twenty-Dve cities showed an average 
percentage of enlarge tonsils of 8 8, 
while a similar number of country 
percentage of enlarged tonsils of 8 M, 
In Idaho the peix-rntage ran up to
4 3 .9 .

In the Improved condition of the city 
child as contrasted with the country 
child, the Post fiudg ^reason for be 
lleving that the condition of the child 
in the country will be speedily cor 
rectiHl, now that attention bus l>een 
brought to the situation.

The work of the Joint committee of 
the American .Medical Association and 
the National Kdueatiun Association 
bus proved already of the utmost value, 
and its activities have only begun 
These two powerful orgaulxations 
representing the organized profes' 
sions of teaching and medicine, can 
during the next five years, 
marked Improvement in the health 
conditions of American school cbll 
dren.

Discussing the causes (or these 
amazing and startlmg conditions. Dr 
Wood finds that even In the slums 
where the pinch of poverty is the 
sharpest, the food is better prepsred 
than It la In the country, while (hs 
distance from dentists, oculists and 
clinical advantages accounts for the 
large number of defects of sight, hear­
ing and teeth Country bouses are of­
ten drafty and overheated. Tl.<* 
chances for house Infection are grsiit- 
er and children are more ezpoeed to 
cold, heat and dampness. The school 
bouses are often old and caralsssl) 
built and have Insufficient equtpmenL 
In seven states there is no regulation 
of the sanitation of country schools. 
Heating Is generally by means o( a 
stove, and bad ventllaticm la usually 
the result. Seating accommodations 
are had and general sanitary condi­
tions often unspeakable. Frequently 
the only provisions for rleanllnss*- are 
a pall of water, a dirty basin and a 
common towel. Drinking arrange- 
menu are bad and drinking water of­
ten contaminated. Dr, Wood mums up 
the situation thus*

“ Now take Into consideration the 
many other contingencies which tRe 
country child has to meet—pbysltwl 
labor, chores before be starts (or 
school in the morning, a badly aj<»orted 
breakfast, a long walk over bad ntada 
—then subject him to direct Infection, 
to had water, and It is small wonder 
that he falls prey to a dozen maladies 
more readily than the city child

The resulM of this survey of rural 
si-bools cannot fail to shatter son«' of 
our previously-conceived views re­
garding rural conditions, and at the 
same time to point out the remc.idy. 
.Not one State In five to-day provides 
for Its country school children. In 
most of the cities some kind of suiwr- 
vislon and care of school children Is 
raaintnitifHl, but rural schools have so 
far been left very largely to shift for 
themselves "The welfare of our 
country." says Dr. Wood, "depends ua 
no factor more Indespensable. more 
vital, than the welfare of our rural 
life. Our finest crops are our chlldran. 
The farnn-r does not see this truth. 
If he did, he would rise up and demand 
aute protection for his youngsters—* 
more Important matter than tariff reg­
ulation.”

A few days after the publication of 
Dr. Wood’s article in the Times, the 
New York Evening Post, in a long edi­
torial, discussed his statement, which 
it charscterlzed as of exceptional in­
terest. “ It Is not often.”  says the Port, 
’’ that so striking a survey of statistical 
results in the domain of health bear 
sBch clear marks of trustworthiness 
and sobriety." After reviewing the ar­
ticle and Dr. Wood’s conclusions, the 
Post indulges in some general optimis­
tic reflections. It says; "Just as 
surely as the child of the city Is more 
free from defects and ailments than 
the child of the country. Just so sursly 
is the city child of the present In bet­
ter case than the city child of the 
part. If In spite of crowded homes, 
impure city air, lack of recreation fa­
cilities. In spite often o f/he poverty 
into which he Is born ara perhaps the 
vice with which he Is environed, the 
city child makes a better showing than 
the country child. It is because of the 
multitude of benefits which have b*sn 
bestowed upon him by the progress of 
science and the steady advance of civic

Feed for Dairy ('«ws.
Prof. J, W, Ridgway, professor of 

dairy husbandry st the A. A M. Col­
lege. suggests the following feed for 
dairy cows: "For a grain ration or
a concentrated ration, I would suggest 
equal parts, by weight, of cold pressed 
cotton seed cake and wheat bran. For 
every two and one-halt pounds of 
milk, feed one pound of this mixture.

•ome extent, of the Barred Plymouth 
Rocks, but It is less true of this va­
riety than of uuy other fowls. There 
la more demand for Barred Rocks than 
for any other variety of pure-bred 
fowls, and this has been true continu­
ously for many years.

