DOZEN COUNTRIES IN
TOWN-PLANNING CONGRESS,

By United Press,

LONDON, England, July 11.—Ex-
perts on town planning apd housing
reform from a dozen countries met
here to-day for the first congress of
the International Garden Cities and
Town-Planning Association, to which
are affiliated most of the important
housing and town-planning bodies of
the world. The coutries represented
were Great Britain, United States,
Austria, Canada, France, Germany,
Italy, Poland, Russia, Spain, Denmark
and Holland. The first session is be-
ing held at the Hampstead Garden
Suburb, in Northwest London, but to
enable the delegates to inspect the
garden cities of which England is the
home, the remaining sessions will be
held at Birmingham, Port Sunlight,
Liverpool and lLetchworth, successive-
ly. Housing by municipal authorities,
by public utility societies and by pri-
vate Individuals and companies will
also be inspected and the principal
town-planning schemes recently put
forward in various countrjes will be
explained by the authors,
