S ta tis tic s  have been com piled by the  
fo rest serv ice which show for th e  f irs t 
tim e precisely  how th e  lum ber pro  
duced in th e  co u n try  is u tilised . About 
45,000.000.000 fee t of lu m b er of a ll 
k inds Is the  an n u a l p roduction  In the 
United S ta te s ; o f th is  n ea rly  25.000,- 
000,000 feet, board m easu re , a re  fu r ­
th e r m an u fac tu red , th e  o th e r  portion 
rem ain ing  fo r rough  co n s tru c tio n  lum  
ber and for s im ila r  purposes. This is 
exclusive of m a te ria l which reaches 
its  final u se  in  th e  form  of fuel, ra il 
road ties, posts , poles, puipwood, coop­
erage , wood d is tilla tes , and th e  barks 
and e x tra c ts  dem anded by the  tun ing  
in d u stry .

T he w ork of co llecting  and com pil­
ing  th e  fig u res  extended over a  con­
s id e ra b le  period, and was carried  out 
S ta te  by S ta te ; but as one full year 
was m ade th e  basis of s ta tis tic s  in 
S ta le , the to ta l is a  fair average of the  
use of lum ber in  fu rth e r  m anufac tu re  
in the whole country. Betw een 50 and 
six ty  per cen t of the  lum ber produced 
is subject to  fu rth e r  m anufactu re . In 
p rep a rin g  the  figu res in th is  way, how ­
ever, it should  be rem em bered th a t 
considerab le m a teria l reaches shops 
and fac to ries in th e  form  of lugs, bolts, 
and  b ille ts  w ithout having passed 
th ro u g h  saw m ills , and w hile th is  m a­
te ria l is included in th ese  s ta tis tic s , 
th is  fact shou ld  be rem em bered in 
com paring  s ta tis t ic s  w ith those  of lum ­
ber production.

N early o r  q u ite  100 d iffe ren t woods 
a re  used in th is  co u n try  u n d er th e ir  
own nam es, w hile an unknow n num ­
ber find th e ir  way to  shops and fac­
to rie s  w ithout being identified  o r sep­
a ra te ly  lis ted , except u n d er general 
nam es. In  q u an tity  th e  soft woods, 
th e  needle leaf o r coniferous trees, 
a re  m ost im p o rtan t, but th e re  is a  
g re a te r  num ber of species am ong th e  
hardw oods, o r  b road leaf tree s . Tel- 
low  pine com es firs t, w ith m ore than  
8,004,000.000 feet, follow ed by w hite  
pine, w ith 3,000.000,000 feet, and Doug­
las fir, w ith  a  li t t le  m ore than  2,000,- 
000.000 feet. I t  should  be understood, 
how ever, th a t  th e  te rm  “yellow p ine“ 
Includes sev era l species, th e  th ree  m ost 
im p o rtan t of w hich a re  long leaf, sh o rt 
leaf and loblolly . Oak, including all 
species, h as  n early  2.000,000,000 feet, 
an d  Is th e  m ost im portan t hardwood. 
M aple com es next.

Dogwood com es abou t h a lf  way down 
th e  lis t, w ith  m ore th a n  7,000,000 
board  feet, and  of those species m en­
tioned  T u rk ish  boxwood com es last, 
srith  le ss  th a n  30,000 feet, followed by 
m any o th e rs  too  Insign ifican t to  lis t, 
bu t m ak ing  a to ta l of a ll k inds of m ore 
than  a  m illion  feet. Of the  native 
species, la u re l, holly  and yucca fall 
very  n ea r th e  foot of the  lis t in re la ­
tive  q u an titie s  used.

P tfty -flve  p rincipal in d u strie s  use 
wood as  raw  m ateria l. T h e ir  re la tive  
im p o rtan ce  is hard  to  indicate, because 
q u an tity  a lone  is not In a ll cases a c r i­
te rio n  of value  of an  in d u stry  to  the 
ooroniunity In which it  is s itua ted , nor 
to  the  co u n try  as  a  whole.
