Ixird Kitchener has taken part against 
the Germans. He yas on a visit to 
France in 187U and joined General 
(.'banxy's army of the lx>lre, which un­
dertook to rescue France after Paris 
was under siege. He assisted In this 
war by starting several balloon ex­
peditions, but hod an attack of pneu­
monia soon after he polned the army 
and saw little actual service.

Horatio Herbert Kitchener is the 
son of Ueut.-Col. H. H. Kitchener, and 
was born at Bally Longford, County 
Kerry, Ireland, June 24, 1850. Enter­
ing the Royal .Military Academy at 
Woolwich In 1868, he was appointed 
second lieutenant of the Royal Engin­
eers in 1871. As a subaltern he was 
employed In the survey work in Cy­
prus and Palestine, and on promotion 
to the '/an  k oF captain, in 1883, was 
attached to the Egyptian army then be­
ing reorganised by British officers.

In the following year be served on 
the staff of the British expeditionary 
force on the Nile. From 1886 to 1888 
he was commandant at Biiakim. 
Kitchener learned Arabic and studied 
the people he was dealing with by dis­
guising himself as an Arab and mix­
ing freely wtih them. Ills passion for 
work, his enery, snd his command of 
detail earned fur him the recognition 
of HIr Evelyn Wo€)d and laird Wolse- 
ley, who were at the head of the Brit­
ish army in blgypl. He made a real 
army out of the Kgyptlans. and boldly 
grappled with the problems of protect­
ing Egypt from the wild tribes.

Hattlen hi the Mndnn. 
Kitchener's rise to notice was slow, 

because his army for s long period 
was cMily engaged In little fights. R 
was not until I8H8 that be had trained 
his Kgyptlans until they could fight. 
In ISNH he attacked Osman IHgoa at 
Haiidub. the battle ending In a retreat. 
Kitchener himself leaving the lailtle- 
fteld wHh a bullet In his fac«. Isifer 
in the year he led a brigade of Hiidaii 
ese over tiaiiian's trench 
sell.

wonderful work iu a practical way, 
(•els Title of Viscount.

In June, 1902, when the long aud 
harraesiug war came to a close, be was 
rewarded by the title of viscount, pro­
motion to the rank of general and a 
grant of hi million dollars.

Immediately after the peace he went 
to India aa commander-in-chief of the 
East Indies, and In that post, which he 
held for seven years, carried out many 
far-reacbltig administrative reforms. 
On leaving India, in 1909, be was pro­
moted field marshal and succeeded the 
Duke of ('onnaught aa communder-ln- 
ebtef and high commisaioner of the 
Mediterranean. He undertook a tour of 
Inspection of the forces of the empire, 
and went to Australia and New Zea­
land to draw up local schemes of de
fSDse.

After his return to England in April, 
1910, however, be declined to take up 
his .Mediterranean appointment, owing 
to his dislike of Its Inadeguate scope 
He was appointed British diplomatic 
agent in Egypt.

I»rd  Kitchener has never distin­
guished himself so brilliantly in the 
field as many of England's generals, 
but there are many who consider him 
the greatest English soldier since Wel­
lington. He has often ben called by 
Englishmen "Our great  ̂patient gen­
eral," a title which U>rd Rosebery In­
vented fur him.

The suffragists have not de­
spised literature, but they have made 
a speech-making campaign from the 
start. Thus far Nevada women have 
done most of the talking. Distin­
guished orators from other states are 
expetHed later.

SEATTLE, Wash., Aug. 20.— It 

stiemed assured to-day that a bill pro­
viding for a state boxing commission 
will be introduced into the State Leg­
islature at its next session, in Janu­
ary, 1915. Dan Salt, a Seattle boxing 
promoter, is fathering the idea, and 
bus drafted a model bill to be passtnl 
on the plan of the New York, Montana 
and Wisconsin laws.

The bill provides, among other 
things, for five commissioners to con­
stitute the State Boxing Board; that 
all bouts shall be ten rounds, no-de- 
cislon affairs; tjiat all promoters shall 
deposit 12,500 with the commission, to 
be forfeited if the law is violated; that 
no boxer ahall be matched with a man 
outweighing him more than 10 pounds, 
and that the commission shall exact a 
fee of five per cent o f the gross re­
ceipts, thus guaranteeing the state a 
profit whether the promter wins or 
loses.

MADISON, Wise., Aug. 15.—To de­

termine the relative effectiveness of 
corrssjHindence methods of instruction 

compared with realden«M* study, the 
State Board of Public Affairs is to-day 
conducting a survey of education by 
correspondence as conducted by the 
State University of Wisconsin. The 
«Hjrrespondence work of the university 
has grown to be one of the largest 
activities of the Institution. Reports 
show thst during the past school year 
6.313 siidents took correspondence 
courses from the university. These 
courses are disseminated from six dif­
ferent centers, making It possible to 
gather the correspondence of certain 
localities into classes and bring them 
into touch with the instructor. If a 
student is too fsr removed from these 
centers to take advantage of class les­
sons. he does the work assigned, seiid- 
iiig it to the university, where the In­
structor makes suggestions and re- 
tnrns the copy. It Is the obpect of the 
present Inquiry to determine! what are 
the inherent advantages of the corre­
spondence method of Instruction, and 
whether the students aklng he corre- 
sp«Tifdence courses are as serious in 
their work as residence students. It 
will also be determined whether the 
ability of the Instructor to Judge by 
correspondence whether the student is 
fitted for the line of study which he Is 
pnrsnlng is unhampered. A long list 
of ueations to be answered by the In­
structors has ben prepared by the 
Itoard. delving Into every phase of the 
correspondence work.

top and an upper and lower section, 
divided by a shelf, and a drip pan at 
the l>ottom. The tank Is fill« ! with 
water and the fabric encasing the mesh 
thoriighly saturated with water. The 
Interior of the refrigerator Is said to 
be kept cool and dry, this being ef­
fected hy exterior evaporation and the 
prevention of hot air from entering It. 
The iceless refrlgeri»tor must l>e kept 
in a cool place.
