Prom the Kanaa« City Tiraea.
For nine year« Von Moltke has been 

chief of the creat general staff o f the 
German army. The decisive arb itra­
ment of the present campaign will be 
necessary to determine whether Oen. 
Helmuth von Moltke, nephew of the 
“Organiser of Victory." is entitled to 
bis celebratd uncle’s other sobriquet 
o f "The Battle W inner."

His supreme war lord, the kaiser, 
and the tremendous organiution  of 3 
million officers and men which Oen- 
eral Von MoKke heads, at any rate 
h&TC unalloyed coufideoce in his ab il­
ity to vindicate traditions entrusted to 
his keeping. Meantime, emulating the 
habits which gave the ('onqueror of 
PYano' still another popular title , "The 
O rest fillcnce Keeper,” Von Moltke's 
energies are devoted to  hammering 
Into still more deadly perfection the 
mightiest war machine the world has 
yet known. The victories which the 
German army has won in the first six 
weeks of war are a striking tribute to 
his genius.

Ssrreeded Const Von Srhileffen.
Von .Moltke succeeded a brilliant 

soldier, Count von Schlieffen, at the 
'g en era l staff on January I, 1906. He 

bad had a  somewhat more than or­
dinary career in the army up to that 
time, won his lieutenancy and Iron 
Cross in the field as a stripling In t^e 
Franco-Prussian campaign, and ac - 
quitted himself creditably in various 
grades of the service until be reached 
bis lleutenant-generalcy, in 19U2. Hut 
men Inside and outside the army hsik 
askance on his elevation to the post 
so long adorned by S<-hlieffen. They 
declared he owed It priniurily to Kni- 
peror William's passion for the pic­
turesque and a  gnawing ambition once 
again to have the magic name of 
Moltke at the head of the "brains de­
partment" of the German army.

Detractors were destined to have 
their skepticism dramatically under­
mined. Having scoffed at Von Moltke 
as _a decorative figure, they rubbed 
their eyes over the first “kaiser man­
euvers" held under his auspices be­
fore he had been at the general staff 
ten months. The great autumn mimic 
campaigns for years past had been dis­
tinguished by operations which that 
oft-quoted marshal of France would 
have called “magnificent, but not 
war.” The kaiser had an unconquer­
able passion for thrilling cavalry 
charges over bare fields, which would 
make splendid cinema films, but cost 
the lives of a  division in war.

In his ear that he was a "kaiser staff 
chieT' pure and simple. Von Moltke's 
first Innovation was ruthlessly to ob­
literate the picturesque from the au­
tumn maneuvers, and substitute gruel­
ing. practical operations—night fight­
ing furred marches, and all the other 
trappings of "rea l” war fou nt 
Schlleffen. who had opposed Wllllaui 
H's predeliction for pyrotechnics, had 
finally to leave the general staff in 
disfavor.

That 
the Oertiian sriny to-day is Assentially 
"workm anlike” Is to a large degree 
the achlevment of Its present chief 
of staff.

Geueral Von .Moltke, lM»rn in .\leck- 

lenburg-Hchwerin In I»4K. was fit! 
years old in .May, 1914. He is often 
mistakenly called "fo u n t" Von Moltke, 
for the title  of count, conferred on his 
great ancestor In 1870. on the day Metx ’ 
fell, was inherltiMl by the elder brother j 
of the present Moltke. Oen. fou n t Wll-1 
helm von Moltke. and c«‘ss«d s ith  Ih *''

latter's death, a few years ago. The 
“organiser of victory,” whose wife was 
an Kngllsh woman. Miss Burt, had no 
children. Oen. Helmuth von .Moltke 
served as adjutant to his distlngulahtd 
uncle at the general staff from 1881 
until the field marshal’s deatlt. In 
1891. While uscorting the latter to 
the grave, Kmperor William informtM 
the then Major Von .Moltke that he 
had decided to elevate him to the rank 
of a personal aid-de-camp. Five years 
of service In the kaiser's entourage 
were succeeded by regimental com­
mands In the gturds until In 1904 Km- 
peror Wlllinro crested a quartermast< r 
generalship at the general staff, hith- 
reto filled only In war time, and des­
ignated Oeoeral Von Moltke to occupy 
it. The poet la that of vice-chief, and 
Von Moltke was thenceforth look>Hi 
upon as fou nt Achlleffen's eventual 
successor.

