ALBANY, N. Y.—To the lidltor 
o f the KveiiluK Boot. Sir: In the 
July, 1914, number of the Pruea- 
BlBche Jahrbücher Ja an article by 
Dr. Carl Ballod. honorary profea­
sor at the I ’nlveralty o f Berlin, 
Mtltled, "The Feeding o f the Oer- 
man People In Case of War.” The 
article aeeme significant In that 
it shows the actual conditions in 
Oem any aa they appeared to a 
noted economiat only a abort time 
before the outbreak o f the war.

The opening phraae indicates a 
sense o f pressing danger and the 
serious consideration of the posi- 
blllty o f war; but, on the other 
ban(^ the very fact that the high­
est miltary authority should dis­
cuss such a vital question, and 
that a noted economist should ven­
ture to differ with him and alarm 
the country, is strong evidence 
that no immediate war was con­
templated.

The follow ing article does not 
follow the author in all his statis­
tical deductions, but the salient 
points are there, and the drift of 
the argument w ill easily be per- 
elevad.

W ILLIAM  GRAHAM RICE.

Many articles on this subject have 
appeared within recent years, among 
others one by Count Moltke, in the 
March number o f the Jahrbücher, but 
Che subject is by no means exhausted; 
in fact, it gains appreciably in actual­
ity and acuteness. This is due to our 
rapidly growing relations with the rest 
o f the world and our growing popula- 
tloo. Fifteen years ago one could still 
trust that in case o f war, if importa­
tions from foreign countries were 
stoppet!, or. at least, much restricted, 
we might, if  neetl be. get along with 
the home production of grain, pro­
vided energetic measures were taken 
to forbid the manufacture o f brandy 
and beer. To-day this is no longer 
possible.

Bultke it as OptiMLlk*.
“ it  is true our importation of bread- 

stuffs as decreaseil within the last 
years; we export Vii million tuns of 
rye instead o f importing, as we did in 
the '90s, from \  to 1 million tuns of 
rye. This fact explains the prevailing 
optimistic views us to the danger, or. 
rather lack of danger, from cutting 
o ff of foreign supplies, with which 
CBgllsh and French writers have 
threatened us.

Count Moltke inclines to this opti­
mistic view. In differing with him, 
emphasis must be laid on the fact that 
the breadstuff i|uestion can be under­
stood only In connection with the 
question o f grain, plus feed, plus nuts, 
seeds, etc. (oelfrucht).

The importation o f breadstuff^ has 
osased— but the total importation of 
grain and other food products has in­
creased enormously. In 1911-13 we 
Imported, in round figures, 10 million 
tons of grain and feetl, and, in addi­
tion, at least ■'> million tons of food­
stuffs in the form of !M*0 million 
marks worth of cattle, meat, fat, her­
ring. eggs, butler and cheese.

.MroBs nLaoter for Geraiuiiy.
Even if the statistics of German 

crops are accepted as correct and the 
crops for 1911-13 are put down us 
amounting to 36 million tons net, it ap­
pears that fully a third of the grain 
required for food is importetl. of which 
the breadstuffs constitute only one- 
tenth.

It Is, therefore, a terrible self de­
ception to make out that the German 
people could get along eleven months 
in the year with the grain which they 
themselves raise for bread. Get along! 
Tee, as long as they can import 60 
per cent of the feed needed for cattle. 
The cessation of importation of feed 
would reduce the milk-giving qualities 
o f cows to three-fourths of the nor­
mal. and be disastrous as far as hog 
raising is concerned; thow-thirds of 
the pigs could not be fattened for the 
market, but would have to be slaugh­
tered as quickly as possible. Re­
stricted importation of food means, 
therefore, a reduced supply of animal 
foodstuffs, and, hence, a crying need 
for more bread.

Doctor Ballod then goes into a long 
discussion o f Count Moltke’s state-

ment that the Ehigllsh people need only 
the surprisingly small amount of 197 
kilograms (a kilogram Is a little more 
than 2.9 pounds) of bread per capita a 
year, or considerably less than the 
180 kilograms which scientists con­
sider nei'essury to maintain health, 
whereas Germany in 1911 produced 
more than 15 million tons o f rye and 
wheat, or 227 kilograms per capita. 
Doctor Ballod says these hgures are 
unreliable; that whereas English sta­
tistics are largely those o f importa­
tions, which are exactly known, those 
o f Germany are nine-tenths based on 
crop estimates, which are probably 22 
per cent too high. He thinks that the 
statistics regarding the consumption 
of meet are likewise wrong, and main­
tains further that while alcohol is not 
regarded exactly us a food product, 
the absolute prohibition o f the pro­
duction of brandy and beer would lead 
to a greater craving for food.

