EUROPEAN WAR BRINGS 
HALf BILLION TO U. S.

('blef of Bureau of Foreign and Do­
mestic ('oiiiiiierce of United Mtutes 

Makes Estimates.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 2.—That one 
year of war in Europe will add |500,- 
000,000 to the foreign commerce of the 
Cnited States is the estimate of Ed 
ward E. Pratt, chief of the Bureau of 
Foreign and Domestic Commerce. 
Mr. Pratt haa Just completed a study 
of the reports of American Consuls 
and commercial representatives 
abroad, of agents of hia bureau in 
this country and of tbe new orders for 
American manufactures and products 
reported In commercial periodicals.

If the ratio of Increase recorded 
since Auguat, when the war began. Is 
maintained until next August, he es­
timates that new orders placed on tbe 
books of American firms will total 
h.'.lf a billion dollars.

Hss Mpecial ReporL
As specific data u|>on which to base 

his estimates, Mr. Pratt has the report 
of J. Massel, special commercial agent 
now en route to South America to 
study the machine tool market there 
and prepare a review of tbe needs of 
South American countries, which will 
be made available to American manu­
facturers. In preparation for his trip 
he visited virtually every large manu­
facturing plant in the United States, 
and estimates that the machine tool 
manufacturing companies alone have 
from 110.000,000 to 415.000,000 in new 
orders from European countries now 
on their books. One big plant, be said, 
has enough work ahead of It to keep 
in In full operation twenty-four houra 
a day for the next two yaara. Several 
concama already are preparing to in- 
crenaa thalr facilttlM to meet the 
largar demands arising from the war.

llgwSDta to seek the American ma­
chine tool supply-was Russia. Almost 
immediately after war was declared 
orders from Russian houses were re­
ceived for lathes and machines of ail 
kinds of a similar nature. That de­
mand haa been growing steadily, pre­
sumably because of the fact that the 
war has excluded Russia from her 
usual source of supply In Germany. 
England and France now have Joined j 
In seeking American tools, and it is j 
indicated that the present supply can ; 
not meet the demands. Of course, i 
problems of delivery still have to be  ̂
met, but the business is of the most 
valuable type, since orders are as a 
rule accompanied by cash.

In reaching his estimate on the esti­
mated grand total, Mr. I’ ratt took Into 
consideration the enormous Increase In 
European-bound food supplies noted 
In September and October. Details of 
the November foreign commerce are 
not available as yet beyond the esti­
mate that a trade balance In favor of 
the United States of approximately 
470,000.000 will be shown. Depart­
ment officials are aware, however, 
that the Increase In food shipments has 
continued and that manufactured arti­
cles are beginning to move across the 
Atlantic in considerable volume.

“The distribution of foodstuff sent 
by Americans Is under way." he 
state<l, "but famine threatens, and, ow­
ing to the attitude of the belligerenta 
the Belsrians mutlT still appeal to the 
United States.

TBOnCAL PLANTS FOB INDOOR 
«ARDEN.

WASHINGTON. D. C.. Dec. 3.—With 
a little care, a number of tropical 
plaata may be grown indoors, and dur- 
Ing the winter they are a particularly 
attractive addition to a bay window or 
oMieervatory garden. Various kinds 
of palms, rubber plants, oleanders, as- 
pldlatras. and cacti are easily kept in 
good condition Indoors if given the 
proper attention and not permitted to 
be exposed to frost, according to the 
Department of Agriculture's bortlcul- 
twists.

Palms.—Palms are much used for 
laterlor decorations where there is no 
direct eunllght Regular watering is 
eesentlal. with especial care not to 
overwater. It is better with moat 
palms to keep them a little dry 
than too wet. Where a pot is in a 
lardlniere especial care must be exer­
cised not to have them too wet.

While small, wash the foliage occa- 
sionally with soap suds made from a 
good soap. Immediately follow with 
a thorough rinsing. When too large 
tor this, spray the tops frequently with 
dear water.

