“War is luy profession,” said hich- 
ard  Pearson Hobson yesterdr.y uioru- 
ing in the county court room. , ‘‘.My 
method of procedure is to  analyze both 
•tides and work out all poscible solu­
tions iroiu the angle of the enemy. 
The liquor in terests of the Cnited 
States are m astt'rs of the a rt of s tra t­
egy. Liquor has lost control of the 
Republican party. In the Sixty-Fifth 
Congress the Republicans voted two 
to one for the m easure which would 
have brought altout national prohibi­
tion if enacted. IJquor is centering 
Its efforts to  control the Democratic 
party. This is the most critical period 
for the Democratic piiriy since the 
Civil War. I speak authoritatively 
when I say tha t the party leaders have 
practically made an agreem ent w here­
by these in terests will predom inate in 
the next coming election. There is a 
move on foot to  have incorporated in 
the next national Democratic platform 
a  plank opposing national prohibition. 
The present adm inistration, I believe, 
endorses the move. If there had been 
any sym pathy from the adm inistration 
the national prohibition bill would 
have been passed

"In  the Sixty-Fourth Congress 1 op­
posed Section 1 and Section 2 of ths 
revenue m easure which was enacted 
It was decided and prearranged Just 
how to caucus and that no amendment 
would be allowed on the floor. These 
m easures relating  to the Iniquitous 
liquor traffic were opopsed by me.

"Today liquor lias the sam e grip that 
slavery had. The South could have 
given up slavery and have recleved an 
average of four iiiindred dollars for 
hor slaves and the terrib le  w ar averted 
The Democratic party was set back 
forty years b> ulljring Itself with slav­
ery. If the party makes the mistake 
of allowing liquor in terests to  p re­
dominate It. it will suffer another se t­
back.

"You call find no man who will de­
fend liquor in excessive use. I t Is a 
protoplasmic imiIsoii. It has the same 
general sfrinity a.s carbolic acid and 
chloride, although alcahol is not so 
acute.

"I have confidence In msn. Ju s t 
show the average, plain man the path 
of duty and he'll march down It. If 
a  man is a total abstainer from the use 
of alcoholic liquor at the age of tw en­
ty, siatmiivn say .he «IH attain  the age 
of 60.5 years; If a moderate drinker, 
51 years; If a heavy drinker, 35 years. 
Seven hundred thousand die prem a­
turely  antiiially because of degener­
acy through use of alcoholic liquors. 
Death preinafttrely Induced by use of 
liquor la more ap)ialling than that of 
the great war which Is raging In Flu- 
rope. The man who is shot through 
the heart on the field of buttle dies.

"I have foriaud a strong attachm ent 
for Plainview,” said Dr. Barton by 
way of introduction, “ its  wisnderful 
clim ate and fine citizenship appeal tu 
roe. This is by no means my first 
visit, for 1 have been in Plainview a 
nuinlier of times on educational work 
connected with Way land (College, i 
consider this section the center of a 
territo ry  to become one of the most 
prosperous portions of the country. 
In my mind there is no doubt but that 
it will even excel our own liruvvnsville 
in the number of people supported on 
a given area.

"In speaking of the Anti-Saloon 
League perm it me to say that this is 
not a corporation. Rather, it is a 
movement with Just enough organiza­
tion to make Its efforts efficient. It 
is a free coming together of tlie anti- 
saloon forces of America. I t is not 
a corporation m ore than your church 
or your college. It is Incorpvirated, 
but only for the purpose of protecting 
its name from Indiscrim inate use.

"Today there  is a stronger sen ti­
ment than ever before G> vole for men 
—men who are  morally clean and fit— 
than ever before. The ld«'a of voting 
for a man simply because be is nf the 
same political faith so far as party is 
concerned is dying out.

"There has been mucli discussion of 
the Webb Bill, which tieeamo a law 
recently. This bill lias been produc­
tive of much good, demote tlie fact that 
when first enavusl many decried It as 
worthless. The sta tes cannot protect 
themselves from in tersta te  commerce 
against tlieir will. TIi«' law lias been 
effective in that It has Inilurtt'tl trans- 
effective in that it lias iixluced tra n s ­
liquor for tranapfirtation its  effect 
has been felt in KaiiHas and Missouri.

