I'he press agencies state that the
Allies’ situation in the Balkan States
is disquieting, if not critical, a fact
which doubtless led to the visit of the
British Prime Minister, Mr. Asquith;
David Lloyd-George and A. J. Balfour
to Paris for a conference with the

French Cabinet and General Joffre, the
French commander in chief

The main Serbian army, under Gen-
eral Putnik, which is operating in the
north, is now encompassed on every
side but one, and being cut off from the
south by the Bulgarian advance be-
yond Tetovo, must depend on the rough
roads through Montenegro and Albania
for any supplies from the s=ea.

In the south the Serbian posftion {e
almost as bad. The success of the
Bulgarians’ flanking attack on Babuna
and their advance from Veles
have prevented the hoped-for junction
of the Serblan and French forces.

Only Two Lines of Retreat.

This leaves the Serbians only two
lines of retreat, one into Albania,
where they may be harrassed by un-
friendly tribes, and the other across
the Greek border, where they are im
danger of being disarmed and interned
It is to prevent the latter eventuality
that the entente allies are putting
forth very effort, and unquestionably
this matter has been discussed in Paris
by the British and French Ministers.

Many insects of the
orchard spend the winter on the trees
in the egg, larval, or pupal stage and
their destruction in the course of prun
ing or other orchard work i
ble and is of much improtance in keep-
ing them reduced.

Spray Dormant Trees for Seale Inseets
and Plant Llce,

Orchard scale insects as a class are
best treated after the foliage has
dropped from the trees. This
may be done in late fall, during the
winter when the temperature is above
freezing, or in the spring before the
buds swell to any extent. Spraying
of apple, peach, pear, and other trees
for the San Jose scale with strong
lime-sulphur or other suitable wash is
pow very generally practiced by or
chardists, and many persons owning
but a small number of fruit trees in
the yard also regularly spray the trees
for the control of this serious insect
pest. Lime-sulphur concentrate Is
used in spraying for the San
scale, and may be purchased of manu-
facturers or made at home. The com
mercial article usually has a density
of 32 to 34 degrees as registered on a
Baume hydrometer, and in preparing
the .concentrate at home effort should
be made to secure a wash of about this
density. Such a concentrate is used
at the rate of 1 part to 8 or 9 parts of
water. Only one treatment each win-
ter is necessary to hold this pest in
subjection, but the application must be
yery thorough, coating all parts of the
twigs, limbs, and branches.
