The ad­
vantages of th is plan a rc  nhviou». 
Many children  can m ore p rofitab ly  a t ­
tend school during  the sum m er m onths 
ra th e r than the w inter, because it isa
conceivable tha t constitu tional w eak­
ness or susceptibility  to  colds and w in­
te r ailm ents may m ake w in ter a tte n d ­
ance undesirable. On th e  o th e r hand, 
o ther s tuden ts find It m ore to th e ir 
convenience to  cqmc in the sunuucr, 
and to take  th e ir q u a rte r  off in the 
w inter m onths. The re su lt of th is  is 
th a t instead of a ll the ch ildren  being 
throw n on the m arket for Jobs a t one 
time, a  fourth  of them  a re  on the m ar­
ket all the  year round. T hus four 
pupils w orking a lte rn a te ly  can take 
the place of one reg u la r app ren tice  In 
the shop, and at the sam e tim a four 
will be getting  labon ito ry  practice. 
T hs plan, therefo re , in one stroke  
m akes g rea te r the capj»clty of the 
schools and low ers the per cap ita  cost 
of education.

The (jury Idea.
The Oary Idea of a  school is a pliU'- 

grnund, w orkshop, garden , social cen­
te r  and trad itlcn a l school combined 
under the sam e inaiiagem ent. The e le ­
m entary  and high schools a re  in the 
sam e building. This keeps the  pupils 
from looking upon the com pletion of 
the trad itional eight g rades as a con­
venient place to stop th e ir  education ; 
it gives a ce rta in  sense of the  essen tia l 
continuity  of edticatlon which psycho­
logically has Its effect on those who 
would otherw ise seek Jobs r.t th e  com ­
pletion of the ir e lem entary  schooling. 
Moreover, the elem entary  and high 
schools a re  m erged som ew hat and 
placed In Juxtaposition to  each other, 
as, for inatance, a  science room may 
be placed next to the fifth -g rade  room, 
so th a t the younger studen ts may come 
to look upon the room full of re to rts  
and te s t tubes and various m echanical 
dSTlcat of a m ysterious and enchant- 
l i i j  n a tu re  as  an Inviting fu tu re  oppor­
tunity.

Departmental Teneking.
The trad itional schooling la given by 

one se t of teachers, and the "special 
activities,” tha t is, the  gym nasium  
work, m anual tra in ing , lib rary  work, 
dom estic science, etc., a re  conducted 
by another aet of teachers eapeclally 
fitted  for the work. In o ther words, 
departm ental teaching  is carried  out 
throughout th e  system .

The Kreebel NehooU
The trad itional practice of having 

a reserved seat for each sep ara te  child 
la abandoned. Two schools occupy 
the  building sim ultaneously. W hile 
one school occupies the tw enty-four 
claearoom s in reg u la r achool work, the 
o ther achool Is engaged In various 
m anual and recreational activ ities in 
th e  rem ain ing  p a rt of the  building.

P a rt of th is la tte r  school will be found
in th e  six teen labo ra to ries, p a rt in the
studios, p a rt fh the m anual tra in in g  |
and dom estic science room s, in the |
auditorium , lib ra ry , gym nasium , play-1
ground and sw im m ing pools. At the
expiration  of the se t tim e th is  second
school tak es  its  place In the chiss-1
room s, and the firs t school has its
tu rn  a t  the  recrea tiona l side. T his j
plan secu res a  continuous use qf, ail |
Che facilities of the school aD‘ t h e '
time. It there fo re  not only saves ex- ! «
pense of equipm ent, but achieves a  i 
much richer work and study and play 
environm ent for the child. T he FToe-1 
bel School has a capacity  of 2.000 day- j 
school pupils, and is well e.duptcd for j 
adult use at night .vnd on S atu rdays I 
and Sundays. j

