••■Wbat m akes the soil protluce? Why 

are  »oils non-protlnctlve? Why do 
they 'w ear otiC? These were ques­
tions which confronted the btirenu. Its  
m em bers visited every country  of the 
world securing  sam ples of soils in old 
fields which had been cultivated  for 
tw nturles These were subm itted to  
labovaiory and pot tests. The re su lt 
w as the rem arkable  dl8covo.-y th a t 
soils do not w ear out. An old G erm an 
esta te  which produced 12 bushels of 
w heat per acre  In 15.50 today produces 
48 bushels. In China they have planted 
land for 4,000 years In one crop—t e a - - 
grow n and harvested under religious 
cerem onies. F rom  every country  in 
th e  world, from Old Dixie, w here for 
100 years one crop, one way, one m ule 
and one m ortgage was the  method, 
•am ples of soli were assem bled. In 
o rd e r to have conditions as nearly  
n a tu ra l as possible, these  sam ples 
w ere placed in w ire baskets. Sam ples 
w ere kept from outside Influence by 
parafin . but we never learned very 
much about soil fertility , its  causes, 
un til we w ent to  the  fields w here the 

r fa rm ers  w ere at work.

sp ite  of the naval authorities.

O fficials observed tha t the statem ent 
ra re a ls  th a t the subm arine commnnder 
supplem ented Ids first report on the 
destruction  of the Ancona nnd turned 
la  b is log. thus apparen tly  disposiixg 
o( re p o rts  th a t the  Vienna Government 
was handicapped in preparing an an ­
sw er to  the  Am erican note by Inability 
to  com m unicate with the com m ander.

A book in which th e  im portan t a f­
fa irs of the  new arrival a re  to  be 
put on record, a hanger for safety 
pins of several sizes, a pa ir of arm ­
lets, and som e brightly  colored toys 
suspended by gay ribbons, a re  pic­
tu red  above in  th e  group^of baby be­
longings.

T he record book is m ade by cover­
ing cardboard  w ith w hite m oire silk. 
A sto rk  is pain ted  on the  fron t cover, 
and plain heavy w hite paper provides 
the  leaves.

ten  them  together.

G au/e bags, m ade to  bold indivld- 
aal pow der puff balls, a re  among the  
popular now fads lh a t m ake lovely 
O hristm as gifts. They a re  m ade of 
ehiffon, silk m uslin or gauze, gathered 
over a  sllk-oovered em broidery hoop. 
H angers of light satin  ribbon are  
fastened  a t each side of th e  hoop with 
a  rosette

The balls, of abso rben t cotton, are 
finished with tiny  bows of baby rib ­
bon m atch ing  the  hangers in color. 
As soon a s  used they a re  throw n 
away.

Flowered silk  musUn m akes p retty  
bags, w ith ribbon hangers m atching 
th e  flowers in color.

'opsy Doll Made of a Stocking

An attractive calendar for a  g irl’s 
room and a hatpin holder a re  shown 
IS the picture above. The hatpin hold­
e r la merely a small pasteboard tube 
covered with moire ribbon with tiny 
brass buckles, handle and straps of a 
n a r r o w  ribbon. It simulates a  golf bag 
aad a hatpin im itating a golf stick 
goes with it.

The calendar consists of a circular 
piece having two small feet on one 
edge, cut from a sheet of celluloid. 
Two small oblong openings, one long­
er than the other, are cut opposite the 
foot.

The face of the calendar Is deco­
rated with a painted holly wreath 
aad gilt lettering within I t

Two smaller circles swing on a 
pivot back of the calendar's face, with 
the names of the months on ons and 
numerals from 1 to SI on th t  other. 
The tiny pivot is concealed by the lot- 
taring.

The calendar is suppsrtod lihe an  
easel by a  atrip taatsned on a t tRa

The rag baby has the reputation of 
being the best beloved of its  little 
owner's posaeasiona. Here Is a Topsy 
doll made ot a black stocking with 
mouth and nose outlined with yam  
and glasa beads for eyes. By raveling 
an old knitted m itten or any knitted 
article, ita bead of kinky hair la as­
sured.

