A d is tric t a tto rney  will also  be 
elected, but the judge of the d istric t 
court Is elected for four years.

T rustees for the Plalnvlcw Independ­
ent School IMstrlct will also be elected 
next spring. The election will be held 
on Saturday, May 6. S. W. Mehurg, 
F o ste r A lexander and W. H. .Martlne 
a re  the re tirin g  tru stees , and th rw  will 
bo elected for these th rw  places. No 
announeem ents have yet been made of 
candidacy for the  places.

Texas will have during 1916 at least 
th ree  and probably four elections, Tlie 

jEfl^st will he the jireferential prim ary 
fo r 'p re s id e n t and electors and dele­
gates to the  National Ilem ocratic Con­
vention. This election will be held 
May 32. The next will be the Demo­
c ra tic  prim ary for S tate officers, to la* 
held Inly 22. At th is rime county and 
d istric t ofTicers will also he elected. 
The next election may be a second 
prim ary vote for th«- office of I ’nitr^rl 
S ta tes Set a tor, In the event that there 
is no m ajority  nom ination In the regn- 
u la r  prim ary. This last election may 
come two weeks la te r, if held. The 
last election will be the general elec­
tion , In Novembr'r. when one allow ing 
counties to vote ,'iu-eent school tux and

A eiKnlficant cImiiKe 1« taking place 
in the m anagem ent of ca ttle  in what 
ia commonly known as the J’anhandle 
of Texas. For years this has been one 
of the chief cattle-raising  sections of 
the country. The ranchm en have been 
steadily  breeding up the ir herds by the 
use of pure-bred bulls, and they have 
ao improved the (luality of their cattle  
th a t  BtfK k from this section has been 
in considerable dem and for feeders 
In the past it has been custom ary to 
ship out the cattle  to be fed In the 
m iddle-w estern apd corn-belt s ta tes 
but the jm sslbilltles of pro llt In feed 
ing thes<i ca ttle  at home have now 
been dem onstrated, and ranchm en are 
no longer contenting them selves with 
the raising  of cattle. They are  feeding 
them  for the m arket as well, say re 
ports to the T epartm en t of Agrlcul- 
tn re .

W ith the developm ent of dry-iand ag­
ricu ltu re  much of the Panhandle which 
was form erly open range has been 
taken  up by small farm ers. As a re ­
su lt. g reat quantities of feed are now 
being raised and m any of the ran ch ­
men them selves have taken up fa rm ­
ing operations on the ranches. This 
increase in the  production of feed- 
s tu ffs  na tu ra lly  led to increased In te r­
est In the finishing of cattle  for the 
m arket, and the high prices tha t fat 
ca ttle  have brought in the last few 
years stiiuiilated th is new in terest. The 
ranchm en, however, were Inexperl 
ence.d in ca ttle  feeding, and, us a resu lt, 
a rrangem ents were made for an agent 
of the United S tates D epartm ent of 
A griculture to co-operate with them  in 
the  solution of the various problem s 
th a t arose. This work was begun in 
the fall of 1913, and since tha t tim e 
has met with what Is considered to  be 
m arked success.

The first undertak ing  was a feeding 
dem onstration  on a ranch near Ama­
rillo  to  test out the value of feeding 
s teers  in the dry lot on home-grown 
feeds and cottonseed meal instead of 
le tting  them  run on the range and se ll­
ing  them directly  off the grass. Four 
car-loads of s teers were used in this 
test, being purchasi>d at 5 ^  cents per 
pound on an average, or $48 per head. 
At the end of the feeding period the 
s tee rs  which hud run on g rass with a 
sm all feed of cottonseed cake sold for 
7 cen ts a pound, and m ade a net profit 
per anim al of 97 cents. The steers 
that had been fed on <'oltonsced meal, 
kufflr corn sihige and sorghum  sold 
fo r 7^4 cents per pound, and made a 
ne t profit of $7.39 per atiimal.

Following this deinonstratioii much 
tim e was spent in encouraging ranch ­
men to p\it in pit silos and in In struc t­
ing them ill the grow ing of silage 
crops, the filling of silos, and many 
o th e r subjects of this ch aracter. Many 
of the ranchm en in the tw enty P a n ­
handle counties asked fur help, and 
during  the fall of 1914 and the w inter 
of 1914-13 about 7,000 head w ere fed In 
accordance with instructions furnished 
by the departm ent. That w inter, it 
will remembereil, was one of the 
most d lrastrons tha t ca ttle  feeders 
have ever experienced. A great num ­
ber of them Ijs t money In every se<'- 
tion of the country, and there were men 
in the Panhandle who lust money also. 
On the other hand, a great many of the 
feeders actually  made money at u time 
when every one else seeimHl to lie los­
ing It.

Quite a mimlier of the men who 
were feeding their cattle  in the new 
way kept complete records of the 
weight of the anim als, the quantities 
«>f feed given them und the results.
In coiise(|neiic«‘, practically all of the 
fe«sders know how imu'h their stc'ers 
gained per day during the feeding pe­
riod, how much It cost to make the 
gains on the cattle , and bow much 
profit they made on the feeding opern- 
Uons. In some cases the f»H*ders dl- 
vidwi their cuttle and fed each lot a 
different ration, ('om parisi.ns of this 
kind have dem onstrated beyond ques­
tion the efflelency of ci'rfaln feed- 
Btuffs. For example, the value of sil­
age made from kaffir coni and milo 
malxe has Imeti shown and the value of 
maize cho|ts has also been emphusir.ed. 
The difference in resu lts olitiiiiied by 
different feeders has aroused a healthy 
and vigorous in terest In the funda­
m ental principles of successful feed­
ing.

Another result of the work is the 
Stimulus that has been given to im ­
proving the quality of the herds, 

icbinen who feed their own cuttle 
sve an opim rtunity to  see for them ­

selves how Inevitably anim als of poor 
quality  fall to fatten In the feed lot as 
sa tisfac to rily  as those of high quality.
