for children, however, where food must 
be prepared at home in the morning 
to be eaten elsewhere at noon, or 
where the children must hurry home, 
eut quickly, aud then rush back to 
■cbool, offer special difficulties and 
deserves the careful attention of iiar- 
ents.

Hefore it is possible to plan a ra­
tional basket or other luncheon for 
children, it is necessary for the mother 
to understand the general essentials 
of diet for young peoj)le. These essen­
tials in general are an abundance of 
simple foods, carefully prepared, and 
of sufficient vartety to provide energy, 
repair wastra ,provide elements for 
building hone and tissue, and stimulate 
growth. To do this most effectively 
the three meals each day must supply 

I  the child with sufficient food from each 
V of the following classes;

I. ( ereiil or Slarolij Foods. Cere­
als, eaten i)rinclpally as bread, supi>ly 
nearly half of the protein (commonly 
thought of us tlssiie-hulldlng material) 
and nearly two-thirds of the fuel or 
energy in the .Vmerican diet The 
quality of the bread, therefore, is ex­
tremely iin]>ort)int. Its crust should 
be crisp and deep (indicating thorough 
Imking), Imt not hard or burned. It 
should he liglit and free from any sug­
gestion of sourness or ranrldity. The 
rriiinli should Ik* elestlc and yet capa­
ble of being easily broken up in the 
mouth without forming a sticky mass, 
or l>eing too dry to taste good. These 
qualities- can Ik* secured In rolls and 
biscuit us well as In ordinary bread, 
provided they arc cooked thoroughly 
The obje<'tion to hot bread is due to 
the fact that undercooking may leave 
it soggy on the inside, rather than be 
cause such breads arc eaten hot. The 
child's appetite for bread may be stim­
ulated by using different kinds of 
bread, zwieback and crackersjjby the 
addition of raisins, currants, or nut 
meats, and sometimes by cutting the 
slices Into fancy shapes.

Cereal iniishes and reudy-to-eat 
br<4ikfa8t fo<Mls supply nearly the same 
nutrients aa bread, a half cupful of 
cotiked cereal lieing about e(|uivalent 
to a got*d-slzed slice of bread. A ta- 
hlesp<M)nful of crcHiii is about equiva­
lent in fat (o a liberal spreading of 
blitter.

Í. 1‘rotein-Kicli F'mhIs. While the 
bread and cereals come near to fu lfill­
ing one of the important requirements 
of diet—a «'orrect proportion of nutri­
ents proviiliiig fuel only and those use­
ful for body building—other foods 
which provide iiroteiii in larger pro­
portions as compared with fuel should 
not be neglei'ted. These fiKids include 
milk, meat (except the very fattesti. 
fUh, poultry, eggs, cheese, drleil beans 
cowpeas, peas, peaniitH, and almonds, 
walnuts, and other nuts. Nuts, of 
course, also contain considerable fat. 
Milk is an absolute essential, not only 
because it contains a large number of 
nourishing siilistances in forms easily 
assiniilHt«><l, blit also because, in some 
way not now fully iinderstno<l. milk 
seems to promote growth and help the 
bodY of a child make good use of olhi*r 
fooils. .Milk is rich in most kinds of 
mineral matter, particiilarly lime, use­
ful In the development of bone and tis­
sue.

Milk should never be omitted wholly 
from the diet of a child. If not used at 
luncheon, it should appear at other 
meals. For luncheon, however, it has 
been found that such dtshes as milk 
toast, milk soups made with vegeta­
bles, fish or vegetable chowders, and 
cocoa are valuable foods, easily pre­
pared at home or in the m*hool, be­
cause they require no oven and call 
only for simple utensils. White 
sauces made of vegetable Juices, milk, 
or broth, differ from milk soups large­
ly In that they contain more flour. 
When considering milk, the food value 
of skim lullk. which contains a larger 
percentage of protein though less fat 
than full milk, should not Im* over- 
lookcil.

Eggs, the next of the protein foods 
commonly given to children, contain 
much Iron and their yolks are rich in 
fat.

». The Fall) Faods.-TThe laity 
f(M>ds, such as butter, eream, salad oils, 
baron, and similar foods, are important 
eources of enerit)- and nourishment for 
the growing body, F*ats are beet given 
in such simple forms rather than In 
rich pastries or sweets.

4. Pirak VegHnbles •■«! Fniits. 
Because ordinary vegeUbles, such as 
potatoes, greens, lettuce, green peas 
and beans, asparagus, and others, and

into boiling water, while those witli 
tliick skins .such as oranges, bananas, 
aud apples, may bo safely washed even 
with soap. Dried fruits when washed 
and put into an oven to dry absorb 
some of the water, and thus are 
softened and improved In taste.

