from the North who depend on the
overhead rain.

“The row crops are holding well,”
said J. W .Pipkn, general manager of
the T. L. & D. Co., “but they will be
needing moisture in the next few days.
On our irrigated farms they are already
getting it. The dry farms will need
rain soon.”

Let the wheat season just passed
teach us all a serious lesson about

prepare the seed bed properly for the
wheat before planting,

ing or listing as soon as possible after
the soil is in proper condition.
