Tt is understood that the action of
the Counecil has been taken in re-

eponse to numerous requests of prop-
erty owners and in keeping with the
almost unanimous opinion of property
owners on the principal streets that
the city should begin to take steps
which will place it in position to pave
the streets in the near future. In the
coming election no particular streets
to be paved are named, na material to
dbe used in paving. As a matter of fact,
the measure proposed is nothing more
than an enabling act, which will give

tha city power to act.

After a perusal of the chapter por-!
taining to the empowering of cities |
and towns to pave, the following sum~5
mary of the act has been prepared hyl
The Herald. For it we make no pre- |
tense of comprehensiveness, but it is
substantially all that contained in |
the chapter !

Under the provisions of Chapter lli
the city will be empowered to grade,|
raise, pave or repave any street, ave-
nue, alley, highway, public place
square and to construct necessary ap- |
purtenances thereto, including sowors:
and drains. The city will |
have power to order the improvement |
of any highway in the city and select |
the materials to be used and contract |
for construction in the name of lho{
eity. The most desirable power given
by the ordinance is that the council
may pay for such street improvements
out of any available funds of the city,
in accordance with other provisions of |
