WASHINGTON, D. C., Jan, 10.—The
dasheen, a root crop introduced into
this country fromn Trinidad within re-
cent years by the U, 8. Department of
Agriculture, 1s now grown by a con-
¢iderahle nmaber of farmersg and truck-
ers in the South, and promises to be-
come a valuable member of the group
of domestic vegetables such as the
poiato which *furnish starchy foods.
The new vegetable is closely related
to the taro, which is an important fac-
tor in the food supply in portions of
the tropics. The dasheen is itself pri-
marily a tropical piant. It can be
grown successfully, however, not only
in the warmer portions of Florida, but
in other secticns of the South as far
porth as Souih Carolina. The odible
portion of the plant includes a large
central corm and a number of tubers,
of much smallcr size, attached to and
around the corm,

The value of the dasheen, it is be-
lieved, will be as a crop supplemental
to rather than a2 substitute for the
potato.
