SUMR BEET EXPERIMENTS
SHON FINE DEVELOPMENT

P. W. Madsen Is Optimistic—Growth
on Helen Temple Farm and Other
Places Is Extensive,

The sugar beet expertments carried
on under the supervision of P. W, Mad-
sen, who was engaged by the Young
Men's Business League this summer,
are making unexpetced progress up to
the present hour, and it is the general
belief of

persons, that the beet industry is the

authoritative agricultural

coming industry of the Plains.

Some of the beets are now sixteen
and one-half inches above the ground,
and probably woald have been much
higher if it were not for the hail storms
June 23 and July 3, according to Mr.
Madsen. Notwithstanding the hail
storms and the dry weather, Mr. Mad-
SeDn, sees a promising outcome for the
sugar beet experiments. At this hour
the content of sugar the beets will
contain can not be estimated and will
not be known until a final analysis Is
made later in the year,

Col. R. P. Smyth’s patch of sugar
beets which is a quarter of an acre in
size, was planted April 25. Hail and
dry weather placed the growth at a
disadvantage in the beginning, but re-
cently the beets have made consider-
able growth. -

The beets are planted in rows with
about ten to twelve inches of space
between them. This allows the beets
sufficient ground for extensive devel-
opment. Each sugar beet has about
fifteen to eighteen leaves, which may
be used for feeding stock after being
removed from the beet.

At the Plainview Nursery there are
‘our rows each three-eighths of a mile
long. They are about seventeen
inches above the ground, and are mak-
ing daily progress in development.
These beets are considered by Mr. Mad-
sen to be some of the best of the ex-
periments carried on in Hale County.

The Helen Temple Farm, northwest
of town, offers a splendid demonstra-
tion in the cultivation of sugar beets
on the Plains. The beets suffered
through a heavy hail storm June 22,
but nevertheless are sixteen inches
above the soil.

The two patches of sugar beets on
the farm of E. H. Perry, planted by
Mr. Madsen June 14, have been irri-
goted but once this year, and show re-
markable strides toward healthy de-
velopment.

WASHINGTON, July 12.—Secretary
Baker announced today that in drawing
to select men for draft into the war
army numbers will be drawn repre-
senting every one of the nearly 10,000
registered so that each may know the
order in which he is lable to be called
for service.

Liability will be fixed by the order
in which the names come out. There
are some 6,000 districts with numbered
registration cards, so that the first
number drawn will represent first 6,000
to appear before the exemption boards.

It is estimated that 50 per cent of
the men examined will be exempted
fail to pass the physical exam
80 that more than a million men prob-
ably will appear before the boards bee
fore the 687,000 or more wanted on the
first call are obtained.

Secretary of War Baker himself
probably will draw the numbers which
will tell who is to be drafted. He an~
nounced this last night following a
long conference with President Wilson
at the White House, during which finas
plans for the actual drawing were dis-
cussed.

Notwithstanding the hail
storms and the dry weather, Mr. Mad-
sen, sees a promising outcome for the
sugar beet experiments. At this hour
the content of sugar the beets will
contain can not be estimated and will
not be known until a final analysis is
made later in the year,

Col. R. P. Smyth's patch of sugar
beets which is a quarter of an acre in
size, was planted April 26. Hail and
dry weather placed the growth at a
disadvantage in the beginning, but re-
cently the beets have made consider-
able growth. -

The beets are planted in rows with
about ten to twelve inches of space
between them. This allows the beets

|sufficient ground for extensive devel-

opment. Each sugar beet has about
fifteen to eighteen leaves, which may
be used for feeding stock after being
removed from the beet.

At the Plainview Nursery there are
four rows each three-eighths of a mile
long. They are about seventeen
inches above the ground, and are mak-
ing daily progress in development.
These beets are considered by Mr. Mad-
sen to be some of the best of the ex-
periments carried on in Hale County.

The Helen Temple Farm, northwest
of town, offers a splendid demonstra-
tion in the cultivation of sugar beets
on the Plains. The beets suffered
through a heavy hail storm June 22,
but nevertheless are sixteen inches
above the soil.

The two patches of sugar beets on
the farm of E. H. Perry, planted by
Mr. Madsen June 14, have been irri-
goted but once this year, and show re-
markable strides toward healthy de-
velopment.

Pictures have been taken of all the
experiment patches by R. E. Cochrane,
who made a trip from one experiment
plot to another with Mr. Madsen last
Wednesday morning.
