Yesterday the board examined thivty
registrants, ten of which® were non-
residents. Several of the men exam-
ined affered cluims for exemption, and,
according to Dr. J. P, Lattimore, there
will bé several rejected owing to physi-
cal disqualifications. The board will
deecide tomorrow on those tc be re-
jected.

The twenty-five men summoned for
today are being examined, and up to
a late hour this afternoon most of
them had appeared for their examina-
tion. It was announced that today was
the last day for the men examined on
the first call had for filing proof to
their exemption Those
fail to file proof will be considered ac-
cepted for according to the
reguiations received by the exemption
board from the Government.

The local board received from the
Provost Marshal General Crowder to-
day the following instructions:

“There are no forms for alfidavits
in support of claims of discharge un-
der section 44, Rules and Regulations,
for the reason that the affidavits will
be too diverse in substance to pre-
scribe a form to fit all cases. The re-
quirements of section 44 must be com-
plied with and affidavits riled must be
acknowledged us in cuse ol affidavits
tiled in support of other claims.

“The Government can nv longer un-
dertake to make free distribution of
forms for individual use in filing
claims for exemption. or discharge,
Forms now on hand in lecal or distriet
boards or State headquarters may be
distributed without charge, but no
further free distribution of these forms
will be attempted from Washington.”

Pependency Renders Discharge.

“A clear of dependency or-
dinarily renders discharge advisable,”
sald County Attorney L. D. Griffin this
afternoon in explaining the grounds
necessary for appeal proceedings on a
dependency claim, “because, since the
drafted person loses his civil income
and thus loses his means of support,
the wife is left without support, and
this lack of support is the effect which
the act aims to avoid. But wherever
such effect does nct in fact follow, and
the wife is not left without reasonably
adequate support, but will receive such
support from other sources, there is
no real dependency rendering dis-
charge advisable.