The Barred Rock has been called 
especially the farmer's fowl It la 
that certainly. More Barred Rocks 
are seen on the farms of the country 
than any other fowls. It is also true 
that the Barred Rock is pre-eminently 
the fancier's fowl. It probably re­
quires more skill to breed Barrml 
Rocks true to color than any other va­
riety. And when success Is attained 
certainly no fowl Is more beautiful. 
In the great poultry shows of New 
York, Itostuii, Chicago or 8t Louis, 
they attract the most sttentlon, as they 
do in the local county fairs.

I don’t breed Barred Hocks, never 
did breed them and probably never 
shall breed them, so I canot be ac­
cused of prejudice when I say that 
the Barred Rocks are the leading va­
riety of fowla.

The Barred Rock la. In shape, like 
the other Plymouth Rocks, such as 
ths white or buff. It le e bird of 
"medium" cbsrscterlstlce. It la me­
dium In else, or a little larger, medi­
um In length and breadth of bark. In 
all. In length of legs. etc. It Is ysilow 
Id akin, and la the fowl that has made 
the “yellow-legged chicken" synomy- 
moaa with good eating In America. 
Of eoures, this yelUiw color Is now 
rsrtMtnlied as not adding to Ihs qual­
ity, but, at any rata. Barred Rocks are 
mighty good eating

la fact, the Ilarrsd Hock Is without 
a superior as s useful, practical fowl. 
It Is notartcMMly hardy It Is aa free 
from dlseeee as any other fowl II 
malurse quickly It haa plenty of site 
tor table purposes It Is s good layer, 
though ths eggs are often not so 
large as those of eoae other raiietlee.

A Hubacriber, Ht Ixiuta. Mo
I believe It Is green feed that Is col­

oring the eggs. It la like turning s 
cow on rich pasture tn the spring The 
milk sometimes has s grassy look and 
Ravor for a time. The egga probably 
lasts all right, but don't looh good. 
After a time they will probably lose 
this objectionable color Unfortun­
ately. It Is difficult to feed green stuff 
too heuvily in the spring at first. Some 
foods, even though good. If fed sudden­
ly and liberally to fowla will affect the 
eggs, for s time, and then no effect is 
seen A  woman caltad me by 'phone 
and stated a situation Juat like this. 
I asked her If she had been feeding the 
hens something recently which they 
had not been getting. She replied that 
she had lately begun to feed the hens 
all the tender green alfalfa they would 
eat, and that they devoured It eagerly. 
I told her I hud no doubt this green al­
falfa colorivt the eggi, and that this 
effect would probably be only tempor­
ary. I think ‘‘tubscriber's’’ case must 
be a similar one.

Have been feeding Purina scratch feed 
In the mornings and wheat evenings. 
Have not bad a sick chicken among my 
hens and CH young ones, but had a 
year-old R. I. Red rooster affected this 
same way during the winter.—.Mrs. 
L  W.. Monroe, lai.

It looks like a rase of lice, though It 
may not be. You say It la not mites 
that cause tbe (rouble Are you sure 
there are no body lire on the Mrd? 
Ixmk on bead and neck, under winga. 
In Ruff and around vent. Usually 
when a male bird acts aa you describe, 
he Is Infsated with lira. But It may 
not be Bee. Without seeing the bird 
I could not aay what la ths trouble. 
Rub sulphur or Persian Insect powder 
through feathers anyway. Be sure the 
Mrd gets plenty to eat. Sometimas a 
nule Mrd is so gallant he will not oat 
till the hens have eaten, and then 
there la little or nothing left for him. 
Feed him by himself once s day, giv­
ing him all he will eat. Give him a 
mash, bread or com meal, mostenned 
with a raw egg I have found that 
male birds In a breeding pen suffer 
from lice more than females Appar­
ently their habits are somewhat differ 
enl They do not dust thcmsslvea so 
much as hens. On the other hand, they 
auffsr leas, or at least hla Is my ex 
perlence, from digeetivs troubles than

Western farmers have found a new 
crop plant—one that promises to repi 
crop plant—one that promlaes to re- 
pIsM tbe famous alfalfa which was 
such a g(N>d send to tbe country west 
of the hundredth meridian. The new 
find is aweet clover, a plant which has 
bees considered a nuisance and a pest 
but progressive farmers have sudden­
ly discovered hat sweet clover 
fattmis hogs quicker tbst corn, esuset 
cows to give more milk than alfalfa 
p rodu^  more beef than com or al­
falfa, produces more end better hon- 
sy than, burkweat and enriches toll 
fester than red clover