Von .Moltke's qualities are not o f  

the daxxiing order. Bulky and stocky 
of sxterior, with the ungainly outlines 
of a Bism arck, blue eyt<d and blondksh 
gray hair, taciturn to a degree, a 
famed characteristic of the Msickk*n- 
Burgers snd Schlesw tg-Hulsteloeni. 
from which the Moltke's have sprung, 
ths chief of the general staff la a man 
of Indomitable force, unfailing cau<k>r 
and mental capacity more dial in- 
guiahed for sanity than scintillating 
brillbincy. He carea far less for shos 
than a guard lieutenant.

The kalssr offered him the Imperial 
clmncellorship when Prince Bulow 
fell, and Von Moltke, believing thi^  a 
soldier should stick to his trade, de­
cline*! the Invitation. Though he con­
trived to keep himself thoroughly In 
the background, his powerful Initlstlve 
and relentless perseveran*^ are known 
to have been the Influence chiefly rn~ 
s|M>nslble for the vast increase in the 
|M>ace estsbilshment of the German 
army, «•arrii-d out at a cost of blllirn 
dollars in the year liiiiue*ilHle|y pr**- 
osllng the war.

0 l'R 8  ONCE A ROVING CAPITAL.

Ment of Goternment Was Noted Often 
In Early Oays.

From  the Washington Star.
The removal of the seat of govern­

ment. or the capital of another coun­
try, from one city to another may re­
call to the minds of many Americans 
that the capital of the I’nited tSates 
waa once a wandering capital, and in 
the early days of the Republic was 
shifted from city to city. The changes 
in the seat o f government were fre­
quent until the capital was firmly and 
permanently established on the Poto­
mac River around the Junction with 
that river and the eastern branch.

Philadelphia. New York. Baltimore, 
Lm nacster,'Pa.; York, Pa.; Princeton, 
N. J . ;  Trenton, N. J . ,  and Annapolis, 
.Md.. ahve betm s t oae time the capital 
of the I'nited States, After the close 
of the War of Independence there be­
gan discussion of the need for deter­
mining on a city, or site, for the per­
manent capital for the Republic, and 
New York, Kingston, N. Y.; Newport, 
K. I.; iSerroantnwn. Pa.; Annapolis, 
Trenton, Baitlmor<>, Williamsburg, Va., 
and a niiinb<>r of other cities were a c­
tive candidates for the honor and 
profit of being the permanent capital 
of the I'nited States.

The people tired of a roving capital, 
and. Indeed, all necessity for Ibis had 
ceased. There waa no longer danger 
of the rapture of our lawmakers In any 
part of the stales.

From September. 1774. to December, 
I77C, the ('onilnenlal Oongrean sad the 
Congress of the I'nited States sat at 
Pbiladelphla. From  December, I77C, 
to March. 1777, it sat at Baltimore, 
and .March 4, 1777, It waa back at Phil­
adelphia. In September. 1777, the 
" r a p ita r  was tnumferred to lauicaster. 
Pa., where It rested for three days, and 
September 30 was transferred to York. 
Pa., where It remaine«] until July, 
1778. From July  3, 1778, to June 30. 
178.3. Philadelphia was the national 
capital During July, August. Septrm- 
b«>r, October and part of .November the 
national or the Federal Government 
tranaacted Its business at P iinretoa. 
.N. J .. and fnmi November, 1783, toN o-

vwmber, 1784, Annapolis was the na­
tional capital. Then the seat of gov- 
eriunent was shifted to Trenton, where 
it remained until January 11, 1785, and 
continued until 1790. New York City 
had its turn as the capital of the 
United States, and next, Philadelphia 
came tc^be the aeat of government, and 
held that honor until the permanent 
capital waa eatahllahed at and removed 
to Washington, in 1800.

AMERlt’AN COHREMFONDENT
DEHt'RlBEM “DUMDrilR.*

J .  M. Patterron, la a communication 
to the Chicago Tribune from Berlin, 
says In regard to the much-talked-of 
"dumdum” bullets:

“I have in my possession three dum­
dum bullets, one French, one German, 
and one Kngllsh. ,  The French and j 
English bullets were furnished me by ' 
the German general staff. I cannot 
prove they were found on British and 
French prisoners. Maybe the Ger­
mans 'duindunied' the bullets them­
selves. But it Is the opinion of the 
five American correspondents that 
these were honaftde dumdum bullets

“The British btillet. like the Ameri­
can, German, and Turkish Is sharp 
pointed, with the center of gravity «o 
far behind it turns in the wound in­
stead of going straight ahead.