UsB’t Feed Its UeepleL 
Doctor Ballod, therefore, absolutely 

disagrees with Count Moltke's opinion 
that Germany even In case of the ob­
struction o f its frontiers and harbars 
— which Moltke thought never would 
be absolute— possesses abundant re­
sources for feeding its people.

Moreover, he does not see why this 
closing of the frontier should not be 
complete. Does Count Moltke believe, 
he asks, that the porta o f Holland, 
Belgium. Denmark and Sweeden, even 
in the worst case o f a great war -

triple alliance against triple entente— 
I w ill remain open to Germany? That 
England even after the declaration of 
war would direct its merchants and 
shippers to supply us with food prod­
ucts by way o f Holland? English 

' writers are of a different opinion ; they 
say frankly that it would be possible 
to starve Gemany.

j It must be noted, says Dqmor Bal­
lod. that in order to stop thMR poria- 

^tlon o f foodstuffs it would noè^e nec­
essary for England even to violate the 

'neutrality of Holland and Belgium. 
.The grain vessels which ply between 
England and Holland and Belgium are 

,— most German authors do not seem to 
'know this—two-thirds of them Eng-
llsh vessels.
have to do.

A ll that England would 
therefore ,would be to

keep its ships in English ports.
Ms Help from Other MaUsas.

Doctor Ballod then goes on to say: 
"German ships would be seised. As to 
the rest, Belgium Itself must buy 2Vk
million tons of grain to add to the
home product o f IH  million tone, and 
Holland depends on a foi%lgn supply 
of 1V9 million tons. Therefore, the 
neutrality of Holland and Belgium is 
worthless. These countries will have 
to be thankful if  England permits 
them to Import enough gain to supply 
their own- populations.

"Bwitserland can give no help. Aus­
tria-Hungary has barely enough for 
itself under the moat favorable coudi- 
tiona Italy Imports in wheat alone

from 1% to million tons a year, 
and must, therefore, keep on friendly 
terms with England.

“ Koumania could help, but is un- 
cerain. Denmark la naturally un­
friendly. Sweden and Norway could 
supply amall quantities o f the German 
fleet controlled the Baltic, but Eng­
land would soon put a stop to that by 
sending a couple of small cruisers to 
Norway, whose navy is a negligible 
quantity, the same as that o f Holland, 
which serves mainly to protect the 
colonies from native pirates.

“ What is to be done?" asks Doctor 
Ballod. In reply to his query he rec­
ommends the storing up in time of 
peace of some 2Vk million tons of 
breadstuffs. Under present circum­
stances, he thinks, the breaking out 
o f war would in a few weeks spell 
disaster fur the industrial centers of 
Westphalia, since the price o f bread 
would become prohibitive for the mass 
o f the people.

There are' two aides to the movement for the general suppression 
o f festivities, such as organization tlinners, receptions, and balls, dur­
ing the continuance of the war. There are two str«>ng arguments in 
favor of such action, both perfectly obvious. One is the sentimental 
bat perfectly wise aiul humane reflection that it is callous to engage 
in conspicuous enjttymeiit, flaunting our blessings in the eyes of the 
world when such superlative woe afflicts ttur neighlmrs and friends 
o f nearly all Rurt>|>ean lands. The s<‘cond reas<in is that it is wanton 
prodigality to s(>end money on feasting while there is m> much dis­
tress. not only among the l>elligen‘ntH, but in our own countrj’ , hecaus«- 
of the war. The alternative is pro|Hts(HÍ of giving all the money to 
relief fiimls.

The latter plea is of questionable validity. Festivity is one way 
of keeping money in cireulatioii. .Many thousand people live on it, 
and a total stoppage of all piiblie entertainments would add to the 
army of the unemployed and the s4-ekcrs of relief.

In endeavoring to adapt tkciiis«>lves to the dislocation of lift* 
which is inevitable the .\mericati public wdl tlo well to avoid ratlieal 
courses which tudy enhance the eonfusiim aiul distn-ss. Xo tloiibt 
it will bt‘ the part «»f gtsal taste ami gtsal ft'eling to I'urtail flamitoyant 
feasting; but if thos«* who art* in a |M>sition to make economii's in 
private ex|H‘n<liture wonbi seek ways to prevent as well as to relieve 
ptiverty their self-denial would be tloiibly worth while.

To retain employees even at rediicctl pay. to give part time work, 
to make |M'rmanent improvements with money save«l from the pleasure 
fund, even to buy articles of |H‘rmaneiit utility with such funds, so 
that businesH and industr>’ may la* hel|HMl— these an* the acta that 
tfootribute to wdve the problem of pn*sent stagnation and to hasten 
iwovery. They have the. <louide effect that both the spender and the 
receiver of the money profit.