Browning at the tips usually comes 
from trouble at the roots— first, over- 
sratering; second, worms on the roots; 
tIUrd. lack of plant food. The first Is 
the trouble In nearly every case. The 
worm that gives the trouble is not the 
ordinary earth worm, but a little white, 
harmless - looking creature that 
emerges into the air as a small fly. 
DIasolve a piece of quick lime as big 
as a teacup in three gallons of water. 
After It is through sputtering and the

milky mixture has cleared, pour off the 
clear part and soak your soil with It. 
Do not dilute, for the soltking should 
be thorough. To provide plant food, 
stir small quantities of bone meal and 
wood ashes into the surface or in 
place of ordinary watering occasional­
ly use manure water or ammonia 
water (a teaspoonful of ammonia to a 
quart of water). Trim off the brown 
tips, look for scale on the under side, 
and he sure you are not overwatering. 
Wash the scale off or spray with kero­
sene emulsion or whale-oil soap, or 
some nicotine preparation.

Do not repeat too often. If a palm 
grows three new leaves a year it does 
well.

Rubber IMauts. Rubber plants are 
especially satisfactory to grow where 
there is a good light without direct 
sunlight. Water often enough to keep 
the soil moist, but do not lender any 
circumstances permit water to stand 
about the roots nor allow it to become 
‘bone dry." A potted plant set in a 
Jardiniere needs especial care not to 
overwater.

Wash the foliage fre*inently with 
soap suds made from good soap. 
Rinse thoroughly at once.

Repot (M-casionally, as the pots be­
come full of roots. Feed once in two 
to four weeks with dililte nitrate of 
soda la heaping teaspoonful dissolved 
In wster) or ammonia water or ma­
nure water, as described for the palm, 
or some prepared plant food

Olesaders may be treated more or 
less as are palms.

.Ispidlstnss are most ornamental. 
They should be kept rather drier than 
palms and rubber plants.

raeti require rather dry, sandy soil.

as commercial enterprises and not im­
portant enough to receive proper care. 
Small flocks ordinarily do not receive 
much attention. They are kept prin­
cipally to supply the home table, and 
if there should happen to be a sur­
plus of eggs or an extra fowl, it is 
traded to the local grocer for a few ne- 
cessitlea, and nothing more is thought 
of the flock.

To manage a farm properly, some 
provisions should be made for poul­
try, and since poultry is such a prof­
itable enterprise, the flock should be of 
a commercial sixe. For these and 
other reasons, a farmer should keep 
a flock of at least one hundred hens. 
With this flock of one hundred hens, 
he la going to take good care of them, 
providing a comfortable, convenient 
house. They will be fed properly and 
regularly and given much considera­
tion. The retnrns from such a flock 
will indeed be very profitable, the 
number of eggs will be large and can 
be sold to aprecistlve buyers. The 
fioi'k should be pure-bred, be<‘ause 
poultry, like all other forms of live 
stock, should be property and carefully 
bred, as they do best under such con­
ditions. A pure-bred flock of good 
producers is a good asset. Compart'd 
to cotton, a (lock of one hundreii and 
fifty hens is w'orth much more to a 
farmer than six bales of cotton at ten 
cents.

■ORE rHICEENS ON FAR.ÌIS.

By T. J. CONWAY.

According to the 1910 census, R5 
par cent of all farms of Texas had 
aema kind of poultry on them. There 
were but 12,719,572 chickens, or an 
average of about thirty-five chickens 
to a term. This is a very poor show­
ing for any State, and shows either 
g  lack of Interest or sprecistion for 
tmm of the greatest cash crops a farm-

er can raise. As long as farmers have 
such small flocks the less Interest 
they will take in them, and the in­
come from such will be very small 
From observations In different sec­
tions. the rule seems to be, the small­
er the flock the less interest there Is 
in poultry and the mure mixed and 
mongrelised is the flock. With large 
flocks greater success has usually 
been attained and the general condi­
tions are better. Flocks smaller than 
seventy-ftva birds are not considered

Another feature unfavorable to every 
farm is that the farmers have no sys­
tem of selling off bens which have 
outlived their usefulness; as long as 
s hen looks good she Is kept. Farms 
having hens five and six years old are 
quite common. It is a well-known 
fact that as hens grow old their egg- 
laying ability decreases about twenty- 
five pre cent each year. For ordinary 
farm purposee, hena over two years 
old should never be kept, at least not 
over three years old l>eg band the 
pullets of this year on the right leg 
and next year on the left leg, and so 
on Alternating this way there will 
be no difficulty in Identifying the old 
birds.