"In my section of Hie State tly re  is 
an elem ent whicli rontiniially cries 
that the saliMiii is iieccssury to their 
business; that if it is c rad iia ted  busi­
ness must suffer. 1 do not lielleve 
this. The aaliMin Is *be snpreiiie en­
emy of A'Tverlca.i liiisliiess. It Ciuinol 
help business.

"There are otle-is vi ho s ill sav that 
it is necessary us ii nn*;in8 of securing 
revenue. There is derived from all 
forms of liquor liceiis»*« in the I'nltod 
States three hundred niililon dollars 
annually. The saliMni Jis-s not pro­
duce this am ouiit; it merely collects 
it from the people. F'or every dollar 
collected by the government from the 
saloops it spends ten dollars In [xillce 
fees, crim inal court iirocedure. etc. 
The saloons produce nothlnf^ and add 
nothing lo IJiC \icaPt> of the govern­
ment nor to the wesltli of society.

"Prohlhltorv laws ari' more «•uslly 
enforced than regulatory laws, and 
prohibition s ’lll not liankiiipt the gov­
ernm ent Riissii; n few months ago 
was receiving annuslly
from her revenue on sale« «>f vodka. 
.Now she receives not a penny, and the 
government has suffered no apprecia­
ble embarrassiiK'iit "

WASHINGTON, D. C„ March 31.—
Willie no official notification of the 
dt'ath of an American, Ijcon C. Thresh­
er, on the British liner F'alaha. sunk by 
a German subm arine, had reached the 
American Government today, OTflcials 
viewed the situation ns fraught with 
grave possibilities.

Secretary Bryan said ho cxepected 
Ambassador Page, in l»iidon, to sub­
mit a full reiHirt on the case If advice* 
there cuiifirmed reports of T hresher's  
death, but added tha t no Inquiries h«<! 
b|jfin received by the departm ent, nor 
had any been made of Mr. Page. Offi­
cials generally were not inclined to 
discuss the m atter.

It is known, however, that in vievr 
of the language of the American note 
of it<qulry in reply to the U e ru a n  no- 
tifloation of a subm arine blockade of 
Bngland, the facts in this case will be 
awaited with the g reatest Interest.
T hat note contained a plain w arning 
that A e loss of American lives through 
the German program  of sinking m er­
chant vessels would be viewed as an 
unfriendly act.

It was suggested in some circles 
that the German position would be to 
pliu'e responsibility for the destruc­
tion of the F'alaba upon her captain, 
contending tha t his effort to  escape 
rendered his vessel liable to a ttack  un­
der the ru les of international law. ,

On the other hand, however. It wad 
said that while the rules of Interna- 
tlonal law heretofure applied per­
mitted tlie diMtrurtion of m erchant 
craft whlcIi resisted search by lielliger- 
ent war vessels, it appeared that the 
F'alaba only atteniptt'd to escape, and 
did not resist, i t  was pointed out in 
ofricliil circles that, according to re­
ports, the ship 's boats were over her_ 
side and her passsengers un<l crew at-- 
t 'iiipting lo leave her when the torpedo 
which de«tr()y**d her was discharged.

Figures which show conclusively 
tha t Hudan grass makes tho best hay 
crop to be found In the I'nlted Rtates 
are Included In a  bulletin on Rudan 
grass which was issued this week and 
now la ready for distri'uutlon by the 
experim ent elation, under the dlrec- 
tluii of n. Youngblood. The bulletin 
was prepared by Mr Youngblood and 
A. n . Conner, an alum nus of the A. A 
M. College, agronom ist to the experi­
ment station and who grew the first 
Sudan grass ever grown In the I'nlted 
R ules, at the Chllllcothe forage teet- 
Ing st.xtion, is  1909.

»iid«wi kra»«. whleh was grown first 
and distribution by the Texaa experi­
ment station system, la well adapted 
to all sections of the country for hay, 
but not for seed. In the bulletin the 
w riters show that in section nf East 
Texiui the grass Is not good for seed, 
because of destruction by sorghum 
m'dge.