In addition to housing tw ice the  o r­
d inary  num ber of pupils, the G ary j 
system  ac ts  us a co-ord inating  agent I 
for a ll the  child w eifnre activlti(>s of | 
rtio neighborhood. It frees the stu-1 
dent during  n igh t hours to  a ttend  the | 
lib rary , se ttlem ent, church  and o ther j 
places of an educational ch a rac te r, j 
T he tra c t upon which the Froebel | 
School s tan d s com prises ten acres, 
one-half of which is usetl for play- 
itrouhds, two acres for school gardens 
and th ree  acres for a park . T here a re  
a lso  conservato ries as necessary  ad ­
ju n c ts  of the  garden and n a tu re  study 
work, the  botany work In the  upper 
g rades and the high school, and for 
supplying p lan ts  for the  schoolroom s.

The NrhtKtl Day.
The school day may seem to be ex ­

cessively long to som e. F o r the low er 
grades it is from  8:45 to 11:45 in the 
forenoon, and from  I to  5 in the a fte r­
noon, m aking a  to ta l of seven hours. 
For th e  upper grades and the high 
schoool It is from  8:30 to 12 in the 
forenoon, and from  1:16 to  5 in the 
afternoon, m aking a  to ta l of seven 
hours and a  q u a rte r. Nor is th is all. 
T eachers a re  requ ired  to  be on duty 
a t 8 o 'clock in the m orn ing  to ass is t 
pupils In w ork o r  pia^, The regu lar 
classrooiii teach ers  may d ep art a t 4 
o 'clock in the  a fte rnoon ; all o thers 
m ust rem ain  till 5. T here  Is a p u r­
pose in these  long hours. It is to keep 
the  children  off th e  s tre e ts  and away 
from bad hab its, and to  u tilice  the ir 
le isu re  tim e fo r wholesom e recreation  
or supp lem entary  work. The school 
is open from  9 to  5 o 'clock on S a tu r­
days, also, but a tten d an ce  Is optional'.

fo caU eaa l T m lnlng .
To solve the problem  of vocational 

tra in ing , the plan la to have a num ber 
of reg u la r w orkm en, selected on ac ­
count of th e ir  sk ill, u p righ t ch a rac te r, 
in telligence and teach ing  abilty , em 
ployed the  y ear round* in equipping 
and repairing  the  school p lan ts  of the  
city, pupils w orking w ith them  In much 
the sam e way as o ld-tim e appren tices. 
T here a re  carp en te rs , cab inet m akers, 
pain ters, p lum bers, sheet m etal w ork­
ers, engineers, p rin te rs , e lectric ians, 
m achinists, etc., su ffic ien t to  m eet the 
needs of th e  schools; and Intend of 
em ploying a la rg e  num ber of these  to 
put things In shape d u ring  vacation. 
In the m anner common to o ther c ities.

th is city has no long vacations, em ­
ploys a  much sm alle r num ber and 
keeps them  con tinually  employed 
th roughou t the  year. Thus the boys 
a re  doing rea l w ork under hte diree- 
lon of real w orkm en, and the varie ty  
of opportun ity  aids them  to find places 
in the industria l o r business w orld ou t­
side. N early ail of these lines of w ork 
a re  se lf-supporting . Sonic of them , in ­
deed, a re  a soqrce of incom e to the 
schools, to say nothing of them  as an 
educational opportunity .

The School In O penition.
One can get an idea of th e  system  

from  the above pa rag rap h s, but to  see 
the  school in actual operation  is to 
discover various o th e r special a rra n g e ­
m ents.

A rrinv ing  a t the building soon a fte r 
8 o 'clock in the m orning, the  v isito r 
finds th a t the children  are  a lready  in 
every p a rt of it. I t  is a w arm  .lune 
m orning, and as one pusses the .play­
grounds and the  garden many ch ildren  
a re  busy there . K ntering the  long, 
spacious co rrido rs, o ther children  a re  
seen h u rry in g  to  and fro. as a t the  tim e 
of passing  from  reg u la r  stud ies to  the 
special ac tiv ities of th e  day. Since the 
sam e room s are  used by d ifferen t 
g roups in the  evenings and on S a tu r­
days .as well as during  the reg u la r 
school-day period, each pupil m ust 
have a lo<-ker w here he may keep his 
hat, iKMiks, gym nasium  clo thes, etc. 
Much of the  passing, therefo re , is oc­
casioned by pupils re tu rn in g  th ings to 
lockers, o r  in tak ing  from them  som e­
th ing  necessary  for th e  occupation 
which com es pext.