The figure Is cut out In two pieces, 
which are madbine-stltctaed together, 
with an opening left a t  one aide for 
turning it right side o u t It Is avuSod 
with cotton. Rompers and a  cap ot 
gayly striped gingham a^d to the tao-

A doily roll m akes a  pre tty  gift 
for the housew ife and is useful to her 
in m ore ways than  one. It keeps her 
doilies fresh  and easy to  get at. N oth­
ing is easie r to  m ake, and very few 
equally p re tty  g ifts cost so little.

The ro lls a re  usually m ade in two 
lengths, one for cen terp ieces and 
one for doilies. To m ake one a 
strong pasteboard  tube, sucb as 
used for m ailing is procured. C ircular 
pieces of cretonne are  stre tched  over 
the ends and pasted down on the 
roll.

A strip  of the cretonne as wide 
as the  tube is long is then  cu t off of 
any length desired. One end of th is  
strip  is trim m ed in a curve and  the 
o ther left stra igh t. The curved end 
and sides of the strip  are  bound with 
tape.

The s tia ig iu  end is pasted  to th e  
roll, the  cretonne wound once about 
it and sewed dowu to form  a casing 
for It. Uibhon ends a re  sewed to  the  
curved end of cretonne to  form ties 
for fastening it when the doilies have 
been rolled.

The cretonne used to  m ake the  roll 
shown in the p ic tu re  is a  striped p a t­
tern  with sm all flowers sca tte red  over 
the surface. Dark backgrounds with 
gay flowers m ake rolls th a t do not 
soil easily. The ribbon used should 
match tbe flowers or foliage in the 
iiattern.

The Western Union Telegraph and Telej)hone Ccunpany has 
announced a policy of giving a two weeks’ vacation to its employees, 
and has set aside a fund of $2,000,000 for this purpose. Do you believe 
that is merely for private gain!

Aren’t we often 
mercenary in our giving, just as we accuse the corporatiftn of being! 
Being made up of individuals, causes of individual action arc in a 
degree causes for corporation action.

This brave fighter, 
who accomplished one of the most daring deeds of his time—da.shing 
into Tripoli harbor and burning the frigate Philadelphia—spoke fnun 
the viewpoint of a fighter, and less from the viewpoint of a statesman.

Decatur spoke the truth when he plead for national unity.* That 
ic eascntial today to maintain national prestige and our place in the 
world. The matter of purging a nation, of corn'cting her polici(‘s and 
principles when wrong, is. ns the esteemed Transcript intimates, a 
work fur the citizenship.

o r Iron can be m ade from  10 pounds of 
red lead, mixed with one gallon of lin ­
seed oil and one pint of tu rpen tine , 
mixed thoroughly before applying.

Before pain ting  any tool, it should 
be thoroughly  cleaned, both from dust 
and grease. Two coats of the  above- 
m entioned pain t will be sufficient to 
protect tbe tool from sun and rain. 
If  you do not like the b righ t red color 
th a t the tool will have, you can then 
apply any good ready-m ixed im ple­
m ent paint to  the tool w ithout fear of 
It sealing off."

Unprecedented Demand Dsases Near- 
Fam ine on M arket; W ar O rders in 

a M easure Responsible.

T hat the  steel industry  is looking to 
the rich beds of iron ore in Texas as 
a possible source of supply of iron is 
the announcem ent carried  in The Dal­
las Morning News as a siiei lal story  to 
The News from New York. In part, 
the  a rtic le  says:

"The enorm ous grow th in the de­
mand for iron and steel products since 
the ou tbreak  of the European w ar is 
forcing mill operato rs U) seek the  pos­
sibilities of ore fields throughout the 
United States. A recent sum m ary r.f 
reports from various cen ters  «hows 
th a t a  steel fam ine Is impending.

The atten tion  of some of the  largest 
steel-industry  men is concen tra ting  
upon Texas, w here it is estim ated lOo,- 
rtOO.OOO tons of iron ore aw ait the fu r­
nace.

Steel m ills are  running  at full <a- 
paclty in all se<-tlons of the i ’nifed 
States. The first of the year not more 
than  60 per cent of th e  capacity of 
m ills was in operation to supply the 
demand.