Sueets and Desserts. Sugar, as 
has been said, is a quickly absorbed 
fuel food, ami simple sweets have their 
place in the diet of all children, i f  not 
served between meals or at times when 
they destroy the a()petite for other 
needed focMls, tliere is no objection to 
them. They may be serv«*d in the form 
of cake not rich enough to be classed 
as pastry, cookies, sweet chocolate, 
simple candy, honey, dried or pre­
serves! fruits, maple sugar, and loaf 
sugar. In general, fruits, fresh, baked, 
or stewed, or raw, and simple sweets 
are much l)etter desserts for children 
than rich pastry which contains a large 
amount of fat.

Ization of a dozen voices under direr- 
tlon of Roland R. Witte, late of New 
York, a real «hoir master and concert 
director. With his company we will 
have real sinRlng that fills the heart 
and expands one'.s life, the singinK of 
big choru.ses, selections from big ora­
torios, as well as the old familiar 
songs people know and love so well.

“ That Is a brief description of the 
seven musical aggregations.

“ In engaging the lectures for this 
season we have been unusually care­
ful. We are not going to engage In 
muck raking or senseless agitation. 
The program we are offering will be 
big In entertaining, lofty in thought 
and sincere in purpose. Our hope is 
to expand the lives and the thought 
of each community. We are not going 
to bother with politics. You will have 
all the politics you want this year 
from the newspapers and from the 
political stumps, as this is national 
campaign year.

“ We are not going to worry you to 
death about the war in Europe, al­
though that is an important subject.

He has 
many laughs, his philosoi)li> is sound, 
bright and wholesome He radiates 
so much confitlence. confidenc*- in 
America and .Xnierican young men and 
young women that the hard headed 
business men and bankers like to lis­
ten to him. and do listen to them e\ 
ery oppoitunity ’ hey get

, His father was Consul General 

from Greece to turkey Nayphe was 
bom in Athen.s Greece He spent 
his boyhood day in and about Jeru­
salem and Palestine. He graduated 
from the best schools there and when 
he asked to go to school again the 
boy’s father said-

" If you wish to study literature, go 
to England; if you want to study n.u- 
sic. I will send you to Germany; if 
you prefer to study art. I will have 
yon "O to Paris.”

"But,” said the boy, I want to kruiw 
something of them all.’

“Then,” said the father. “ My son. 
if you wish to Ifnow everything I will 
send you to America”

"So Nayphe came to .America. His 
sister came with him. His first im­
pression of the Occident was 
ually interesting: he gives many of 
these in his lecture and the fascina­
ting way in which he tells these 
unique experiences are delightfully 
refreshing and interesting. The 
trouble they experienced in learning 
how to use our language effectively 
is humorous.

“ L«“amlng to manage tlie use of our 
slang, however, is no more interesting 
than the happenings that took place 
at Harvard while he was new with 
the boys there. We laugh at times 
until the tears come, but all the same 
we recognize that back of the laugh­
ter and the beautiful rhetoric and 
charmin.g diction, Naphe is weaving a 
thread out of wliich he finally makes 
a complete garments of .American 
ideals.

"1 should have said at the begin­
ning that the stage is all decorated 
for Nayphe’s coming. He carries with 
him wonderful canopies and gorgeous 
curtains and beautiful Oriental hang­
ings of every description.

Every minute he is on the stage he 
is in action; he reminds one of what 
a human volcano would be like; he 
is like a poetic and symj)honle edi­
tion of Billy Sunday; he is as grace­
ful as a swan, while his words have 
both the beauty and the cadence of a 
melody.

".And so he goes on bringing the 
Orient to the Occident—the ancient 
customs to the modern America, but 
all the time remaining an American.

He bring on the platform with him 
five or six, indeed, 1 do not know 
liow many young ladles also dressed 
in the costumes, and while he never 
pauses speaking for a moment, he 
shows some of the customs of the 
Orient.

"More than this, he gives with the
unus-1 assistance of these young ladies, the 

betrothal and the marriage ceremony 
as it is performed in the far East. 
He also shows the Oriental’s metli- 
od of praying, lie sings some of their 
songs. His lectur«' is almost stupen­
dous: it is so dramatic, big and beaji- 
tiful.