At the same time they have found 
that the sweet clover will gaow on 
tdu arid to produce grass, too alkaline 
to produce anything but sage brush, 
too dry to grow alfalfa, too wet for 
corn or wheat, too sandy for ordinary 
farming and too close and compact 
for nher crops. And yet another 
charscterlstlc. the only tiling tbst will 
kill the new clover la too much culti­
vation

If the farmer goes to the trouble 
of cultivating his Reid, the sweet clov­
er will not res|HMid. But If be sows 
that seed on hard soli upon which nut 
very much tlme^or attention have been 
given the plant will spring up and 
thrive like a green gourd vine. No 
climate has s monoply of Its bene­
fits. Missouri and Loulsana are find­
ing It profitable and farmers of North 
Dakota and .Minnesota are making 
money out of It. Wyoming and Colo­
rado are planting It everywhere and 
Nebraska and Kansas are fairly revel­
ing in tbe plant

Has t,IMW Acres, ft'aats More
One man near Garden City, Kan., 

has 3000 acres of sweet clover and Is 
preparing to put more In. Aa a reln- 
habltor of worn out and abandoned 
fields, the sweet clover is proving un- 
equaled and when Its good properties 
of New England the hill sides will 
become known on the worn-out farms

For yeara aweetclover has been re­
garded aa a pest, although just why 
the plant was given that reputation 
is doubtful. It never invaded cultiv­
ated land—or along the road side. Tbe 
seed, when dropped, quickly germinat­
ed but the plant did not thrive in the 
ground that was trirred aa it ia nec­
essary . Bonietimes, often in fact 
the sweet clover Invaded a pasture, 
but the atoak kept It eaten down ao 
closely that I t  quickly died. If by 
chance th'e "peat” got into wheat land 
it was eradicated an soon aa the stub­
ble was plowed. But despite all thla 
sweet clover managed to acquire a 
bad hard name with the Western farm­
ers.

That reputation is passing very 
rapidly now. Here is an example for 
the reason of that change. Three or 
four yeara ago, near Bancroft, Neb., 
there was a tract of land containg 40 
acres that was about the poorest in 
the .country. It was on a hillside and 
had washed badly. U was rocky and 
covered with gravel. There waa not 
a grain of black dirt to be seen and 
the tract did not produce anything at 
all. One day a stranger wandered In­
to town and bought the tract at flO 
an acre.

T. U. Lipscomb and Miss Eldna May- 
hugh. president and secretary of tbe 
Benevolent League.

After some c.onsulation and many 
suggestions, It was decided that Mrs. 
Heard be removed to the Sanitarium at 
the expense of tbe League, backed by 
tbe Ladies’ Aids of the various 
churches.

A committee, consisting of Mrs. Lip­
scomb, .Mrs. Otis Trulove, Mrs. C. W. 
Tandy and Mrs. Sterling Park, went 
immediately to the Sanitarium and 
procured a room for Mrs. Beard.

Ur. and Mrs. Guyton kindly con­
sented to take tbe case at a nominal 
charge, and will see that she gets every 
necessary attention.

The Benevolent League has pro­
cured the permanent use of the room 
In the Sanitarium, and will furnish it 
at their own expense.

Any help in this work or any atten­
tion shown Mrs. Beard during her stay 
in the Sanitarium will be kindly ap­
preciated.

FOR RAIEING IN GREEMLAlA

A fur merchant of Copenhagen has 
been experimenting la Greenland srttt 
breeding foxes In cnptftdty to obtslB 
skins for the market says Consul M. 
D. Winslow, Copenhagen, Denmark. 
He went to Greenland In 1911 to initi­
ate the enterprise and to assist in se­
lecting a suitable loctalon. After vistt- 
ing aome 12 laland off the southern 
coast of Greenland, he chose a small 
group of islands In Good Hope Bay. 
Thes island are surronded by strong 
currents and prevnt freezing of the 
aea during winter. The land la cos^ 
ered with boulders suitable for con­
structing breeding holes. There IS 
plenty of fresh water, and Rsh can eas­
ily obtained to feed tbe anlmala.

The marchant who started the ex- 
périment isn ow in Copenhagen, but 
will leave in May with is family fo r 
the scat of his operations. Foxes will 
be caught in Greenland and transport­
ed to their new quarters. The cost of 
starting the enterprise will be borne 
by the Greenland government admin­
istration, and the primary outlay Is 
estimated at $1,800 to $2,200 yearly. 
No returns are expected before four 
or flve years - “  j

The animals to be raised are ths 
blue and white foxes. Greenland foxes 
are born blue, but about forty per 
cent turn white as they grow older.