"The French dumdums, or the one 
so described by the German general 
staff, was reguistion nickel-steel bul­
let of the French urmy, with the nose 
hollowed out—apparently by machin­
ery—not by band.

"The German dumdum was steel 
Jacketed with lead noae. t l  is the 
fsvorlte csrtrldga of the Garnuui 
sportsmaa, aa It stop# stage and boars 
quickly, but It siso  fita the ragulation 
German mlltary r lf la  1 bought a  clip 
of these bullets In a  sportlag goods 
shop In Berlin. I am informed that 
there are 50,000 cases of them In the 
empire. Bo if the kaiser decides to ra- 
tliate for what be believes to  ba ths 
use of dumdums by his eocm iss hs 
has the means at band."

The following article la fom a  pam­
phlet publiahed during September by 
the General Pasaenger Department of 
the Panhandle and BanUt F e Railway 
Company, from the Amarillo office: 

“Pre-eminence of the Texas Pan­
handle aa a livestock country was 
demonetrated anew during the past 
year. A herd of native cattle, fattened 
on native food crops, broke records 
and shattered precedents, command­
ing the highest price ever paid for 
Panhandle steers on the Kansas City 
stock yards. This herd was sold by 
Charlea O. Keleer, of Canyon, Randall 
County, Texas. The sale was some­
thing more than an interesting mar­
ket incident. Conditions surrounding 

the feeding, ftniahing and marketing 
of this remarkable herd were unusual, 
and the results were widely construed 
as heralding the inauguration of a new 
era tii livestock husiiiess in the 8outh- 
west. For the record-making Keiaer 
herd was not the result of aimless ex­
periment. It was the notable consum­
mation of intelligent plauniiig and 
scientific execution. Time-approved 
methods of feeding were overturned. 
Fixed belief In a eystem of forced feed­
ing after a herd has attained mature 
growth was proved fallacious. The 
Keiaer herd was fed systematically, 
and steadily It grew, and was ready 
for market upon reaching maturity.

"Thia herd conaltsed of 131 head, 
the product of native Panhandle cowe 
and registered Hereford bulls. Ages 
ranged from fourteen to sixteen 
monlhe, and the entire herd was de­
clared to be matched in weight with 
ordinary beef cattle of twice the age.

“The top record was scored hy the 
best twenty-six of the Keis«r herd. 
This number averaged 96!» pounds, and 
were bought by Marris A Company at 
nine dollars a hundredweight. The re­
mainder, averaging 877 pounds, were 
bought by Armour and Swift at $8.85.

“The history of this herd Is of more 
than passing interest. Only seven 
months before the date of sale the 
twenty-six calvee wer weaned. They 
weighed at that time tOO pounds, 
showing a clear gain In a little mure 
than a half year of !>6r» pounds, scoring 
an additional profit to the owner of 
something more than $15.00 a  head.

“ In the fe<*ding and market fatten­
ing of the Keleer herd the eilu played 
a coasplcuous and winning part. Mr. 
Keleer unhesitatingly asserts that 
without the silo's use sttuinment of 
the record results would have been Ini- 
poaslble.

“From data furnished hy .Mr. Kelser,

in. .\daptation of vigorous and fieavy- 
yicldlilg feed crops has been prove<l 
hy successive annimlly-iiicren dug har-

veU. With wider tnstallatlOB of th« 
wonder-working, profit-assuring silo, 
problems of the stockman will he 
solved for nil time, nnd n n«w quicksn- 
ing stimulus will be given the stock- 
frrmtng industry In n territory of 
boundless su-ea and llmitleos posalbll- 
itles.

"Mr, Kelser computed the actual 
coat of raising kaffir and mnise nnd 
putting them Into kin alios. These 
crops yielded more than eight tons ot 
enailnge per acre, and the profit of 
hogs, fattened from fololwing these 
market-topping osttle, paid for nil the 
labor incMsnt to their feeding.