Naturally this principle can apply in only the most limite<l way 
to the embattled peoples. T’ ntil the war is over direct relief is what 
they need, especially fur their'glatted hospitals.

A HAROAIN.

Autumn Is the time to prepare for a 
profitable corn crop the following sea­
son. At this time the seed Is most 
abundant, and the very best can be 
obtained before it has been in any way 
reduced in vitality. Many let the op­
portunity pass, expecting to purchase 
their seed corn in the spring, but the 
specialist In charge o f the U. S. De­
partment of Agriculture's Investiga­
tions advises that the autumn is the 
best time to select good seed.

The best place for the farmer to ob­
tain seed corn Is from fields on his 
own farm, or In bis neighborhood, that 
were planted with a variety which has 
generally proved most successful In 
that locality. Of course, If a com­
munity has an experienced and honest 
corn breeder on which It may rely, the 
seed corn may be obtained from him.

The corn breeder who has demon­
strated year after year the superiority 
of his corn will demand a special price 
for his superior seed. Such corn 
breeders are improving corn as cat­
tle breeders have improved cattle. He 
has used special methods that farm­
ers generally have not time to apply. 
Five dollars a bushel Is not too much 
to pay and will be a profitable bargain 
Tor both parties.

' By far too many conalder seed good 
simply because it w ill grow. To be 
first class, seed must be—

(1) Well adapted to the seasonal 
and soil conditions where it Is to be 
planted.

(3) Grown on prtxluctlve plants of 
11 productive variety.

(3 ) Well matured, and preserved 
from ripening time till planting time 
in a manner that will retain its full 
vigor.

The importance o f the three require­
ments Just enumerated has been dem­
onstrated experimentally by the de­
partment's Office of Corn Investiga­
tions. The results given briefly, as 
enumerated, are as follows;

(1) For a series of five years, 13 
well-bred varieties were tested In 10 
.Northern States, equivalent lots of 
seed being used in each State. Varie­
ties that produced most in some States 
were among the poorest in others.

(2) Seed ears taken from the high­
est-yielding rows o f ear-to-row breed­
ing plats have repeatedly produced 
Itetter than seed ears taken from poor­
er yielding rows. Seed M rs from the 
liest producing stalks found In a gen­
eral field prodnred more than seed 
ears taken without considering the

The only proper way l«> select seed 
corn is from the stalks standing where 
the.v grew as wsui ns ripe ami before 
llie first hard freeze.

As s(sin as tlie crop riis'iis go 
tliroiigh the field with seed-picking 
Imgs and husk the ears from the stalks 
that llave prodiiciil the nmst corn 
without having any special advantages, 
such as space, moisture, or fertility. 
Avald the large ears on stalks stand­
ing singly with an i niisiinl amount of 
space around them PreferciH’e should 
tie given the plants tliat liave pro- 
(liico'l rrtist heivily In competition with

tt full stand of less productive plants.
In all localities the inherent ten­

dency if the plant to produce heavily 
of aound, dry, shelled corn is o f most 
importance.

Late-maturing plants with ears 
which are heavy because o f an exces­
sive amount of aap should be ignored. 
Sappiness greatly increases the weight 
and is likely to destroy the quality. In 
mcuiy sections this fact is not snffl- 
plently appreciated.

In the Central and Southern States, 
a ll other things being equal, short, 
thick stalks are preferable. Short 
stalks are not so easily blown down 
and permit thicker planting. Thick 
stalks are not so easily broken down, 
and in general are more productive 
than slender ones.

The tendency for corn to produce 
suckers Is hereditary. Other things 
being equal, seed should be taken from 
stalks that have no suckers.

The same day seed coru Is gnthcrixl 
the husked ears should be put In a dry 
place where there is free circulation 
o f air and placed In such a manner 
that the ears do not touch Mch other. 
Good seed is often ruined because it 
is*thought dry enou^Ji when gathered 
and the precaution mentioned Is con­
sidered unneceeaary. Many farmers 
believe that their autuuina are so dry 
that such care M superfluoiis. Seed 
corn In every locality gathered at rip­
ening time will be banflted by drying 
as suggested. I f  left in tbe husk long 
after ripening. It may sprout or mil­
dew during warm, wet weather or be­
come Infested with weevils.

The rltalUy of seed Is often reduced 
by leaving It In a sack or in a pile for 
even a day after gathering. During 
warm WMther, with some moisture In 
the cobs and kernels, the ears heat 
or mildew in a remarkably shon time

The Deimrtment o f .Agriculture has 
a bulletin that gives In detail the l*-sl 
nuutner of treatment for corn after 
It Is gathered. Tbe bulletin also <le 
Bcrlb«*s how seed corn should be store«! 
(luring the .winter and tests of the 
germination of seed corn.