I'nder ordinary conditions the farm­
er should chooec the breeds that he 
likes. If you wish eggs entirely, the 
S. ('. White la>ghorn is the best, but 
breeds like Rhode Island Reds and 
Plymouth Rocks make very fine gen 
eral purpose flocks. Keep your flock 
pure and each spring hatch from the 
best. To get the best results from 
your flock, keep at least one hundred 
iind fifty hens, give them good care, 
and they will greatly increase your 
farm Income.

NATURE MADE ENGLAND GREAT.

The ('hannel Did More to Inereaao 
HriUln'a Prestige Thun All Its 

Ariniei or All Its Ntatesmen.

That geography Is the basis of the 
greatness of Great Britain and that the 
great national earnings of centuries 
that has resulted from is geographic 
position stands it in good stead in 
these days of trial is the conclusion of 
Dr. Roland G. Usher, who has Just 
prepared for the National Geographic 
Society, of Washington, a study of the 
factors that have made “ the tight lit­
tle Isle" across the Channel from 
Continental Kurope a far greater powe 
rthan Its area and natural resources 
would bespeak.

“ We must not lose sighUof the fact.” 
says Dr. Usher, "that the strategical 
geography of Europe has given the 
English advantages of position which 
were more important in the past than 
great armies; that the English Chan­
nel was. In the days of sailing ships, 
a more effective barrier against in­
vasion than any army could have been. 
The strategical Importance of Belgium 
and Holland, too. vital to England, 
was fortunately alao vital to Germany 
and France. The English hav never, 
single handed, been able to keep either 
France or Germany out of those «"oun- 
trles in time of war; but they have, 
somehow or other, always managed 
to play off France against Germany, 
or Germany against France, and In the 
long run keep them both out of Bel­
gium and Holland. England has pro­
tected herself by arousing the fear of 
others, and It must be adnilltedl that 
Germany In Belgium threatens l*arls 
a good deal more effectively than 11 
does liondon, and that Louts XIV In 
Holland was even more distasteful to 
the eOrman states on the Rhine than 
he was to the Engllah “

Doctor Usher callt attention to the 
fact that "England has never known, 
since William the Norman harried 
Yorkahire. such ravaging by armies 
and consequent economic loss as con­
tinued in Kurope for centuries. In 
ths long run England became proper 
tionately richer than larger countries 
with much more exiensive nstursi re 
sources which were decimated by war 
Neither extraordinary diligence nor 
skill needs to be brought forward as 
the explanstlon of the beginning of 
England's capllsl fund. It was by that 
n.ost unusual, but simplest of all 
things-saving."

While Khigland was fres from the 
wsntM of an Invading warfare. Oer 
many was being lltermlly eaten up by 
such conflicts as ths Thirty Years 
War.

In order to rest secure fn m attack 
by the more powertol land empire« 
on the neighboring contient.

Years of 
study and demonetratiuD by Htate and 
Federal agricultural atuhoritles have 
shown beyond all doubt that hogs may 
be raised in the South with results 
fully aa profitable aa elsewhere.

Ih>ur things are necessary If the 
Southern farmer wishes to get a start:

1. A place to raise and fatten the
pica

S. A pig worth raising and fatten^

I tie pigs or Injure the sow. Give her a 
 ̂warm thin slop as soon as she begins
to move around. Then leave her alone 
for a while. That evening give her a 
slop with a little bran or corn meal 

’> in it. Feed lightly for a few days and 
j increase her feed gradually until the 
 ̂sow ia getting about 4 pounds uf grain 
each day for each lUU pounds uf her 
weight. This will be within a week 
or 10 days after she has furrowed, 
Hhe should be fed morning and eve­
ning. Kitchen scraps and slops will 
be g(M)d fur her and will reduce the 
grain needed somewhat. These slops 
must not contain any soap or glass.