Comparative yields in feeding value 
per acre show that In Texas Rudan 
grass outranks all o ther hay crops 
oy i«*o to ."se. w h iu  In experim ents 
conducted in Ohio this grass practi­
cally doubled the yield per acre in 
feeding value of timothy hay, gener­
ally regarded aa the standard hay crop 
of tha t section.

That this grass will revolutionise 
agricultural methods In Texas is the 
belief of Mr. Conner. "The sure, de­
pendable and heavy-yiciuiug hay 
crops of the Northern and Central 
States have proven the keystone of 
the agricultural system s there,’ ’says 
Mr. Conner. "The great agriclu tural 
growth and development of those sec­
tions has been duo in a  large m easure 
to these hay crop« May we not l«»k 
fbr the same thing In Texas? In my 
opinion. Rudan grass will result in 
more stress being placed on stock 
raising. This grass readily yields to 
A 'Texas Feed HerselC campaign such 
rs  has been urged recently.”

Hereford bulls tbe eUe end bone can 
be had, and all the o ther good quali­
ties tha t have made tbe H erefords so 
universally popular on the range and 
tbe feed lot will be retained T’—F ort 
W orth Live Stock Reporter.

The fol'ow tng is « copy of a  le tter 
w ritten  by Judge O. H. Nelson, of 
Amarillo, to Prof. R. H. Williams, ani­
mal husbandman of the Arizona Agri­
cu ltu ra l Collelge, a t Tucson, in reply to 
a  number of questions in regard to  tbe 
type of H ereford bent adapted to  use 
on the range. Judge Nelson was one 
of the pioneer breeders of registered 
H erefords In Texas, and one of the 
firs t men to advocate and practice the 
use of Hereford bulls fo'* grading up 
tbe range herds. He says:

" I t  gives me great pleasure to reply 
to  yours of the 20th, for the reason 
th a t the question raised therein  by you 
is one of vital in terest to all ranch 
breeders as well as to all breeders of 
registered Herefords.

“ In the artic le  you refer to, on page 
20 of the souvenir edition of the Amer­
ican H ereford Journal of Septem ber 1, 
1914, I fully expressed my views as to 
the  types of bull th a t should be used 
on the range as well as by the H ere­
ford breeders in general, and I tell 
therein that the principal reason why 
we have so many fine-boned, inferior 
r U tle on the range is because of tbe 
use of too many grade and inferior 
hulls.

‘Tn my opinion, there is absolutely 
n o  reason or necessity for using Short­
horn  bulls to Increase the bone or the 
weight of the  range Hereford. The 
way to  bring about those desired re­
su lts  is to  use the righ t kind of a 
H ereford bull.

"At all the leading fairs, livestock 
show s and expositions, each individual 
show  anim al is weighed and a  record 
kep t thereof. This has been done for 
many years, and w ithout an exception 
the  H erefords have outweighed all oth­
e r  beef breeds, from junior calves up 
to  3-year-olds.

" in  the age classes the Shorthorns 
have a t all tim es outweighed the 
H erefords. bu t we do not want to keep 
o u r steers until they are aged in order 
to  gain a little  more w eight 

"Now, replying to your questions; 
"F irs t—‘Are English Hereford cat­

tle la rger than those of American 
breeding?*

"I think not. I have never been In 
England, bu t I have seen about ail 
th a t have been brought over iq the past 
40 years, and these im portations have 
not been heavier than our own breed­
ing.

"Second—*What English blood is 
noted for size?’

" 1  do not feel competent to answer 
th is question.