In som e of the room s used by the 
pupils of the low er grades th ere  is a 
pecu liar kind of desk. They a re  con­
stru c ted  by the w orkm en in the indus­
tr ia l departm en t, with the aid of pu­
pils. They are  desks with vises a t ­
tached, so th a t they can ho readily 
tu rn ed  Into w ork benches. They have 
also  loose tops, which can be replaced 
when m utila ted  or worn out. Instead  
of the usual type of seat a ttached  to  
th e  floor, each resk  is provided w ith a 
su b stan tia l four-legged stool, and th is 
is pushed under the desk out of the 
way w hen the  s tuden t w ants to do 
bench w ork of any kind.

If a v isito r g lances into the  shops 
he will see th ere  boys eagerly  w ork­
ing to  com plete some piece of work in 
which they have become deeply in te r ­
ested. Or a g lance into the auditorinm  
a t In tervals during  the day discloses 
ch ild ren  engaged in d ram atics, s ing ­
ing, lisU n in g  to  the  VIctrola, looking 
a t  the  stereopticon or moving p ictures, 
o r hearing  illu stra ted  ta lks. One 
m eets them  in the co rridors, s tudying  
and m aking notes on m aps, specim ens 
and o th e r m ateria l exhibited there. 
They a re  in the laboratories, some 
w orking, some observing, o lder pupils 
show ing th e  younger, o r in stru c to rs  
conducting  reg u la r c lass exercises.

Co-openiUon In Tearbinar.
I t  is no t necessary  to  linger long 

w here th e  reg u la r stud ies a re  con­
ducted. It is readily  discovered, how ­
ever, th a t, in sp ite  of the  departm en tal 
teaching , the  special tenchera a re  do-

Ing team  work. For exam ple, the 
teachers of the g irls  who have botany, 
physics and sew ing in g rades seven 
and nine, and those who teach  them  
zoology, physiology, chem istry  and 
cooking in grades six, eight and ten, 
do not ac t Independently of one an ­
other. They m eet and plan  th e ir  work 
together. Even the p layground teacli- 
e rs  connect th e ir  work with o th e r de­
partm en ts. The physiology teachers 
develop th e  theory  of hygiene; the 
physical tra in in g  teachers form  those 
habits of righ t living which a re  its

app lica tion ; the  a rithm etic  teachers 
develop the thi-ory of m athem atics, 
with actual practice  in m easuring

practice  to expose u tensils fur handling 
m ilk, and m ilk cans a fte r they have 
been cleaned, to d irect sun ligh t, and to 
hang or spreail w earing apparel, b lan ­
kets, bedding, rugs, horse blankets, 
etc., periodically w here the sun can 
shine on all p a rts  of them.

Sunshine is an am azingly potent 
germ icide for the farm  housekeeper 
and in the dairy and stables. The 
practice of exposing cooking and o ther 
u tensils used In connection wtih food 
to direct sunlight m akes use of th is 
fact, although com paratively few ap ­
preciate exactly the work done by the 
sun in tliis regard. Probably only 
those who a re  aequalntert with tests 
which have actually  lieen made realize 
liow iiniekly .sunshine k ills  disease 
germ s e.\posed to  it. lienee the fol­
lowing tests may be generally  instrue- 
Mve and in teresting .