Approxim ately (100,000,0(Kt is to l)e 
spent in im provem ents, consisting 
largely of expansions in open-hearth 
fu rnaces These expenditures liegaii 
in .luly.

I.snrely Dsc to K sr.
The im provem ent in the  Bt«H-l indus­

try  is due to  a large extent to  the war. 
O rders for steel in all form s for the 
m anufacture of am m nnlllon and a rm a­
m ent have forced the mills to alm ost 
double the ir rapacity . In many d is­
tric ts  the output until July , 1916. is 
sold.

C.ounting orders which are in pros­
pect now, it Is not unlikely th a t the 
en tire  output of 1916 will be sold w ith­
in a  short time. Thlft will a ssu re  the 
m ills of a Ipng continuation of the 
p resen t ra te  of production.

Texwi is said to possess the best 
prospects. The o re  of Texas fields has 
been m inutely Investigated, and it Is 
said to be classed as of exceptionally 
good grade. Negotiations, it is under­
stood, arc  well under way for th e  de­
velopm ent of the Texas fields.

W hat Texas Has.
On a  basis of p resen t values, Texas

has h afl ballll h rd lu  cmfwyp shrdlu- 
has half a  billion d o lla rs’ w orth  of Iron 
when delivered to the mills.

Some of the  big ra ilroads, realizing 
the approach of a  probable fam ine in 
th e  steel business, aro  looking around 
with the view to developing possible 
fields. Besides the ra ilroads, m anu­
fac tu re rs  of farm  im plem ents and m a­
chinery m ust be certain  of the  fu ture 
supply.

The Increased dem and for steel prod­
ucts has forced prices of pig iron and 
steel to points unknown In history. 
The high prices have had an adverse 
effec-t upon the  construction  of build­
ings in which s tru c tu ra l steel is 
needed. R ailroads in m.^ny section are 
taxed in handling  the freight traffic  
resu lting  from the iron and steel 
trade.
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W A S H IN G T O N . D. C., Dec.
T hirty  cents per biishe' is the  increase 
in price made on tonintoes in Texas 
th is  year as compare<l with the 1914 
estim ate, according  to the Bureau of 
Crop Estim ates.

eral p lan t food. T here  is Just as much 
m ineral plant f«iod In th e  th ird  foot of 
■oil as In the firs t; Just as much in the 
fiftieth as in the first. P ro fessor Van 
Hlse, of W isconsin rn lv e rs lty , has a r ­
rived at the conclusion, a f te r  extensive 
experim ent, tha t th ere  is enough m in­
eral plant food In the flrnt e igh t Inches 
of soil to  produce 100 bushels of com  
to the acre for 500 years.

I r r l i n i t l e «  n m i  S e e lM M iU e « .
“F ertility  and productiv ity  of the 

eoil depends en tire ly  on physical con­
ditions. I do not beUeve th a t N atu re  
created the  earth  w ith a  lim ited supply 
of these p lan t foode n ecessary  to  p lan t 
life. Physical conditions depand on 
the ability  of th e  soil to  bold and de- 
Hyer m oistu re  to  the  ro o ts  In quan tl-

sen ts 5(M) pounds of w ater taken out 
of th e  ground when the  wheat was 
grow ing. ()nc pound of dry corn rep ­
resen ts  350 pounds of w ater, and one 
pound of dry alfaiiu  hay rep resen ts  
1,100 pounds of w ater taken  out of the 
soli. That m eans tha t the  man who 
can have w ater in sufficient qii.intiiies 
ra n  put the soil In better condition 
to  produce than can any  trther m an.

d irectly  oppoeite to n a tu re ’s  plan.

*‘I hope to  come to  P lainview  to  live. 
T hese a re  my reasons for deeldlog to

come here: A fter som e fifteen years
of study und invesiiganon and p rac ­
tical experience, d u rin g  wiiirh tim e I 
have been search ing  for a place which 
affordiNl all the  n a tu ra l conditions and 
as few as possible unfavorable  condi­
tions ,1 have found it in P lainview — 
the  P lains coun try—with its  inex- 
huiistible supply of c lear, pure w ater, 
with no a lka li; with its  n a tu ra l u n d er­
ground drainage, which assu res  me the 
ground will no t become w ater logged;