"H i' gives two li'ctures: tlie other 
is on the Twenty-third Psalm. Any­
thing like an adequate description of 
this is beyond the power of words to 
convey. He gives a light on the 
Psalms that is new to everyone and 
beautiful beyond comparison.

"An entertainer who will greatly in­
terest you is .Mr. Noah Beilharz, a 
man whom I have tried to get for five 
or six years. His work partakes of 
the nature of Ratto, Landon and New- 
ens. although he is really like all. hut 
not entirely similar to either. He does 
ills work in costume and “ make-up.” 
He uses the same art as Landon, the 
rapidity of Ratto. He has much of 
the pliilosophy and humor as Gilli­
land, with the sincerity and earnest­
ness of Newens. No matter what 
character he presents, it is finished, 
artistic, interesting and sincere.

Perhaps tbs 
highbrow Is not sufficiently sure of his 
discrimination and bis abilty to tell 
what Is vital and what is not, so con­
demns everything popular rather than 
run any risk of accepting the wrong 
thing, a sort of safety first for high­
brow reputations.

"There is ample evidence to support 
the statement that everything which 
has lived and stood the test of time 
because it is great had in its begin­
nings a large measure of popularity.

counted for their success only on the 
ground of his own skillful acting in 
them.

"Now the highbrow Is a menace. No, 
I shouldn't have called him that. It is 
too big a word for him in particular, 
and there Is no real menace to any of 
the arts because they are all so great 
that nothing can materially hamper 
them. The highbrow is an annoyance, 
rather; at the most a man who may, by 
his Inability to appreciate, discourages 
an idivldual artist from doing all that 
he might do. I know that Clyde Fitch 
was sometimes depressed by that sort 
of thing. Shakespeare himself stopped 
writing several years before he died. 
Perhaps It was because he did not 
have, in addition to the support of the 
many, the approval of the few who 
posed as the arbiters of taste. The 
philosophy, psychology and poetry of 
his plays, the things that make them 
live, were not the things which at the 
outset made them popular.

I'reutes False Standards.
“ So the highbrow is an annoyance 

or anuisance, and chiefly because he 
tries to create entirely false standards 
by looking for something in the play 
other than the play Itself, something 
entirely external to drama. They do

not know the history of the thing they 
would criticise. They entirely miss 
the point that the principles of the 
drama, of all the arts, are the same 
today as they were in the beginning 
and will be to the end of time. Unly 
the methods change. These lusting 
principles were those recognized and 
understood by Sophocles in writing 
'Oedipus,' by Shakespeare in ‘Othello,’ 
by Moliere in 'Tartuffe,' and by Ibsen 
in ‘A I^oll's House.’ Augustus Thomas 
and George .M. Cohan are applying the 
same principles. There are no others 
to apply.

"Great plays are great, first of all, 
as plays; secondly, because of what 
the writer has put in them. They may 
be great In the first sense and in no 
other. The ‘Two Orphans,’ for exam­
ple, is a marvelous play as a play, but 
there Is nothing to It except Its dex­
terity. Browning's ‘Blot In the 
ScTutcheon' is a very bad play, illogi­
cal, Ill-constructed, falsely motived; 
but it is full of good material. The 
highbrows, of course, thought It was a 
wonderful play, and said the usual 
biting things because the crowd re­
jected it. But the highbrows juuiped 
at the conclusion that the crowd re­
jected the thing because of the good 
material, and not because it was not a 
good play, which was the real reason 
for the failure.
Shukespeiire »r o te  Some Bud Flays.
"Shakespeare himself wrote some 

bad plays. 'Cyiubeline' was one of 
them. There is a play Ineffective on 
the stage, full of misapplied ingenuity 
and, at the end, a most elaborate suc­
cession of discoveries that nobody 
cares anything about, because they all 
know beforehand what is being dis­
covered on the stage. Vet some of 
Shakespeare's most beautiful writing 
la in that play. Highbrows read that 
and others in the same class, and then 
wonder at the cloddishness of the pco 
pie in not curing to see such plays. 
They fall to realize that a good reading 
play may not be a good acting play 
Of course, if it is not an acting play it 
is not a play at all. The performance

Water plus clay or ordinary earth. 
\vhen mlied. Invariably forms mud. On 
ordinary earth roads the rains and 
inuUInc snow furnish the water and 
the passlna traffic the mlxlnif. and the 
resolt is muddy roads Take away the 
water or prevent It from mixing with 
the clay or earth on the road surface 
and little or no mud'’ wlll result. In 
other words, keep your road dry If you 
wish It to remain hard, smooth and free 
from mud.