“Convinced of the winning worth of 
enellage feeding, Mr. Kelser will re­
peat the feeding process aga|n this 
winter. His ranch Is stocked with 
about 1,800 breeding cows of the beet 
Hereford blood, bred along strictly 
beef lines. Hia breeding bulls come 
from the best pure-bred registered 
Hereford stex-k of the .North. His cs lf 
crop is as fine for Its sUe as may be 
found In the Panhandle this year, and 
effort will be made to trujisform these 
by ensilage feeding Into next year's 
luarket-toppem.

“The facts as recorded point conclu­
sively to  the greater devlopntent of 
the livestock lndustr> In the Texas 
Punhsndle. No longer will it be recog­
nised as a section of enormous ranges 
No longer will Its cattle be shipped 
to outside points for finishing, nor will 
such great quantities of feed bt* Im­
ported for use ms the ranches. Native 
crops for nstive cattle, througli the 
silo 's aid. form a combinalloa « b a h  
assures a new era of unprscedemted 
proeperlty. Panhandle soil, under In- 
telHgent cultivation, produces abun­
dantly. Grain on the hoof possesHes 
double market value to grain In Uie 
sheaf. This has been convincingly 
demonstraled. and the Panhandle 
ranchman, despite the tradhiuu of 
years, bide fair lo become a stock- 
farmiw on a large scale 

“Bllos and Panhandle-grown crops 
have already effected notable Iran* 
formation, and assuredly must haaten 
fuller development of the Panhandle 
country, rounding to fulfillment Its ap­
pointed destiny—that of liecomlng the 
teeming and dependable commlassrkit 
to the Nation's hungry millions ”

The Germans do not watch the 
Rhine where It flows mnequemdlngly 
into Holland under such luuaes np 
Maas and Waal, and they do not think 
of it os needing watching where It 
flows through broad areas of Ger­
many on each side; nor do they par­
ticularly think of It where It forme 
the boundary against Switsertand, and 
they forget all about It In Ita upper

I course.
I To all Germans there Is no Watch 

on the Rhine except ngalnet France, 
nnd they have gone on singing nnd 
Ulklng about it  as though they had 
quite overlooked the timt that the ao- 
quisition of Alsace put the Rhine, so 
far as France ie concerned, entirely 
within German possession.

However, that only meant thnt they 
lu e v  nil nlong, ne the French knew 
all glong that there was to be another 
conflict, with Alsace and Lorm iae 
once more as a principal stake. That 
Ie why, In Berlin, they enng “Die 
Wacht am Rhein" on h'ealug thnt war 
was declared; and why, nt the enne 
time, in Paris they were msdiy tearing 
off the mourning crepe that had so 
long aa-athed the colossal statute of 
Straaburg In Ita place In the superb 
circle of French cites, the Place de Is 
t'OBcordr.

The Russian campaign is rapidly 
approaching a ^limax in the accom­
plishment of the first stage of the 
march to Berlin. This will come with 
the attempt to capture Cracow, In 
western Galicia, practically at the en­
trance of Silesia.

Aegording to the latest advices from 
the eastern seat of war, the fortified 
camp of Pryiem ysl has become iso­
lated and some of the forts captured. 
The importance of this development 
cannot be ignored when it is taken In­
to consideration with the fact that Its 
Investment comes a t the close of s  
hard-fought campaign in which the in­
vading army of the Austrians was 
smashed back fiMm Lubin, in Russian 
Poland, decisively defeated, and put 
into flight toward Cracow.

So far the Russian campaign has 
resolved Itself Into three parts:

1. A northern movement from 
Kovno snd Grodno towards Inster- 
burg und KoenIgsberg. This was at 
first eminently successful, but has 
been forced back, and it has only been 
In the last day or two that the Rus­
sians have been able to take the of­
fensive against the Germans who in­
vaded Russia from the extreme east 
end of l>>st Prussia.

2. A central movement from War­
saw towarda Posen, with supporting 
ntox-ements north snd south against 
Thom and Breslau.

1. A southern movement on Lublin 
snd the clearing of G allcis, north of 
the ('srpsthlsn Mountains, of the big 
Austrian army that had advanced from 
l^emburg, Jaroslaw , and Cracow.