As corn is the moat available grain 
' In nicMt sections of the South, it will 
I have to be relied on fur feeding both 
I the sow and pigs. With the grazing

3. Feed on which to raise and fat- 
tao them.

4. The necessary funds.
Let us consider these points In re­

verse order.
1. This article Is written for the 

man whose principal concern la to 
supply food for his family. For such 
n man one or two sows will be enough. 
Oood grade sows can be bought for 
t it  or lit each; rasorbacks can be 
henght (or leas, and will produce good 
pigs If bred to a goad purebred boar. 
I f  there Is no purebred boar In the 
neighborhood whose services can be 
obtained, enough men should club to­
gether to represent the ownership of 
to to t& sown and buy a good boar, 
paying pm rata for the boar, depend­
ing on the number of sows owned by 
each lloara ran be bought for from 
no to lt& for weaned pigs, and from 
ItO to 1100 tor yearling and l-year- 
oM bogs If to man owning SO sows 
bought a yearling boar tor SM. each 
man would pay IS M toward the price 
of the boar.

crops which are auggested for hogs u
fairly well-balanced ration will be ob­
tained.

When you are about ready to wean 
the pigs reduce tbe sow's feed so that 
by the time tbe pigs are weaned she 
will have only about 2 pounds uf 
grain each day for each 100 pounds 
of bar weight. Keep her on a Bermuda 
pasture and let her have this ration 
until she la In good condition. Keep 
sowa In good flesh, but not excessively 
tot

Sows can be made to produce two 
litters each year.  ̂When thla la desired 
they should be bred at tha first period 
of heat after the pigs are weaned. 
Sows bred twice each year will not 
produce so many pigs In each litter 
as when bred only once a year, but 
more plge should be raised In a year 
from aach sow.

It does not pay to try to raise hogs 
on grain alone. In fact, the profit In 
pig raising, especially In the South, 
depends directly on the amount of pas­
ture of eome kind used to enable the 
pig to make Its gain In weight Of 
tbe Southern forage crops, peenuts. 
eoy beans, rape, and cowpaas are espe­
cially valuable. Now, thaae are not 
Bvaiinble all through tbe year, tbere- 
tore we use a sertos of crops. For es­
emplo bave some winter onte oa which 
the eowe can be turned ea soon aa tbe 
pigs nrs s wssh or two old. When 
these srs gone put the pigs oa good 
Bsrmuds snd Isspsdess posture. Have 
s crop of eoy beans or rowpeas coming 
and turn the pigs on thla after wMn- 
Ing. keeping the sows on the iiermuds

When these are gone put tha pigs in n 
peanut patch, and finish fattening 
them on rape.

Tbe pigs should be weaned at 10 to 
I 12 weeks of age and ahould then weigh 
, about 30 pounds. They should have 
leaned to eat a little grain by going 
to tbe sow'e trough. Then begin to 
feed them. Give them every day grain 
equal to 2 per cent of their weight. A 
pig weighing 30 pounds should have
0. 6 pound of grain; 10 pigs of this 
weight, 6 pounds, etc? Divide this into 
two (code, morning and evening. This 
amount of grain will make them grow 
nicely on good pasture. As they 
grow, increase the amount of grain. 
When they weigh about 125 pounds 
».‘Ivb them 3 per cent of their weight 
n trraln. and when they weigh about
1. 'iO pounds give them 4 per cent and 
finish them off, slaughtering in the 
winter on a cool day. Pigs properly 
fed should weigh 200 pounds at 9 
months old. Do not feed cottonseed 
meal to hogs.

It Is not necessary to spend a lot 
of money to carry out such a plan. 
Of course, the Bermuda pasture where 
the sows are turned ebould have a 
good fence. The crops on which the 
pigs are grazed can be fenced with 
home-made hurdles of lumber or 
woven wire, which may be moved as 
desired, snd the pigs will stay In it 
while the pasture Is good. Ten pigs 
can be kept on half an acre of one of 
the cropa mentioned above from four 
to eight weeks, depending on their 
size.