•Third—‘Name ten bulls, five dead 
and five living, tha t «a the  deslr 
able combinatiou of size, boii". vigor 
and quality m the highest «legree.*

" I t  is easy for me to give you the 
names of the dead, for I i-an do sc 
without giving offense to anyone, but 
It is ra ther enibarrassing to name the 
bulls now in use, as siuiie o? my 
friends might take  offense and accuse 
m e of favoritism . However, I will 
say th is: I have seen but a small per­
centage of the bulls now in use In the 
United S tates, but will name five tha t 
I have seen and know are all right, 
knowing a t  the same time that there 
are  others equally deserving of hon­
orable mention. I will name ten of the 
dead ones, as follows: The tSrove 3rd, 
Anxiety 4th, B ritisher, Corrector, G ar­
field, Cherry Boy, March On. Christo­
pher, Wild Tom and I’erfer tlou.

"The living; Peifcction Fairfax 
B ritisher Jr., t'a rm er, Repeater, Beau 
Gomez.

"F ourth—‘Do vou consider that 
large size is usually associated with 
late m aturity?’

"No. Not with Herefords 
"F ifth—"W hat aninials or combina­

tion  of bleeding would supply Here­
fords suitable for Improving the size 
and quality of our range cattle?’ 

"W hile th is  question 1s the m eat of 
tb e  whole m atter, It Is. in my Judg­
m ent, easily answ erd—USE BETTER 
HEREFORD BIT.LS.

Prime heavy steers are  quotable up 
to $8.50, but the best here In the last 
week brought $8.3.'», top yearlings 
$8..'»0 . Bulk of the heavy fed steers 
with good finish sell at $7.50 to $8.00, 
plain heavy steers $7.25 to $7.50, choice 
cows up to $7.00, fancy heifers $8.25, 
bulk of the good heifers around $7.60, 
choice veal calves $9.50 to $10 60. Beet- 
pulp steers sold today at $7.16 to $7.50, 
to both killers and feeder buyers, and 
beet-pulp bulls '.i $5.35 to  $5.50 Pan­
handle feeders sold a t $7.25 to $7.8fi, 
weights from 9o0 to 1,100 pounds. 
Q uarantine steers sold a t $6.80 to $7.20, 
about 10 cents lower than last T hurs­
day, offerings today com»K>se<l of cake- 
fed steers from Texas weighing 930 to 
1.200 pounds.

Shipm ents of stockers and feeders 
from here la s t week amounted to I?.- 
000, two thousand more than during 
sam e week a year ago. In other words, 
the general m arket is weak on weighty 
killing cattle, strong on light welghU, 
butcher grades, and stockers and 
feeders.

The hog m arket made good gains a t 
the close of last week, account of ex­
trao rd inary  shipping demand to E ast­
ern killers. Chicago Is unable to  send 
hogs East, account of quarantine regu­
lations, and surplus order« are  being 
filled here, making this m arket 15 to 
20 cents almve Chicago and other Mis­
souri h iver points during the last 
week. Keceipls today are  1 1 ,000, m ar­
ket 5 cents lower to order buyers, 5 
cents higher tn puckers top $6 86, a l­
though a car load of 120-pound pigs 
brought $6.95, bulk of sales $6.65 to 
$6.80.

Bheep and lam bs changed very lit­
tle  last week, m arket slow on most 
days, due to continual efforts of buy­
e rs  to get the stuff cheaper. Receipts 
a re  running light here, total today 
8,000 head, m arket about steady, top 
lam bs $9.75, bulk of lambs $9.50 to 
$9.75, bulk of ewes 17.50 to  $7.70. 
Glaring lambs brought $12.50 today, 
and a choice lot of Texas springers 
brought $16.00 last week, a record 
price for lambs from Texas. The m ut­
ton m arket Is due for an advance, a l­
though had outlet at Chicago and weak 
bidding there  nas its Influence on 
other m arkets.

—biishiiien. head hunters, liza.'’d-8kln- 
ners, doodlebug coaxers and the' like. 
That kind of country doesn't count. 
On the contrary, in the Panhandle 
there Is si'urceiy any illiteracy what­
ever. Practically every family reads 
one or more newspapern and buys its 
goods from m erchants who advertise. 
This high degree of civilization ac­
counts for the fact that every Panhan­
dle village of three or four hundred 
population supports a creditable local 
newspa(M*r. Hut villages of four hun­
dred population are far apart on the 
Plains. There are numerous counties 
there which have no town as large «s 
that. Therefore, one editor sometimes 
edits for his own and adjoining conii- 
tiea - at least one paper sometimes gets 
the legal printi«„' for contiguous o r­
ganized territo ries, and the more legal 
printing an editor can get, the more 
representative he feels. Probably the 
fact that everylasly reads In the Pan­
handle. and all the m erchants ad“er- 
tisp. accounts for the high average of 
prosperity among the Panhandle pub­
lishers. AH of them are  r.ald to have 
aiitoiiiu'uiicB. many hsve sleeping 
iwrehes. and same even have appendi­
citis.—State Press, in Dallas News.