A pasty, cream y m ass of tubercu lous 
m aterial, wliich was proved to contain 
nncoiintalile num bers of virulent tu b e r­
cle Imcilli. was obtained from a tuiier- 
ciilous cow and spread in th in . snuKdli, 
translueen t layers on sheets of glass, 
pieces of wood, and s trip s  of m uslin. 
Some of the sheets of g lass, pieces of 
wood, and slieets of ninslin were then 
placed outdoors on a m oderately warm, 
«dear, calm ddy whore the  sun could 
shine on tlieni. and an equal num ber 
w ere placed in ;i «lark room. .After la 
m inu tes’ exposure to  tlie sun, tlie tu ­
berculous m aterial on tlie glass, wood, 
and m uslin still eontaineil large num ­
bers of living, v iru lent tubercle  tiacilli, 
which w ere proved to be fully capable 
of causing tubercu losis, but a fte r 30 
m inutes exposure to tlie sun no Hying 
tubercle  Imcilli could lie found; every 
test tliat could be niede proved that 
they w ere all dead.

Sim ilar tests  with quite large opai|iie 
m asses of tu lien  uloiis iiuiterial. la rger 
and denser than any tiilierealous per­
son is apt to expectorate. prove<| tliat 
the liacilli in such m asses on g lass 
a re  still alive a fte r 4, but entirely  dead 
in less tliun A hours, ami still alive in 
the  m aterial on wmid and m uslin a P e r  
S. but dead in less than li! hours.

The tuberculous innterial in tliln lay­
ers on glass, wo(h1, and m uslin, kept 
in a dark  room, was provinl to contaia  
fiillv v iru lent, living tuborele Imeilli 
a fte r ;’.0 days. The contrast is reiiiai k- 
able, tiiliercle bacilli of the sam e kind, 
on the s.'inie kind of m ateria l, dying i;i 
a sm aller num lier of m inutes in tlie 
siin.sliine than tlie miiiilier of days fli'*y 
rem ained alive in a dark  room.

.As most varieties ot disease germ s 
a re  more easily deatroy(*d liy germ i­
cides than tubercle  bacilli, and as tu ­
bercle Imcilli. in the tliin layers in 
which they a re  likely to adhere to

In the moantiirte the banker 
had begun a close inquiry over his 
loss. Tlie package was returned , but 
the Incident developed for the first 
tim e that an unsigned bill issued to  a 
bank is good money, w ithout regard  to 
w hether the bank 's officials had a t 
fixed th e ir signatures.

The san ita ry  reports  m ade by city 
and county health  officers to  the S tate 
Board of H ealth  for the m onth of Oc­
tober show 554 cases of diphtheria.

F ifty-nine out of 252 countiee In the 
S ta te  made reports  of contagious dis­
eases. F ifty -th ree counties reported 
d iphtheria. The largest num ber of 
cases in any one county was 41

If 15,000 un its of antitoxin  on an 
average was given ^o  each patient, 8,-
310.000 units were used during  this 
m onth. At $12.50 for 10,000 un its (the 
usual p rice), th is (|uantity of serum  
would cost the  people of Texas $10,- 
387.50, but if bought under the  new 
o o n tra d  made by the S tate Board of 
H ealth  in Septem ber, 1015, a t $4.00 per
10.000 un its, costs only $3,324 showing 
a saving of $7,063.50.

The S tate Board of H ealth, includ­
ing the M aritim e and B order Q uaran ­
tine Service, costs the S tate  $4,220 per 
m onth, leaving a difference in favor of 
the tax payers ' pockets of $2,843.50.

Many people did not get the advan­
tage  of th is  saving, as the plan of d is­
tribu tion  has not become generally  
known.

By the S tate  Board con trac t, d is trib ­
uting s ta tions were established in 
every county sea t and a ll those cen­
tra l po in ts w here a d ru g g is t would ac­
cept the  contract. This serum  is in- 
spe<’ted and passed by the  U. S. inspec­
to rs, with the sam e care and pre<‘i8ion 
used as  in the case of o ther lab o ra ­
to ries which sell the ir products at 
th ree  tim es the price. If the people 
care  to  save th is loss, the S tate Board 
of H ealth  has made It possible for them 
to do so.