Except In very sandy or jrld regions, 
good drainage Is the cardinal principle 
In the maintenace of earth and gravel 
roads Get the water away from the 
road at quickly and completely as pos­
sible. Water naturally seeks the lowest 
level. You can not keep the water 
from falling on the road, but you can 
anslat Its natural Inclination to get 
away to a lower level. Keep the ruts 
filled and the road crowned with a 
alope towards the side ditches of from 
three-fourth to one Inch to the foot, and 
the water will not collect on the road 
to aoak in and be mixed to mud by 
paaeing traffic. Keep the side ditches 
clean and with frequent outlets to get 
the water away from the road entirely. 
Do not let the culverts clog up or ma­
teria) accumulate In the ditches and 
hold hack the pools of water to soak 
Into and soften the foundation of your 
road. Water is an enemy that will run 
away if you will give It a chance. Do 
not neglect to give it every chance. It 
will pa^ and pay well.

IJke most other enemies, water is 
not very destructive or dangerous un­
til it collects In force. Therefore, get 
the water away from your road at every

Invite certain disaster by making your 
culverts too small to care for the larg­
est possible storm. Furthermore, build 
the culverts so that the water will, ofI
necessity, flow through them and not 
find a way around or beneath them, 

j Properly designed, substantial wing 
and end walls are the fortification 
which protect the culvert from attack 
and destruction during severe storms. 
1)0 not build dry weather culverts; 
build them with a view of caring for 
and protecting the road during the 
worst possible storms.

Make your road dry, build it bard 
and compact with a crown sufficient to 
shod water rapidly to the side ditches, 
and with ample culverts and drains. To 
keep your road dry. maintain the drain­
age in good condition. Drag your roads 
after each rain; drugging fills in the

ruts, smooths the surface, and main­
tains the crown. On a road which has 
been properly dragged the rain finds 
no place to collect and soak Into and 
soften the surface. Unless the rain is 
of long duration the surface is softened 
but very little. As soon as the rain has 
ceased and the road surface dried so 
that the clay is not sticky, but while 
It i& still plastic, drag the road again. 
Any depression or ruis which have been 
formed during and after the rain are 
thus filled, and the surface smoothed 
up and plastered over with a thin plas­
ter of clay or earth which packs and 
becomes very hard under passing traf­
fic. Therefore. In order to make and 
keep your road dry, first provide for 
good drainage and then maintain the 
good drainage by systematic dragging 
after each rain. Diligent attention to 
these points will, in general,, insure 
an earth road fairly passable at all 
times and very good most of the time.

TKXAH IS FIRST STATE FOB
TEACHERS’ HOME I'AMFAIOM.

• A  ocheme for sotiul Borvlce, one af- 
foctiag every banilet in the land, baa 
been Inetltuted by the National Lumber 
lilanufacturere' Asaociation, in the 
proixwal to build a home for every 
rural echool teacher in America.

Texaa ia one of the firat Htatea where 
the plan will be carried into effect, and 
a thorough luveatigation of the condl- 
tluna in that State preceded the an­
nouncement c f the aocial aervlce plan» 
of the lumber manufacturer». The aa- 
»oclatiou baa not aa yet formulated Ita 
plan» for pushing tlilo new depart­
ment of public acrvice by actually aa- 
BlBting of tho Bcboola of the Nation to 
build home« for teachera, but work on 
tbla philanthropic enterprise ia already 
under way, and the aaaociatlon plana to 
have its plana ready for announcement 
in a few weeks.

J. H. Kirby, of Houston, a director 
In the National Lumber Manufacturers' 
Aaaociatlon, was one of the most ar­
dent advocates of the project, and the 
success of the building of such struc­
tures in a few isolated portion« of bis 
home State has convinced him that it 
ia a good movement for the entire Na­
tion, as well as for his home State.

The plan to spread the gospel of 
liomes for school teachers over the 
laud was first broached only a few 
weeks ago at a conference of the dl* 
roctors of the association. It proved 
instantly popular. The Idea was taken 
up by the United States Bureau of Edu­
cation, and the firat result of this co­
operation between the lumbermen of 
the Nation and the Government itself 
is In the issuance of a brochure enti­
tled “Teachers’ Cottagea,” by R. S. Kel­
logg, of Chicago, secretary of the Na­
tional Lumber Manufacturers' Asso­
ciation, in co-operation with the United 
States Bureau of Education, and which 
la being sent to every county superin­
tendent of Bchoole in America. The 
Rockefeller Foundation has already ap­
proved of the plan and is giving |25,000 
to foster this work, with more money 
to come.