The German main defenses sgslnst 
Russls extend In s  general line frost 
KoenIgsberg to Danxig, thence south 
along the Vistula to the great fortress 
of Thors. From there It swings to 
I he southwest lo Posen, tbsoce south 
to Breelau, the mala fortreas along 
the Oder, and from there to Cracow.

From now on the Ruaalans will meet 
with determined resistance from the 
(Sertnans In the advance on Cracow. 
The kaiser has thrown out s  strong 
llns from l*osen snd Breslau extending 
to Cracow, aad has formed a Juncture 
with the Austrlana A decisive battle 
will no doubt be fought wlibln the 
next week In the region of Crsrow 
and to the north along the frontier 
between Russian rolaiid and Silesia.

LONDON, Sopt 30.— How the people 

of Siberia took the news that war bad 
bean declared and their action in pro­
paring for It is told In a  dispatch from 
Omsk. Siberia, to the Dally Telegraph, 
under date of September 16. The dis­
patch follows:

'Here In the heart of Siberia the 
moet striking feature to a  foreigner of 
the early stogee of the war was the re- 
aaarkably buslaeeellke fashion In 
which the country tackled the grim 
realities of war.

"W e were in Semipalatinsk, six hun­
dred miles from the railroad, when 
was was declared. The news was car­
ried all over Siberia by galoping Cos­
sacks. who, like s  multitude of Paul 
Reveres, spread across the country 
notifying the farm ers snd peasants of 
the little villages snd ordering the mo- 
blllxatioD.

"Omsk, three days’ Journey from 
Semlpaliitinsk, we found humming 
with well regulated activity. There 
were nearly two hundred thousand re- 
aervlstg already gathered there and 
being sent weetward to <M1I In the en- 
campmenta In Southern Ruasla.

"The uiiutandlng feature waa the 
rapidity, precisloa and smoothneos 
with which the vast maaaea of troops 

ire handled. This waa an object 
leenoti In the awakening of the Kua- 
slan empire aad a  reminder that S i­
beria Is adopting the aggressive Amer­
ican methods of grappling with its vast 
Broblt'uts.

"The attitude of the Jew s, who ev­
erywhere displayed an eathusisstic 
sympathy with the Russian attitude In 
the war, also was Interesting. It is s  
remarkable sign of the times, this 
Jew ish niovemenL"

'W e have one man in our <'oiiiitry

if tile field every weed at one arm ful, 
tiid he has m-ciunplishiid this with only 
wo and three plowing». In looking 
•ver his crop 1 did not see tuie weed, 
iiid that, with the fact that he had a 
very apriiig and ha« had a g«M»d 
iMirtioii of min all through the year, 
ind he now ha« one of the most Ikhih- 
1 ifnl crop* I have ever seen. The «e- 
■ret of his «ucce»« I». he doe« not 

o lant more than he can cu ltivate  and 
are  for. He alwiolutely doe« not allow 
I »ingle weed t<i go to  seed Inside of 
his field fence. He not only hoes hht 
I i*w». but he hoes hU turn rows. We 
Itelieve that people could m ake more 
with lees work If they would plant 
•mailer areas, cultivate them lietter 
ind not allow weeds to grow In their 
rop, much lo»« to  go Ui seed.
■'.Another way In which we waste i*

• he way In which we care  for our crni>s 
»fte» they are  made. If we h«^e a 
■rood seiison and iiiake a good crop, we 
*hen have m ore than we can gather,
• nil the result is, , We are raising

■warm« of KuBllsh «parrowa that feed 
upon our crops from the time they are 
in head until they are gathered, and I 
\orlly do believe that the birds slone 
waste one-fourth of our grain crops, 
especially when we make big crops. 
We are also raising herds of rabbits, 
and 1 believe we don't reslise bow 
expensive they are They eat a large 
amouut of grass and destroy grain 
and ruin Iota of good fruit trees Wc 
have another pest that Is coming Into 
our country which no doubt bus been 
brought ill by our railroads, and that 
is the wharf nil. which makes depre­
dations ui>on our vegetubles. grain 
and poultry Could we not edunite 
our people and wage a war ugalnat 
these destructive pei.ts? This waste 
could be overcome by itoisoiiiiig the 
s|»arniws In the winter time when the 
gniund is covered with »now. .Also 
the rubbits can Is- poisoned, caught 
w'ith dogs or shot. The pats are ensilv 
IMilsoiied when feeil Is acurw.