S. A poor pig Is not worth raising 
or feeding. Your pigs should be sired 
by a good purebred Uuror-Jereey. 
Berkshire, or Poland-Cblna boar At- 
ter you have decided which of the 
three you want, stick to the same 
breed, and In a little while you will 
hnve pigs which are very much alike, 
a model for others, and an advertise­
ment for your community If you ran 
afford It, start with good grade sowa. 
I f  not. natives (razorbocks) will do. 
White piga should not be used In tbe 
Routb. ss they sunburn bndly.

4. Rx pensive bouses are not neces­
sary for hogs In the South. Give the 
sow n dry place to farrow, a pen well 
bedded and sheltered from cold winds 
and storms, and she snd the pigs will 
do well IJttle pigs that get chilled 
or wot Booo after Mrth often die or 
grow Into "runta" If there Is no 
aultable place around tbe farm for tbe 
BOW, make a lean-to with poles, about 
10 by IS feet, 4 feet high In front and 
4 feet high behind, facing It to the 
south, and thatch It with straw, cheap 
hay, or even cornstalks, and the lit-

No one should attempt to raise hogs 

unleaa he Is willing to give them good 
feed, good care, and protect them In 
every way possible from dlaeoae.

To prevent worma, keep the follow­
ing charcoal miiture before tbe plga 
all tbe time;

rhiircool, 1 bushel.
Hardwood ashes, 1 bushel.
Halt. 8 pounda.
Alrslacked lime. 8 pounds.
Sulphur, 4 pounds
Pulverized copperas, 2 pounda.
First mix In the lime, salt, and sul­

phur thoroughly, and then mlxTn the 
rbarroal and ashes. Dissolve tbe 
copi>eras In 2 quarts of hot water snd 
aprinkle It over the whole mass, mix­
ing thoroughly. Store this In a barrel 
under shelter, and keep some of It In 
an open shallow box where the hoga 
can get It aa they wish

Hoga will not have cholera unless 
It Is brought to the farm In some way 
from hogs which are aick. Therefore 
try to keep buzzards and other blrda 
away from your hoga. Do not visit a 
farm where hogs are sick or allow 
the owner of sick hoga to visit yours. 
Do not keep your hogs near a stream 
that runs through a farm where there 
are sick hogs before It gets to yours. 
Hog cholera may be prevented by 
proper Inoculation. See your county 
demonstration agent about this.

Watch the hogs. espe<-lally the little 
pigs, to see whether they are lousy. 
If so, get some disinfectant and wash 
the pigs with It, or rub on a mixture 
of lard and turpentine or lard and 
kerosene, two parts of lard to one of 
turpentine or kerosene. Tie a gunny 
sack around a post where the hogs 
can rub It. and keep It well soaked 
with crude oil. If the hogs have a 
wallowing hole, pour a little crude oil 
or kerosene on the water 

To prevent canker sore mouth, keep 
the pens clean and well bedded with 
fresh, clean straw. Get a pair of bone 
forceps from the drug store (they will 
cost 76 cenU to tD . and the day after 
the little pigs are bom clip off the llt^ 
tie tusks on the sides of their mouths 
even with the gums. Do not Injure 
the gums In doing this, and do not 
pull the tueks out.

Remember that an ounce of preven­
tion Is worth a pound of cure. Watch 
to keep disease and vermin awuy from

your hogs If they get sick in spite of 
all you can do, get In touch with the 
county demonstration agent without 
delay If there la no agent in your 
cuunD> write to your Htate agricul­
tural college for help.