Dlstrihntlo« of Bird Food ( auses (<ea
eral Hlgnitl«« of Bird« In 

North \m erk* .
WASHI.N'UTON. D C., April 2 —A1 

though North Auierlcsn birds living iu 
the colder part of the conilneai return 
south for the winter, there no sim ­
ilar movement of birds from the odder 
to the warmer parts of South .America 
If the birds In North America did not 
go south during the winter, they «•»«id 
perish. Also, If the birds remained In 
the South la ter than spring, there 
would be overcrowding, so they arc 
drown northw ard again by the euor 
mous supply of bird food. In South 
America, on the contrary, there are 
alm ost no migratory land birds be­
cause the south tem perate latitude*, 
on acccount of their small area, offer 
no such iiiduceiueiils to the featherxsl 
Inhabitants of the lim itless forests 
along the Amazon.

The fact thai the routes of m igra­
tion are long and complex di»es not 
mean that the«" route« were so in the 
beginning. In the early ages, flight 
was probably short, easily acw m - 
pHshed and compmativciy fr«" from 
danger. Each lengthening of th" 
course was adopted perm anently only 
after experience through many gener­
ations had proved Its advantages.

There are some who argue th a t love 
of birthplace Is the Impulse which 
causes spring migration, and these 
call attention to the seeming Impa­
tience of the earliest arrivals. Ducks 
and geese push northw ard with the 
beginultigs of open w ater so early, so 
far, and so fast th a t many are caught 
by late storm s and wander disconso­
lately over frozen ponds and rivers, 
preferring to risk starvation rather 
than to retreat. The purple m artins 
often arrive at their nesting boxes so 
prematurely that the cozy home lie 
comes a tomb if a sleet storm sweeps 
their winged 'ood from the air. The 
bluebird’s cheery warble we welcome 
as a harbinger of spring, often only to 
find later a lifeless body in some shed 
or outbuilding, where the bird sought 
shelter ra ther than return  to the sunny 
land so recently left.

As a m atter of fact, however, only a 
small percentage of birds exhibit these 
pre-seasonal m igration propensities 
The great m ajority rem ain In the se­
curity of their w inter homes until 
spring Is so far advanced that the 
Journey <na be made easily and with 
comparatively slight danger; and they 
reach the nesting spot when a fooil 
supply Is assured and all the condi­
tions of weather and vegetation ^ r e  
favorable for beginning immediately 
the rearing of a family.

Instinct Governs Return.
It may Im> safely stated that the 

weather in the w inter home has noth­
ing to do with starting  birds on the 
spring migration, except in the case 
of a few, like some of the ducks and 
geese, which press northw ard as fast 
as open water appears. There Is no 
apprtH'lable change In tem perature to 
warn the hifndred or more species of 
birds which visit South America in 
winter that It ia tim e to migrate. It 
niiiat he from a force from within, u 
physiological change w arning them of 
th" approach of the breeding season, 
tha t Impels them to 8pr"ad their 
wings for the long flight.

The habit of m igration has been 
evolved through countless generation«, 
and during this time the physical struc­
ture and habits of birds have been 
undergoing a process of evolution In 
"dsptntlon to the climate of the «uiii- 
mer home. In spring and early »uia 
mer climatic conditions are decidedly 
variable, and yet there m ust be some 
period th a t has on Ihe average the 
beet weather for the birds’ arrival. In 
the course of ages there have been 
developed habits of m igration, under 
the Influence of which the bird so per­
forms Us tftigratory movements that on 
the average It arrives at the nesting 
s 'te  at the proper time.