The propsal to build these teachers’ 
cottagea all over the land fellows out 
the idea that has already been carried 
into extensive success by the State of 
'Washington.

The national association has taken up 
this social service work in the belief 
that the education of the Nation will 
be immensely advanced If the teachers 
of tho Nation’s young are properly 
housed. The theory Is that If teachers

are provided with proper homes, the I 
country districts will be able to secure | 
better teachers, avoid the constant 
changes by which the schools are al-1 
ways in a torn-up condition. As Secre­
tary Kellogg (ibrases it in his work,' 
which constitutes a survey of the move- 
ment and its possibilities: |

"Under present circumstances, the 
leaching of a country school often be­
comes einiply a temporary expedient 

I for the teacher the first term after get- 
jting a certificate, and ambitious teach­
ers who are anxious to grow in their 
profession, and make something ofj 
themselves, go to the city schools Just 
as soon as possible, where living con­
ditions are better. The country schools 
are always left with the largest propor­
tion of young, inexperienced, poorly 
trained teachers.” |

Mr. Kellogg urges also that the teach­
ers' cottages, or, as he calls them, 
teachcrages, should be models of sanl-| 
tatlon, artistic, though Inexpensive, and 
BO constructed that they may be not 
only homes, but real social centers for 
the rural neighborhoods.

In order to further this plan of prop­
erly caring for the teachera, the lum­
bermen’s organization is ready to pre­
pare plans to assist rural communities 
in providing their teachers with the 
kinds of homes which have proved sat­
isfactory in Washington, and in the 
other more scattered localities where 
they have been built.

Texas is selected for one of the first 
States for the general introduction of 
this new Idea of teachers’ cottages for 
every rural school, because it has al-| 
ready made amazing progress on this 
very line, having done more, probably, 
fur Its rural school teachers in the way 
of providing homes than ary other 
State, except Washington, where the 
idea was born.

According to the Federal Bureau of 
Education, twenty-two Texas counties 
have seventy-two teachers’ cottage«, 
and the results have been uniformly 
benefirial. The mongraph among its 
few pictures of teachers’ cottages in 
America has three views of Walker 
County. •

P. F. Stewart, of San Antonio, county 
superintendent, is quoted in the mono­
graph an saying for his part of the 
State:

’’We have fourteen teachers’ cottages 
in the rural districts. They are three 
and four-room frame buildings. The 
best of them are built with four rooms, 
14 by 14, with hall running through. 
They have front porch and screened 
back porch with pantry on one end and 
bathroom on the other. The cost in this 
county is about $1,000. In most cases 
we have a garden of from one to three 
acres with each cottage. We find that

we can get and keep better teachers 
where they are provided with a place 
to live.’’

Fl^iHl.NU ELEf T R ir iT Y  GOOD
POWER FOR P lM P n U  WATER.

Pumped water from the under­
ground flow near Garden City, Kans., 
Is the subject treated in the Irrigation 
Age for March. Some very interesting 
figures have been compiled by irriga­
tion reports covering the results of ex­
perienced farmers, by means of 
pumped Irrigation, in that State.

Electricity is the most satisfactory 
power for pumping water for irriga­
tion. Motors cost about $10 per horse­
power, and it requires from 25 to 50 
horsepower on an average farm of a 
quarter section. The maximum lift In 
the first bottom is 25 feet, and this 
costs about $1.50 per acre-foot of 
water.

The Garden City district is the home 
of the sweet clover king, B. O. Flnnup. 
Only afew years ago sweet clover was 
thought by most farmers to be a pest. 
Mr. Finnup was one of the first to be

Impressed with its value. The seed 
commands a good price, and he shipped 
from Garden City the first carload ever 
pioved. Today he devotes 5,000 acres 
of the immense Finnup farm to sweet 
clover.

It is a leguminous plant and the best 
of them for gathering nitrogen. It is 
also rich in humus, and tests have 
ben made which show that sweet clover 
grown on one acre will furnish aa 
much nitrogen and humus as twenty- 
five tons of average manure. It is 
especially good as a fertilizer crop for 
orchards, and is equally god for cat­
tle, horses and mules. The average 
farmer can properly farm 150 acres 
here If he diversifies and conduct on 
the same plan as the big farm. He 
wil, of course, have to have help dur­
ing the busy seasons.

Well located improved land in the 
bottom with ditch right, also pumping 
plant and buildings, sells for $85 to 
$1.50 per acre. In the higher sections 
no developed lands are for sale, un- 
devloped lands selling for $25 to $35 
per acre.