Profit la Raising Pigs.
Two sows should raise 6 pigs each, 

giving the farmer 10 pigs to slaugh­
ter. These pigs should weigh, when 
slaughtered, 200 pounds each, making 
2.000 pounds of live weight. This costs 
about 3tk cents per pound to make In 
tbe South under tbe system described 
above, which Is an original cost of $70. 
Kilting will not cost over 16. The 
loss in dressing Is about 30 per cent 
of the live welgh\, or 600 |K>unds on 
10 pigs, so that 1.500 pounds of dressed 
l>ork is on hand after slaughtering. 
If you get a local Ice plant to chill and 
cure the meat for you, the manager 
ahould charge not over 4 cents per 
pound, which is 156. Then the meat 
Icaes weight tn curing, amounting to 
about 1 cent per pound, or $14. The 
total coat of the meat Is about as fol­
lows:

In these suggestions an outline for 
pig raising Is submitted which will 
require the farmer to spend as little 
money as possible. The grain and 
the pasture are raised on the farm. 
He can kill the hogs and cure the 
meat himself, and therefore the only 
direct money outlay required after the 
hogs are bought Is tor seed and Im­
plements for clutlvatlon snd killing, 
and possibly s small amount needed 
for fencing.

THE FARMER.

Lines lo Be Remembered

There is a class of farmers in l
the tenant-farming section of the 
South who do not believe in “  book 
farming.”  There are some in 
otEer sections who see nothing 
practical in courses of study for 
fanners. Most t>f these men know 
nothing about farming but to cul­
tivate a few inches of the top soil. 
They know nothing about sub-s«>il 
cultivation. They do not know 
how to make the two farms under­
lying their surface farms pay 
them returns. Doubtless they do 
not know there is a soil, valuable 
as a crop yielder, under the sur­
face soil. Thes«> men are honest 
in their opinions. They have la­
bored hanl «>n the farm and be­
lieve that hard work and practi­
cal experience in doing the gruel­
ing, energy-taxing work on the 
farm is the only means of ac4(uir- 
ing knowledge of farming. Tn- 
achooled thennwdves in scientific 
farming, they discount its value. 
They are honest ; their viewpoint 
is wrong.

“ Making two blades of grass 
grow when* formerly there was 
only one,”  is made possible by the 
application of scientific principles 
of plant husbandry. The old 
school fanner knew much more 
about farming than his young son 
who was just beginning to farm. 
The difference was in the experi­
ence of the older farmer. He had 
fonnd by experiment just h(tw to 
plant and to cultivate crops to get 
the best results. His work in ex­
perimentation was his laborat»»ry 
work. He was s|M>nding his life­
time in a laboratory, his farm. 
Each year's work was a series of 
experiments. Kach succeeding 
year he knew better how to pro­
ceed with his business. Thus with 
the young fellows studying agri- 
enlture at the teehni«-al school. 
There they »-arry out the experi­
ments that the greatest men in 
their respective lines have worked 
out. There they learn the chemi­
cal composition of soils which 
tends to produce the best is’sults 
m growing plants. There they 
learn how' to take the soil they 
find on any farm an«l from it pre­
pare the kind of soil they want. ^

They learn to make soil with the 
proper chemical analysis for pro- 
iluciug plant growth. They learn 
how to develop and rain their 
sub-soil; what long-routed plants 
can be best usetl to draw plant 
food from the under soil; what 
crops can be useil advantageously 
to conserve the soil; what crops 
deplete and how to offset this de­
pletion. They learn fundamental 
facts about plant husbandry, 
which places them as far in ad­
vance of the father in capacity to 
farm as the age in which they 
live is advanced over the age in 
which they worked.

The United States Department 
of .\grieulture publishes annually 
hundrmls of painphlets and trai'ts 
in the interest of the farmer. Kx- 
perts from the department visit 
the ilifferent S4‘etions of the coun­
try and find out just what meth- 
oils the farmers of the diffenuit 
sections employ in their work. A 
resume of the trips and the inv»‘s- 
tigation is made ami piililished for 
free distribution among the farm­
ers. Not even the (lostage is re- 
ipiired of them. .Mr. Karmer, 
Uncle Sam is working for you. 
The informatiou his experts have 
compiled for you is at your dis­
posal. .\ jwistal card will bring 
to you. free, information which it 
has cost the (lovernment thous­
ands of dollars to gather and 
which you eoubl not possibly 
gather yourself if you devoted an 
entire lifetime to the attempt.

broke down. The (¡ermans were not 
far behind, so we loaded up the car 
with all the baggage and mounted our 
cycles, contriving to outdistance the 
Germans.