I.ocal Weiillier rondltltin*
Minor Factors.

I.aK-a1 weather conditions on the day 
of srrlvnl a t any stated locality are 
m in o r'fac to rs  In determ ining the ap ­
pearance of a given species at that 
place and time. The major factors in 
the problem are  the weather condi­
tions far to the southward, where the 
n ight’s flight began, and the relation 
which that place and time bear to the 
average position of the bird under 
normal w eather conditions. .Many, If 
not most. Instances of arrivals of birds 
under adverse weather condifions are 
probably explainnhle by the supposi­
tion that the flight was hegun under 
favorable auspUa-s and that later the 
w eather changed .Migration in spring 
usually occurs with a r ls ln ; terspera- 
tu re  and In autum n with a (ailing tem ­
perature. In each cas* the chiinging 
tem perature seems to he a more po­
ten t factor t ln n  the absolute degree 
of eold

The direction and force of ihe rvlnds, 
except as they are (vcaslonally Intl- 
nnatety connected wtth sudden and ex­
trem e variations In tem perature, seem 
to have only a slight Influence on mi­
gration.

B iris  Migrate a t Mghl.
Some birds m igrate tiy day. hut most

of them sci'k the cover of darkness. 
Day migrants liiclud»» ducks and 
ge«>ae (which also migrate by night), 
hawks, swallows, the nighthawk. and 
the chluiucj awlft. The last two, coni- 
bliilng business and pleasure, catch 
their moniliig or evening meal during 
a zigzag flight that tends In the de- 
alretl direction The daily advance of 
such migrants covers o.-ily a few miles, 
and when a large laid;- of water is 
encountered they puss around rather 
than across tt. The niglii m igrants 
include all ice gr«U farnHy of w ar­
blers. the thrushes, flycatchers, 
víreos, oreóles, lunagers, shore birds, 
and sni»**t of the sparrows. They usu­
ally begin their flight soon a lte r dark 
and end It before dawn, and go father 
before than after uiblnigbt.

Night migration probably’ results in 
more cuauuKles from natural causes 
than would i>ccur If the birds made 
the same Journey by day , but, on the 
other hand, there Is a decided gain In 
the m utter of food supply. For in­
stance, a bird feeiis all day on the 
north shore of the (lulf of Mexico; if, 
then. It waited until the next morning 
to make Its flight across the Gulf in 
the da.vtinie It would arrive on the 
.Mexican coas' ai «iahtfa!!, »nd would 
have to wait until the following m orn­
ing lo appease ita hunger. Thus there 
would be 36 consecutive hours with­
out food, whereas by night mlgrutlon 
the same Journey can be performed 
with only 12 hours' fast.

During mig.'utioii birds arc peculiar­
ly liable to destruction by striking 
high objects. Tho Washington .Monu­
ment, a t the National Capital, has wit­
nessed the death of many little mi­
g ran ts. on a single m orning ia the 
spring of 1902 nearly  150 lifeless 
bodies were strew n around its base. 
As long as the torch in the Statue of 
IJberty , In New A’ork harbor, was kept

lighted the sacrifice of bird life it 
caused was enormous, even reaching a  
maximuni of 700 birds in a month.

OK MIXING OWN FLOCK.

Snbstitn tes for Wheat F lour Numer­
ous and Easily Manipulated, Even 

by the Inexperienced.
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WASniNfiTON, 1). C., March 30.— 
■ T hat the American housewife is h er­

self quite capable of doing all the flour 
m ixing desirable, is the com m entary 
of A ssistant Secretary of A griculture 

I Vrooman on the mooted mixctd-flour 
question, lie  says fu rther tha t the 
American housewife could m aterially 
reduce the cost of living if she were 
to  get the flour-mixing habit.

“There are  some th irty  substitutes 
th a t can be mixed with wheat flour 
(n m aking bread," he said in a sta te ­
m ent issued here today. “ .Many of 
these a re  m ors nuritlous than wheat 
Hour; some of them are  cheaper than 
w heat flour, and of these, two or three, 
a t  lea.st, a re  commercially obtainable 
alm ost a.nywhere.