By AM A V. M OmSON  

Soate Novel Rece^^ That Are Sis^ple aad Wholeaoaie

Chrislniati in uot complete witbout 
Mume epecial Mike or candy to aupple- 
ment the feaat. Simple cake mlxturea 
may form the foundation for daintjr 
de<-oratluna formed of candied fruits 
and peel, uut meats, maraschino cher­
ries and confections, as Yuletide cakes 
are supposed to be more elaborate than 
those served at less festive occasions.

in your cukes do nut use any Ingre­
dients of poor quality, ns they uot 
only spoil the flavor but may make 
them unfit fur food. Pine granulated 
cane sugar is preferred to pulverized, 
as the latter tends to toughen the cake. 
Give pastry flour also the preference, 
as it makes a more tender cake than 
bread flour, although there are brands 
of the latter that may be used satis­
factorily. Always sift the flour and 
the baking powder together several 
times, and when soda is used it should 
be sifted with the flour four or five 
times. Never turn boiling water on 
the soda, as this releases the gases 
and much leavening power Is lost. By 
slfung It with the flour. Its leavening 
agency is conserved until the heat of 
the oven produces combustion, and 
then the cake rises.

Raisins and dried currants should 
be washed thoroughly and dried. The 
wise cakemaker will also wash and 
dry all nut meats before, using. If 
this is done when the fruits and nuts 
are purchased and put Into cans away 
from the dust, much time will be 
saved. Candied peel should be cut 
into thin slivers instead of coarse 
chunks.

If the cake cracks open during bak­
ing. too much flour has been used; It 
is wise, therefore, to bake a small

amount in a patty pan to see if the 
butter is of the right consistency. If 
the cake sinks in the center it con­
tains insufficient flour or mgy have 
been Jarred during the baking.

For a layer cake, have a hot oven at 
first to allow its rising well and pre­
vent the fruit from sinking; then 
bake slowly. Small cakes must have 
a quick oven.

THE r.iliES.
All measurements are level unless 

otherwise stated.
.llmund Cakes — One-half pound 

powdered sugar, one-half pound 
blanched almonds, four eggs, one 
piece citron, ground cinnamon and 
cloves to taste, one teaspoonful soda, 
flour enough to make dough soft 
enough to roll. Beat the eggs and 
sugar together until light; add spices, 
almonds and citron chopped fine; sift 
the soda several times with the flour 
and mix thoroughly; roll out about 
one-fourth Inch thick, cut in fancy 
shapes and bake in a hot oven.

Fepper-Nnts—One quart flour, two 
cupfuls granulated sugar, four eggs, 
two ounces candied lemon-peel, one 
grated nutmeg, one tablespoooful 
ground cinnamon, one teaspoonful 
ground cloves, one teaspoonful baking 
powder. Beat eggs and sugar thor­
oughly, adding baking powder and the 
spices, and whip again; add the flour 
and knead together on board. Shape 
into small balls and bake in a slow 
uvMi oo buttered tins.

Springerle — Two and two-thirds 
cupfuls powdered sugar, four eggs, 
one grated lemon peel, uî e pound 
flour. Beat the eggs and sugar to-

t'herulute Drops — One and one- 
third cupfuls pulverized sugar, one- 
fourth pound unsweetened chocolate, 
four tablespoonfuls flour, two egg 
whites, one teaspoonful vanilla. Ueat 
eggs very stiff and dry; then add sugar, 
sifted with the flour, and beat again. 
Add flavoring and drop by teaspoou- 
fuls unto a greased paper laid on a 
baking sheet Hake in a quick oven.

hut Cukes -Whites of three eggs, 
two and two-thirds cupfuls powdered 
sugar, one tablespoonful flour, one 
teaspoonful cornstarch, one pint nuts, 
chopped fine. Heat the eggs to a stiff 
froth, add gradually the sugar, flour 
and cornstarch. Mix well and tflen 
add the nuts. Drop in spoonfuls on a 
buttered paper laid in a pan and bake 
in a moderate oven until a light 
brown. ,

Paradise Cakes—Two eggs, one cup­
ful sugar, one-fourth pound almunijp, 
one-fourth pound chopped citron, one- 
fourth pound chopped candled lemon 
peel, two tablespoon fuls strained 
honey, one-half teaspoonful baking 
powder, two cupfuls flour. Beat the 
eggs until very light, add the sugar 
and mix thoroughly. Pound them, sift 
the flour and baking powder together, 
and add theae, and also the almonds 
and the citron and lemon peel, 
chopped fine, to the egg mixture, and 
bake in moderate oven. These cakes 
may be baked in fancy shapes also.