"Potatoes, corn flour, and rice (In 
certain  eecUons) can be used with 
profit In mixture with wheat flour 
In making yeast bread. W'ith wheat 
flour as dear as It is now, the care ­
ful housewife stands to effect quite a 
saving by using one ot these products 
to  eke out her wheat flour. Experi­
m ents have shown that the substitutes 
can be ubchI successfully in the pro­
portion of one part to three parts cf

cent less than the fancy grades. Such 
are  the so-called "second clear” and 
“low grade” flours, which are  graded 
lower than patents m erely because 
they are  darker, not because they are 
any less nutritious or less palatable, 
in  fact, the  darker color may be evi­
dence th a t the flour Is more n u tr i­
tious than white flour.

“Boston brown bread may be men­
tioned as a good and very popular 
medium for the profitable use of flour 
substitu tes Tt is made of equal parts 
of corn meal, rye meal and graham  
flour, and Is a very nutritious bread.

“There are  various ways of making 
over bread Itself so as to effect a con­
siderable saving. Thus stale bread, 
crusts, crum bs, etc., can be worked 
Into palatable products such as bread 
pancakes, bread-crum b biscuits and 
bread-crum b cookies.

“The nub of the mixed-flour ques­
tion hangs on who does the mixing. 
If the housewife does the mixing she 
gets the  saving entailed; if the baker 
or the wholesaler does It, he Is very 
ap t to get the saving as additional 
profit.”

WASHI.'iOTON. D. C., April 2.—A 
few well-chosen annual plants placed 
on newly graded grounds will do much 
to take the place of trees und shrubs 
until the  la tte r may have tim e U> 
grow, according to the U. 8 . Depart­
m ent of A griculture 's specialist. It is 
often a question in a new community, 
w here slow-growing vegetation has 
not bad an opportunity, ua to  what may 
be done to make grounds seem lesr 
bare. A Inwn can be made in a few 
weeks, and its appearance may be 
greatly  increased ty  the addition of a 
few well-chosen annuals.

The specialist suggests as particu­
larly  suited for this purpose the fol­
lowing plants, which may be grown 
in m ost parts ot the United States:

Tall Foliage P lan ts—Castor bean, 
caladium, canna.

Tall Fioweriiig P lants Cosmo«, 
scarlet sage, sunflowers.

Border P lants—Alternantheru, alys- 
Num, ageratuni, coleus.

Medium-Tail Annual Flowering 
P lan ts—(leranium , California poppy 
(E schsrholtzia), zinnia, marigold, as­
ter, petunia, cockscomb, larkspur, 
nasturtium .

Climbing A nnuals—Cobaca scan- 
dens, moonflcwer, Japanese morning 
glory.

Varieties in color and contrast in 
height and general effect should be 
studied in placing the plants.

The general appearance of plants on 
the home grounds o r in the garden is 
more or less dependent upon the con­
dition of nearby lawns.

Then 
gradually sulvstitute grain of some 
kind fur the wheat bran and the 
shorts, adding to th is n ix lu ie  
skim milk or tankage with which to 
balance up the ration.”

W. Kldgway, of the 
Department of Dairy H usbandry of the 
AgriculhirH; nnd .Mechanical College 
of Texas, who rrcom niends tiw t a 
good coat of whitewash be applied to 
Ihc hern at least twice a year.

Add 3 pounds of 
common salt and three pounds of 
alum. If s s tronger disinfectant Is de­
sired, add about a  half pint of cai'bollc 
arid  to e«eh pailful of the whitewash.”

After good 
preparation come good seed and care.

The varieties of soli which will be 
encountered and the special tre a t­
ments which they need render It pos­
sible to make only the broadest gen­
eralization h»re. For localities north 
of St. loiuls. Mo., and Richmond, Va., 
lawns can be formed chiefly of blue- 
gra»s, redtop, und while clover. 
South of this point Bermuda grass 
and St. Augustine grnss will have to 
be relied upon chiefly, although it is 
said that in some places alfalfa has 
been employed with good results.