\ DelklenH Ginger Cake—Beat five 
eggs until creamy; add one cupful 
granulated sugar and beat again. Add 
one-fouith teaspoonful each of ground 
cloves, nutmeg and cinnamon, one- 
fourth ounce ginger, four onnecs 
shredded candled lemon and orange 
peel and two cupfuls sifted flour. 
When well mixed, add half a pound 
Jordan almonds that have been 
blanched and slightly browned, and 
one teaspoonful baking powder. Bake 
In a rather thin sheet In a moderate 
oven for half an hour. Cut Into ob­
longs and dip Into orange-flavored 
king.

Haney Wafers- Boll two cupfuls 
stained clover honey and two table- 
spoonfuls granulated sugar for three 
minutes; than add one-fourth pound 
shelled and blanched chopped almonds 
and simmer five minutes more; then 
stir In one-half pound citron and can- 
died peel, cut in sllvera; one-half 
grated nutmeg, one-fourth teaspoon 
ground cloves, one teaspoonful cinna­
mon. grated rind of a lemon and one 
tablespoonful of the juice; let become 
lukewarm; then add one-fourth tea- 
spoonful bicarbonate of soda sifted 
with sufficient pastry flour so the 
dough can be rolled out very thin. 
Cut into finger-length strips er 
wafers; bake In a slow oven and serve 
cold

THE CANDIEH.
Home-made candies have a special 

significance at holiday time, and a 
collection of these sweets, daintily 
made and boxed, will be welcomed by 
the most fastidious people. The best 
materials should be used, and great 
care taken In making and serving, as 
there Is nothing more unattractive 
than mssay-appearing candles A few 
simple directions ars appended-

Fralt Blaeka— Mix one cupful each 
of cleaned ralslna, figs, dates and 
nuta and put through msat-chopper 
twice.

LEGAL IXTEREHT KATE
EVADED BY LE1ÜDEK.H.

liewla H. Haney. Professor of Eco 
nomIca In the I'nlveralty of Texas, 
having made a study of farm cre<llt 
conditions in Texas, declares that the 
methods used to defeat the legal 10 
per cent Interest rate are numerous 
and efficacious.

“ Almost universally," continues Pro­
fessor Haney, "the Interest Is deducted 
In advance: even among bankers, only 
4 out of 22 questioned by me deny 
this. Then, the loans are often made 
f«ir short periods—one to three naonths 
when renewed Interest is again de­
ducted, thus virtually being com­
pounded. It Is common for the farm­
er to pay all expenses for making, 
filing, and recording papers Involved 
In loans. Again, In addition to a high 
Interest rate, a discount may be 
charged on the farmer's note, which. 
If It Is 2 per cent, may bring the rate 
up to 12 per cent. It Is also common 
on small loans to demand a lump sum 
In payment, which, though not ex­
pressed as a percentage, may perhaps 
amount to .'10 i>er cent. Thus, suppose 
a farmer borrows $2r).no to huy feed, 
the loan running three months, and 
that he pays $2.00; the Interest rate 
is 82 per cent. Or If he p-vy| $3.00 for 
a loan of $.'>0.00. which runs six 
months, his money haa cost him 20 
per cent Sometimes a cash bonus Is 
demanded In addition to the regular 
Interest rate. Finally, It Is by no 
means Infrequent to eak 10 per cent 
on a loan which runs for a year, 1 
per cent a month being common. The 
law says 10 per cent per annum. To 
demand 10 per cent on $.100.00 for 
nine months Is to take $30.00 where 
only $22.50 can legally be required. 
Other devices of which I am Ignorant 
may also be used.”
